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UTRGV baseball stadium

Located on the northwest corner of campus, UTRGV 
Baseball Stadium opened its gates in 2001. Its 
dimensions of 325-380-410-380-325 allow for a spacious 
outfield and a pitcher friendly environment on natural 
grass. 

UTRGV has played at UTRGV Baseball Stadium since 
2002, posting a 252-187-1 (.573) record at home in that 
time. 

UTRGV Baseball Stadium normally seats 5,000 fans, 
but can expand to 16,000 for concerts and other special 
events while providing parking for 3,000 vehicles.

The stadium features 10 luxury suites that come fully 
equipped with air conditioning, TVs, an entertainment 
lounge and 20 VIP seats.

The stadium also features a corral beyond the right 
field wall, which features decks and grills that fans can 
purchase for the entire season.
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In 2014, athletics moved into a new 3,000 square-foot area strength 
& conditioning facility, and in 2015, with the help of donors, UTRGV 
Athletics purchased brand new speed and strength equipment, as 
well as free weight and aerobic/cardio equipment. UTRGV Athletics 
also acquired new power racks, platforms, benches and dumbbells. 

The strength and conditioning facility is exclusively for UTRGV 
student-athletes.

For today’s student-athletes, training and 
conditioning is a year-round commitment. 
Balancing the rigors of competing at 
the collegiate level with the demands 
of the classroom is one of the greatest 
challenges our student-athletes face. 
That is why it is so essential that the 
department of intercollegiate athletics 
provides our student-athletes with access 
to hands-on academic support.

Located in the Academic Services 
Building, the Victory Center is an integral 
part of the life of our student-athletes 
and has a vast amount of services and 
assistance available.

The Victory Center is structured after 
the principles of the NCAA CHAMPS/Life Skills 
Program, which is created to provide student-
athletes with five basic components: Academic 
Excellence, Athletic Excellence, Community Service, 
Career Development and Personal Development.

UTRGV has approximately 275 student-athletes, 
including approximately 150 freshmen and 
transfers, who are required to attend study hall and 
specially designed workshops that assist them 
in acclimating to college life and living away from 
home. Student-athletes must dedicate anywhere 
from six to 10 hours each week to study hall as 
they work toward their ultimate goal, graduation.

The Victory Center provides student-athletes 
access to computers, tutors and other resources. 
The Victory Center, which is open six days a week 
(Sunday-Friday), houses a computer lab, a learning 
lab, areas for both individual and group study, and 
offices for the Academic Advisement Center staff.

Each student-athlete works with their college 
advisor to make sure that they are enrolled in the 
correct classes to graduate. The Victory Center 
staff verifies the classes to ensure that the student- 
athlete is working towards their degree, making 
yearly satisfactory progress and meeting grade 
point average requirements.

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THE UNIVERSITY

A New University with a Long History
The University of Texas Rio Grande Valley (UTRGV) was 
created by the Texas Legislature in 2013 as the first 
major public university of the 21st century in Texas.  
This transformative initiative provided the opportunity 
to expand educational opportunities in the Rio Grande 
Valley, including a new School of Medicine, and made 
it possible for residents of the region to benefit from 
the Permanent University Fund – a public endowment 
contributing support to the University of Texas System 
and other institutions.      
  
UTRGV has campuses and off-campus research and 
teaching sites throughout the Rio Grande Valley including 
in Boca Chica Beach, Brownsville (formerly The University 
of Texas at Brownsville campus), Edinburg (formerly The 
University of Texas-Pan American campus), Harlingen, 

McAllen, Port Isabel, Rio Grande City, and South 
Padre Island. UTRGV, a comprehensive academic 
institution, enrolled its first class in the fall of 2015, 
and the School of Medicine welcomed its first class 
in the summer of 2016.

UT Brownsville and UT Pan American
The shared history of The University of Texas-
Pan American and The University of Texas at 
Brownsville goes back to 1973, when Pan American 
opened a second campus in Brownsville, which 
later became an independent institution of The 
University of Texas System in 1991. Over the years, 
the missions and the identities of these great 
institutions have continually evolved to serve the 
communities of the Rio Grande Valley.

1927-33
Edinburg College was founded as a two-year 

community college governed by the Edinburg School 
District. The original building housed 200 students 
and today is listed as a historical site in the city of 

Edinburg, the county seat for Hidalgo County.

1933-48
Edinburg Junior College, as the only institution 
of higher learning in South Texas, experienced 

rapid growth in its early years, prompting 
administrators to pursue the first name change.

1948-52
Edinburg Regional College was moved from 

the original four-acre site to a 186-acre 
campus a few blocks west. During the 

1950s and 60s, the campus was purchased 
in parcels at a cost of $677,000.

In the Fall of 2015, the landscape of higher education in 
the U.S. was forever changed. The University of Texas 
Rio Grande Valley enrolled its inaugural class of first-year 
students, and this region now shines to the rest of the 
world as a global leader in higher education, bilingual 
education, health education, biomedical research, and 
emerging technology.

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1952-71
Pan American College made its transformation from a junior 
college to a four-year university in the early 1950s. The name 
Pan American was selected to reflect the institution’s desire 

to bridge the cultures of North and South America and to 
reflect the cultural and ethnic diversity of the university.

1971-89
Pan American University saw the student population diversify during 
the 1970s, reflecting a predominantly Mexican-American population. 

The Wall Street Journal credited then President Dr. Miguel Nevarez with 
creating a Hispanic middle class for the South Texas region.

In 1973, PAU began to expand, opening a campus in Brownsville.

1989-2015
The University of Texas-Pan American was 

established in 1989 after the successful and 
historic merger of Pan American University with the 

University of Texas System.
In 1991, the Brownsville campus formed a separate 

instiution, the University of Texas at Brownsville.

When asked about his Pan American College Broncs’ team in 1971, former head coach Al Ogletree always responds, “I had 
all the young men that no one else wanted, but we had a good year.”
 
A ‘good year’ could be the understatement of the century, as the Broncs played the roles of underdogs during the District 
VI regional tournament. The Broncs pulled off one of the greatest upsets in college baseball history by shutting out the 
University of Texas twice. It was the first time the Longhorns were shutout in consecutive games in 62 years as Pan 
American was crowned District VI Champions.
 
“Lupe Salinas pitched a 1-0 shutout then Gary Doyle pitched the second with a 4-0 victory that sent us to the College World 
Series in Omaha,” Ogletree said. 
 
At the College World Series, the Broncs fell to Southern Illinois University, 5-4, in the first round. 
 
“It was a close game, which would have been even closer, but we had a base runner miss third and that run would have 
made it a tie ball game. Salinas pitched well enough to win, but sometimes those are the breaks,” Ogletree stated. 
 
The opening game loss sparked an even more determined Pan Am team heading into their second game match-up. The 
Broncs faced Seton Hall, and with the strong pitching of Doyle, the Broncs won 8-2.  As game three approached, Ogletree 
decided on Andre Rabouin to take the mound, and he hurled a complete-game shutout against Harvard, 1-0.
 
“It was the first time he had ever pitched a nine-inning game, and he was given a standing ovation from his team when he 
got on the bus to go back to the hotel.” 
 
The final game of the CWS was a rematch between the Broncs and the Southern Illinois team that handed the team their 
earlier loss. 
 
“We didn’t understand why we were facing this team again. It didn’t really make sense because there were teams we hadn’t 
faced yet. The guys played with a lot of heart, but we lost it in the final inning.”
 
The Broncs saw their season come to an end after leading the game until the ninth inning, when they fell behind 8-6 and 
lost.
 
Although the season had come to a close, there was much to celebrate. The 1971 Broncs finished the season with 44 
victories, an all-time record for any Texas college or university at the time. The Broncs finished fourth at the College World 
Series with a 2-2 record, and were selected as the top-ranked team in the country at season’s end.
 
Ogletree was named College Coach of the Year by both The Sporting News and the South Plains Professional Scouts 
Association.
           
With a team full of talented, hard-working athletes, most of their success could be attributed to the coaching methods that 
Ogletree brought to the field everyday. The strategy paid off as the Broncs led the nation in fielding.

“I made sure the team was fundamentally-sound. We were skilled because we worked on the basics everyday in practice. I 
also made sure we covered everything that might happen in a game. We examined every game situation, and how we were 
going to tackle it,” Ogletree said.

In those first seasons at the helm of the program, Ogletree instilled in his players the tradition of hard work and a winning 
attitude that continued with him through his 29 years at Pan American.
 
“I continued to wear the uniform number 44. Those 44 victories gave me a 100-32 record in those first three seasons at 
Pan American University.” 
 
During that memorable season, James Tyrone was named All-American for the second consecutive season by the NCAA, 
AACBC and Topps. He hit .349 with 55 stolen bases. Tyrone and teammate Mike Duffey were selected as honorable 
mention All-Americans by The Sporting News.
 
After shattering all of their attendance records that season, Pan American University went to work on the building of a new 
stadium to be ready for competition in 1974. The new stadium had the seating capacity for 4,200 Broncs fans, and they 
needed it. The Broncs made the NCAA Tournament in each of the next five seasons and hosted the Midwest Regional in 
1976.
 
In total, the Broncs have reached the NCAA Tournament 13 times, including 10 trips following the College World Series 
appearance. The Broncs have also had 12 winning seasons since 1971.
 
Even with all the success that followed, however, the 1971 campaign currently ranks as the greatest season in program 
history.
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1983 NCAA Regional Team

The Pan American University Broncs baseball team had a slogan of “Teamwork, Pride, and Desire” that had elevated them 
into NCAA postseasons in 10 of the previous 13 seasons. 

Two of the three non-playoff seasons took place in 1981 and 1982, making the Broncs determined to return to playoffs in 
1983. 
 
“After years of success, our pitching staff stumbled those two years. We recruited some big, strong pitchers to put us back 
into the winning column again,” head coach Al Ogletree said.
 
The road back wasn’t easy. As an Independent squad, the team was forced to play some of the NCAA’s best baseball 
teams to even be considered for postseason play. 
 
“I had a feeling this team possessed the blend of experience, pitching, defense and hitting that would put us back among 
the elite in the Southwest,” Ogletree said. “Overall, it would be our pitching that would tell the tale. We had five returning 
pitchers and eight new players who would hold our program’s future in their hands.”
 
The Broncs picked up three of their most impressive wins of the season just prior to playoffs. Wichita State University 
invited Pan American to come play after a cancellation from the University of Texas left them with an opening in their 
schedule.
 
“They had offered to fly us out there and give us room and board to play them. They were ranked No. 1 in the nation and 
had the number one draft choice for the Major Leagues.”
 
Pan Am took the four-game series 3-1, beating Wichita State 19-9, 4-2 and 12-5 before falling 10-4 in the final game. 
 “If I remember correctly, we hit five home runs in the first game. Rafael Barbosa had two, Bobby Joe Williams, Michell 
Moran and Pat Marshell had one. After that, the hits just kept coming in the second and third games,” Ogletree said. 
 
The Broncs made their way to the NCAA Regional Playoffs in Austin, where they rode the right arm of All-American Jim 
Hickey to beat Grambling State 5-0 in the first game. In the second game, Pan American made a dramatic comeback in 
the ninth inning against Northeastern Louisiana to record a 9-8 victory.
 
“Game Two was a special one. Northeast Louisiana hit three consecutive home runs in the top of the ninth inning with two 
outs to take the 8-6 lead. Barbosa, Luis Chavez and Gilbert Beason each clubbed home runs for us in the bottom of the 
ninth inning and we came back to win 9-8,” said Ogletree.
 
What made the moment so incredible for Ogletree was the fact that it was the second time in one season that a situation 
like that had occurred.
 
“Earlier in the season against Louisiana Tech, we were down 5-3 in the ninth with no outs. Gilbert Trevino, Williams and 
Moran hit successive home runs to win us the game 6-5. After that game, I told them they had just seen something 
happen that they would probably never see again. The first thing they said to me as I got on the bus after the Northeastern 
Louisiana game was, ‘I thought you said we would never see that again,’” Olgetree said.
 
The Broncs suffered their first loss of the regional playoffs against Mississippi State, 7-5. That Bulldogs squad consisted of 
two future MLB All-Stars, Will Clark and Rafael Palmeiro.
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In the fourth round of the playoffs, the Broncs squared-off against a Texas Longhorns team that possessed four of the top 
pitchers in college baseball that season, including future seven-time Cy Young award winner Roger Clemens. The Broncs 
fell short 6-1 and their season came to a close.
 
Overall, the Broncs went 64-19-1, setting a program record for wins in a single-season.
 
At the conclusion of the season, Hickey was named first team All-American by the NCAA and AACBC, recording a 16-2 
record on the mound with a 1.66 earned run average. He struck out 109 hitters while walking only 29 in 130.1 innings.
 
Moran finished the season hitting .320 with 20 home runs, 12 doubles and 85 runs batted in. He racked up 162 total bases, 
scored 74 runs and stole 27 bases as well.
 
As a team, the Broncs hit .280 with 82 home runs, 93 doubles and 15 triples. They averaged 6.25 runs per game.
 
The Broncs finished 19th in the nation that season, and several players continued their careers in the professional ranks, 
including Hickey, who is now the pitching coach for the Tampa Bay Rays.
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Hall of Fame Head Coach Emeritus Al Ogletree

When faithful of Pan American baseball talk about the legacy and tradition of the program, 
the topic always begins with one man, Al Ogletree.
 
Ogletree took the reigns of the baseball program at Pan American in 1968.
 
After posting a 50-46 record at Sul Ross State and taking his 1968 squad to the NAIA 
College World Series, Ogletree was informed that the baseball program would be dropped. 
Sul Ross State’s loss was Pan American’s gain.
 
A 1952 graduate of Texas A&M, where he also earned his master’s degree in 1956, Ogletree 
played professional baseball for two years and then spent two years in the United State 
Army as an officer. He began his coaching career at the University of
Dallas as he led them to an 82-45 record, including a 71-26 mark in his last four seasons. 

 
Ogletree then went on to coach at Sul Ross State for two seasons. While he’d already coached successfully for 11 years, 
the road ahead of him was filled with some of the most impressive years he spent as a head coach.
 
Coach Al brought his passion for the game to Pan American University, where he spent 29 years as a head coach before 
retiring as one of the winningest coaches in NCAA history. 
 
In 1971, Ogletree led his team to a 44-9 record and a fourth place finish at the College World Series. At season’s end, The 
Sporting News named him as the nation’s Coach of the Year. He received the honor from his colleagues in the NCAA 
District VI, the Texas Sports Writers’ Association and the South Plains Professional Scouts Association as well.
 
Ogletree finished with a 1,084-618-1 (.637) record at Pan American. He retired in 1997, finishing with 1,217 wins in his 41 
years of coaching collegiate baseball. He produced 175 future coaches, including his successor, Reggie Tredaway, former 
Houston Astros, Tampa Bay Rays and Chicago Cubs pitching coach Jim Hickey, and current Seattle Mariners first base 
and infield coach Perry Hill.
 
Ogletree was a legend in the collegiate world of baseball for over four decades, and his hard work and dedication to the 
baseball program was recognized when he became an inaugural member of the Athletics Hall of Fame in February 2007. 
He is also the head coach emeritus, one of only two people to ever hold that title.
 
Ogletree was inducted into nine Halls of Fame around the State of Texas:
•Austin High School Hall of Fame
•Texas A&M Hall of Fame
•American Baseball Coaches Association Hall of Fame
•The Rio Grande Valley Sports Hall of Fame
•UTRGV Athletics Hall of Fame
•Central Texas Semi-Pro Hall of Fame

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Remembering Jody Ramsey

Jody Ramsey was the Pan American University's leading hitter and co-captain for the 1972 
season, and that year, he led the team in eight statistical categories, including hitting (.346), 
games played (56), at-bats (185), runs scored (47), hits (64), triples (four), stolen bases (17) 
and walks. He also earned NCAA All-District VI honors.
 
Prior to the 1973 season, Ramsey was working on the construction of the new Pan 
American baseball stadium being built. As one of the laborers, he spent many hours on the 
site of the ballpark and, in an unfortunate turn of events, was killed in an electrical accident 
before the stadium had reached completion.
 
Former head coach Al Ogletree said that the death of Ramsey was one of the most 
upsetting moments in his coaching career.
 

“1973 turned out to be a dark time in my life, and in the history of Pan American baseball, with the death of one of the great 
men and students of Pan Am.” 
 
After his death, students petitioned the Pan American University Board of Regents to name the park in Ramsey’s memory. 
The recommendation was accepted unanimously, and in 1974, the Broncs took the field to play their first season in Jody 
Ramsey Memorial Stadium.
 
The Broncs baseball program played in Jody Ramsey Memorial Stadium from 1974 through 2000. The park was 
dismantled in 2003 to make way for an education building.
 
The Broncs also honored Ramsey by hosting the Jody Ramsey Tournament every year from 1980 through 1995, and 
through a memorial award given to a senior baseball player each season. Considered the top award given to any baseball 
player, it goes to the athlete who best exemplifies the standards set by Ramsey, including superior athletic ability, 
character, leadership and dedication to excellence on and off the field.  Recent recipients have been Mike McCarthy, 
Richard Bandrich, and Adrian De La Rosa.
 
Additionally, Ogletree never again gave out Ramsey’s jersey number (six).
 
While he was very impressive on the field, Ramsey was equally outstanding in his character and standards of living. He 
was twice elected president of the Pan American University Chapter of the Fellowship of Christian Athletes. Ramsey lived 
an outstanding moral existence and had a brief, but brilliant career within the Broncs baseball program.  
 
A 2013 UTPA Hall of Honor inductee, Ramsey was the son of Mr. and Mrs. Johnny Ramsey of Freeport, Texas.

Dr. Guy Bailey
Guy Bailey, Ph.D., was named Founding President of The 
University of Texas Rio Grande Valley in May of 2014.

Prior to being named President of UTRGV, he served as 
President of the University of Alabama and of Texas 
Tech University; Chancellor of the University of Missouri 
Kansas City; Provost and Executive Vice President at 
The University of Texas San Antonio; Dean of Liberal 
Arts at the University of Nevada Las Vegas; Chair of the 
English Department at Oklahoma State University and 
the University of Memphis; and as a faculty member at 
Texas A&M and Emory Universities.

During his time at Texas Tech, the university met the 
criteria established by the Texas State Legislature for 
participation in the National Research University Fund; 
enrollment grew by 3,905 students (14%); research 
expenditures grew by $89.9 million (170%); and 
graduation rates increase by five percentage points.

During his tenure at UTSA, the university was named 
an emerging research university by the Texas Higher 
Education Coordinating Board; 16 new doctoral 
programs were added; external funding for research 
more than doubled; enrollment grew by more than 40%; 
and graduate enrollment grew by almost 50%.

While Bailey was at UMKC, the university completed 
a $200 million capital campaign and built or gained 
approval for $175 million in new construction. From 
2010 to 2012, Bailey served on the Board of Directors 
of the NCAA and on the Executive Committee of the 
Board of Directors of the Big XII athletic conference. He 
has also served on the Board of Trustees of Midwest 
Research Institute since 2007.

Bailey continues to do research on language change 
and variation. His research with his late wife, Jan, has 
been featured in a front-page article in the New York 
Times, on National Public Radio, on CNN Headline 
News, on BBC Radio, in Texas Monthly, and in the San 
Antonio Express News. Since 1984, Bailey has brought 
in over $1 million in external funding for his research.
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Chasse 
Conque
The University of Texas Rio 
Grande Valley (UTRGV) hired 
Chasse Conque (pronounced 
Chase Konk) as the Vice 
President and Director of 
Athletics on Aug. 2, 2019.

During his introductory 
press conference, Conque stated his intention to “Rally 
the Valley” behind UTRGV Athletics. Rally the Valley has 
become both a rallying cry and a hashtag for not only 
athletics, but the university as a whole, as its meaning has 
grown to mean both rallying the Valley behind UTRGV and 
UTRGV rallying in support of the Rio Grande Valley.

UTRGV Athletics has rallied behind the Valley in a big way 
during Conque’s first year, ranking 20th in the nation in 
community service hours (1,526) as a department, with 
five programs ranking among the top 10 in their sports. 
The men’s soccer team led the nation among its peers 
by completing 120 hours of community service. The 
women’s golf team ranked 57th in the nation among all 
sport programs by averaging 17 hours of service per 
student-athlete. UTRGV student-athletes spent 208 hours 
volunteering at the Food Bank RGV, preparing about 
14,500 meals. 

When the COVID-19 pandemic shut down most on-
campus operations and increased food insecurity 
among the general student population, UTRGV Athletics 
stepped up to donate more than $5,000 worth of food to 
the UTRGV Student Food Pantry. Additionally, UTRGV 
Athletics began offering content to help those in 
quarantine by posting a weekly TownePlace Suites Good 
Night Story and partnering with UT Health RGV to offer 
tips on #WorkoutWednesday.

Conque also moved to make sure that all academic 
services would continue to be available to student-
athletes throughout the duration of distance learning that 
occurred as a cause of the pandemic. UTRGV student-
athletes met the challenge by increase the departmental 
cumulative grade point average (GPA) to 3.38, including a 
department record 3.48 GPA in the spring, and combining 
for 63 Academic All-WAC honors. 157 student-athletes 
recorded a 3.0 GPA in the fall, 34 of whom posted a 
perfect GPA of 4.0. An astounding 218 student-athletes 
recorded a 3.0 GPA in the spring, 68 of whom posted a 
perfect GPA of 4.0.

The commitment to academics extends beyond the 
student-athletes, as Conque is working with colleges on 
campus to create curriculum-based learning experiences 

for students. In 2019-20, the athletics marketing team 
began working with the Robert C. Vackar College 
of Business & Entrepreneurship, directly entering 
classrooms on both campuses on a monthly basis while 
working to create internships. UTRGV Athletics is also 
working to partner with the new Hospitality and Tourism 
Management program to help give students opportunities 
for real-world, hands-on experience by assisting with the 
implementation of UTRGV athletic events.

UTRGV athletic programs experienced significant 
competitive success in Conque’s first season as well. 
The men’s soccer team earned its first-ever national 
ranking, coming in at No. 24. The volleyball team posted 
its first-ever victory over a Big 10 opponent, upsetting 
Maryland. Abraham Chirchir advanced to the NCAA Cross 
Country Championships for the second-straight year. The 
women’s cross country team pulled off a stunning fourth 
place finish at the NCAA South Central Regional. The 
men’s basketball team earned the best WAC Tournament 
seed in program history, coming in at No. 2, by winning 
eight of its final 10 games. The indoor track & field team 
won nine WAC Championships. The men’s golf team won 
two team titles and one individual medal. Although spring 
seasons were cut short by the pandemic, multiple teams 
were hitting their strides. The men’s tennis team closed 
the season on a three-match winning streak while the 
baseball team, which opened the season with back-to-
back home wins over Kansas State, closed the season on 
an eight-game winning streak.

Conque enjoyed his 100th day in office with a ribbon 
cutting ceremony to celebrate the completion of $1.5 
million of renovations to the UTRGV Fieldhouse and the 
launch of Vaquero Village, a new pregame fan experience 
at UTRGV basketball games. Renovations include new 
men's and women's basketball, volleyball, visiting team 
and officials' locker rooms and team rooms, new hallways 
leading to the locker room areas, a new athletic training 
room, a new media room, a new equipment room, a 
redesigned Sam Williams Court, new baskets, new 
scoreboards, new scorer's and media tables with LED 
boards, and new entry doors.

Vaquero Village features four sections, one for UTRGV 
students, one for kids with a custom inflatable and picnic 
tables, and one each for professionals and corporate 
partners with lounge furniture and cocktail tables.

Conque’s emphasis on the fan experience extended to 
UTRGV Baseball Stadium with the addition of the corral, 
a section of party decks beyond the right field wall at 
which fans can bring their own food to grill while enjoying 
games. Other enhancements to the baseball facility 
include the addition of padding to the outfield walls with 
new, dynamic signage celebrating the history of the 
program and corporate partner support, the installation of

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a new batting cage, and the painting of the stairs to add 
an orange exclamation.

Conque’s first year also saw strong attendance at 
home events. The baseball team averaged more 
than 1,087 fans per game, its highest mark in over a 
decade and an increase of 20 percent over 2019. Men’s 
basketball saw an attendance increase of 13.5 percent 
over 2018-19, including a sellout crowd of 2,618 for the 
“Pack the House” game against New Mexico State. 
Women’s basketball enjoyed a 16.2 percent increase 
in attendance. The volleyball team welcomed three of 
the 12 largest crowds while recording the third-best 
attended season in program history.

Conque led UTRGV Athletics into multiple new and 
exciting partnerships, starting by partnering with UT 
Health RGV as the official and exclusive healthcare 
provider for UTRGV Athletics to keep the Vaqueros 
in the game. UTRGV student-athletes have access to 
UT Health RGV’s sports medicine team physicians 
and orthopedic surgeons, as well as to specialists 
in primary care, mental health, women’s health, 
psychiatry and neurology, ear, nose & throat, plastic 
surgery and nutrition.

Conque has placed an emphasis on bringing 
UTRGV Athletics to both campuses, spearheading 
a Brownsville initiative that has seen athletics 
bring student-athletes, coaches and/or staff to the 
Brownsville campus on a bi-weekly basis. UTRGV 
Athletics also formed a partnership with the City 
of Brownsville to bring more events, including 
competitions, camps, clinics and fan days, to 
Brownsville. Starting in December 2020, UTRGV 
will begin hosting an annual women’s basketball 
tournament on South Padre Island with the potential 
for bringing high profile men’s games to the Island as 
well.

Conque is focused on making sure that the UTRGV 
basketball teams get an opportunity to play in the 
premiere entertainment venue in the Valley, which 
is why he is bringing the men’s and women’s teams 
to Bert Ogden Arena for multiple games in 2020-21 
with the intention of making games there an annual 
occurrence.

Conque previously served as Vice Chancellor and 
Director of Athletics at the University of Arkansas 
at Little Rock from 2015-19, leading a resurgence 
of the athletic department. Little Rock won a 
combined 19 team and individual Sun Belt Conference 
Championships, highlighted by both the men’s and 
women’s basketball teams reaching the second round 
of the NCAA Tournament. Three Little Rock head 
coaches garnered Sun Belt Conference Coach of the 
Year honors and nearly four dozen Little Rock student-
athletes were named to all-conference teams.

One of Little Rock’s top athletic highlights under 
Conque came in 2015-16, when the men’s basketball 
team finished the season 30-5 and advanced to the 
second round of the NCAA Tournament after an 85-83 
double-overtime win over Purdue. The head coach of 
that team was Chris Beard, who Conque hired in April of 
2015. Beard is now the head coach at Texas Tech and 
considered one of the top coaches in the country after 
leading the Red Raiders to the national championship 
game in 2019.

Little Rock student-athletes posted a department-
wide GPA above 3.0 during each of Conque’s last 13 
semesters, including a 3.36 GPA in the fall of 2018, 
during which time 124 Little Rock student-athletes 
registered a GPA of 3.0 or higher, 38 of whom boasted a 
perfect 4.0.

In 2017-18, Little Rock posted the highest Graduation 
Success Rate of any Division I institution in Arkansas in 
six of the previous seven years, graduating 82 percent 
of its student-athletes. 

Also in 2017-18, Little Rock set a program record for 
fundraising, bringing in $4.3 million to increase its total 
to more than $11 million over the previous three years.

Conque also added a wrestling program that competes 
as part of the Pac-12 in the spring of 2018.

Prior to becoming Director of Athletics at Little Rock, 
Conque spent four years at the University of Arkansas 
for Medical Sciences (UAMS), serving as Senior 
Director of Development for the UAMS Medical Center 
from 2014-15 and Director of Development for the 
College of Medicine from 2011-14.

Conque began his professional career with Little 
Rock in July 2006 as the Manager of Donor Relations. 
He was promoted to Director of Development for 
Intercollegiate Athletics in Oct. 2007, a post he held for 
three and a half years.

Conque earned his MBA from Little Rock in 2008 and 
his Bachelor of Business Administration in Finance 
from Central Arkansas in 2006.
