ABOUT VANDERBILT
• With head coach Bryce Drew in his second year at 

the helm, Vanderbilt owns an 6-9 (1-2 SEC) record 
heading into the back half of its 2017-18 regular-
season schedule.

• The Commodores are 6-3 at Memorial Gym this 
season, including a win over Alabama last Tuesday. 
Their three loses came at the hands of teams in the 
top 100 of the RPI in Middle Tennessee (31), USC 
(37) and Kansas State (97). 

• VU have struggled on offense this season, coming 
in as the lowest scorers in the SEC at 71.0 ppg. 
However, the Commodores have averaged 79.2 ppg 
in their wins.

• Vanderbilt is paced by senior forward Jeff Roberson, 
who leads the team in scoring (14.5 ppg) and 
rebounding (8.1 rpg). Fellow senior Matthew Fisher-
Davis has been the team’s second best player, 
posting 12.3 ppg and 5.3 rpg while coming off the 
bench recently.

• Senior guard Riley LaChance and freshman guard 
Saben Lee round out VU’s primary scoring attack, 
averaging 10.9 and 10.5 ppg, respectively. Both 
players shoot above 42 percent from the floor on 
the season and are crucial in running the offense, as 
they combine for 48 percent of the team’s assist this 
season. Lee paces the squad in the stat with 3.3 apg.

LAST MEETING WITH VANDERBILT
• Robert Hubbs III scored 16 points, including the 

1,000th of his Tennessee career, as the Vols fell to 
Vanderbilt 67-56 on Feb. 22, 2017, at Thompson-
Boling Arena.

• Admiral Schofield added 11 points and Grant 
Williams recorded his second double-double of 
the season with 11 points and 10 rebounds, but a 
slow start and inefficient shooting prevented the 
Volunteers from climbing back into the game.

• Jeff Roberson led the Commodores with 15 points, 
shooting 5-of-10 from the floor. Nolan Cressler 
scored 11 points, including three key second-half 
3-pointers.

• Vanderbilt stormed out to an 18-4 lead over the first 
nine minutes and went into halftime holding a 28-
18 advantage. Tennessee began the game on an 
0-for-5 shooting drought, and its 18 points were the 
lowest total it has scored in a half this season.

• Schofield kept the Vols close with eight first-half 
points, including a layup to cut the Vanderbilt 
lead to eight with under two minutes in the half. 
Roberson led the way for the Commodores with 
nine points.

• Tennessee cut the deficit to one after a Williams free 
throw with just over six minutes left, but it proved 
to be the closest they would get as Vanderbilt 

outscored the Vols 23-13 to close out the game.
• Tennessee’s 56-point effort was its lowest scoring 

total in a game under Rick Barnes. The Vols’ .290 
field-goal percentage was their worst since Jan. 25, 
2014, when UT shot .268 percent at Florida.

• Hubbs became the 48th Vol to score 1,000 points 
in his career, and the first since Josh Richardson in 
2015.

MEMORABLE VOL PERFORMANCES
AGAINST VANDERBILT
• Josh Richardson (now with the Miami Heat) helped 

the Vols rally from two separate double-digit 
deficits in the second half by scoring 15 of his game-
high 22 points in the final stanza to lift Tennessee to 
a 67-61 comeback win over Vanderbilt in the 2015 
SEC Tournament in Nashville on March 12, 2015. In 
what was the second-to-last game of his career, 
Richardson also led all players with three steals and 
was a perfect 6-for-6 from the free-throw line.

• Dyron Nix (17 points, 18 rebounds) and Doug Roth 
(10 points, 10 rebounds) recorded double-doubles 
and Tennessee beat Vanderbilt 79-69 in overtime in 
Stokely Athletics Center Feb. 4, 1987, in Knoxville.

• Dick Johnston made six free throws in double-
overtime to lift UT to a 77-72 win over the Dores in 
Nashville on Feb. 2, 1970. Jimmy England led the 
charge with 27 points, and Bobby Croft had an 18-16 
double-double.

• Danny Schultz holds UT’s single-game scoring 
record against Vanderbilt, as he dropped 35 points 
on the Dores on Feb. 15, 1964, in Nashville.

• Tennessee All-Century Team member Paul “Lefty” 
Walther (1948-49) never lost to Vanderbilt during 
his career as a Vol. The Covington, Kentucky, native 
helped lead Tennessee to a 4-0 record over the 
Dores, beating Vandy by an average of 9.8 points.

BONE WAS BRILLIANT
IN LAST TRIP TO VANDERBILT
• In Tennessee’s road win at Vanderbilt last season, 

Nashville native and then-true freshman point guard 
Jordan Bone dropped a career-high 23 points on 
8-of-12 shooting, including a 4-of-5 mark from 
3-point range. Entering the Vanderbilt game, Bone 
was just 1-for-10 from long range on the season. He 
also dished out five assists.

• That impressive showing came in just his eighth 
collegiate appearance, as he saw the start of his 
career hampered by a stress fracture (left foot) 
that sidelined him for nine straight non-conference 
games.

VOLS MADE MEMORIAL GYM
HISTORY IN LAST SEASON’S VISIT
• Vanderbilt’s Memorial Gym opened in 1952, and 

last season on Jan. 14, 2017, Tennessee posted its 
highest-ever points total at that historic venue as 
the Vols defeated the Commodores, 87-75.

• The 87 points were also the most UT had scored 
against its in-state rival in any game since Feb. 21, 
1998, when it defeated Vanderbilt 90-76 in Knoxville.

STREAK BUSTERS
• Tennessee has snapped three opponent win streaks 

of four games are longer this season, including 
streaks of five and six games.

• Furman had won five straight before falling in 
Knoxville Dec. 20, and Wake Forest had its six-game 
win streak snapped by the Vols Dec. 23 in Winston-
Salem.

• Earlier in the season, Purdue had won four straight 
to open the year before UT halted that streak at the 
Battle for Atlantis on Nov. 22.

VOLS REMAIN IN TOP 25
• Tennessee on Dec. 4 made its first appearance in the 

AP top-25 poll since 2010—nearly seven full years. 
The Vols landed at No. 24 in that week’s AP poll.

• Prior to that week, the last time UT appeared in the 
top 25 was Dec. 20, 2010 (19th AP, 18th coaches).

• Tennessee’s best AP ranking this year was No. 19, 
on Dec. 25.

• This week, UT stands at No. 24 in the AP poll and 
No. 23 in the coaches poll.

UT IN RARE RANKED COMPANY
• Tennessee is one of five schools whose men’s and 

women’s basketball teams are both ranked in the 
latest Associated Press top-25 poll.

• The Vols are ranked 24th, and the unbeaten (15-0)Lady 
Vols are ranked seventh under coach Holly Warlick.

• Other schools with two ranked hoops squads (AP 
poll) are Duke, Florida State, Villanova and West 
Virginia.

FULKERSON RETURNING TO FORM
• After suffering a season-ending elbow injury in UT’s 

10th game last year—and then undergoing a second 
surgery for a labrum injury in May—forward John 
Fulkerson appears to be rounding back into form.

• Fulkerson played a season-high 19 minutes off 
the bench in Saturday’s win over Kentucky, and 
his ability to pop into the center of the Wildcats’ 
zone defense and create scoring opportunities was 
crucial to the Vols’ dominant second-half.

• He finished the Kentucky game with three points, 
three rebounds, three big assists and one block.

• In his 10 appearances as a true freshman last season, 
the Kingsport, Tennessee, native averaged 4.7 
points, 4.6 rebounds and shot a team-best .567 
from the field.

FOCUSED ON FINISHING (FULL 40)
• Tennessee’s three “best” losses this season have

minutes per game, but no Vol averages more than 
Grant Williams’ 28.8 minutes.

•	Backcourt depth in particular is a strength for this 
year’s UT squad, as the Vols can keep their primary 
rotation of guards who play the 1 and 2 spots fresh. 
Those guards—Jordan Bone, Jordan Bowden, 
James Daniel III, Chris Darrington and Lamonté 
Turner—combine to average only 21.2 minutes per 
game. Those five players also combine to give Vols

VOLS IN THE NBA
• Tennessee alums enjoyed a noteworthy presence in 

the NBA during the 2016-17 season—highlighted by 
Tobias Harris (2010-11) leading the Detroit Pistons 
in scoring.

• In his sixth NBA season, Harris played in all 82 games 
for the Pistons. He made 48 starts but thrived in the 
team’s sixth-man role during the second half of the 
season. His 16.1 points per game led the team. For 
his career, the forward averages 13.8 points, 5.6 
rebounds and 1.6 assists per game.  

• Miami Heat guard Josh Richardson (2011-15) 
completed his second NBA season with the Miami 
Heat in 2016-17, and he agreed to a new four-year, 
$42 million contract in September 2017. In his first 
two seasons in the league, the 24-year-old has 
appeared in 105 games and averaged 8.4 points, 2.6 
rebounds and 2.0 assists. He also shoots at a .374 
clip from 3-point range.

• Point guard C.J. Watson (2002-06) completed his 
10th NBA season in 2016-17 as a member of the 
Orlando Magic. He appeared in 62 games. with 
nine starts, and averaged 4.5 points and 1.8 assists. 
For his decade-long NBA career, Watson has seen 
action in 600 games and averages 7.2 points and 2.5 
assists while shooting .373 from 3-point range and 
.812 from the foul line.

• Shooting guard Jordan McRae (2010-14), a 
member of the Cleveland Cavaliers 2016 NBA Finals 
championship team, saw action in 37 games with the 
Cavs last season before being released. In 59 career 
NBA appearances, the 2014 draft pick averaged 4.4 
points and shot .384 from 3-point range.

• 2014 NBA Draft pick Jarnell Stokes (2011-14), who 
has played for three different franchises during his 
three-year professional career, appeared in two 
games with the Denver Nuggets last season before 
suffering a season-ending foot injury. Stokes owns a 
.581 field-goal percentage in 28 career NBA games 
played.

• A pair of Tennessee alums continue lengthy 
tenures as NBA front-office executives in 2017-
18. Washington Wizards President Ernie Grunfeld 
(1973-77) completed his 14th season as the team’s 
top executive last year. And New York Knicks 
Assistant General Manager Allan Houston (1989-
93) continues to play a key insider’s role with that 
storied franchise.

TENNESSEE PICKED 13TH IN THE SEC
• Tennessee was predicted to finish 13th in the 2018 

SEC race by an SEC and national media voting panel.
• The Volunteers also were picked 13th last season 

before posting an 8-10 SEC record to finish ninth.
• The Vols have outperformed their preseason SEC 

projection every season under head coach Rick 
Barnes.

EIGHT BARNES’ PUPILS ACTIVE IN NBA
• There are currently eight Rick Barnes pupils active

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HOOPS FACILITY ENHANCMENTS 
OVER THE LAST DECADE
• Prior to the 2007-08 season, UT added a basketball-

only practice facility, Pratt Pavilion, which houses 
two full-size gymnasiums (a men’s court and a 
women’s court) as well as an athletic training room, 
weight room and film-study room. 

•	Construction of Pratt Pavilion also marked the 
beginning of the “first phase” of renovations to 
Thompson-Boling Arena. This $19 million phase 
included the addition of 32 luxury suites located in 
the north balcony, a loge area just below the suites 
that includes 166 side court seats, new seats for the 
entire arena, a $3 million center-hung scoreboard 
and concourse refurbishments, such as graphics 
and other amenities. 

•	 In the “second phase” of Thompson-Boling Arena 
renovations, the athletics department overhauled 
the men’s and women’s basketball offices during the 
2010-11 campaign, creating a new and impressive 
“front door” for both programs. 

•	New to Thompson-Boling Arena for the 2013-14 
season was a 360-degree LED ribbon board that 
runs along the bottom of the upper deck. 

•	 In March of 2014, Thompson-Boling Arena became 
the third college basketball arena to install an 
LED lighting system, which features fixtures that 
are smaller, brighter, and up to 85 percent more 
efficient than conventional arena metal halide 
lights. The system—developed and manufactured 
by Oak Ridge-based LED North America at the Tech 
20/20 incubator facility in Oak Ridge, Tennessee—
incorporates Oak Ridge National Laboratory 
technology and was installed by Knoxville-based 
Bandit Lites. 

•	The weight room in Pratt Pavilion was renovated 
and expanded to 4,350 square feet in the summer 
of 2016. Additions include a full-court-length stretch 
of synthetic turf, a custom rubber floor, a 40-foot, 
steel-reinforced throwing wall, six Keiser Functional 
Trainers, four TRUEStretch Cages, three custom, 10-
foot Power Lift pulley units (ideal for taller student-
athletes), seven sets of 90-pound PowerBlocks and 
a zoned, high-powered stereo system.

•	Work is set to conclude in January on a $5 million 
locker-room overhaul at Thompson-Boling Arena, 
which will feature the addition of a hydrotherapy 
athletic training facility.

TENNESSEE GOES 3-1 IN ACC PLAY
• Tennessee went 3-1 during its four games against 

ACC opponents over a 30-day span during pre-
conference action, with all three wins coming away 
from Knoxville. UT’s scoring margin in those four 
games was +7.5.

• The Vols defeated NC State, 67-58, in Atlantis. 
Tennessee then toppled Georgia Tech, 77-70, in 
Atlanta. UT fell at home to No. 7 UNC, 78-73, before 
routing Wake Forest, 79-60, in Winston-Salem.

• Additionally, Tennessee traveled to Clemson for a 
charity exhibition on Nov. 5. The Vols defeated the 
Tigers, 71-67.

UNC WAS SHOWCASE GAME FOR UT
• Tennessee’s Dec. 17 showdown vs. defending 

national champion North Carolina was UT’s first 
home sellout since Feb. 17, 2015. The crowd of 21,678 
was the seventh-largest crowd in the NCAA to date 
this season (fourth-largest non-neutral-site crowd).

• The UNC game marked the first time two ranked 
men’s teams collided at Thompson-Boling Arena 
since Feb. 27, 2010, when the 19th-ranked Vols upset 
second-ranked Kentucky, 74-65. 

• VFLs and current NBA standouts Tobias Harris 
(Pistons) and Josh Richardson (Heat) teamed up 
to purchase 100 tickets for Knoxville-area children’s 
charities. 

• A stunning visual was created in Thompson-Boling 
Arena via a human checkerboard of 21k fans 
coordinated through CheckerTBA.com.

ROSTER BREAKDOWN
• The Vols’ 2017-18 roster features 16 players (13 

scholarship student-athletes) representing nine 
states as well as Ontario, Canada, and France.

• There are five Vols who hail from the state of 
Tennessee, two from North Carolina and one each 
from Alabama, Delaware, Illinois, Missouri, Ohio, 
Texas and Virginia.

• This is the first time since 2006-07 that the Vols’ 
roster has not included at least one player from the 
state of Georgia.

• Tennessee has one senior (a graduate transfer), 
five juniors, four sophomores and six freshmen 
(including three redshirt freshmen).

• This is the tallest roster third-year head coach Rick 
Barnes has had at Tennessee. This season’s team 
includes six players listed at 6-7 or taller. For each of 
the previous two seasons, UT had just three players 
listed at 6-7 or taller.

LANIER GIVES VOLS ADDITIONAL 
HEAD COACHING EXPERIENCE
• Rick Barnes isn’t the only person on Tennessee’s 

bench with Division I head coaching experience.
• Associate head coach Rob Lanier was the head 

coach at Siena from 2001-05.
• During that span, the Saints posted a 58-70 mark, and 

advanced to one NCAA Tournament and one NIT.
• Under Lanier, Siena also won the 2002 Metro Atlantic 

Athletic Conference Tournament Championship.

VOLS LOOK TO EXTEND 13-YEAR
STREAK OF TOP-20 ATTENDANCE
• Tennessee finished 20th nationally in average 

regular-season home attendance last year, drawing 
an average of 13,636 fans to 16 games at Thompson-
Boling Arena.

• The Vols have ranked among the top 20 in men’s 
college basketball attendance for 13 consecutive 
years, including six seasons ranked in the top five 
nationally. 

• Tennessee has played in front of 52 home crowds 
larger than 20,000 over the last 13 seasons.

VOLS’ ROSTER BOASTS
INTERNATIONAL FLAVOR
• Junior forward Kyle Alexander is just the second 

Canadian ever to letter for the Vols (joining 
Hamilton, Ontario, native Bobby Croft, 1967-70).

• From his freshman to sophomore campaigns, 
Alexander saw an increase in his minutes, points, 
rebounds and blocks per game. His field-goal 
percentage also improved. 

• Tennessee head coach Rick Barnes boasts an 
impressive history of signing and developing 
Canadian standouts, including Cory Joseph 
(Toronto; now plays for the Toronto Raptors), Myck 
Kabongo (Toronto; now plays in Romania) and 
Tristan Thompson (Brampton, Ontario; now plays 
for the Cleveland Cavaliers).

• Barnes added another international team member 
this season in true freshman wing Yves Pons, from 
Fuveau, France.

• Pons—who was born in Port-au-Prince, Haiti—
attended the INSEP (National Institute of Sport 
and Physical Education) Academy in Paris. Other 
notable INSEP basketball alums include Boris Diaw, 
Tony Parker and Ronny Turiaf.

• Pons is Tennessee’s first-ever men’s basketball 
player from France and just the eighth international 
player in program history.

• The Tennessee roster has included at least one 
international student-athlete every year since 
Barnes took over as head coach.

PONS RANKED AMONG TOP 
INTERNATIONAL NEWCOMERS
• Tennessee true freshman Yves Pons, who hails from 

Fuveau, France, was included on Evan Daniels’ (a 
college hoops writer for 247sports.com) list of the 
eight “best international newcomers in college 
basketball” in late October.

• Writes Daniels: “Pons is an active, energetic and 
aggressive combo forward that impacts the game 
with his toughness and physicality. Pons stands at 
6-foot-7 and has a chiseled frame and tremendous 
athleticism.

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•  Jordan Bone and Lamonté Turner each scored 16 points, and Tennessee took an 84-53 
win over High Point on Nov. 14, 2017, at Thompson-Boling Arena.
•  The Vols enjoyed an efficient night of shooting, hitting at a 47.4-percent clip from the 
floor to go with a 44.4-percent effort from 3-point range and a 78.3-percent night from 
the free-throw line. High Point shot just 33.3 percent for the game. UT also had a 47-31 
rebounding edge in the win.
•  Bone scored his 16 points on 6-of-8 shooting. Turner was 6-of-11 for the night and 4-of-7 
from long distance. Junior forward Admiral Schofield scored 14 points and collected six 
rebounds. Sophomore forward Grant Williams added eight points and a game-high 12 
rebounds.
• Graduate transfer guard James Daniel III tallied a career-high 10 assists off the bench, 
becoming the first Vol to record 10 assists in nearly six years—since Trae Golden had 11 
versus Louisiana onroe on Nov. 16, 2011. Daniel’s previous career high in assists was six.
•  With the game tied at 7-7 just over four minutes into the game, Williams made a layup 
that sparked a 32-0 run over the next 11 minutes and gave the Vols a 39-7 advantage. The 
first-half hot streak marked the second time this season Tennessee has seized control of 
the game with an early big run. The Vols went on a 28-0 run in the first half of their win 
over 88-53 win over Presbyterian on Nov. 10.

•   A sloppy second half spelled trouble for Tennessee on Nov. 23, 2017, as its 12-point 
halftime lead wasn’t enough to hold off No. 5 Villanova, ultimately falling 85-76 in the 
semifinals of the Battle 4 Atlantis.
•  Grant Williams led the Vols in scoring for the second consecutive game, finishing with 
20 points to go along with a game-high eight rebounds. Admiral Schofield scored 16 
points and James Daniel III added 10 off the bench.
•  Tennessee looked poised to grab its second consecutive ranked win after it used a 15-4 
run midway through the first half to claim a 10-point advantage. Williams scored six points, 
including an emphatic slam along the baseline, and Jordan Bowden buried one his of three 
3-pointers in the frame to power the spurt.
•  The lead would grow to as many as 15 with 1:39 left in the first half, and UT took a 46-34 
advantage into the break. Tennessee enjoyed 50 percent shooting (17-of-34) in the first 
half while scoring 15 second-chance points.
•  But Villanova shot out of the second-half gate, needing fewer than five minutes to level 
the score. The Wildcats scored the first 11 points of the second half. Forcing 12 second-half 
turnovers while shooting 52 percent from the field, Villanova extended its advantage to 
15 points with 4:40 to play. 
•   Tennessee would not go away quietly, whittling the deficit to 79-76 with less than a 
minute remaining, thanks in large part to the combined efforts of Williams and Schofield. 
It was as close as the Vols would come, though, as Villanova—which attempted 37 free 
throws on the afternoon—put the game away at the foul line.

•  Grant Williams scored 21 points and James Daniel III dished out 10 assists to lead 
Tennessee to an 84-60 victory over Mercer on Nov. 29, 2017, at Thompson-Boling Arena.
•   The Vols used a strong defensive effort to force 20 turnovers and hold the Bears to 
a season-low in points.
•   Admiral Schofield added 10 points off the bench for the Vols.
•  UT shot 66 percent as a team from 3-point range in the first half and made 11 of its last 
12 field goals to gain a 46-27 advantage at the break.
•  Tennessee’s staunch defense carried over into the final 20 minutes, as it gave up just 10 
field goals over the half. Tennessee also recorded 26 assists on 30 buckets in the game, 
led by Daniel’s 10.
•  Jordan Strawberry—whose father, former MLB great Darryl Strawberry, was in 
attendance—finished with 20 points, and Demetre Rivers recorded six boards for Mercer.
•  Tennessee drew four charges on the night and also threw down four dunks. True 
freshman Yves Pons had a pair of spectacular fast-break jams, marking his first collegiate 
points.

•  Tennessee used a 28-0 run in the first half to fuel its way to an 88-53 victory over 
Presbyterian in its season-opener on Nov. 10, 2017, at Thompson-Boling Arena in front 
of 15,047 fans.
•  After Presbyterian scored the opening basket of the game, the Vols did not yield a 
point over the next nine minutes to help build a 46-14 lead going into halftime. UT also 
kept the Blue Hose scoreless over the final 2:11 of the opening frame while holding them 
to 26 percent shooting.
•  Jordan Bowden led the way offensively for the Vols in the first half, shooting a perfect 
6-for-6 from the field and 3-for-3 from 3-point range. Bowden finished with 15 points 
and five rebounds.
•  Admiral Schofield went for a game-high and career-high-tying 22 points on 8-of-12 
shooting while posting five rebounds. Grant Williams added 14 points and a team-high 
seven boards.
•  Redshirt freshman forward John Fulkerson dished out a team-high five assists in his 
first action since suffering a season-ending injury in Tennessee’s 10th game last season 
(Dec. 15, 2016).
•  The victory marked the 400th home win of UT head coach Rick Barnes’ 31-year career.

•  A pair of late rallies lifted Tennessee to a 78-75, overtime victory over No. 18 Purdue in 
the opening game of the Battle 4 Atlantis on Nov. 22, 2017.
•  The Vols got 22 points from sophomore Grant Williams—all of which came after 
halftime—while junior Kyle Alexander turned in his first career double-double with 13 
points and 11 rebounds. Lamonté Turner (17 points) and Admiral Schofield (10) also 
finished in double figures.
•  Trailing 73-68 with 2:45 remaining in overtime, Tennessee used a 10-2 run over the final 
minutes to clinch its first win over a top-25 non-conference opponent since Dec. 14, 2014, 
when UT defeated No. 15 Butler.
•  After back-to-back buckets by Williams to draw the Vols within one, Purdue turned the 
ball over, giving UT possession with 1:04 left. Tennessee got the ball in and found Williams 
near the top of the key. He worked his way down low and—following a double team by the 
Boilermakers—passed off to Alexander in the paint for a wide-open dunk to take the lead.
•  A basket from Purdue’s Isaac Haas put the Boilermakers back in front, but Williams 
responded with another score with 14 seconds left to put the Vols up for good.
•  Purdue got a final look with under 10 seconds remaining, but the shot bounced off the 
rim and was corralled by Schofield. James Daniel III then went to the foul line and added 
two free throws to seal the victory.
•  Despite Purdue having two seven-footers, the Vols out-rebounded them, 50-41.

•  Tennessee overcame a sluggish first half to hold off NC State, 67-58, on Nov. 24, 2017, 
to claim a third-place finish at the 2017 Battle 4 Atlantis.
•  A trio of sophomores led the Vols in the scoring column, with Grant Williams notching a 
team-high 14 points while Jordan Bone and Jordan Bowden added 13 and 10, respectively. 
Bowden scored all of his points in the second half.
•  Junior Kyle Alexander came through with another strong performance at Atlantis, 
notching eight points, 13 rebounds, four blocks and two steals. Fellow big-man Williams 
put forth a similarly well-rounded stat line, posting six rebounds, four assists, three blocks 
and two steals.
•  Though it never trailed in the game, Tennessee was plagued by turnovers and poor 
shooting in the first half. The Vols committed 12 turnovers in the frame, but NC State 
managed just six points off those miscues. And while UT shot just 35.7 percent from 
the field over the opening 20 minutes, Bone supplied enough offense with 11 points on 
3-of-3 shooting.
•  The Wolfpack whittled away at the deficit, coming as close as 59-55 with 3:19 left in the 
game, but Bowden knocked down two free throws and then beat the shot clock with less 
than a minute to play to seal the win.
•  The Volunteers finished the game with 13 steals and nine blocks while forcing 21 
turnovers and holding the Wolfpack to a season-low 58 points.
•  Alexander finished the tournament having averaged 8.3 points on 61 percent (11-of-18) 
shooting, 10.3 rebounds and 1.7 blocks over three games.

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TENNESSEE BASKETBALL

•  Four scorers in double digits helped No. 24 Tennessee to an 81-71 win over Lipscomb on 
Dec. 9, 2017, at Thompson-Boling Arena.
•  Grants Williams led the way for UT, dropping 19 points on 6-of-11 shooting to go along 
with eight boards and three blocks in 27 minutes of action. Admiral Schofield pitched in 
an additional 13 points and six rebounds. James Daniel III and Chris Darrington were the 
other Vols to score in double figures, tallying 12 and 11, respectively. 
•  Darrington enjoyed his most productive game at Tennessee, as 11 points, five assists and 
three rebounds were all season-highs for the junior guard.
•  Garrison Mathews led the way for the Bisons, totaling a game-high 22 points and six 
rebounds.
•  Lipscomb never stopped fighting despite a double-digit deficit at intermission, pulling 
within three of UT in the second period, but Tennessee’s 20-of-24 performance from the 
charity stripe in the half kept the Vols in the lead.
•  The Vols jumped out to a 17-7 lead early in the first half behind a pair of treys from 
Schofield, but a 12-5 run by the Bisons made it a 22-19 game with 6:24 left in the half.
•  Tennessee would pull away in the final minutes of the frame, using an 18-8 run and 
knocking down its last six shots to go into halftime up, 40-27. 
•  Tennessee’s bench scored at least 30 points (30 exactly) for the fifth time in eight 
games on the year.
•  It was Tennessee’s first win as a ranked team since Dec. 23, 2010 (defeated Belmont).

•  Sophomore guard Jordan Bowden tied his career high with 21 points to lead No. 20/21 
Tennessee to a hard-fought, 66-61 home win over Furman on Dec. 20, 2017.
•  The final 12 minutes of the game featured eight lead changes and five ties. Tennessee 
enjoyed a 47-33 rebounding advantage over the Paladins in the win.
•  Bowden, who shot 6-for-14 for the night and collected six rebounds and three assists, 
scored nine points in the second half. Sophomore forward Grant Williams scored 12 of 
his 14 points after halftime and finished with eight rebounds. Junior forward Admiral 
Schofield posted the second double-double of his career with 12 points and a career-
high 13 rebounds.
•  With 54 seconds remaining, Williams made a jumper in the paint to give the Vols a 63-61 
lead, and UT withstood a strong push from Furman down the stretch
•  The Vols led by as many as 10 points in the second half, but Furman rallied with 12 
minutes remaining to make it a one-possession game until the final five seconds, when 
James Daniel III made a pair of free throws to give UT the five-point win. Daniel, who 
transferred to UT from Howard, scored the 2,000th point of his career (currently 2,006) 
and remains the active NCAA Division I leader in career points.
•  Both teams experienced some early shooting woes over the first few minutes of the 
game, but Tennessee closed the first half with a 17-7 run over the final eight minutes to 
take a 29-26 lead into halftime.
•  The official @Vol_Hoops team Twitter account tweeted the entire game using quotes 
from the holiday movie “Elf.”

•  After a late surge by Arkansas, No. 19 Tennessee came up short in overtime, 95-93, at 
Bud Walton Arena on Dec. 30, 2017.
•  With a 68-61 edge in the final four minutes of the second half, the Razorbacks (11-2, 1-0 
SEC) stormed back into the game behind a 12-2 run to take their first lead of the contest. 
Down by one with 18 seconds remaining, Tennessee’s Jordan Bone drew a foul and tied 
the game at 73-73 to force overtime.
•  Arkansas had all the momentum going into overtime and pulled away early on in the 
extra period with a 16-5 run. The Vols (9-3, 0-1 SEC) clawed back to make it a two-point 
game with eight seconds left behind back-to-back 3-pointers by Lamonté Turner, but it 
wasn’t enough. The teams combined to score 42 total points in the five-minute overtime 
period.
•  The Volunteers had five players with double-digit scoring, paced by Bone’s season-
high 21 points. He also had six boards and five assists in 38 minutes of action. James 
Daniel III had a big game off the bench, scoring 17 to go with four assists and a pair of 
rebounds and steals.
•  Admiral Schofield finished with 16 points and seven rebounds, while Grant Williams and 
Turner chipped in 12 and 10 points, respectively.
•  Arkansas was paced by Daryl Macon, who finished with 33 points on 10-of-18 shooting 
from the field. Jaylen Barford added 28.

•  Despite a sluggish offensive showing, the Tennessee men’s basketball team rallied in 
the final minutes to hold off Georgia Tech, 77-70, on Dec. 3, 2017, at McCamish Pavilion.
•  Lamonté Turner led the way for the Volunteers, tying a career-high with 24 points on 
6-of-12 shooting from the floor. He was also crucial in the closing minutes of the game, 
when Tennessee made 17-of-19 from the charity stripe in the final three minutes of action, 
burying all seven of his attempts during that stretch.  
•  Grant Williams finished with 11 points and six boards after being limited due to foul 
trouble. Admiral Schofield and Jordan Bowden both added 10 points each to round out 
UT’s double-digit scorers.
•  Tech fought back to make things interesting in the second half by using a 7-2 run to 
make it a one-point game with 2:58 remaining. The Vols answered with an 11-1 run of their 
own and capped off the change in momentum with a Turner three-point play on an and-
one. The swing gave UT an insurmountable 69-58 edge with 51 seconds left.
•  The Yellow Jackets were led by center Ben Lammers, who tallied 17 points and nine 
rebounds in the contest, including 15 points in the second half to help Georgia Tech stay 
within striking distance.
•   After attempting only two free throws in the first half, the Volunteers made it to the 
charity stripe 25 times in the second period, converting on 84 percent (21-25) of those 
trips. Of the second-half attempts, 19 came in the final three minutes of action to help 
UT seal the victory.

•  20th-ranked Tennessee came up short against No. 7 North Carolina, 78-73, before a 
sold-out crowd of 21,678 at Thompson-Boling Arena on Dec. 17, 2017.
•  The Volunteers led for 37:10 of the contest, but a late 11-3 scoring run pushed the 
defending national champion Tar Heels to the win.
•  Grant Williams led five Vols in double-figure scoring with 15 points. James Daniel III 
finished with 15, Jordan Bowden had 12 and Admiral Schofield and Jordan Bone chipped 
in 10 points each.
•  After a turnover with 1:25 left, Schofield hustled to force a crucial turnover on the 
inbounds play by UNC. Tennessee took possession, and Williams got the ball near the 
free-throw line and drove to the paint for a basket with 1:09 left to give UT a 70-67 lead.
•  North Carolina responded by getting to the foul line, converting both free throws and 
then forcing a UT turnover on the ensuing inbounds attempt. Kenny Williams dropped a 
massive 3-pointer for the Tar Heels with 32.7 seconds left to give UNC a 72-70 advantage.
•  The Vols struggled to find a basket in the second half, shooting just 30 percent (11-
36) from the floor. Bowden hit a three to with six seconds remaining to make it a one-
possession game, but North Carolina drained a pair of free throws in the final moments 
to put the game away.
•  The Vols had active hands on defense in the opening half, nabbing six steals and forcing 
12 turnovers that led to 15 points. Tennessee went into halftime with a 38-32 lead.
•  Guard Lamonté Turner led the Vols’ rebounding efforts with a career-high nine boards.

•  After a slow start on Dec. 23, 2017, the 21st-ranked Tennessee Volunteers rode a hot 
second half to defeat Wake Forest, 79-60, at Lawrence Joel Veterans Memorial Coliseum.
•  The Vols (9-2) shot 59 percent (17-of-29) from the field in the second stanza as part of 
a 43-25 lopsided score over the Demon Deacons (7-5) in the period. Tennessee got its 
best production from its starters, as a group, this season, as all five reached double-digit 
scoring to get another road win heading into Southeastern Conference play.
•  Sophomore guard Jordan Bowden continued to have the hot hand, dropping a team-
high 17 points behind a perfect 5-of-5 performance from deep. Admiral Schofield finished 
with 14 points and six boards in the contest.
•  Jordan Bone took over the game in the second half, using his elite speed and elusiveness 
to get to the basket or create open shots for his teammates. He tallied 12 points and five 
assists. Forwards Kyle Alexander and Grant Williams both posted 11 points each.
•  After making it a two-possession game with 6:40 left in the contest, UT used an 8-4 
run over the next three minutes of play to take a 69-60 lead into the final media timeout.
•  Out of the break, the Vols got a huge stop on defense and responded with a Schofield 
trey from the top of the key to make it a 12-point advantage. The Vols ended the game 
on a 16-2 run to give the Big Orange their second road win of the season over an ACC 
opponent (also won at Georgia Tech on Dec. 3). 
•  Despite a sloppy first half, Tennessee entered intermission with a 36-35 lead over the 
Demon Deacons behind 46-percent shooting from the floor.

•   Admiral Schofield scored 20 points and recorded nine rebounds to lead the 23rd-
ranked Tennessee Volunteers to a 76-65 victory over No. 17 Kentucky on Saturday night 
at a sold out Thompson-Boling Arena.
•  The Vols shot 54 percent from the field in the second half while using a strong defensive 
effort to outscore the Wildcats  in the final period, 47-28, and earn their first conference 
victory of the season. 
•  Grant Williams stepped up offensively down the stretch, scoring 16 of his 18 points in 
the second half on 7-for-9 shooting.
•  UT was also fueled by great team play, as it recorded 23 assists on 25 total baskets, 
led by six assists from James Daniel III. After going into halftime trailing by nine, the Vols 
went on multiple runs in the second half, including a 10-0 burst that lasted more than 
three minutes, to reclaim the lead and defeat Kentucky for the third consecutive year at 
Thompson-Boling Arena.
•   Kentucky was efficient throughout the period, shooting 55 percent from the field and 
4-for-8 from behind the 3-point arc. PJ Washington knocked down his first four shots 
and finished the period with 11 points to lead the Wildcats to a 37-29 advantage at the 
intermission. 
•  UT stormed out of the gate in the second half, going on a quick 6-0 run highlighted by a 
Schofield breakaway dunk. The outburst continued with a Lamonté Turner 3-pointer three 
minutes in that put the Vols ahead for the first time since the 16:00 mark of the first half. 

•  Sophomore Lamonté Turner scored a career-high 25 points, but the No. 23 Tennessee 
Volunteers lost to Auburn, 94-84, on Jan. 2, 2018, in UT’s SEC home opener at Thompson-
Boling Arena. 
•  Turner scored 20 of his 25 points in the second half for Tennessee--including a perfect 
13 of 13 from the free throw line--but Auburn made five 3-pointers in the final six minutes 
to pull away for the victory.
•  Auburn extended its winning streak to 11 games, recording its first win in Knoxville 
since 1998. 
•  Grant Williams matched his season high with 22 points for the Vols. Jordan Bone added 
18 points for the Vols on 6-of-10 shooting, including three 3-pointers.
•  The Vols jumped on a 14-2 run early. Admiral Schofield completed a three-point play to 
cap the run and give the Vols a 23-9 lead with 11:52 remaining. 
•  Auburn dug in and turned the tide. Down 28-14, the Tigers went on a 19-3 run to take a 
33-31 lead on a 3-pointer by Bryce Brown. The Tigers closed out the half leading 42-36, 
the first time Tennessee has trailed at half all season. 
•  The Vols retook the lead in the second half and led by as many as five points at 59-54 
on a pair of free throws by Turner with 9:07 left.
•  Auburn took the lead for good on an 8-0 run, capped by a steal and a dunk by Mustapha 
Heron, putting the Tigers ahead 64-61 with 7:10 left. Auburn eventually led by as many 
as 12 points.
