STORYLINES

BSENIOR DAY: Tennessee looks to close out a perfect regular season home slate when it welcomes UTEP for
a1 p.m. ET Saturday kickoff on Senior Day. During pregame festivities, the Volunteers will honor multiple
seniors who have been instrumental in revitalizing the program since 2021. The game will be televised
digitally on ESPN+/SEC Network+. It will also be the annual Salute to Service Game. Since the introduction
of the recognition in 2018, Tennessee has welcomed thousands of military and veterans from across the
southeast to numerous athletics events as part of Salute to Service. Tennessee has won seven in a row at
home and is seeking a 7-0 home regular season mark for the second time in three years. The Vols are No. 11
in the latest College Football Playoff rankings and own a victory over current No. 7 Alabama. Both of their
losses came on the road at night. Tennessee is fourth in the SEC standings at 5-2 with one league game
remaining next week at Vanderbilt. UTEP is eighth in C-USA and was open on Saturday after defeating
Kennesaw State, 43-35, on Nov. 9. The Vols are seeking nine victories for the third straight year under Josh
Heupel, which would be a first for the program since five consecutive seasons from 1995-99.

HVOLS COME UP SHORT IN ATHENS SHOWDOWN: Tennessee jumped out to a 10-0 first-quarter lead on No.
12 Georgia in Athens on Saturday, but the Bulldogs outscored the Vols 31-7 the rest of the way and 14-0 in
the second half to take a 31-17 decision. Tennessee was within a touchdown vs. Georgia midway through
the fourth quarter, and the Bulldogs stretched their home winning streak to 29 games. RB Dylan Sampson,
a semifinalist for the Maxwell Award, went over 100 yards for the ninth time this season, finishing with 101
yards on 19 carries with a 27-yard second-quarter touchdown. Sampson tied the UT single-season record
for total touchdowns scored with his 21st on that run. He matched Gene McEver (1929). QB Nico lamaleava
was 20-of-33 for 167 yards with no touchdowns and no interceptions. TE Miles Kitselman registered his first
career rushing touchdown on a 1-yard plunge to put UT on the board. The Vols equaled their season-high
with six pass breakups by six different players. S Will Brooks, who will participate in Senior Day, led the
Vols with seven tackles. DE James Pearce Jr., a semifinalist for the Bednarik Award and Lombardi Award,
and DT Bryson Eason each notched a tackle for loss.

BHEUPEL ERA: Josh Heupel, the 2022 AP SEC Coach of the Year, is in his fourth season at UT. Since taking
over a program that was 3-7 prior to his arrival, Heupel owns a 35-14 record and is 28-8 since the start of
the 2022 season. The 28 wins since the start of 2022 are third-most in the SEC. Since 2018, he ranks sixth
nationally among active FBS head coaches in victories with 63. Heupel has led the Vols to at least eight
regular season wins in three straight seasons for the first time since 1995-2004 under Phillip Fulmer. Heupel
has assured the Vols of finishing .500 or better in SEC play in now all four of his seasons at the helm.

ETOP 10 IN THE FBS: Tennessee heads into the UTEP contest ranked in the FBS top 10 in eight major
categories: third-down defense (3rd - 27.5), yards per play allowed (6th - 4.46), kickoff return defense
(3rd - 13.0), red zone defense (9th - 71.9), total defense (9th - 289.7), scoring defense (8th - 14.4), rushing
offense (10th - 226.2) and rushing defense (7th - 100.6). The Vols lead the SEC in third-down defense,
kickoff return defense and rushing offense. UT has held nine of its 10 opponents under 20 points. The
Vols have issued the eighth-fewest offensive touchdowns in the FBS this season with 16. Opponents have
managed only one first-quarter touchdown this season on UT and only five first-half TDs (Alabama 2Q,
Kentucky 1Q, Mississippi State 2Q, Georgia two 2Q).

NOTEBOOK

13 STRAIGHT NON-CONFERENCE WINS

» The Vols have won 13 non-conference games in a row, representing their longest streak against non-SEC
foes since winning 27 straight from 1969-73. The current streak dates back to a Sept. 1, 2022, season-
opening victory over Ball State. The Vols' last non-conference loss was to Purdue in the 2021 Music City
Bowl.

* They are 16-2 vs. non-SEC foes under Josh Heupel. UT has outscored non-conference opponents 894-246
in the Heupel era.

» Tennessee is going for a third straight perfect non-conference regular season record. The Vols were 4-0
in the 2022 regular season and 4-0 in the 2023 regular season. They also own two straight bowl game
victories, doing so vs. Clemson (2022 Orange Bowl) and vs. lowa (2024 Citrus Bowl).

DEFENDING NEYLAND STADIUM

* Neyland Stadium has returned as one of the toughest places to play in the country under head coach Josh
Heupel.

» Tennessee owns a 24-4 record in Neyland Stadium under Heupel and has won 19 of its last 20 games it has
played there with the only loss during that span coming to top-ranked Georgia.

* The Vols have outscored opponents 1,207-523 in Neyland in the Heupel era. 19 of those 24 victories have
come by double-digits.

* The Vols’ 19 home wins since the start of the 2022 season are tied for third in the nation during that span.
That .950 win percentage since 2022 is tied for third-best in the nation behind only 20-0 Washington and
17-0 Georgia.

» Against UTEP, Tennessee is seeking a perfect home record for the second time in three years. The Vols were
7-0in 2022, and they are 6-0 this season.

STREAK OF HOLDING OPPONENTS UNDER 20 POINTS SNAPPED AT NINE

» Tennessee has held opponents to under 20 points in 10 out of its last 11 games dating back to last season's
35-0 Citrus Bowl shutout of lowa.

» The Vols held opponents to under 20 points in the first nine games of this season for the first time since
1966. That streak ended at nine after Georgia scored 31in game 10 on Nov. 16. Tennessee was the fifth SEC
team to hold its first nine opponents under 20 since 2000, joining 2003 LSU, 2011 Alabama, 2012 Alabama
and 2021 Georgia. All four of those previous teams won the national title.

» Despite allowing 31 points to Georgia, the Vols are still eighth in the FBS and third in the SEC in scoring
defense, allowing only 14.4 points per game. That figure is the best by a Tennessee defense since the
1998 national championship squad led the SEC at 13.3 ppg. The last Vol team to finish a season holding
opponents to under 15 points per game was in 1999 (14.8).

» The Vols have issued 144 total points (8th fewest in FBS) and 16 offensive touchdowns (t7th fewest in FBS).

* Sampson has registered multi-touchdown rushing games in seven out of his 10 games this season, and
the Baton Rouge native has scored at least one rushing touchdown in 10 straight games, becoming the
first in UT history to do so. Only one other player in school history had ever produced eight straight
games with a rushing touchdown, and it happened over the course of two seasons. Jimmy Wade did
it in eight straight games from Oct. 24, 1953 (Louisville; final seven games of 1953) to Sept. 25, 1954
(Mississippi State, first game of 1954).
Sampson has seven outings this season with multiple rushing touchdowns after no other Vol this century
(2000-24) had even five in a single campaign. He is the second player in school history with at least
seven games in a single season with multiple rushing touchdowns, joining Reggie Cobb, who had eight
in 1987.
According to PFF, 773 of Sampson's 1,230 rushing yards have come after contact (62.8 percent). He had
57 vs. Chattanooga, 98 vs. NC State, 56 vs. Kent State, 67 vs. Oklahoma, 52 at Arkansas, 95 vs. Florida,
64 vs. Alabama, 77 vs. Kentucky, a season-high 128 vs. Mississippi State and 77 at Georgia.
Sampson put up a historic first half vs. Kent State on Sept. 14, scoring four rushing touchdowns while
carrying the ball 13 times for 101 yards. The four rushing TDs tied the single-game school record for
the modern era (since 1937) with six other players, most recently John Kelly, who had four rushing TDs
vs. Georgia Tech on Sept. 4, 2017 at Mercedes-Benz Stadium in Atlanta. Sampson was the first Vol to
accomplish the feat in a single half in the modern era. Prior to the modern era, Gene McEver had four
rushing scores in the second half against South Carolina in 1929.
With a career-high 149 yards vs. Mississippi State on Nov. 9, Sampson hit the 1,000-yard rushing mark for
the season. He became the second straight Vol to achieve that feat as Jaylen Wright, now with the Miami
Dolphins, had 1,013 last season. It's the first time Tennessee produced back-to-back individual 1,000-yard
rushing seasons since Montario Hardesty in 2009 (1,345) and Tauren Poole in 2010 (1,034). Sampson's
1,000-yard rushing season is the 20th in UT history.
Sampson's numbers are even better in SEC play. In conference-only games (7), Sampson is averaging
an SEC-best 124.7 yards per game on the ground. He's rushed for 873 yards on 175 carries with 12
touchdowns in those games. He leads the SEC in all three of those categories.
Sampson led Tennessee to a comeback victory over Florida on Oct. 12. He rushed for 112 yards on 27
carries with three touchdowns - all in the second half. His 1-yard plunge in overtime gave the Vols the
walkoff winner.
Sampson was named SEC Offensive Player of the Week for the first time in his career after 139 rushing
yards on 26 carries and two third-quarter touchdowns to help lift the Vols past No. 7 Alabama on the
Third Saturday in October.
Sampson shattered a 95-year-old UT single season record for rushing touchdowns on Nov. 2 vs. Kentucky
in remarkably his eighth game of the season. Sampson scored twice, lifting his school record to 19 and
surpassing that of the 18 set by All-American Gene McEver in 1929. McEver hit that mark in 10 games.
Sampson's 21 rushing touchdowns are tied for sixth in SEC single-season history and are the most by
an SEC player in a season since Alabama’s Najee Harris produced 26 in 2020. Sampson is tied with
Alabama's Trent Richardson (2011) and Texas A&M's Johnny Manziel (2012) for sixth place. Sampson is
the 10th player in SEC history to record at least 20 rushing touchdowns in a season.
» Sampson’s 21 rushing touchdowns through 10 games are the second-most by an SEC player all-time
through the first 10 games, behind Alabama's Najee Harris (2020), who had 22 before finishing with 26.

« Tim Banks is in his fourth season as defensive coordinator for the Vols, and he has established an attacking

identity of creating negative plays.

Tennessee has racked up 370.0 tackles for loss under Banks (7.55 per game since start of 2021 season).

The Vols have finished in the top 15 nationally and top two in the SEC in all three previous seasons under

Banks. Three out of the 12 highest tackle-for-loss seasons in Tennessee history have occurred under Banks’

watch: 2021 (fifth - 102), 2022 (12th - 94) and (seventh - 101).

This season, Tennessee ranks third in the SEC and 11th in the FBS with 7.3 tackles for loss per game. The

Vols' 71.0 total tackles for loss is tied for third in the SEC and tied for 11th in the FBS.

23 times in the Tim Banks/Josh Heupel era have the Vols registered at least three sacks in a game, and

they are 21-2 in those contests when doing so with the only losses coming at Alabama on Oct. 21, 2023,

and at Mizzou on Nov. 11, 2023. The Vols had three sacks vs. NC State in Week 2, three in the win at

Oklahoma on Sept. 21, three in the overtime victory over Florida on Oct. 12, three in the comeback win over

Alabama on Oct. 19 and three vs. Mississippi State on Nov. 9.

The Vols have tallied double-digit tackles for loss in a game under Banks 13 times, including most recently

with 12.0 for 46 yards vs. Florida on Oct. 12. Tennessee had nine vs. Alabama this season.

This season, 28 different players have at least 0.5 tackle for loss and 19 have multiple TFLs. DE James

Pearce Jr. leads the way with 8.5 tackles for loss, and he is tops on the team in sacks with 5.5 for a loss of

38 yards. DE Joshua Josephs and LB Arion Carter are second on the team in TFLs with 6.0.

Pearce Jr. is a semifinalist for the Bednarik Award and Lombardi Award. He has been outstanding in six

straight games against Arkansas, Florida, Alabama, Kentucky, Mississippi State and Georgia. He registered

a career-best nine tackles at Arkansas with two TFLs. In the win over Florida, Pearce had seven tackles,

0.5 sacks, one tackle for loss, one forced fumble and one fumble recovery. With Florida at the Tennessee

1-yard line looking to extend its lead to double digits, Pearce Jr. forced Florida QB Graham Mertz to fumble

at the goal line, and then Pearce recovered that fumble to keep the Gators out of the endzone. It proved

to be the difference in the game. Pearce Jr. was named SEC Co-Defensive Lineman of the Week for his

efforts. Pearce had 1.5 tackles for loss and 1.5 sacks in the win against Alabama, including a sack of Jalen

Milroe in the fourth quarter.

* Pearce Jr. has collected at least a half tackle for loss in seven straight games and at least one TFL in six
straight contests. He's registered a combined 6.5 sacks and 8.0 tackles for loss in the last seven games.

« According to PFF, Pearce has tallied 45 total pressures this season, which is fourth among edge rushers in
the FBS and leads the SEC. He had a season-high 10 total pressures in the win against Alabama.

* Tennessee has thrived on special teams under coordinator Mike Ekeler, who is in his fourth season with
the program.

* The Vols have returned at least one punt OR one kickoff for a touchdown in all three previous seasons
under Ekeler and Josh Heupel: Dee Williams (2023 - PR vs. Texas A&M), Dee Williams (2022 - PR at
Vanderbilt) and Velus Jones Jr. (2021 - KR vs. South Alabama).

* Tennessee has ranked either first or second in the SEC in punt return average in all three of Ekeler’s
previous seasons, and the Vols have been first in the league in punt return defense in two out of his three
previous years. The Vols are currently third in the SEC in punt return average in 2024, putting up 15.1 yards
per return, which is also 13th in the FBS.

« Under Ekeler, the Vols have produced an SEC Special Teams Player of the Year (RS Velus Jones Jr. in 2021),
an SEC All-Freshman punter (Jackson Ross in 2023, back in 2024) and the school's all-time career leader
in punt return average (Dee Williams 15.4 from 2022-23).

» Tennessee has blocked nine kicks in the Ekeler/Heupel era (2021-present), including six blocked punts.
The Vols ranked third in the nation and first in the SEC with four blocked kicks during the 2023 season.

* Tennessee did it again in Week 1 vs. Chattanooga, as true freshman defensive end Jordan Ross, making
his collegiate debut, blocked a punt and returned it 49 yards for a touchdown with 1:07 left in the fourth
quarter. Ross was the first Vol to return a blocked punt for a touchdown since Daniel Bituli returned one
29 yards vs. South Carolina on Oct. 26, 2019.

NOTING THE OFFENSIVE LINE

* Tennessee's offensive line has been named a semifinalist for the Joe Moore Award for the third consecutive
seasons. The Vols joined Oregon as the only programs to be named semifinalists in 2022, 2023 and 2024.

* Four of the five starters on last year's line returned in 2024 headlined by preseason All-American center
Cooper Mays (fifth year). He's joined by tackle John Campbell Jr. (seventh collegiate year, second at UT),
right guard Javontez Spraggins (fifth year). Andrej Karic (fifth collegiate year, second at UT) and Jackson
Lampley (sixth year) started at guard in 2023.
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* The Vols brought in former five-star recruit Lance Heard to play offensive
tackle. Heard joined the squad in January and was an SEC All-Freshman
selection at LSU last season.

» UT's 2024 offensive line has combined for 163 collegiate starts led by guard
Javontez Spraggins’ 47.

* Mays has twice earned SEC Offensive Lineman of the Week honors this
season, doing so following the Vols' dominant 51-10 win over NC State on
Sept. 7 and the 24-17 win over Alabama on Oct. 19. Mays has not allowed a
sack in 23 straight games. Eleven times in the Josh Heupel era someone has
earned SEC Offensive Lineman of the Week, including three times by Mays.

* Mays was also recognized as the Outland Trophy Player of the Week
following the Vols' win over Mississippi State.

2,000 RUSH YARDS FOR FOURTH STRAIGHT SEASON

TIGHT ENDS THRIVE IN HEUPEL SYSTEM

« Josh Heupel's Tennessee teams have gone over 2,000 rushing yards for now
four straight seasons. They hit that mark this season in the ninth game of the
year vs. Mississippi State on Nov. 9. It's the second straight year that the Vols
are the first SEC team to reach 2,000 rushing yards.

* The Vols head into the UTEP contest with 2,226 rushing yards, and they
lead the SEC in rushing for the second straight season with 226.2 yards per
game.

* It's the first time since 1989-94 (six straight seasons) that the Vols have
produced more than 2,000 rushing yards in at least four straight seasons.

* In now seven seasons as a head coach, Josh Heupel’s teams have gone over
2,000 rushing yards all seven seasons. His UCF teams rushed for 3,448 in
2018; 2,909 in 2019 and 2,107 during the COVID-shortened season of 2020.

BOWL ELIGIBLE FOR FOURTH STRAIGHT SEASON UNDER HEUPEL

» Tennessee’s tight ends have been productive under coach Alec Abeln. Vol
tight ends have scored at least one touchdown in seven out of the last 12
games dating back to last season's Vanderbilt contest. They have combined
for nine touchdowns during that 12-game stretch and six this season -- five
receiving and one rushing.

* A new look tight end room features RS-Fr. Ethan Davis, Notre Dame transfer
Holden Staes and Alabama transfer Miles Kitselman. Each has caught
at least one touchdown this season. Kitselman leads the way with three
receiving scores and a rush score.

 Kitselman had a career-best outing on Nov. 2 vs. Kentucky, reeling in a
career-best six catches for a game-and career-high 97 yards, including a
six-yard grab with 33 seconds to go in the third quarter. The 97 receiving
yards were the most by a Vol tight end in a single game since Mychal Rivera
had 129 vs. Missouri on Nov. 10, 2012.

« Kitselman added to that total at Georgia on Nov. 16, catching four passes
for 48 yards, but the highlight came at the goal line in the first quarter as he
plunged over the top from 1-yard out to put the Vols on the board first.

» Through nine games this season, Tennessee tight ends have combined for 35
catches for 350 yards and five touchdowns.

* In the Josh Heupel era (since 2021), tight ends have accounted for 27
touchdowns - 21 receiving and six rushing. From 2018-20, UT tight ends
combined for six scores.

THORPE SEMIFINALIST MCCOY, BROOKS LEAD SECONDARY

» With the Third Saturday in October victory over Alabama, Tennessee secured
bowl eligibility for the fourth consecutive season under Josh Heupel. It's the
longest streak of bowl-eligible seasons for the program since making 16
straight bowl appearances from 1989-2004.

* Heupel is the first Tennessee coach since Phillip Fulmer (1993-96) to lead
the Vols to bowl eligibility in each of his first four seasons. He is the third
all-time to do it at Tennessee, joining Fulmer and Bill Battle (1970-73). Note:
Gen. Robert Neyland began his career in the pre-bowl, pre-SEC era, while
John Barnhill's first four teams produced winning records from 1941-45 but
did not go to bowls.

SCORING ON THE FIRST OFFENSIVE PLAY FROM SCRIMMAGE

* Five times during the Josh Heupel era (2021-present), Tennessee has scored
on its first offensive play from scrimmage to start a game.

* The Vols did it twice in 2023. RB Jaylen Wright was the latest to join the
party, bursting through for 75 yards to start the game and put the Vols up
7-0 vs. No. 1 Georgia on Nov. 18, 2023.

FAST STARTS IN HEUPEL ERA

» Tennessee outscores opponents 536-185 in the first quarter under Josh
Heupel, including 190-51in 2021, 141-72 in 2022, 110-46 in 2023 and 95-16
this season. The Vols have scored at least one touchdown in the first
quarter in 39 of 49 games under Heupel.

» Josh Heupel teams are known for quick starts. In 85 games as a head
coach, Heupel’s squads have outscored opponents 983-399 in the first
quarter (536-185 at UT, 447-214 at UCF). Since 2018, no active Power 4
head coach scores more points per first quarter in a career than Heupel
(11.56).

* From 2021-present under Heupel, the Vols are first in the nation in first-
quarter scoring at 10.94 points per game. SMU is second at 9.88, and Ole
Miss is third at 9.86.

* Heupel’s teams have scored at least one touchdown in the first quarter in
72 of the 85 games he has coached.

* In 2024, Tennessee is outscoring opponents an outstanding 95-16 in the
first quarter and 193-53 in the first half.

« In total, the Volunteers have conceded just 50 first-half points in their last
11 games (five field goals, five touchdowns and five extra points).

* Tennessee is tied for ninth in the nation and third in the SEC in fewest
touchdown passes allowed this season with eight. Texas is first with three
allowed.

The longest pass play that Tennessee has allowed this season was 46 yards
by Oklahoma. The Vols have allowed only five pass plays of over 30 yards
this season, which is tied for second in the nation and second in the SEC.
Texas is first with four.

In terms of 40+ yard pass plays, Tennessee is one of only four teams in the
nation who have allowed only one, joining Indiana and Penn State.

A big part of that success has come from Oregon State transfer cornerback
Jermod McCoy, who has been named a semifinalist for the Jim Thorpe
Award. He is Tennessee's second under coach Josh Heupel and Willie
Martinez, as Trevon Flowers was a semifinalist in 2022. McCoy was named
the Jim Thorpe Award National Defensive Back of the Week following the
Sept. 21 win at Oklahoma. McCoy registered three tackles, one pass breakup
and one interception that he returned 17 yards. According to PFF, McCoy
logged 48 coverage snaps and did not allow a completion all night, while
registering a 0.0 passer grade.

McCoy came up huge again in back-to-back weeks, including the overtime
win vs. Florida on Oct. 12 and the Alabama win on Oct. 19. He was targeted
five times and gave up only one completion vs. the Gators. He had three
tackles and provided a key fourth-quarter pass breakup on fourth down
that ended a Gator drive. Against rival Alabama, McCoy logged a team-
high-tying eight tackles (five solo) to go along with 0.5 tackles for loss, one
pass breakup and an incredible one-handed interception in the endzone on
Alabama star Ryan Williams that prevented a touchdown in the first half.
McCoy returned that interception 54 yards.

McCoy ranks tied for fifth in the SEC in passes defended (9), seventh in pass
breakups (7), and he is tied for 10th in the SEC in interceptions (2).
Meanwhile, senior walk-on starting safety Will Brooks leads the Vols and
ranks tied for fourth in the SEC in interceptions with three. The Burlsworth
Trophy semifinalist's 152 interception return yards ranks second in the FBS
behind only Navy's Dashaun Peele's 166. All three of Brooks' interceptions
have come at critical times and shifted momentum.

Brooks was named the Burlsworth Trophy Walk-On of the Week following
the Oct. 19 victory over Alabama. He led all Vols with eight tackles (five
solo), two of which saved touchdowns, and added one tackle for loss as
the Vols beat the Crimson Tide, 24-17. Brooks iced the game with a diving
interception with 1:24 to play, and Tennessee was able to run out the clock
for the victory. He also made a critical shoestring tackle in the first quarter
on Alabama quarterback Jalen Milroe that prevented a long touchdown.
According to Pro Football Focus, Brooks was the highest graded defender
in the game at 84.1.

With Tennessee up 14-10 on Kentucky on Nov. 2, Brooks intercepted a pass
and returned it 67 yards with 1:11in the third quarter all the way down to the
UK 10-yard line. The Vols scored a touchdown two plays later and eventually
put the game away.
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13 FIRST-TIME STARTERS IN 2024

* The Vols have produced 13 first-time starters this season, including nine on
defense and four on offense.

» Seven players made their first Tennessee starts in the opener vs. Chattanooga
on Aug. 31, including three on offense and four on defense. They included:
WR Chris Brazzell 1l (also made eight starts at Tulane), LB Arion Carter,
STAR DB Christian Harrison, OL Lance Heard, TE Miles Kitselman, DB
Jermod McCoy (five starts at Oregon State) and DB Jalen McMurray (23
starts at Temple).

« During its 51-10 blowout of No. 24/23 NC State on Sept. 7, DE Joshua Josephs
and TE Holden Staes earned their first UT starts. Staes had previously
started nine games in two seasons at Notre Dame.

* In the 23-17 overtime win over Florida on Oct. 12, three Vols earned their first
career starts on defense, including LB Jeremiah Telander, LB Kalib Perry
and DE Tyre West as part of UT's 4-3 look.

* True freshman DB Boo Carter got his first start at STAR in the 28-18 victory
over Kentucky on Nov. 2.

* Tennessee did not have any first-time starters vs. Kent State, Oklahoma,
Arkansas, Alabama, Mississippi State or Georgia.

42 MAKE TENNESSEE DEBUT THIS SEASON

Twelve transfers saw their first action as Vols in Week 1: DL Mike Bethea Il
(FBS debut), WR Chris Brazzell I, OL Lance Heard, TE Miles Kitselman, DB
Jermod McCoy, DB Jalen McMurray, DL Jaxson Moi, LB Eli Purcell (FBS
debut), TE Holden Staes, DB Jakobe Thomas, DL Jamal Wallace (FBS
debut) and WR Tommy Winton lil.

Additionally, five redshirt freshmen made their collegiate debuts against
the Mocs: RB DeSean Bishop, OL Ayden Bussell, PK Max Gilbert, WR Nate
Spillman and DL Tyree Weathersby.

Redshirt junior defensive lineman Tim Amet rounded out UT's 37 players to
make their debut on Aug. 31.

During the Vols' historic 71-0 blanking of Kent State on Sept. 14, five players
made their UT debuts, including WR Braylon Harmon, WR Malcolm Kinzer,
WR Mike Matthews, WR Braylon Staley and LB Edwin Spillman.

MODERN ERA RECORD FOR POINTS IN KENT ST. 71-0 SHUTOUT

* In a 71-0 blanking of Kent State on Sept. 14, Tennessee set modern era
school records (since 1937) in total offensive yards (740), points in a game
(71), points in a quarter (37 in first quarter), points in a half (65 in first half)
and margin of victory (+71).
Tennessee's 71 points broke the previous modern era top mark of 70 vs.
UL-Monroe on Sept. 23, 2000 Including games before the modern era, it
was the 11th time the Volunteers had ever scored 70-plus points in a game
and the first since tallying 73 on Nov. 9, 1929, versus Carson-Newman, four
years before Tennessee joined the SEC. The 71 points ranked 10th on the
program’s all-time list, regardless of era.
The 71 vs. Kent State was the first time an SEC team scored 70-plus points
in regulation against an FBS opponent since Ole Miss registered 73 versus
Fresno State on Sept. 12, 2015.
The Vols won by 70-plus points for the 10th time in program history,
including the first in the modern era (since 1937).
Tennessee amassed 740 total yards to set a school record, eclipsing the
prior top mark of 724 against Missouri on Nov. 12, 2022. This was the second
time in three outings in 2024 the Volunteers had posted 700-plus yards
after previously doing so twice all-time. Tennessee had 718 yards, tied for its
second-most ever, in its opener against Chattanooga on Aug. 31.
Four of the top five yardage marks in Tennessee history are in the last
three seasons under the direction of Josh Heupel. In addition to the three
aforementioned games, the Volunteers notched 696 yards versus UT Martin
on Oct. 22, 2022.
» The 740 yards by Tennessee against Kent State tied for the 10th-most in SEC
history and for the fifth-highest such mark against an FBS foe.
* The Vols led 37-0 after one quarter of play vs. Kent State, setting a new
program record for points in a period in the modern era (since 1937). The
prior record was 35 in the first quarter against Arkansas on Nov. 11, 2000.

» Tennessee took a 65-0 lead into the halftime break to set a new school
modern era (since 1937) record for points in a half. The prior mark, also
under Heupel, was 52 on Oct. 22, 2022, in the first half versus UT Martin.
Previously, the record in said era for points in a half against an FBS team was
49 before the intermission against UL Monroe on Sept. 23, 2000.

* Per ESPN Stats and Info, Tennessee's 65 first-half points vs. Kent State
marked the most in a half by any team in at least the last 20 seasons.
Tennessee finished 11 points shy of the FBS record for points in a half. The
all-time mark is 76 by Houston on Nov. 23, 1968, versus Tulsa.

* The Vols scored 50-plus points in the first three games of a season for the
second time in school history and first since 1913. That year, UT beat Carson-
Newman 58-0, Athens 95-0 and Maryville 75-0. UT joined 2018 Alabama as
the only SEC programs to accomplish the 50-point feat in the AP Poll era.

DUKE'S MAYO CLASSIC 51-10 WIN OVER #24/23 NC STATE

* Tennessee earned its ninth win over an AP Top 25 opponent under Josh
Heupel and its most lopsided win over a ranked foe in the Heupel era by
a score of 51-0 vs. NC State on Sept. 7. The 41-point margin of victory was
the highest for the Vols against any AP ranked team since defeating No. 9
Florida, 45-3, on Oct. 13, 1990.

* The win marked UT's highest margin of victory against a ranked opponent
away from home since downing No. 18 Auburn, 42-0, on the road in Sept.
27,1980.

* UT's 41-point margin of victory vs. NC State was its third-highest against a
ranked opponent in school history since the AP poll began in 1936.

* Tennessee limited the Wolfpack to just 143 yards of total offense (104
passing, 39 rushing) - the fewest yards allowed during the Josh Heupel era
before breaking that mark a week later vs. Kent State (112).

* NC State's 143 yards of total offense were the fewest allowed by Tennessee
against an AP ranked opponent since allowing 110 vs. No. 11 Auburn on Sept.
29, 1973.

* The 249 rushing yards by the Vols were the most allowed by NC State in
a regular season game since North Carolina had 300 in November 2021.
The 460 yards by the UT offense were the most allowed by NC State since
Louisiana Tech had 480 on Oct. 2, 2021.

* This season, the Vols have one as Sr. S Will Brooks became the latest to
join the party, returning an interception 85 yards for a touchdown to put
Tennessee ahead 17-3 with 3:29 remaining in the second quarter vs. NC State
on Sept. 7. It was Tennessee's first pick-six of the season and the eighth
of the Josh Heupel/Banks era. The 85-yard return was the 10th-longest
interception return in UT history and longest for the Vols since Daniel Bituli
had a 97-yard pick-six at Alabama in 2017.

Neyland Stadium has been home of the Vols for more
than 100 years and that legacy will live on thanks to a
transformative partnership with Tennessee Athletics and
Knoxville-based Pilot, the largest network of travel centers
in North America. Under the terms of the agreement,
which is slated for up to 20 years and could extend
further, the names of Neyland Stadium and Shields-
Watkins Field will remain unchanged. Pilot is designated
as the presenting partner of the Neyland Stadium
renovation project and the official travel stop of Tennessee
Athletics.

Future updates will include necessary upgrades to the
south side and perimeter of the stadium, such as widening
concourses, constructing expanded gates and entryways,
and adding additional restrooms and concessions areas.
This element of the partnership will dramatically improve
fan comfort and safety, reduce wait times, and allow for
more food and beverage offerings. There will also be a
Pilot-sponsored Fast Favorites refreshment and snack
stand located inside the main stadium entrance at Gate 21.

THE RETURN OF V-O-L-S

During the 2022 season, the iconic V-O-L-S letters
returned on the south end of Neyland Stadium. Two sets
with an orange background and white lettering were
installed as part of stadium upgrades under the leadership
of Vice Chancellor/Director of Athletics Danny White. A
V-O-L-S history:

Summer 1966

The 8-foot tall backlighted VOLS letters—originally with
orange lettering and a white background—were installed
at the top of the stadium on the south side. From summer
1966 until 1978, they were lit every evening. Beginning

in 1978, they were turned off—with the exception of during
night football games—as part of an energy conservation
program.

Summer 1976

As part of renovations prior to the 1976 season, the
design of the letters shifted to white lettering with orange
background.

Summer 1999

Neyland Stadium installed its first edition of a videoboard,
and the letters are moved to the top of the videoboard.
The design of the letters also shifted to orange lettering
with white background.

Summer 2009

Due to Neyland Stadium’s videoboard being replaced, the
letters were removed entirely from the stadium for the
first time since the 1965 season.

November 2010

The version of letters that overlooked Neyland Stadium
from 1999 to 2009 were auctioned off to Copper Cellar
Family of Restaurants through United Way of Greater
Knoxville’s online auction.

Former national champion quarterback Josh Heupel took the reins of Tennessee football in 2021 and has
guided the proud program to a national resurgence. The 2022 SEC Coach of the Year and two-time National
Coach of the Year finalist was officially announced as the Volunteers’ 27th head football coach on Jan. 27, 2021,
by Vice Chancellor/Director of Athletics Danny White, who he worked alongside at UCF. On Jan. 24, 2023,
White announced a contract extension for Heupel through January 2029.

Taking over a program coming off a 3-7 season and the departure of several players prior to his arrival, Heupel
instilled a strong culture built on trust, accountability and relationships. He combined those pillars with the
nation’s top offense and an attacking defense. In now his fourth season, Heupel’s remarkable revival of the
Volunteers has seen him produce a 35-14 overall record, 11 victories over Top 25 teams, the program’s first
New Year’s Six berth in the College Football Playoff era and back-to-back top-20 poll finishes. From 2022-
23, Heupel guided Tennessee to its winningest two-year stretch (20) since 2003-04. Heupel joined Bill Battle
and Phillip Fulmer as the only three coaches in program history to lead UT to bowl berths in each of their first
three seasons. Heupel's .723 winning percentage is the second-highest by a Vol coach in the last five decades
(minimum two seasons coached). The 2022 season saw Heupel's Vols finish No. 6 in the final polls with an 11-win
season. That year the Vols ascended to the No. 1ranking for the first time since the 1998 national title.

Player development has been evident in the Heupel era. Thirteen Vols have been selected in the last three NFL
Drafts combined, which is the highest three-year span of picks for UT in nearly two decades. Tennessee is one
of just two programs in the last five years with a quarterback selected in back-to-back drafts.

The Vols’ on-field success has correlated in the classroom as Tennessee has shattered the program record for
GPA in three consecutive fall semesters under Heupel. The fall of 2023 saw the Vols produce a program-record
63 SEC Academic Honor Roll recipients, representing the second-most in the SEC.

#15 Vols Dominate Mocs In Season Opener, 69-3

No. 15 Tennessee scored on its first seven possessions and rolled up 718 yards of total
offense, cruising past Chattanooga, 69-3, on Saturday afternoon in the 2024 season
opener at Neyland Stadium. Playing in front of a sellout crowd of 101,915, the Vols scored
on 10 of their 13 offensive possessions, producing touchdowns on eight of them. They
finished with 414 yards through the air and another 304 on the ground, tying for the
second-highest total yardage number in program history. Additionally, Tennessee's 69
points were the second-most points scored in the modern era (1937-present), and the
66-point margin of victory was the third-highest of the modern era. Quarterback Nico
lamaleava was very impressive in his first start on Shields-Watkins Field, completing
his first 10 passes and finishing with 314 yards through the air on 22-0f-28 accuracy
with three touchdowns in only two quarters of action. That yardage total was a school
record for a half. Running back Dylan Sampson accounted for 153 all-purpose yards
and crossed the goal line three times on the ground for the second season opener in a
row, while wide receiver Dont’e Thornton Jr. led the Vols with a 105-yard day on three
catches, including two touchdown hauls from lamaleava. In total, 94 players saw action
in the opener with 37 making their Tennessee debuts. Twenty-eight defensive players
registered at least one tackle, paced by starting safety Will Brooks with five stops.
Defensive end Tyre West was disruptive in the pass rush throughout the game, logging
two TFLs, one sack, one forced fumble and a quarterback hurry on the afternoon.

#14/12 Vols Run Wild in Duke’s Mayo Classic

Running back Dylan Sampson delivered another sensational performance, and 12th-
ranked Tennessee's stellar defense shut down the No. 23 NC State Wolfpack, 51-10, in
the 2024 Duke's Mayo Classic — earning UT's ninth ranked win of the Josh Heupel era
and third-straight win over a ranked opponent at a neutral site. Sampson handled 20
carries for 132 yards and two rushing scores, marking his second consecutive game with
over 100 yards and multiple touchdowns on the ground. The stifling Volunteer defense
limited the Wolfpack to a Heupel-era best 143 yards of total offense (39 rushing, 104
passing) for the fewest yards allowed against a ranked foe since 1973. The Big Orange
forced three turnovers, accumulated 13 tackles for loss with three sacks and saw senior
safety Will Brooks swing the momentum in Tennessee's favor after an 85-yard pick-
six in the second quarter. Redshirt freshman QB Nico lamaleava accounted for three
touchdowns in the victory, tallying a 31-yard rushing score on a designed run up the
middle and connecting with tight ends Miles Kitselman and Holden Staes on their first
receiving touchdowns for the Vols. With the final score of 51-10, Tennessee notched its
third-highest margin of victory over an AP Top 25 opponent in program history and
most lopsided ranked win since defeating No. 9 Florida 45-3 on Oct. 13, 1990.

Sampson Ignites #7/9 Vols In Historic Shutout

Dylan Sampson ran for four first-half touchdowns as No. 7/9 Tennessee exploded for
37 first-quarter points en route to a record-setting 71-0 shutout of Kent State in front
of a sellout crowd at Neyland Stadium. The Vols' final point total was a modern era
record, replacing the old mark from a 70-3 win over Louisiana-Monroe on Sept. 23,
2000, and it stands as the most generated by the squad from Rocky Top since 1929.
Additionally, Saturday night's scoring onslaught vs. the Golden Flashes (0-3) made it
the first time since 1913 and only the second time in program annals that the Big Orange
tallied 50 points in each of its first three games. Individually, Sampson rushed for 66
yards and three scores in the first 15 minutes and finished with 101 yards and four TDs
on 13 attempts. He became the first Vol in the modern era with four rushing touchdowns
in a half and tied the modern-day school single-game record with that total. DeSean
Bishop joined Sampson with a 100-yard day of his own, carding his first effort above
the century mark as a Vol with 120 yards and a career-high two touchdowns on only
seven carries. Tennessee finished with a 740 to 112 edge in total yardage, with the Vols'
offensive production setting a program record and tying as the 10th best in SEC history.
Defensively, Tennessee limited the Golden Flashes to an opponent's lowest total yardage
of the Josh Heupel era with that 112 mark. UT also extended its streak of not allowing
an offensive touchdown to 16 straight quarters - its longest such streak since 1965-66.

Dominant Defense Leads #6/7 Vols to Victory

No. 6 Tennessee showcased its defensive prowess in a commanding, 25-15 SEC-opening
victory over No. 15 Oklahoma at Memorial Stadium. The win marked the Vols' 10th
over a ranked opponent under head coach Josh Heupel, who made the return to his
alma mater a memorable one. Tennessee established defensive dominance from the
outset, limiting the Sooners to just 222 total yards, including 36 on the ground. The
Vols had an impressive defensive streak end as they went 19 quarters without allowing
an offensive touchdown, which went down as the second-longest in program history.
Linebacker Arion Carter was a standout for Tennessee's defense, recording six tackles,
including one for a loss, and breaking up a pass. Andre Turrentine, Christian Harrison,
and Keenan Pili each contributed five tackles, with Pili particularly disruptive, adding a
tackle for loss and two quarterback hurries. Tennessee forced three Oklahoma turnovers
thorughout the contest, including Jermod McCoy's first interception as a Vol, a forced
fumble and recovery by Joshua Josephs and another fumble recovery by Jakobe
Thomas. As a unit, the Vols' defense registered three sacks and 11 tackles for loss —
led by Jaxson Moi who posted a pair of solo stops behind the line of scrimmage. On
the offensive front, quarterback Nico lamaleava had a solid performance in his first
SEC start that included a career-long 66-yard scoring strike to Dont'e Thornton Jr. and
four completions to Bru McCoy for 92 yards. Dylan Sampson finished with 92 yards on
24 carries and a touchdown, while fellow running back DeSean Bishop contributed 65
yards on 16 carries. As the clock expired in Norman, lamaleava presented the game ball
to his head coach in recognition of the significant victory.

#4 Vols Come Up Short in Loss at Arkansas

No. 4/4 Tennessee fell to Arkansas, 19-14, in a low-scoring affair on the road at DWR
Razorback Stadium in Fayetteville. After falling behind 14-3 in the third quarter, the
Razorbacks scored the final 16 points of the game to pull out the victory and hand
the Volunteers their first loss of the season, snapping a six-game winning streak in
the process. A last-ditch effort on the final drive came up just short as the Volunteers
were stopped on fourth-and-5 from the 21-yard line on the final play of the game. UT's
defense put forth another solid effort but came up one stop short as Arkansas scored
on their final possession of the game to pull ahead for the first time in the second half.
The Vols racked up seven tackles for loss, led by James Pearce Jr. (2.0) and Arion Carter
(1.5), who were two of nine different players to post at least half a tackle for loss. Despite
the offensive struggles overall, Dylan Sampson was a bright spot once again. The junior
running back recorded his fourth 100-yard rushing performance of the year and the
eighth of his career, finishing with a season-high 138 rushing yards and two touchdowns
on 22 carries. Sampson led a third-quarter offensive surge with a pair of touchdowns on
UT's first two possessions of the half. In those two drives, the Baton Rouge, Louisiana,
native carried the ball six times for 77 yards before plunging into the end zone to finish
off both possessions. Three Vols finished with career highs in tackles in Will Brooks (10),
Pearce Jr. (nine) and Carter (eight), while Keenan Pili led all players with a game-high
14 stops, the most in a game during his UT career.

#8/9 Vols Take Down Gators In Overtime

Dylan Sampson ran for three touchdowns, including the decisive blow in overtime, as
No. 8/9 Tennessee overcame a double-digit third-quarter deficit to stave off Florida, 23-
17, in front of a sold-out Checker Neyland crowd. The Vols trailed 10-O midway through
the third quarter before scoring 17 unanswered points to seize the lead with just under
10 minutes remaining in the contest. Florida evened it up at 17 with 29 seconds left and
came up empty on its first possession in overtime with a missed field goal, setting the
stage for UT's first walk-off victory since defeating No. 3/1 Alabama, 52-49, in regulation
on Oct. 15, 2022. Sampson plunged past the goal line from one-yard out, capping his
night with 27 carries for 112 yards. Defensively, Tennessee came up with big plays at
opportune times to prevent the Gators from adding to their lead. Contributing to that
effort were a pair of turnovers forced and fourth-down stops, 12 tackles for losses (by
12 players) and three sacks. Safety Christian Charles, LEO Joshua Josephs, STAR Boo
Carter and LEO James Pearce Jr. all recorded seven tackles each, with Carter posting a
sack and 1.5 TFLs; Joseph 1.5 TFLs and a pass break-up; Pearce a half sack, TFL, forced
fumble and fumble recovery; and Charles a TFL. Defensive tackle Omarr Norman-Lott
also was credited with 1.5 sacks along with two tackles. LB Arion Carter had a key
interception in the second half. Pearce Jr. forced UF QB Graham Mertz to fumble at the
goal line, and Pearce recovered it in one of the biggest plays of the game in the first half.
It marked the first time UT secured back-to-back home wins over Florida since 1990-92.

#11/10 Tennessee Turns Back #7 Tide

Safety Will Brooks' fourth-quarter interception with 1:28 remaining sealed the deal as
Tennessee's defense was stout throughout and its offense scored all of its points in the
second half to earn a thrilling 24-17 victory over rival Alabama in front of a raucous
crowd at Neyland Stadium. The Vols trailed 7-0 at the half, 10-7 in the third quarter and
17-14 in the fourth before a 16-yard Nico lamaleava pass found a diving Chris Brazzell
Il'in the back of the end zone to put UT up 21-17 with 5:52 remaining. Max Gilbert's 41-
yard field goal with 1:30 left extended the final lead to seven, 24-17. The Crimson Tide,
though, had one final opportunity, starting at its own 25. On the first play, quarterback
Jalen Milroe's pass attempt was picked off by Brooks. The Tennessee offense took two
snaps to run out the clock, setting the scene for the orange-clad masses to stream onto
the field, reminiscent of the 52-49 Vols triumph in Knoxville two seasons ago. Running
back Dylan Sampson propelled a second-half resurgence by the Big Orange's offense,
carrying 26 times for a career-high-tying 139 yards and two touchdowns on the night.
With the two scores, Sampson passed Tony Thompson (16 in 1990) and tied Reggie
Cobb (17 in 1987) for the second-most single-season rushing TDs in Tennessee history. In
addition to Brooks' pick, cornerback Jermod McCoy came up with a huge one earlier in
the game to prevent points by Alabama. With the Tide threatening at the UT three-yard
line, the cornerback leaped high into the air to intercept a second-down Milroe pass in
the end zone and return the ball 54 yards to the Alabama 46. McCoy finished the game
with a team-high eight stops and added a pass break-up. Brooks also matched McCoy
for tackles, including a pair of key stops that appeared to thwart potential scoring plays,
and added a tackle for a loss. Alabama's last four drives managed only three yards.

#7 Vols Dominate Final Three Quarters, Upend Kentucky

No. 7 Tennessee outscored visiting Kentucky by 17 points over the final 35 minutes inside
a sold-out Neyland Stadium, treating the 101,915 fans in attendance to a 28-18 triumph.
The Volunteers scored 21 of the game's 29 second-half points en route to defeating the
Wildcats for the fourth time in as many tries under head coach Josh Heupel. A staunch
Tennessee defense forced three turnovers, two of which led to second-half touchdowns,
helping the team post a second-half comeback victory for the third consecutive outing.
Junior running back Dylan Sampson totaled a career-high-tying 27 carries for a career-
best 142 yards and etched his name into Tennessee history with a pair of rushing
touchdowns, setting the single-season school record for rushing scores at 19. The
record-breaking was a total team effort as all 10 of Sampson’s teammates on the field
pushed the pile over the goal line for a six-yard touchdown with 4:55 remaining in the
contest. Redshirt freshman quarterback Nico lamaleava was magnificent, completing
28-0f-38 passes for 292 yards and a six-yard touchdown through the air to tight end
Miles Kitselman, who led all receivers with six catches for 97 yards - the most by a Vol
tight end in a single game since 2012. Defensively, starting safeties Andre Turrentine
and WIII Brooks each came up with interceptions in the win, the latter of which was
returned 67 yards to set up a Tennessee scoring drive late in the third quarter. Junior
edge rusher Joshua Josephs generated a momentum-shifting play in the third quarter
as well, as his strip sack was recovered by sophomore linebacker Jeremiah Telander.
Arion Carter led the defensive unit with 10 total tackles, followed by Jalen Smith with
9 total stops.

Sampson’s Career Night Propels #7 Vols Past State

Dylan Sampson rushed for a career-high 149 yards and eclipsed 1,000 for the season
and 2,000 for his career as seventh-ranked Tennessee took care of Mississippi State,
33-14, at Neyland Stadium in the Vols' 100th Homecoming game. UT improved to 6-0
on Shields-Watkins Field this season by winning its final Southeastern Conference home
game, securing five league wins under head coach Josh Heupel for the second time
in three seasons. Wide receiver Dont’e Thornton Jr. caught three passes for 104 yards
and a touchdown and carded his second 100-yard receiving game of the year and the
third of his career. Squirrel White also added a TD reception and 63 yards receiving.
Both wideouts were the recipients of balls thrown by quarterback Nico lamaleava,
who finished 8-of-13 for 174 yards and two scores before Gaston Moore handled signal-
calling duties in the second half. Sampson tallied his 20th rushing touchdown of the
season on a 33-yard scamper, improving his school record and moving into a tie for
eighth all-time in SEC single-season history. Additionally, lamaleava and Thornton's
73-yard scoring connection was the longest offensive play for Tennessee this season.
Defensively, Tennessee limited the Bulldogs to 271 yards of total offense, which marked
the lowest output by a Vol foe since the Arkansas game. MSU's 92 yards passing ranks
as the second fewest generated by a Vols opponent in 2024. Jermod McCoy and Arion
Carter paced the defense with seven tackles each. Boo Carter came up with his first
career interception, while James Pearce Jr., Bryson Eason, Omarr Norman-Lott and
Jayson Jenkins recorded sacks.

#7 Vols Battle Between the Hedges, Fall to #12 Georgia

The seventh-ranked Vols battled but were unable to overcome No. 12 Georgia, falling
31-17 at Sanford Stadium after jumping out to a 10-0 lead. Running back Dylan Sampson
led the offense on the ground, rushing 19 times for 101 yards and a touchdown. The
score, his 21st of the season, moved the Baton Rouge, Louisiana, native into a tie with
Gene McEver for the single-season program record for total touchdowns scored.
Redshirt freshman quarterback Nico lamaleava completed 20 of 33 passes for 167 yards,
including six completons to wide receiver Squirrel White who caught a team-leading
six passes for 45 yards, giving him 128 career receptions and moving him into seventh
place on Tennessee's all-time list. On defense, the Vols batted down a season-high-
tying six passes, with six different players recording a pass breakup. Defensive back
Will Brooks led the team with seven tackles. The Vols jumped out to a 10-0 lead in the
first quarter after Miles Kitselman'’s first career rushing touchdown capped the opening
drive and Max Gilbert nailed a career-long 52-yard field goal - his second connection
from 50-plus in as many weeks. Georgia responded with touchdowns on consecutive
drives to take a 14-10 lead in the second quarter. Sampson's touchdown came on a 27-
yard scamper up the middle in the second quarter, giving him 10 straight games with a
rushing touchdown which is the longest streak by a Vol in program history. The Bulldogs
closed the first half with a 36-yard field goal and scored 14 unanswered in the second
half to pull away with the victory.
