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nTO THE SWAMP: No. 20/20/20 Tennessee seeks its first win in the Swamp since 2003, as it travels to face 
rival Florida at 7:30 p.m. ET Saturday on ABC. This is the third straight year that this game will be played 
at night and the third straight time when played in Gainesville when its at night. Tennessee was No. 23 in 
last week's CFP rankings and is tied with Missouri for eighth place in the SEC standings at 3-3. The Vols 
were picked to finish ninth and close with No. 12 Vanderbilt in Neyland Stadium. All three of Tennessee's 
losses are against teams ranked in the current top 10 of the CFP rankings. Florida is tied with Kentucky for 
11th place in the SEC at 2-5 and is playing its final conference game. The Vols (2-1) are seeking to win at 
least three SEC road games in a season for the first time since 2006. In the final two contests, they aim for 
a fourth straight nine-win season for the first time since doing it in five straight from 1996-99. 

nLAST TIME OUT: Tennessee's defense allowed only 27 rushing yards, and six different Vols found the 
endzone in a 42-9 blowout of New Mexico State for Homecoming. That capped a fourth straight perfect 
non-conference regular season for UT. The Big Orange got rushing touchdowns from four players, including 
leading rusher R-So. RB DeSean Bishop (16-80, 1 TD), one receiving from R-Fr. WR Braylon Staley (5-58, 1 
TD) and one on an interception return by R-Sr. DB William Wright (35 yards in the fourth quarter). Jr. DL 
Daevin Hobbs paced his unit with a career-best nine stops, two pass breakups and a QB hurry. One of his 
PBU's led to an interception by Fr. CB Ty Redmond in the first quarter. Sr. QB Joey Aguilar was 17-of-23 for 
204 yards, one touchdown and two interceptions. The Vols jumped out to a 21-0 lead and gave up a TD late.

nHEUPEL ERA: Since taking over a program that was 3-7 prior to his arrival, Josh Heupel has won 44 of his 
62 games at Tennessee, which is the fifth-most among SEC programs during that span. Since 2018, he ranks 
sixth nationally among active FBS head coaches in wins with 72. Heupel signed an extension on Aug. 26 
through January 2030. Heupel's .710 win percentage at UT is the second-highest by a Vol coach in the last 
four decades, trailing only Phillip Fulmer's .745 in that span. Heupel is just the third coach to lead Tennessee 
to bowl eligibility in each of his first five seasons, joining Fulmer (1993-97) and Bill Battle (1970-74). Heupel 
is seeking to defeat Florida for the third time in five years. The only coach in UT history to defeat Florida in 
at least three out of his first five tries was Gen. Robert Neyland, who went 6-0 all-time against the Gators. 

nOFFENSIVE BARRAGE: Tennessee ranks second in the FBS in total offense with 495.0 yards per game, 
right behind Georgia Tech's 496.7. The Vols have gone over 400 yards of total offense in all 10 games this 
season. They enter the UF contest with 4,950 yards of total offense, 50 shy of 5,000 for a fifth straight 
season for the first time in school history. Prior to Josh Heupel, the longest such streak of 5,000 yards of 
total offense was two years. Tennessee leads the Power Four in scoring at 43.4 ppg, and it has scored at 
least 40 points in seven of 10 games this season. The Vols' 57 touchdowns - 51 offensive and six defensive 
- are tied for the third most in the FBS and lead the SEC. In the Heupel era (62 games, 2021-present), the 
Vols are averaging 39.0 points per game and 477.2 yards per game. Those marks rank first and second, 
respectively, in the FBS during that span. Tennessee's 434 total points are its second-most through the 
first 10 games of a season in school history (since 1933), trailing only the 2022 team's 474 during that span. 

nWR TRIO: UT is the only team in the Power Four with three players with 600 or more yards receiving, a first 
for the program since 1997 - Chris Brazzell (SEC-best 873), Braylon Staley (761) and Mike Matthews (667).

STAT COMPARISON

NOTING THE TENNESSEE-FLORIDA SERIES 
• Tennessee and Florida are meeting for the 55th time with the Gators owning a 32-22 
advantage in the series. The Vols are seeking back-to-back wins in the series for the 
first time since 2003-04. 

• This is the 36th straight year that Tennessee and Florida face each other, which dates 
back to the 1990 season. That streak could end next year as the two won't meet in the 
regular season for the first time since 1989. The Vols are scheduled to host the Gators 
in 2027. 

•	This is the latest calendar meeting between the two teams in the Swamp since the 
infamous Dec. 1, 2001, UT win. That contest was rescheduled after the events of 9/11. 
Not counting the COVID 2020 season meeting in December in Neyland, the 22 previous 
matchups have been played in either September or October. 

•	Tennessee is just 5-17 in games played in Gainesville, and the Vols are seeking their first 
victory in the Swamp since Sept. 20, 2003, when Phillip Fulmer and Ron Zook squared 
off. Josh Heupel was in his first year as a graduate assistant coach at Oklahoma that 
year. QB Casey Clausen was 12-of-23 for 235 yards that day, including a 48-yard Hail 
Mary touchdown to James Banks as time expired in the first half. Jabari Davis had two 
touchdown runs in that contest. Tennessee has lost 10 straight in the Swamp, a streak 
that began on Sept. 17, 2005.  

• Two of the last three meetings have come down to the final play. RB Dylan Sampson 
scored the game-winner in overtime last year, and in 2022, Kamal Hadden intercepted 
a pass in the end zone that preserved the Vols' first win in the series since 2016.  

• Josh Heupel is 8-2 as a head coach against teams from the state of Florida (2-2 vs. 
Florida, 3-0 vs. USF, 2-0 vs. FAU, 1-0 vs. Florida A&M). Heupel also owns a 20-5 record 
as a head coach in games played in the state of Florida (18-3 at UCF, 2-2 at Tennessee).  
The Vols had lost five in a row in the Florida series until Heupel ended that streak in 
2022. He also ended a 15-year losing streak to rival Alabama that same year.

#8/9 Vols Take Down Gators In Overtime
KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - Dylan Sampson ran for three touchdowns, including the 
decisive blow in overtime, as No. 8/9 Tennessee overcame a double-digit 
third-quarter deficit to stave off Florida, 23-17, in front of a sold-out Checker 
Neyland crowd. 

The Vols trailed 10-0 midway through the third quarter before scoring 17 
unanswered points to seize the lead with just under 10 minutes remaining 
in the contest. Florida evened it up at 17 with 29 seconds left and came up 
empty on its first possession in overtime with a missed field goal, setting the 
stage for UT’s first walk-off victory since defeating No. 3/1 Alabama, 52-49, in 
regulation on Oct. 15, 2022. 

Sampson plunged past the goal line from one-yard out, capping his night 
with 27 carries for 112 yards. Defensively, Tennessee came up with big plays at 
opportune times to prevent the Gators from adding to their lead. Contributing 
to that effort were a pair of turnovers forced and fourth-down stops, 12 tackles 
for losses (by 12 players) and three sacks. 

Safety Christian Charles, LEO Joshua Josephs, STAR Boo Carter and LEO 
James Pearce Jr. all recorded seven tackles each, with Carter posting a sack 
and 1.5 TFLs; Joseph 1.5 TFLs and a pass break-up; Pearce a half sack, TFL, 
forced fumble and fumble recovery; and Charles a TFL. 

Defensive tackle Omarr Norman-Lott also was credited with 1.5 sacks along 
with two tackles. LB Arion Carter had a key interception in the second half. 
Pearce Jr. forced UF QB Graham Mertz to fumble at the goal line, and Pearce 
recovered it in one of the biggest plays of the game in the first half. 

It marked the first time UT secured back-to-back home wins over Florida 
since 1990-92.

JOEY FOOTBALL TIME 
• Tennessee is starting a new quarterback for the fourth straight season as graduate transfer Joey Aguilar 

took the reins after earning the job in preseason camp. The Vols and Kentucky are the only SEC teams to 
start a new QB for four straight years from 2022-25. Tennessee is one of four teams who reached last year's 
College Football Playoff to start a new QB for at least four straight years, joining Ohio State, Notre Dame 
and Indiana. The Vols started Hendon Hooker in 2022, Joe Milton III in 2023 and Nico Iamaleava in 2024.

• Aguilar's unique timeline includes stops at City College of San Francisco (2019), Diablo Valley Community 
College in California (2021-22), Appalachian State (2023-24) and UCLA (spring of 2025). After completing 
his senior season at App State, Aguilar entered the portal on Dec. 24, 2024, before committing to UCLA on 
Dec. 28, 2024. He spent the spring in Los Angeles and entered the transfer portal on April 21, committing 
to Tennessee. Aguilar graduated from App State in communication studies on May 10, 2025, before arriving 
in Knoxville in late May. He began the Vols' summer program on June 1, went through preseason camp, and 
the 24-year-old was named the starter on Sunday, Aug. 17.

• Aguilar is the FBS active career leader in passing yards per game (277.2) and total offense per game 
(293.5).

• Aguilar will be making his 35th FBS start in his 36th career FBS game when he takes on Florida. Aguilar 
owns a 20-14 overall record and a 7-3 mark as a starter at Tennessee. 

• As a junior in 2003, Aguilar broke three single-season records at App State, including touchdown passes 
(33), passing yards (3,757) and total offense (4,002). Aguilar went over 10,000 yards of total offense for 
his career against Oklahoma. He's at 10,272- 9,701 passing and 571 rushing. 

• Aguilar is the first Tennessee starting quarterback to wear No. 6 since Alan Cockrell did from 1982-83. 
Aguilar is just the second UT player to hail from Antioch, California. Offensive tackle Albert Toeaina (2004-
05) did as well and also began his career at City College of San Francisco. 

• Aguilar has thrown for over 200 yards in all 34 of his previous FBS starts, which is the longest current 
streak in the country. 

• Aguilar has thrown multiple touchdown passes in six of 10 games as a Vol and 26 of his 34 starts dating 
back to App State. He's thrown at least one touchdown pass in 21 consecutive games dating back to his 
2024 opener at App State and all 10 games as a Vol. He's tied for eighth in UT history for consecutive 
games with a touchdown pass (10), one shy of a three-way tie for sixth with Erik Ainge (11 from 2004-05) 
and Peyton Manning (11 in 1996). 

• Aguilar has hit on eight 50+ yard pass plays this season, which leads the SEC and is tied for third in the 
nation. The Vols had six 50+ yard pass plays all of last season. 

• Aguilar ranks in the top 10 nationally in five different categories, including total offense (seventh - 306.0), 
passing touchdowns (ninth - 22), passing yards per game (seventh - 294.1), passing yards per completion 
(10th - 13.9) and passing yards (seventh - 2,941). Aguilar leads the SEC in passing touchdowns, passing 
yards, passing yards per game, and he's second in total offense and passing efficiency (159.9). 

• Aguilar's first SEC start against Georgia on Sept. 13 was an all-timer. He threw for 371 yards, accounted for 
five touchdowns and threw for four touchdowns. The 371 passing yards tied for the most ever by a Vol vs. 
Georgia, matching Peyton Manning's 371 in 1996. 

• Aguilar posted the third-most consecutive completions in a game by a Tennessee quarterback with his 14-
of-14 start to the game vs. Georgia on Sept. 13. That start trailed only the 23—at the time an FBS record—by 
Tee Martin on Oct. 31, 1998, at South Carolina and the 15 by Erik Ainge on Sept. 9, 2006, versus Air Force. 
Per ESPN Insights, Aguilar was the first SEC quarterback to go 14-of-14 (or better) in any quarter over 
the last 20 seasons (2006-25). Aguilar led the Vols to touchdowns on their first three drives against the 
Bulldogs. 

• Joey Aguilar became just the third player with 350+ yards passing and 4+ passing touchdowns against 
Georgia in the Kirby Smart era (2016-present). The others ended up being Heisman Trophy finalists: 

    - Kyle Trask of Florida on Nov. 7, 2020 — 474 yards, 4 TDs 
    - Mac Jones of Alabama on Oct. 17, 2020 — 417 yards, 4 TDs 
• Aguilar is off to a blistering start in the first quarter this season. He's 77-of-102 (.755) for 1,105 yards and 

seven touchdowns in the first quarter combined this year. The 1,105 yards leads the nation, and he's fifth in 
touchdown passes. He's completed 26 15+ yard pass plays in the first quarter, which is second in the nation.

• In conference play, Aguilar is a league-best 330.7 yards per game passing, and he's fired 13 touchdowns in 
those contests, which is second. Aguilar is the only player in league-only games averaging over 300 yards 
passing. Aguilar's 337.3 yards of total offense per game in conference play is tops among all SEC players. 

• Aguilar is seeking to become the first Tennessee quarterback to win in the Swamp since another California 
native did it 22 years ago. Northridge, California, native Casey Clausen led the Vols to a 24-10 win on Sept. 
20, 2003. 

• Aguilar has produced four 300-yard passing games this season, which is tied for third in school history and 
are the most by a Vol in a single-season since Hendon Hooker had four in 2022:

•	Josh Heupel quarterbacks typically produce 3,000 yards of total offense in a season. Dating back to 

2006, his first season as a QB coach at Oklahoma, Heupel proteges have achieved the feat now 14 times. 
• QB Joey Aguilar became the latest, eclipsing 3,000 in his last game against New Mexico State. He is 

the third Tennessee player to achieve the feat under Heupel, joining Hendon Hooker (2021, '22) and Joe 
Milton III (2023). 

• For perspective, from 1950-2020, Tennessee had a player produce 3,000 yards of total offense in a 
season only five times.

• Aguilar is the seventh quarterback in Tennessee history to achieve the feat. The others: Peyton Manning 
(1996, '97), Erik Ainge (2007), Tyler Bray (2012), Joshua Dobbs (2016), Hendon Hooker (2021, '22), Joe 
Milton III (2023). Aguilar stands at 3,060 total yards of offense for the season, which is ninth in UT history.

BRAZZELL DAZZLE, BILETNIKOFF AWARD SEMIFINALIST  
• Biletnikoff Award candidate Jr. WR Chris Brazzell II is having a career year, as he leads the SEC in 

receiving touchdowns (8), receiving yards (873) and receiving yards per game (87.3). He is 10th, 10th and 
12th, respectively, in the FBS in those categories. 

• Brazzell, who is in his second season as a Vol after transferring from Tulane, has caught at least one 
touchdown pass in five of 10 games this season. He became the first Vol with a TD catch in four 
consecutive games since Biletnikoff Award winner Jalin Hyatt did so in 2022. He nearly had another last 
game on a long 45-yard catch after being tackled at the 1-yard line. 

• Brazzell had the best game of his career in the SEC opener against Georgia, catching six passes for 
a career-best 177 yards and three touchdowns. He scored on plays of 72, 14 and 56 yards. The 177 
yards represented the most by a Vol in a game since Jalin Hyatt's infamous 207-yard, five-touchdown 
performance against Alabama on Oct. 15, 2022. The incredible output already surpassed all of Brazzell's 
season totals last year.

• Over the last four seasons (2022-25), Brazzell II is just one of just three SEC players—two are Vols—to 
record 175 receiving yards and three receiving touchdowns in a single game. The others are Ole Miss' 
Jordan Watkins at Arkansas on Nov. 2, 2024, and Tennessee's Jalin Hyatt versus Alabama on Oct. 15, 2022.

• Additionally, Brazzell became the fifth SEC player to achieve that stat line against an AP top-10 foe this 
century with his performance vs. Georgia. Both players to do it at home are Volunteers. The others are 
as follows: 

     - Tennessee's Jalin Hyatt vs. #3 Alabama on Oct. 15, 2022 — 6 rec., 207 yards, 3 TD
     - Alabama's DeVonta Smith vs. #3 Ohio State on Jan. 11, 2021, in the CFP National Championship Game         

     12 rec., 215 yards, 3 TD
    - LSU's Justin Jefferson vs. #4 Oklahoma on Dec. 28, 2019, in the Peach Bowl — 14 rec., 227 yards, 4 TD
    - South Carolina's Deebo Samuel at #2 Clemson on Nov. 24, 2018 — 10 rec., 210 yards, 3 TD 
• Just like his QB Joey Aguilar, Brazzell has dominated the first quarter of games this season, combining 

for 22 catches for 429 yards and five scores in the first stanza. He's tied for second in the nation in first-
quarter touchdown grabs (5), and he's second in receiving yards (429).

• Brazzell has produced an SEC-best four 100-yard receiving games this season, which is tied for ninth in 

UT single-season history. He is one away from a tie for sixth place.

• Brazzell has been spectacular against current AP Top 25 teams with 19 catches for 311 yards and three 
touchdowns. 

•	Brazzell has been selected as one of 13 semifinalists for the Biletnikoff Award, becoming the fifth 
semifinalist in Tennessee history. He joins Joey Kent (1996), Kelley Washington (2001), Robert Meachem 
(2006) and Jalin Hyatt (2022). Hyatt won the award during his record junior season. 

FAST STARTS IN HEUPEL ERA, 145-45 IN FIRST QUARTER THIS SEASON 
• Tennessee outscores opponents 688-247 in the first quarter under Josh Heupel: 190-51 in 2021, 141-		
	 72 in 2022, 110-46 in 2023, 102-54 in 2024 and 145-45 this season. The Vols have scored at least one 
	 touchdown in the first quarter in 49 of 62 games under Heupel, including nine of 10 games this 		
	 season. Six of those 10 games have seen the Vols score multiple first-quarter touchdowns.   
• Josh Heupel teams are known for quick starts. In 98 games as a head coach, Heupel’s squads have 
	 outscored opponents 1,135-482 in the first quarter (688-247 at UT, 447-214 at UCF). Since he became 
	 a head coach in 2018, no active FBS head coach scores more points per first quarter in a career than 		
	 Heupel (11.58).      
• From 2021-present under Heupel, the Vols are first in the nation in first-quarter scoring at 11.10 points 		
	 per game. Ole Miss is second at 9.40. 
• Heupel’s teams have scored at least one touchdown in the first quarter in 82 of the 98 games he has 		
	 coached dating back to UCF.  
• Tennessee has dominated the first quarter this season, 145-45. The +100 margin leads the SEC. The 
	 14.50 points per first quarter this year is tops in the FBS, and the +10.00 point differential per first  
	 quarter this season is second in the FBS behind Texas Tech (+11.82).  
• The Vols have scored 19 touchdowns (16 offense, three defense) in the first quarter this year.  
• The Vols have scored on 23 of their 35 offensive drives in the first quarter this season.  
• Tennessee has scored on its opening drive in eight of 10 games this season with the Alabama and New 		
	 Mexico State (interception) games being the only exception. The Vols have also scored on each of their 	
	 first two drives in four games this season.
• The Vols' defense has stepped up in the first quarter in the last two games having not allowed a point 		
	 against Oklahoma and New Mexico State. The Sooners' seven first-quarter points came on a fumble 		
	 return. 

SECOND-MOST POINTS THROUGH FIRST 10 GAMES IN UT HISTORY 
•Tennessee has scored 434 points through the first 10 games of the season, which is the second-most in 

its history behind the 2022 team's 474. The top two have occurred in the Josh Heupel era. 
• Tennessee’s scoring offense of 43.4 points per game is currently the second-best in single-season 

school history as well. Three of the top five have occurred under Heupel.

• Tennessee is second in the nation in scoring offense and tops in the Power Four (43.4), behind North 
Texas' 45.3.

• Tennessee has produced 30 or more points in eight of 10 games, and it had produced over 40 points in 
five straight games for the first time in school history until Arkansas ended that streak on Oct. 11.

• The Vols also lead the SEC with a 36.5 scoring average in conference-only games in 2025. 
• Tennessee has produced five games with 50+ points in SEC play in the Heupel era, and the Vols added 

to that total with their 56-point outburst at Kentucky on Oct. 25. The five games with 50+ points are 
the most in the SEC during that span (last five seasons), one better than Georgia and Ole Miss (4). 

PASS BREAKUP LEADERS, HOOD A THORPE AWARD SEMIFINALIST 
• Despite the absence of preseason All-American cornerback Jermod McCoy and cornerback Rickey 

Gibson III due to injury, Tennessee's cornerbacks have fought hard. The Vols rank tied for second in the 
SEC in passes defended with 50 (42 PBU, eight interceptions). The 42 PBUs are tied with LSU for first in 
the SEC. That ranks tied for 23rd nationally. 

• The Vols recorded an SEC-best 10 pass breakups in Week 1 vs. Syracuse, which were their most in a game 
since recording 10 at Georgia on Oct. 9, 2004. They tallied eight in their last game against New Mexico 
State. 

• Colorado transfer cornerback Colton Hood has made an immediate splash and is tied with true freshman 
cornerback Ty Redmond for fifth in the SEC in pass breakups with eight. 

• Hood became the third Tennessee player in four seasons to be named a Thorpe Award semifinalist. He's 
the second straight transfer cornerback to come into the program and be named a Thorpe semifinalist as 
Jermod McCoy was last year. Safety Trevon Flowers was chosen in 2022. 

• True freshman CB Ty Redmond leads all SEC freshmen in pass breakups (8), interceptions (2) and passes 
defended (10). He's tied for fifth overall in the league in passes defended. Redmond leads all Power Four 
freshmen in PBUs and passes defended. He's second among all FBS freshmen behind South Alabama's 
Nehemiah Chandler, who has 11 PBUs and 13 passes defended. 

• Redmond was named SEC Freshman of the Week in his last game against New Mexico State, recording 
five tackles, one pass breakup and a first-quarter interception. It was Tennessee's third SEC Freshman 
of the Week honor this season, tying Kentucky for the most in the league. WR Braylon Staley has won 
it twice.

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CREATING NEGATIVE PLAYS, VOLS FOURTH IN SEC AND NINTH IN FBS IN SACKS 
• Tim Banks' defensive unit is known for making plays in the backfield. Tennessee has racked up 468.0 

tackles for loss under Banks (since 2021), which leads the SEC during that span. 
• The Vols have finished in the top 15 nationally and top two in the SEC in tackles for loss in all four previous 

seasons under Banks. Four out of the 12 highest tackle-for-loss seasons in Tennessee history have occurred 
under his watch - 2021 (fifth – 102), 2022 (12th – 94), 2023 (seventh – 101) and 2024 (eighth - 100). The 
Vols are third in the SEC this season with 72 TFLs, a mark that is 12th in the nation. They are third in the 
SEC and 10th in the nation in tackles for loss per game with 7.2.

• Tennessee has recorded 33 total sacks this season, which is fourth in the SEC and tied for fifth in the nation. 
The Vols are fourth in the nation in sacks per game and fourth in the SEC in that category (3.30). 

• Tennessee has recorded at least three sacks in eight of 10 games, including four or more in three of six 
conference contests. The Vols have gathered 19 total sacks in conference play, which is fifth in the league. 
The Alabama game is the only contest where Tennessee did not have a sack. 

• 33 times in the Tim Banks/Josh Heupel era have the Vols registered at least three sacks in a game, and 
they are 29-4 in those contests when doing so with the only losses coming at Alabama on Oct. 21, 2023, at 
Mizzou on Nov. 11, 2023, vs. Georgia on Sept. 13, 2025 and vs. Oklahoma on Nov. 1, 2025. 

• The Vols have tallied double-digit tackles for loss in a game under Banks 15 times. They had a season-best 
11 tackles for loss in the overtime win at Mississippi State on Sept. 27.

• Sr. DL Dominic Bailey leads the team in both tackles for loss (7.5) and sacks (5.5). Bailey is tied for ninth 
in the SEC in sacks. In conference play, Bailey has 4.5 sacks.

SPECIAL TEAMS SUCCESS
• Tennessee has thrived on special teams in the Josh Heupel era. Evan Crabtree took over special teams 

coordinator duties in 2025 but served on Heupel's staff from 2022-24 as a special teams graduate assistant 
and analyst. 

• Under Heupel, the Vols have produced an SEC Special Teams Player of the Year (RS Velus Jones Jr. in 
2021), an SEC All-Freshman punter (Jackson Ross in 2023, back in 2025) and the school's all-time career 
leader in punt return average (Dee Williams 15.4 from 2022-23). 

• RS-So. PK Max Gilbert has drilled all 107 of his career PAT attempts, and he is 12-of-15 on field goals this 
season. Gilbert ranks 16th in the FBS and third in the SEC with 89 points scored (12 FG, 53 PATs). His 8.9 
points per game is 16th in the FBS and fifth in the SEC. Gilbert's career .781 field goal percentage (32-of-41) 
is first in UT career history. Second place is held by Alex Walls, who had a .779 average (53-of-68) from 
1999-2002. 

• Tennessee has blocked nine kicks in the Heupel era (2021-present), including six blocked punts:

NEW-LOOK OFFENSIVE LINE SHINES 
•	Tennessee's offensive line has a new look in 2025 following the departure of four starters. Jr. OT Lance 

Heard is the returning starter. Heard started 11 games at left tackle a year ago and is in his second season 
with the program after transferring from LSU. 

• The Vols have a new starter at center for the first time since the 2021 season. Cooper Mays, who was a 
2024 first-team All-American, departed after starting the past four seasons from 2021-24. Mays was the 
fourth center in Tennessee history to be named an All-American and the first since Bob Johnson was a 
unanimous selection in 1967. Notre Dame transfer RS-So. Sam Pendleton has started the first 10 games of 
the 2025 season. He has allowed only one sack in his last 26 games (vs. Oklahoma). 

• Another FBS transfer is making noise at guard. The Vols brought in RS.-Jr. Wendell Moe Jr. from Arizona. 
He started 27 games at left guard for the Wildcats from 2022-24. Moe Jr. went through spring practice and 
owns two years of remaining eligibility, including this season. Moe is the Vols' most experienced offensive 
linemen with action on 2,449 offensive snaps in his FBS career. Moe started at right guard in the first nine 
contests.

• RS-Fr. Jesse Perry started at right tackle in the first seven games and has been flawless. He has not 
allowed a sack this season. Perry started at right guard at Kentucky and vs. Oklahoma, and he saw limited 
action last game vs. New Mexico State due to a previous injury. 

• Tennessee signed one of the most heralded recruits of the 2025 class in five-star offensive tackle David 
Sanders Jr., from Charlotte. Sanders was the No. 1 offensive tackle in the country by Rivals and ESPN. On 
Oct. 25 at Kentucky, Sanders became the first true freshman offensive lineman to start for the Vols since 
Wanya Morris started at left tackle in the TaxSlayer Gator Bowl on Jan. 2, 2020. Morris and Darnell Wright 
were regular true freshman starters on that 2019 team. Wright, a former five-star recruit, is in his third NFL 
season as the starter at right tackle for the Chicago Bears. Morris, now with the Kansas City Chiefs, started 
12 of 13 games at left tackle in 2019. Another prominent true freshman offensive line starter for the Vols 
was Trey Smith, who started all 12 games at tackle in 2017. Smith, a two-time Super Bowl champion with

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the Chiefs, became the highest paid offensive guard in NFL history in July 
at four years, $94 million. 

• Sanders did not play in the Syracuse, ETSU, Georgia and UAB games due to 
injury. He saw his first action with 7:14 left in the fourth quarter at Mississippi 
State on Sept. 27, playing 11 offensive snaps. He's played in six straight 
contests entering the Florida game. 

• In 2024, UT's offensive line was named a semifinalist for the Joe Moore 
Award for the third consecutive season. The Vols joined Oregon as the only 
programs to be named semifinalists in 2022, 2023 and 2024. The Vols were 
recently named to the 2025 Joe Moore Award Midseason Award Honor Roll 
and are the only SEC program to be named to that list five straight years 
from 2021-25.  

• 14 times in the Josh Heupel era someone has earned SEC Offensive Lineman 
of the Week. 

• In 2025, Tennessee is tied for second in the SEC in fewest sacks allowed 
this year with 13, and only six of those have been the responsibility of the 
offensive line according to PFF. Georgia has also allowed 13, and Texas A&M 
is first with 10 allowed. 

WIDE OUT EXPLOSION 
• Tennessee has produced 34 individual 100-yard receiving games in the Josh 

Heupel era. 
• Tennessee has produced an SEC-best nine 100-yard receiving games this 

year with all three starting wide receivers having multiple - Chris Brazzell II 
(4), Mike Matthews (3) and Braylon Staley (2). 

• Tennessee is the only SEC program with two receivers in the SEC's top six 
in catches this season. Staley is third with 57, and Brazzell is sixth with 52. 

• The Vols are one of two FBS programs this season with three players with 
at least 600 receiving yards, joining San Jose State. It's the first time UT has 
achieved that feat since 1997 when Marcus Nash (1,170), Jermaine Copeland 
(732) and Peerless Price (698) did it. Brazzell leads the SEC with 873, Staley 
is fifth with 761 and Matthews is 11th with 667.

• In conference-only games, Tennessee has two of the SEC's top four in 
receiving yards as Brazzell is third (559) and Staley is fourth (519).

• For just the second time in program history, Tennessee had three players go 
over 100 yards receiving in a game when Brazzell (138), Matthews (107) and 
Staley (105) did at Kentucky on Oct. 25. The other time that occurred was 
on Nov. 23, 2019, at Missouri when Josh Palmer (124), Jauan Jennings (115), 
and Marquez Callaway (110) achieved the feat. All three of those players are 
now in the NFL. 

•	Staley was recently added to the Biletnikoff Award Watch List for his efforts. 
He is second among all FBS freshmen in catches with 57. Staley is tops 
among all FBS freshmen in receiving yards with 761. He is second among 
FBS freshmen and first among Power Four freshmen in touchdown catches 
with six. Staley's playmaking skills have been on display all season as 353 of 
his 761 receiving yards have come after the catch.

TIGHT ENDS THRIVE IN HEUPEL SYSTEM 
•	Tennessee’s tight ends have been productive under coach Alec Abeln. Tight 

ends have scored touchdowns in four of the 10 games for the Vols this 
season and five out of the last 11 regular season games. They have combined 
for four receiving touchdowns this season. Ethan Davis added to that total 
at Kentucky, catching a 13-yard TD right before halftime. 

•	In the Josh Heupel era (since 2021), tight ends have accounted for 33 
touchdowns - 27 receiving and six rushing. 

• In 2025, Miles Kitselman is the Vols' fourth leading receiver with 25 catches 
for 250 yards and two touchdowns. It's the second straight season that 
Kitselman is at 250 receiving yards or more.

VOLS LEAD POWER FOUR IN DEFENSIVE TOUCHDOWNS 
• Tennessee has tallied 14 defensive touchdowns in the DC Tim Banks/HC 

Josh Heupel era (since 2021). They are 12-0 when recording a defensive 
score. 

• Tennessee has six defensive touchdowns this season, which leads the Power 
Four and is second in the FBS behind Louisiana Tech's seven. That figure is 
two better than the next closest SEC team as South Carolina has four. 

• The six defensive touchdowns are the most by the Vols in a season since 
producing six in 1996. The only time Tennessee recorded greater than six 
defensive scores in a season was in 1971, when it had seven.

•	Tennessee has three fumble return scores (vs. Syracuse, vs. UAB, at 
Mississippi State) and three pick sixes (at Mississippi State, at Kentucky, 
vs. New Mexico State). The last time the Volunteers had multiple fumbles 
returned for a touchdown in one season was 2002.

• The Vols posted a pair of defensive touchdowns at Mississippi State on Sept. 
27 — a 23-yard pick-six by DB Colton Hood and a 41-yard fumble return 
by DL Joshua Josephs. It marked the second time under Banks that UT 
has scored two defensive touchdowns in a single game and first since 2023 
UConn. It was also the first time the Vols had two defensive scores in an SEC 
contest since Nov. 13, 2010, vs. Ole Miss.

Two others - WR Joakim 
Dodson (Memphis) and DL Charles House III (Charlotte) arrived in June. 

2,500 RUSH YARDS FOUR STRAIGHT SEASONS, BISHOP NEXT UP
• Josh Heupel's Tennessee teams have gone over 2,500 rushing yards for four 

straight seasons, which is a first in program history. 
• It's no secret of the Vols' rushing success under Heupel as UT led the SEC in 

rushing in back-to-back seasons in 2023 and 2024. Tennessee was also ninth 
in the nation in 2024 (225.9) and 10th in the FBS in 2023 (204.5). The Vols 
were the only SEC team to average more than 200 rushing yards last season. 

•	Two out of the four highest single-season team rushing totals in program 
history have occurred in the Heupel era - second in 2024 (2,936) and fourth 
in 2021 (2,832). The school record is 3,068 in 1951. 

• It was the first time since 1989-94 (six straight seasons) that the Vols have 
produced more than 2,000 rushing yards in at least four straight seasons. 

• In now his eighth season as a head coach, Heupel’s teams have gone over 
2,000 rushing yards all seven previous seasons. His UCF teams rushed for 3,448 
in 2018; 2,909 in 2019 and 2,107 during the COVID-shortened season of 2020. 

• Tennessee has continued its rushing prowess in 2025, averaging 176.7 yards 
per game. UT is 233 yards shy of hitting 2,000 for a season again (1,767).

• After ranking third in the SEC in yards per carry as a redshirt freshman last 
season (6.15), RS-So. DeSean Bishop is third in the SEC again this season in 
the category at a stellar 6.47. Bishop was the backup to SEC Offensive Player 
of the Year Dylan Sampson last season. That mark is also fourth in the Power 
Four and eighth in the FBS.

• Bishop ranks fourth in the SEC in rushing touchdowns with 10. It's the 
	 third time in four years that the Vols have a player with double-digit 		
	 rushing scores in a season. Tennessee's 27 rushing touchdowns as a team 	
	 are tied for third in the SEC. 

FAST, FUN, REAL TEMPO  
• Tennessee's offensive tempo has picked up in 2025. The Vols are averaging 	
	 2.72 plays per minute, which is third in the nation. USF, under the direction 	
	 of former UT offense coordinator and Josh Heupel assistant Alex Golesh, is 	
	 first at 2.79. 
• Tennessee is averaging 1.62 points per minute this season, which is second 	
	 in the FBS.  
• During the entire Heupel era (2021-present), Tennessee is averaging 2.76 	
	 plays per minute, which is tops in the FBS during that span. 

HEUPEL HITS 40 TENNESSEE WINS, 71 CAREER WINS 
• Since the start of the 2018 season when Josh Heupel became a head 		
	 coach, he has won 72 of the 98 games he has coached. That ranks sixth 	
		  among active FBS head coaches during that span.  
• The win over UAB earlier this season gave Heupel 40 victories at 
	 Tennessee, as he became the seventh UT head coach to reach the 
	 milestone and the fourth quickest to do it. The top three took over UT 
	 teams that had a winning record the year prior to their arrival, while 		
	 Heupel took over a team that was 3-7 prior to his arrival in 2021.

WINNING THE TURNOVER BATTLE, SECOND-MOST FORCED IN SEC 
• In Josh Heupel's 62 games as Tennessee's head coach, the Vols have won 

the turnover battle 29 times, only lost it 15 times and pushed it 18 times. 
• The Vols own a 24-5 record when winning the turnover battle in his tenure. 
• Tennessee owns a +31 combined turnover margin during Heupel's tenure. 

The +0.47 margin per game from 2021-present ranks 11th nationally and is 
first in the SEC. Alabama is second in the SEC at +0.43. 

• Tennessee is +3 in turnover margin this season, which is tied for sixth in the 
SEC. 

• Tennessee has gained 18 turnovers this season, which is second in the SEC 
and 14th nationally. South Carolina leads the league with 20. They have 
forced multiple turnovers in eight of 10 games this season, including three 
straight multi-turnover games entering the Florida contest. 
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VOLS SECOND IN NATION IN FORCED FUMBLES 
•	Tennessee has forced 16 fumbles this season, which is second in the nation 

behind only Texas Tech's 18. That total is four better than the next closest 
SEC team as Alabama and Texas have 11. 

• The Vols have forced at least one fumble in nine of 10 games. They have also 
recovered 10 fumbles, which is tied for fourth in the FBS and leads the SEC. 
Texas Tech is first with 13 recovered fumbles. 

• DE Joshua Josephs and S Edrees Farooq are all tied for seventh in the FBS 
and lead the SEC with three forced fumbles. 

• The Vols logged four forced fumbles against Arkansas, marking their most in 
a single game of the Josh Heupel/Tim Banks era and their most in a single 
game overall since having four at Kentucky on Oct. 28, 2017. Tennessee 
recovered three of those fumbles it forced, marking the fifth time in the 
last 20 seasons (2006-25) and first since that Kentucky game that it had 
done so.

• Tennessee's 16 forced fumbles in 2025 have already surpassed the 11 it had 
all of last season. That's the most by a Vols team since forcing 16 in 2015. 
The Vols have forced 44 fumbles during the entire Josh Heupel/Tim Banks 
era (2021-present). 

35 VOLS HAVE MADE THEIR DEBUTS, 48 FRESHMEN 
• A total of 48 freshmen have played for Tennessee this season, including 

27 true and 21 redshirt. The 48 are the most played on an FBS roster this 
season. 

• Twenty-one Vols made their Tennessee debuts in the Aflac Kickoff Game win 
over Syracuse in Atlanta. Fifteen of those 21 made their collegiate debuts 
overall, including 15 true freshmen.

• An additional two players made their first career starts in the home opener 
vs. ETSU: true freshman CB Ty Redmond and TE Ethan Davis. Against the 
Bucs, sixth-year senior DL Dominic Bailey made his 14th career start, but it 
was his first at defensive tackle. His previous 13 starts were at defensive end.

• Tennessee had three first-time starters in the road win at Kentucky on 
Oct. 25, as true freshman David Sanders Jr. made the start at right tackle. 
Defensively, two linebackers made their first starts in RS. Fr. Edwin Spillman 
and true freshman Jadon Perlotte. They were the first freshmen linebackers 
to start in a game for Tennessee since Henry To'oTo'o in the TaxSlayer Gator 
Bowl on Jan. 2, 2020.

• With multiple players sidelined due to injury, Jr. DE Caleb Herring saw his 
first career start against New Mexico State on Nov. 15. He collected one sack.

JACKSON ROSS, A RAY GUY AWARD SEMIFINALIST 
• Junior Australian native Jackson Ross is in his third season as the Vols' 

starting punter. Ross, who can punt with either foot, is a huge weapon in 
the field position game. 

•	Ross was named one of 10 semifinalists for the Ray Guy Award on Nov. 14, 
becoming Tennessee's first since Michael Palardy in 2013. The other two 
semifinalists in Vols history are David Leaverton (2000) and Dustin Colquitt 
(2002, '03, 04). 

•	This season, Tennessee is second in the FBS in percentage of punts downed 
inside the 20-yard line as 54.8 percent (17 of 31) have. Notre Dame is first at 
55.0 percent (11 of 20).

• Ross has logged 22 punts of 50 or more yards in his career, including 10 last 
season and three this season. Ross had a 56-yarder in the 2025 opener vs. 
Syracuse, a 57-yarder vs. Georgia and a 52-yarder at Alabama.

• Ross continued his placement prowess this season, landing all three inside 
the 10-yard line at Alabama, including one at the 1-yard line. 

• Ross' career 43.4 average yards per punt ranks third in UT career history.

NEW ASSISTANT COACHES  
• Tennessee returned both its offensive coordinator (Joey Halzle) and 	

defensive coordinator (Tim Banks) for the third straight season. Banks has 
been Josh Heupel's defensive coordinator all five seasons at Tennessee. 

• Two additions to the on-field staff are two coaches who have already been 
on staff in analyst roles. Evan Crabtree, an analyst since 2022, was promoted 
to special teams coordinator this season after Mike Ekeler departed for 
Nebraska. Levorn Harbin, an analyst since 2021, was promoted to outside 
linebackers coach earlier this spring.

• The Vols have had very little coaching turnover in Heupel's tenure. Former 
OC Alex Golesh left following the 2022 season to be head coach at USF. 
Former running backs coach Jerry Mack departed for the NFL in 2023 and 
is now the head coach at Kennesaw State. Wide receivers coach Kodi Burns 
departed for the NFL after the 2021 season. 

JOHN HENDERSON ONE MONTH FROM CFB HALL OF FAME 
•	Two-time first-team All-American John Henderson, one of the most 

dominant defensive lineman in Tennessee history will be inducted into the 
National Football Foundation and College Football Hall of Fame on Dec. 9 in 
Las Vegas. 

• Henderson will become the 27th Vol to be enshrined in the College Football 
Hall of Fame and the third in the last five years. Eric Berry was Tennessee's 
most recent inductee in 2023. Of the 27 inductees, 23 were enshrined as 
players and four as coaches. The 23 players represent the second-most 
among SEC programs and the seventh-most nationally.

• A two-time consensus first team All-American (2000, 2001), Henderson 
claimed the 2000 Outland Trophy as the best interior lineman in the nation 
while finishing as a finalist for the Nagurski Trophy as the nation's best 
defensive player the same year. A two-time first team All-SEC selection from 
2000-01, Henderson was also named the SEC Defensive Player of the Year in 
2000. He was a finalist for the Outland Trophy again in 2001.

FUTURE SEC OPPONENTS 
• The SEC revealed opponents and sites for the next four seasons as part of a nine-game league 
schedule, which begins in 2026. Under the new format, each school will play three annual opponents 
focused on maintaining many traditional rivalries and each team's remaining six games will rotate 
among the remaining conference schools. The Vols' three annual opponents include Alabama, Kentucky 
and Vanderbilt. SEC teams are also required to schedule at least one additional high quality non-
conference opponent from the Atlantic Coast, Big Ten or Big 12 conferences or Notre Dame each season.  
• In 2026, Tennessee will see Alabama and Auburn visit Neyland Stadium in the same season for the first 
time since 2004. It will be the Tigers' first game in Knoxville since 2013. The Vols will host LSU in Neyland 
Stadium for just the second time in 10 years. Tennessee and Texas will meet in the regular season for the 
first time ever. All three previous meetings occurred in Cotton Bowls – 1951, 1953 and 1969. Tennessee hosts 
the Longhorns in 2026 and will return the trip to Austin in 2028. Dates will be announced later this year.

Former national champion quarterback Josh Heupel took the reins of Tennessee football in 2021 and has 
guided the proud program to a national resurgence, including the Volunteers’ first College Football Playoff 
appearance in 2024. The 2022 SEC Coach of the Year and two-time National Coach of the Year finalist was 
officially announced as Tennessee’s 27th head football coach on Jan. 27, 2021, by Vice Chancellor/Director of 
Athletics Danny White, who he worked alongside at UCF. Heupel signed an extension through Jan. 2030. 
Taking over a program coming off a 3-7 season and the departure of several players prior to his arrival, Heupel 

instilled a strong culture built on trust, accountability and relationships. The results have seen Tennessee 
celebrate its greatest chapter in over two decades. Heupel’s remarkable revival of the Volunteers has seen 
him produce a 44-18 overall record, 11 victories over Top 25 teams, the school’s first New Year’s Six berth in the 
CFP era, three straight top-20 poll finishes and a College Football Playoff berth. The 11 ranked wins are sixth 
nationally among FBS head coaches during that span and are already fifth in UT history. Heupel’s .710 winning 
percentage is the second-highest by a Vol coach in the last five decades. His then 37 wins were the third-most 
through the first four full seasons by a UT coach, trailing only Bill Battle (39 from 1970-73) and Phillip Fulmer 
(38 from 1993-96). Both Battle and Fulmer took over UT teams that had winning records prior to their hires. 
Heupel guided Tennessee to its winningest three-year stretch (30) since 1998-2000 (30), and the program’s 
.769 winning percentage during that stretch was the eighth-best nationally and third-best in the SEC. The Vols 
have also won at least nine games in three straight seasons, which is the longest streak for the program since 
1995-99.
The Vols’ on-field success has correlated in the classroom as UT has shattered the program record for GPA in 

four consecutive fall semesters under Heupel. The Vols produced a spring semester GPA record of 3.25 in May.

#24/18 Vols Triumph in Atlanta, Down Syracuse 45-26
No. 24/18 Tennessee opened its 2025 campaign with a statement win, rolling past Syracuse, 
45-26, in the Aflac Kickoff Game at Mercedes-Benz Stadium. The Vols seized control 
early with 17 first-quarter points. Max Gilbert opened the scoring with a 34-yard field 
goal, Peyton Lewis punched in a 2-yard touchdown run, and the defense delivered when 
Colton Hood returned a strip sack 22 yards for a score. Syracuse (0-1) cut into the lead 
with a short touchdown run in the second quarter, but Joey Aguilar answered quickly, 
hitting Braylon Staley for a 73-yard strike. After the Orange pulled within 24-14, DeSean 
Bishop’s 47-yard run set up his own 1-yard score, giving Tennessee a 31-14 halftime cushion. 
The defense provided another spark after the break, as Jeremiah Telander intercepted a 
tipped pass to set up Aguilar’s 7-yard touchdown toss to Star Thomas. Syracuse battled 
back with two rushing scores to make it 38-26, but Aguilar capped a nine-play, 54-yard 
drive with a 2-yard strike to Miles Kitselman, sealing the win. Aguilar finished 16-of-28 
for 247 yards and three touchdowns in his first start for the Big Orange, while Thomas 
posted 92 rushing yards and a receiving score in his UT debut. Bishop added 82 yards 
and a touchdown, and Staley led the receivers with 95 yards and a long TD. Defensively, 
Arion Carter paced the Vols with nine tackles and a sack as Tennessee recorded five 
sacks and seven tackles for loss. The Vols totaled 493 yards of offense and converted 
all five red-zone trips.

#22/17 Vols Overwhelm Bucs, 72-17, In Home Opener
No. 22/17 Tennessee put on a record-setting show in its home opener, piling up 48 first-half 
points and cruising past ETSU, 72-17, before a sold-out Neyland Stadium crowd of 101,915. 
The Vols eclipsed their modern-era scoring record with 72 points, topping the 71 they 
posted last fall against Kent State. Tennessee’s offense rolled to 717 total yards and 41 first 
downs—a program best in the modern era—while three different quarterbacks accounted 
for touchdowns. Joey Aguilar sparked the early surge, throwing for 288 yards and two 
touchdowns in just two quarters. He connected with Chris Brazzell II on a 21-yard score to 
open the game, then added a 53-yard strike to Mike Matthews. Star Thomas and Peyton 
Lewis combined for four rushing touchdowns in the first half, and a 40-yard punt return 
by Boo Carter set up another score as UT built a 48-7 halftime cushion. In the second 
half, redsjort freshman Jake Merklinger tossed two touchdown passes, including his first 
career score, while Max Gilbert drilled a career-long 53-yard field goal. True freshman 
George MacIntyre later guided a drive capped by Daune Morris’ 10-yard touchdown 
run. Thomas led the ground game with 69 yards and three touchdowns, while Brazzell 
(125 yards) and Matthews (111 yards) each topped 100 receiving. Defensively, Tennessee 
limited ETSU to 216 yards and just 49 rushing, forcing 10 three-and-outs and not allowing 
a first down in the opening quarter.

#15/15 Vols Fall To #6/3 Georgia In Overtime, 44-41
No. 15/15 Tennessee went toe-to-toe with No. 6/3 Georgia but came up just short 
in overtime, falling 44-41 before a sold-out Checker Neyland crowd of 101,915. After 
Tennessee grabbed a 41-38 lead on a 42-yard Max Gilbert field goal in the extra period, 
Georgia answered with a one-yard touchdown run by Josh McCray to seal the win. The 
Vols nearly ended it in regulation, driving to the Bulldog 25, but Gilbert’s 43-yard attempt 
sailed wide with three seconds left. Quarterback Joey Aguilar paced a fast start, throwing 
two first-half touchdowns to Chris Brazzell II and running for another. Aguilar went a 
perfect 14-of-14 for 213 yards in the opening quarter as Tennessee raced to a 21-7 lead. 
Georgia chipped away, pulling within 21-17 by halftime, then grabbed its first lead in 
the third quarter. The Vols answered with explosive plays down the stretch. Aguilar and 
Brazzell connected for a 56-yard score to regain the lead, then Aguilar hit Braylon Staley 
from 32 yards out to go up 35-30 with 11:01 left. After a Joshua Josephs strip sack set up 
a 48-yard Gilbert kick, Tennessee led 38-30, but Georgia responded with a touchdown 
and two-point conversion to force overtime. Aguilar finished with 371 passing yards and 
four touchdowns, three to Brazzell, who posted 177 yards receiving. Staley added 97 
yards and a score. Defensively, Arion Carter tallied 14 tackles, while Caleb Herring had 
2.5 TFLs and 1.5 sacks.

#15/15 Vols Put Blazers Away Early, Cruise To 56-24 Win
No. 15 Tennessee raced to another fast start and never looked back, rolling past UAB, 
56-24, before 101,915 at Neyland Stadium. The Vols scored touchdowns on six of their 
first seven possessions to build a 42-7 halftime lead and cruised with reserves after the 
break. The win marked head coach Josh Heupel’s 40th at Tennessee, making him the 
seventh coach in program history to reach that milestone. Joey Aguilar directed a balanced 
first-half attack, completing 13-of-20 passes for 179 yards and two touchdowns before 
finishing 15-of-22 for 218 yards and three scores. He connected with Chris Brazzell II (19 
yards) and Mike Matthews (39 yards) in the opening quarter, while DeSean Bishop and 
Star Thomas added rushing touchdowns as Tennessee raced ahead 28-0. Peyton Lewis 
added a 32-yard touchdown run and Bishop his second score late in the half to put the 
game firmly out of reach. Thomas caught a 17-yard touchdown pass early in the third 
quarter, and redshirt freshman Kaleb Beasley returned a fumble 23 yards for another 
score. UAB managed three second-half scores but never threatened the outcome. Lewis 
led the ground attack with 81 yards and a touchdown on 11 carries, while Brazzell paced 
the receivers with five catches for 62 yards and a score. In total, UT produced 510 yards 
of offense, with 235 on the ground. Defensively, Boo Carter starred with nine tackles, 
three tackles for loss, a sack and two forced fumbles as Tennessee held UAB to just 23 
rushing yards—the fewest allowed under Heupel and defensive coordinator Tim Banks.

#15/15 Vols Outlast Mississippi St. in Overtime Thriller, 41-34
No. 15 Tennessee earned a hard-fought road win, defeating Mississippi State, 41-34, in 
overtime at Davis Wade Stadium. In a game featuring seven lead changes, running back 
DeSean Bishop delivered the decisive blow on the Vols’ first snap of overtime, sprinting 
25 yards for the winning touchdown. Tennessee’s defense then held the Bulldogs inside 
the 5-yard line to seal the victory. The Vols overcame an early deficit after Colton Hood 
returned an interception 23 yards for a score, but Mississippi State answered with two 
second-quarter touchdowns to take a 17-10 lead. Joey Aguilar evened the game before 
halftime, finding Chris Brazzell II on a 15-yard strike. Tennessee opened the second half 
with a field goal before Tyre West forced a fumble that Joshua Josephs returned 41 
yards for a touchdown, reclaiming the lead. The Bulldogs rallied again, taking a 34-27 
advantage late, but Aguilar drove the Vols 75 yards and scored on a 6-yard keeper with 
1:55 remaining to force overtime. Aguilar paced the offense, completing 24-of-40 passes 
for 335 yards and adding one passing and one rushing touchdown. Bishop rushed for 
72 yards, while receivers Mike Matthews (118 yards) and Brazzell (105 yards, TD) each 
surpassed the century mark. On defense, Arion Carter posted a career-high 17 tackles 
and broke up Mississippi State’s final overtime pass attempt. The Vols finished with six 
sacks and 11 tackles for loss in a gritty SEC road win.

#12/12 Volunteers Hold Off Hogs, 34-31
No. 12 Tennessee overcame two early deficits and used a dominant second half to down 
Arkansas, 34-31, before a sold-out Champions Weekend crowd of 101,915 at Neyland 
Stadium. After trailing 17-10 in the second quarter, the Vols forced three fumbles and 
scored 24 straight points to seize control. Peyton Lewis’ second touchdown run—a 
3-yard burst with 13:14 remaining—made it 34-17, and Tennessee’s defense held firm late 
before the offense ran out the clock to secure the win. The Vols piled up 485 total yards, 
including 264 on the ground, while their defense tallied nine tackles for loss, six hurries 
and five sacks. UT forced four fumbles and recovered three, with Edrees Farooq, Daevin 
Hobbs, Joshua Josephs and Jordan Ross each credited for forcing one. DeSean Bishop 
jump-started the offense with a 17-yard touchdown run in the first quarter and finished 
with a career-high 146 yards on 14 carries. Quarterback Joey Aguilar completed 16-of-25 
passes for 221 yards and a touchdown, a key 8-yard strike to Miles Kitselman that tied the 
game at 17 before halftime. Braylon Staley added six catches for a career-best 109 yards. 
Defensively, Andre Turrentine led the way with 11 tackles, while Farooq added nine stops 
and a forced fumble. Ross produced 1.5 sacks, a forced fumble and a recovery in the win.

#11/11 Vols Fall on the Road at #6/6 Alabama, 37-20
No. 11 Tennessee battled but came up short on the road, falling 37-20 to No. 6 Alabama 
at Bryant-Denny Stadium. After falling behind early, the Vols answered midway through 
the second quarter with a 10-play, 78-yard drive capped by a 2-yard touchdown pass 
from Joey Aguilar to Braylon Staley, knotting the score at 7-7. The Crimson Tide regained 
momentum with a safety and a short touchdown run by Jam Miller before adding a 99-
yard interception return by Zabien Brown as time expired in the half, taking a 23-7 lead 
into the break. Tennessee opened the second half with a spark, as its defense forced a 
three-and-out and DeSean Bishop broke loose for a 44-yard touchdown run to cut the 
deficit to 23-13. Alabama, however, countered with a nine-play, 99-yard march that ended 
in an 11-yard touchdown pass from Ty Simpson to Rico Scott late in the third quarter. 
The teams traded rushing scores in the final frame, with Bishop punching in his second 
touchdown from a yard out before Alabama’s Daniel Hill sealed the outcome with a 4-yard 
run. Aguilar completed 28-of-44 passes for 268 yards and a touchdown, extending his 
nation-leading streak to 31 consecutive FBS games with at least 200 passing yards. Staley 
hauled in 10 receptions for 92 yards and a score, while Bishop led the ground game with 
123 yards and two touchdowns on 14 carries. Edrees Farooq paced the Vol defense with 
seven tackles as five different Vols combined for four tackles for loss.

#17/17 Vols Pounce Early, Often In 56-34 Win Over Wildcats
Quarterback Joey Aguilar led a high-powered offensive effort as No. 17 Tennessee rolled 
past Kentucky, 56-34, at Kroger Field. Aguilar was nearly flawless, completing 20-of-26 
passes for a season-high 396 yards and three touchdowns while averaging 19.8 yards per 
completion. The Volunteers topped 50 points for the first time this season, improving 
to 17-0 under head coach Josh Heupel when reaching that mark. Tennessee piled up 
504 yards of offense and featured three 100-yard receivers—Chris Brazzell II (138), 
Mike Matthews (107) and Braylon Staley (105)—for the second time in program history. 
Seven different Vols scored touchdowns, including all three running backs, as DeSean 
Bishop, Star Thomas and Peyton Lewis each found the end zone. The Vols jumped out 
to a 14-0 lead behind a 35-yard Aguilar-to-Brazzell II strike and a 45-yard pick-six by 
Edrees Farooq—his first career interception and UT’s fifth defensive touchdown of the 
season. Kentucky closed within seven late in the first half, but Aguilar found tight end 
Ethan Davis for a 13-yard score before the break to restore momentum. After halftime, 
Aguilar connected with Matthews for a 62-yard touchdown and set up a 2-yard Lewis 
touchdown run to extend the lead to 49-21. Tennessee added one final rushing score in 
the fourth quarter, then ran out the final eight minutes deep in Wildcat territory to seal 
the victory. Linebacker Edwin Spillman led all players with a career-high 15 tackles, while 
defensive lineman Dominic Bailey added two tackles for loss and a sack. The win marked 
UT’s fifth straight over the Wildcats and fourth in a row in Lexington.

#14/14 Tennessee Falls To #18/18 Oklahoma, 33-27
Despite a late surge, No. 14 Tennessee came up short against No. 18 Oklahoma, falling 
33-27 before a sellout crowd of 101,915 at Neyland Stadium. The Volunteers outgained the 
Sooners 456-351 but were undone by three first-half turnovers, including two inside OU 
territory. Quarterback Joey Aguilar opened the scoring with a five-yard strike to Braylon 
Staley before a fumble return touchdown evened the game at 7-7. Max Gilbert’s 45-yard 
field goal put UT back on top, but three long field goals from OU’s Tate Sandell sent the 
Sooners into halftime ahead, 16-10. Tennessee reclaimed the lead early in the third quarter 
as Staley caught a short pass and sprinted 54 yards for his second touchdown of the 
night. After a defensive stop highlighted by an Edrees Farooq forced fumble, Oklahoma 
answered with two scores to take a 26-17 advantage. Aguilar led a late rally, finding 
Mike Matthews for a 15-yard touchdown with 1:56 remaining to pull UT within two. The 
Vols’ onside kick attempt failed, and OU capitalized with a one-yard touchdown run to 
seal the outcome. Gilbert’s 48-yard field goal in the final minute closed the gap to six, 
but Tennessee’s comeback fell short. Aguilar finished 29-of-45 for 393 yards and three 
touchdowns. Staley totaled 75 yards and two scores, while Matthews added 76 yards and 
one TD. Farooq led the defense with a career-high 10 tackles and two forced fumbles.

Vols Claim Homecoming Victory Over Aggies, 42-9
A dominant defensive effort and balanced scoring attack powered No. 21 Tennessee to a 
42-9 Homecoming victory over New Mexico State at Neyland Stadium. The Vols, debuting 
their “Volunteer Spirit” Smokey Grey uniforms honoring the U.S. Armed Forces, controlled 
every phase while holding the Aggies just 27 rushing yards on 30 attempts — marking 
Tennessee’s first game allowing under one yard per carry since 2008. UT built a 14-0 
first-quarter lead behind touchdown runs from DeSean Bishop and quarterback Joey 
Aguilar, capitalizing on a Ty Redmond interception to seize early momentum. Aguilar 
later connected with Braylon Staley on a 15-yard score, capping a 99-yard drive that 
extended the advantage to 21-0. A New Mexico State field goal in the closing minutes 
sent UT into halftime ahead 21-3. The Vols continued to roll after the break, with running 
backs Star Thomas and Peyton Lewis punching in touchdowns to stretch the margin to 
35-3. Moments later, defensive lineman Tyre West tipped a pass that cornerback William 
Wright intercepted and returned 35 yards for a score — Tennessee’s sixth defensive 
touchdown of the season. The Aggies added a late rushing touchdown, but the outcome 
was never in doubt as UT earned its Homecoming win in commanding fashion. Defensively, 
Daevin Hobbs led the way with a career-high nine tackles, while Dominic Bailey and 
Jalen McMurray each accounted for a team-high 1.5 TFLs.
