THE MATCHUP
•	 The Volunteers and Tigers met 

every year from 2013-14 to 2015-
16, but have not played since.

•	 Tennessee's perfect 6-0 series 
record includes wins by an 
average of 18.3 ppg. Four of the 
six victories are by over 20 points.

•	 After going 17-16 (12-8) last year, 
Tennessee State placed fourth in 
the OVC preseason poll, notching 
one first-place vote.

•	 Senior guard Aaron Nkrumah 
paces the Tigers with 18.5 ppg.

•	 UT owns a 44-2 all-time record 
against the current members of 
the OVC, including a 28-1 ledger 
against Tennessee Tech.

•	 Rick Barnes is a perfect 9-0 versus 
the current OVC membership, all 
against fellow Tennessee schools 
during his tenure on Rocky Top.

•	 Nolan Smith is the second head 
coach who was on Duke's 2010 
NCAA title team to visit Knoxville 
this season. Duke's Jon Scheyer 
led the Blue Devils in an exhibition 
game on 10/26/25. Rick Barnes 
coached against them on 3/21/09.

•	 The Tigers' Khalil London is 
from Wyandanch, N.Y., the same 
hometown as VFL Zakai Zeigler.

NEWS & NOTES
•	 With 840 wins, Rick Barnes leads 

active DI coaches and ranks ninth 
all-time (min. 10 years in DI).

•	 The Vols placed third in the SEC 
media preseason poll this year. It 
marked UT's fourth straight top-
three selection—no other school 
has even a two-year streak—and 
eighth consecutive top-five pick.

•	 Tennessee has used a different 
starting lineup in each of its first 
four games, doubling its 2024-25 
total. It had the same opening five 
in 37 of 38 games last season.

•	 Nate Ament, the recipient of 
both SEC Freshman of the Week 
honors this year, has logged at 
least 18 points and eight rebounds 
in each of his first four games. No 
other DI freshman has hit those 
marks four times, with just Duke's 
Cameron Boozer doing so in even 
three contests.

•	 Against Rice, Felix Okpara had his 
first 20-point game, as well as led 
UT in scoring for the first time.

•	 The Vols have had three 17-point 
scorers in each of the last three 
games. That happened 14 times in 
Rick Barnes' first 10 seasons, half 
of which were in 2018-19.

NEWS & NOTES
•	 UT leads the nation in rebounding 

margin (+22.0) and in offensive 
rebounding percentage (52.6).

•	 The Volunteers have won 40 non-
conference games in a row, dating 
to 12/8/20. Per Elias, that is UT's 
second-longest streak ever and is 
just three shy of the school record. 
More information is on Page 5.

•	 Tennessee, Alabama and Houston 
are the only schools to make the 
last three Sweet 16s. Tennessee, 
Alabama and Duke are the only 
three in the last two Elite Eights.

•	 UT finished fifth in the AP Poll, 
Coaches Poll and KenPom for 
the second consecutive season in 
2024-25, tying the program best 
set/tied just one year prior. They 
were in the AP top 12 all year, with 
18 straight top-eight nods to end 
the year. UT was top-five 11 times 
and at No. 1 for five weeks.

•	 UT's 205 wins in the last nine 
years (2017-26) are co-sixth in DI, 
alongside Auburn. Only Houston 
(247), Gonzaga (244), Duke (224), 
Kansas (215) and Purdue (210) 
own more. After UT, the rest of 
the top 10 is Saint Mary's (204), 
Liberty (203) and Drake (201).

In the last nine years (2017-26), Tennessee paces the 
SEC in league victories (98), league winning percentage 
(.685) and postseason victories (23), plus sits co-first in 
total victories (205) and is a narrow second in overall 
winning percentage (.735). In that span, UT has three SEC 
titles, claiming the regular season crown in both 2018 and 
2024, plus the tournament title in 2022.

Over just the last five seasons (2021-26), the Volunteers 
lead the SEC in total victories (113), sit a close second in 
overall winning percentage (.758) and place co-second in 
both league victories (51) and league winning percentage 
(.708). More information can be found on Page 3.

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WINNING WAYS
•	Over the last nine seasons (2017-26), Tennessee 

paces all SEC programs in postseason victories (23), 
sits co-first in total victories (205) and is a close 
second in overall winning percentage (.735; 205-
74). In that period, UT has three SEC titles (2018 and 
2024 regular seasons, 2022 tournament).

• 	In that same span, the Vols are one of two SEC teams 
with 190-plus wins or an overall winning percentage 
above .700, alongside Auburn (205-72; .740).

•	Over SEC play across the same period, Tennessee 
(98-45; .685) is first in league victories and league 
winning percentage. Only Kentucky (97-46; .678), 
Auburn (96-48; .667) and Alabama (91-53; .632) are 
also at 85-plus wins and/or a .600 clip.

• 	In just the last five seasons (2021-26), the Vols own 
a 113-36 (.758) overall record. That is good for the 
most wins and the second-best winning percentage 
in the SEC, ahead of Auburn (111-34; .766) in the 
former and closely behind it in the latter.

• 	In that same time, Tennessee (51-21; .708) is co-
second, alongside Alabama (51-21; .708), in the 
SEC in both league victories and league winning 
percentage. It is behind only Auburn (53-19; .736).

RACKING UP RANKED VICTORIES...
• 	TOP 25: In the past five years (2021-26), Tennessee's 

30 AP top-25 wins lead DI. Only Alabama (closest 
SEC team with 29), Connecticut (27), Kansas (26), 
Iowa State (25) and Purdue (24) are within six.

• 	TOP 20: Tennessee is first in the nation with 26 AP 
top-20 triumphs over that span. Only Connecticut 
(25), Alabama (closest SEC team with 24) and 
Kansas (22) are even within five.

• 	TOP 15: The Volunteers lead DI with 22 AP top-15 
decisions over those five years. Kansas (20) and 
Alabama (closest SEC team with 19) are the only 
schools even within five.

• 	TOP 10: Since 2021-22, Tennessee owns 12 AP top-10 
wins, co-second nationally to Connecticut (13). UT is 
tied with Iowa State (12) and Kansas (12). The only 
schools within one are Alabama, Florida, Kentucky 
(closest three SEC teams with 11 each) and Purdue.

• 	TOP FIVE: In that same five-year span, the Vols 
have seven AP top-five victories, tied with Alabama, 
Arizona and Florida for the most in the country. Only 
one other, Iowa State, has even five.

• 	TOP THREE: Tennessee has four AP top-three wins 
in those five years, tied with Alabama (four) for third 
in DI, behind just Arizona (five) and Florida (five).

...AND DOING SO EFFICIENTLY
• 	Tennessee, at 30-20 (.600), has the SEC's best 

record versus AP top-25 foes over the last five 
seasons (2021-26). Auburn (21-16; .568) places 
second, while no one else has a mark over .530.

• 	The Vols are 26-15 (.634) against AP top-20 teams 
in that span, 11 games over the .500 mark. Auburn 
(17-13; .567) is second in the SEC, with no other team 
is above a .500 clip.

• UT is 22-12 (.647) versus AP top-15 foes in that time, 
10 games above .500. Auburn (13-11; .542) ranks a 
distant second among SEC schools.

• At 12-9 (.571), the Volunteers have the best record 
in the SEC against AP top-10 foes over those five 
seasons. The only other SEC team above even a 
.460 clip is Florida (11-10; .524).

• With a 7-7 (.500) figure, Tennessee has the second-
best record in the SEC versus AP top-five teams 
in that stretch, trailing only Florida (7-4; .636). No 
other team owns a mark above even .450.

•	The Volunteers, even with their excellent winning 
percentage, have played the fourth-most games 
(50) against AP top-25 foes of any Division I team in 
the last five years (2021-26). They trail just Alabama 
(55), Texas (55) and Oklahoma (52) in such outings. 
No other SEC school is even above 42.

SEVEN IN A ROW
•	Tennessee has reached every NCAA Tournament 

since 2018. The seven straight bids pass 2006-11 for 
the longest streak in program history.

•	UT is tied with Houston for the fourth-longest active 
NCAA Tournament streak in DI, trailing Michigan 
State (27), Gonzaga (26) and Purdue (10). Baylor 
and Kansas (due to a vacated bid) are next with six.

• The Vols' current streak includes four—2018, 2023, 
2024, 2025—of their 10 all-time Sweet 16 bids and 
two of their three Elite Eight trips (2024, 2025).

• 	UT has earned a top-five seed in each of its seven 
NCAA Tournament trips under Rick Barnes: No. 3 in 
2018, No. 2 in 2019, No. 5 in 2021, No. 3 in 2022, No. 
4 in 2023, No. 2 in 2024 and No. 2 in 2025.

• 	The Vols' No. 2 seed in 2025 matched 2024, 2019, 
2008 and 2006 for their best position ever.

• 	Tennessee has three No. 2 seeds in Barnes' tenure, 
eclipsing its full total (two) before his arrival. The 
seven top-five seeds in the Barnes also surpass UT's 
complete tally (five) prior to his hiring.

RARE AIR
•	 In 2024-25, Rick Barnes, a Naismith Memorial 

Basketball Hall of Fame nominee each of the last 
two years, reached the DI NCAA Tournament for the 
29th time. That moved him past Bob Knight (28) 
for sole possession of fourth place in history. Only 
Mike Krzyzewski (36), Jim Boeheim (35) and Roy 
Williams (30) have more bids.

FIVE DIFFERENT DECADES
• Rick Barnes and Rick Pitino are the only two active 

coaches to lead a team to the Division I NCAA 
Tournament in five separate decades. Barnes made 
his first trip in 1989, while Pitino did so in 1983.

•	Just nine total coaches have achieved this feat 
all-time. The other seven are Jim Boeheim (six 
decades), Lefty Driesell, Cliff Ellis, Bob Huggins, 
Lon Kruger, Mike Krzyzewski and Ray Meyer.

QUITE THE CAMPAIGN
•	Tennessee's 10 AP top-25 wins last season were its 

most ever, eclipsing the seven it had in both 2023-
24 and 2021-22. It has tallied at least seven in three 
of the last four years after never before doing so.

• 	UT had seven AP top-15 wins last year, passing 2021-
22 (six) for the most in school history. The Vols had 
five in 2022-23, giving them five-plus in three of the 
last four years after never before hitting that mark.

• This was the third time in program history, including 
the second in Rick Barnes' tenure, the Vols logged 
four AP top-seven (or even AP top-10) victories in a 
single season, joining 2021-22 and 1976-77.

• Tennessee had 25-plus wins in a season for the ninth 
time, including the sixth under Rick Barnes (all in the 
last eight years) and the fourth in a row. It reached 
25 victories in the regular season for the third time, 
joining 2018-19 (27-4) and 2007-08 (28-3).

• The Volunteers posted 30-plus wins for the third 
time, including the second in the Barnes era. They 
went 31-6 in 2018-19, and 31-5 in 2007-08.

FANTASTIC FINISHES PART I ... 
•	Tennessee is one of just seven schools to finish in 

the AP top 25 in each of the last four years, including 
the only one in the SEC. The Volunteers placed fifth 
in 2024-25, fifth in 2023-24, No. 20 in 2022-23 and 
fifth in 2021-22.

•	The other six teams to achieve the feat are Arizona, 
Duke, Gonzaga, Houston, Purdue and Saint Mary's.

•	Of those seven, only five were top-20 all four years: 
Arizona, Duke, Houston, Purdue and Tennessee.

... FANTASTIC FINISHES PART II
•	Tennessee and Houston are the only schools to 

finish top-five in the polls each of the last two years.  
Both teams did so in the AP Poll and the Coaches 
Poll, as well as the KenPom rankings.

•	The Volunteers ended the year fifth on all three lists 
in 2023-24 and then did so again in 2024-25. The AP 
Poll and KenPom finishes set program bests, while 
the Coaches Poll placement tied UT's top mark.

•	Duke is the only other school to rank even top-10 in 
all three final polls the last two years. Alabama is the 
lone other to do so in either/both of the human polls 
(AP and Coaches).

•	Furthermore, Tennessee and Houston are the only 
programs to finish in the AP top five in three of the 
last four seasons. The Vols placed fifth in 2021-22.

•	Just two other teams—Alabama, Kansas and 
Purdue—have finished in the AP top five even twice 
in the last four years.

STRONG IN THE STANDINGS
•	Tennessee finished fourth in the SEC last season. It 

marked the program's seventh top-four finish in the 
last eight years, including its fifth in a row.

•	The Volunteers are the only team in the league to 
place top-four each of the past five seasons. Only 
three others have done it multiple times: Alabama 
(four), Auburn (three) and Kentucky (three).

•	UT is also the only school to place top-four in seven 
of the last eight campaigns. Just three others have 
done it even four times: Auburn (six), Kentucky (six) 
and Alabama (four).

TENNESSEE TABBED THIRD
• Tennessee placed third in the SEC preseason poll, as 

voted on by a select panel of league and national 
media members.

• 	Only Florida, the reigning NCAA champion, and 
Kentucky finished above Tennessee in the voting.

• This was the fourth straight year the Volunteers took 
a top-three position in the media poll. UT was picked 
third in 2024-25, first in 2023-24 (it won the league) 
and third in 2022-23. No other school has a streak of 
even two years or greater than two total nods across 
those four campaigns.

•	Tennessee has received a top-five position in the 
preseason poll eight consecutive years, dating back 
to the 2018-19 edition. That is the longest streak in 
the league, with only Alabama (six) and Arkansas 
(five) also owning an active mark of even two.

• Tennessee is 44-43 (.506) against AP top-25 foes

• The Volunteers are 38-35 (.521) versus AP top-20 
teams in Barnes' tenure, including 24-12 (.667) in 
their last 36 such affairs (since 1/22/22).

• UT is 29-28 (.509) against AP top-15 teams in the

• The Vols own a 17-17 (.500) record versus AP top-10 
foes under Barnes, including a 15-11 (.577) mark in 
their last 26 such contests (since 3/2/19) and a 12-8 
(.600) tally in their last 20 (since 12/22/21).

•	UT has two Barnes-led exhibition wins over top-five 

foes: 99-80 vs. #2 Gonzaga in Frisco, Texas (10/28/22) 
and 89-88 at #4 Michigan State (10/29/23).

PARTICULARLY POTENT AT HOME
•	Under Rick Barnes, Tennessee is 23-8 (.742) versus 

AP top-25 teams at Food City Center, including 18-2 
(.900) in its last 20 such games (since 1/30/21).

•	The Volunteers are 18-7 (.720) at home against AP 
top-20 teams in the Barnes era, including 14-2 (.875) 
in their last 16 such contests (since 1/30/21).

•	Tennessee has a 15-5 (.750) mark when hosting AP 
top-15 squads under Barnes, including a 13-2 (.867) 
record in its last 15 such affairs (since 1/30/21).

•	Barnes has led UT to a 9-1 (.900) ledger at home 
versus AP top-10 teams, with eight straight wins 
(since 3/2/19). That includes perfect marks against 
AP top-six foes (8-0) and versus SEC teams (7-0).

•	UT is a perfect 6-0 when hosting AP top-five teams 
in the Barnes era (all since 1/24/17). The six straight 
wins are an SEC record, per ESPN, surpassing the 
mark of five by Kentucky in 1978-84 and 1956-59.

• The Vols won 12 straight home games against AP 
top-25 foes from 1/30/21 to 2/28/24. That is an SEC 
record, per CBS Sports, and the longest in DI since 
Kansas had 17 straight from 1/11/14 to 2/13/17. Nine 
of those victories were versus top-15 foes, with five 
against the top 10 and three over top-five teams.

•	Tennessee is 20-5 (.800) in AP top-25 home 
matchups under Barnes, including 14-5 (.737) with 
both teams in the top 20, 9-2 (.818) with both in the 
top 15 and 5-0 (1.000) with both in the top 10.

TAKING DOWN THE TEAM AT THE TOP
•	With its 68-59 home victory over top-ranked 

Alabama  on 2/15/23, Tennessee became one of 17 
DI schools with at least six wins over AP No. 1 teams.

• Rick Barnes has led the Volunteers to two of those 
victories, as UT won each of its first two matchups 
with the AP No. 1 team during his tenure.

• The Vols, now 2-2 in such contests under Barnes, 
also beat Gonzaga, 76-73, on 12/9/18 in Phoenix.

NUMBER 800
•	A 86-51 win over Texas A&M (2/24/24) gave Rick 

Barnes the 800th victory of his 37-year career. He 
is the 15th of 17 DI coaches all-time (min. 10 years in 
DI) with 800-plus wins.

•	Barnes, John Calipari and Adolph Rupp are the only 
coaches to hit 800 while in the SEC. Cliff Ellis and 
Eddie Sutton did so after leaving the league.

•	Just 28 coaches all-time, at any level, have hit 
800 wins (min. five years in NCAA). Barnes, John 
Calipari (Arkansas), Dave Holmquist (DII Biola), 
Kelvin Sampson (Houston) and Bill Self (Kansas) 
are the only five active members of that group.

NUMBERS 200 & 205
•	Across the last four seasons (2022-26), Rick 

Barnes has collected his first victories over FGCU 
(11/16/22), #10 Texas (1/28/23), George Mason 
(12/5/23), Georgia Southern (12/12/23), Tarleton 
State (12/21/23),  Norfolk State (1/2/24), Saint 
Peter's (3/21/24), #11 Creighton (3/29/24), Montana 
(11/13/24), Middle Tennessee State (12/23/24) and 
Northern Kentucky (11/8/25).

•	The Norfolk State win gave him triumphs over 200 
different current Division I programs; he is now at 
205. Barnes was previously the head coach at two 
of those aforementioned schools.

•	 In the victory against Saint Peter's (3/21/24), Barnes 
hit another 200 mark, as he became the second 
coach to amass 200 wins at Tennessee.

•	 In the triumph over Montana (11/13/24), Barnes 
earned his 205th UT win to pass Don DeVoe for sole 
possession of second place on the Vols' all-time list.

•	Barnes is one of 19 coaches with 200-plus wins at 
two DI schools, just six of whom are active. The full 
list can be found on page 20.

NUMBER 100
•	 In Tennessee's 66-59 victory at #17/16 South 

Carolina on 3/6/24 to clinch the outright 2023-24 
SEC regular season title, Rick Barnes improved to 
100-60 in SEC play. He became the 24th coach in  
league history to reach triple-digit conference wins.

•	Barnes is the third coach to win 100 SEC games at 
UT, joining Ray Mears (182-76 in 15 years from 1962-
77) and Don DeVoe (107-91 from in 11 years from 
1978-89).  DeVoe went 3-15 at Florida in 1989-90 to 
finish 110-106 in SEC competition.

•	Among active SEC coaches, only Arkansas' John 
Calipari has more league victories than Barnes. 

•	Barnes now has 112 SEC wins through 10 years in the 
league. He is tied with Hank Crisp for No. 18 all-time.

BEATING THE BEST
•	Under Rick Barnes, Tennessee has 47 total victories 

over 15 (of the 37) NCAA champions: Arizona, 
Arkansas (8x), Baylor, Cincinnati, Duke, Florida 
(10x), Kansas (2x), Kentucky (12x), Louisville (2x), 
Maryland, North Carolina, NC State (2x), Syracuse 
(2x), UCLA, Virginia and Wisconsin.

•	The Volunteers also own non-conference wins 
during Barnes' tenure over schools such as Colorado, 
Creighton, Georgia Tech, Gonzaga, Illinois, Iowa, 
Memphis, Purdue, Texas, Wake Forest, Washington, 
West Virginia and VCU.

•	 In his 39 years as a head coach, Barnes owns 187 
total wins over 28 (of the 37) programs with a 
national title. He has never met six of the other nine.

SCHOOL-BY-SCHOOL SUCCESS
• Providence, in a 23-season stretch from 1978-2001, 

earned a spot in the AP rankings just six times, a 
third of which came during Barnes' six-year stint.

• 	Clemson has earned a single-digit ranking in the AP 
Poll 11 times, all in Barnes' tenure. The Tigers did so 
nine times in 1996-97 (top-five four times, high of 
second) and twice in 1997-98 (both fifth).

• 	Texas had just one AP top-five ranking ever (1/25/82) 
before hiring Barnes, who guided it to 40 such spots 
across six different years. The Longhorns had 25 
top-10 marks, all in 1978-79 and 1981-82, before 
Barnes led them to 84 over 10 separate campaigns.

• 	Tennessee earned 74 AP top-25 rankings and 28 AP 
top-10 nods in the 14 seasons prior to the arrival of 
Barnes, who has 136 and 76, respectively. UT's 38 
top-five marks under Barnes over double their full 
total (17) before his tenure. Their 10 top-two rankings 
are five times their total before his hire (two).

POLL VOLS PART I...
•	Tennessee has been in every AP Poll since the 2021-

22 preseason rankings, 83 releases in a row. The 
prior program record was 37 from 3/1/99 to 2/19/01. 

•	Across that 83-week stretch, the Vols have earned 
78 spots in the top 20, 63 in the top 15, 57 in the top 
12, 50 in the top 10, 24 in the top five, seven in the 
top three and five at No. 1.

•	UT's 83-week streak is the second-longest in the 
country, behind only Houston (109). No other team 
is at even 65-plus, while the closest in the SEC, 
Kentucky (45), ranks fifth and is 38 weeks behind.

•	Dating to the 2020-21 preseason poll, UT has made 
97 of 100 releases (not the final three of 2020-21), 
with 56 top-10 spots and 24 in the top five. 

•	The Vols are also riding a 61-week streak of AP 
top-20 rankings that dates to 11/28/22. They had 
a 37-week AP top-15 streak (since 12/11/23) and an 
18-week AP top-eight streak (since 11/25/24) both 
snapped with the 2025-26 preseason poll.

•	Since 11/28/22, UT has earned a top-15 ranking in 55 
of the 60 AP Poll releases. It has claimed a top-10 
spot in 37 of the 44 releases since the start of the 
2023-24 season, placing top-eight in 33 of the past 
38 (dating to 12/18/23).

...POLL VOLS PART II
• 	UT reached No. 1 last year, fourth in 2023-24, second 

in 2022-23, fifth in 2021-22 and sixth in 2020-21.
• 	The Volunteers, who hit No. 1 in 2018-19, have been 

in the AP top six in six of the past seven completed 
seasons (2018-25). They hit that mark an equal six 
times in program history before Rick Barnes' tenure 
(2007-08, 2000-01, 1999-2000, 1969-70, 1967-68 
and 1958-59).

•	UT has been in the AP top five in five of the last 
seven completed seasons (2018-25). It achieved that 
feat an equal five times before Barnes' arrival (each 
of the above six seasons except for 1969-70).

• 	The 2025-26 campaign is the ninth in a row UT has 
earned an AP top-20 spot. The prior program record 
was seven straight years (1966-67 to 1972-73).

• 	The Vols' season-ending 18-week AP top-10 streak in 
2024-25 was their second-longest tally ever, passing 
a season-closing mark of 15 in 2023-24. Four of UT's 
six all-time double-digit streaks, including all three 
of 15-plus, have come since 2018-19 under Barnes.

• UT's 11 AP top-five nods last year were its second-
most ever, above the nine in 2023-24 and trailing the 
14 in 2018-19. Its top three marks are under Barnes.

• The Vols' six-week AP top-three streak last season 
(12/2/24 to 1/6/25) was its second-best such mark 
ever and tied its second-longest AP top-five streak. 

HIGH-CALIBER COMPANY
THESE NOTES ARE THROUGH THE 2024-25 SEASON
•	Tennessee and Kansas are the only two schools to 

earn an AP top-five ranking in each of the last four 
seasons (2021-25). Only two others, Arizona and 
Purdue, entered 2024-25 with a three-year streak.

•	The Volunteers are one of only four teams to reach 
the AP top six in each of the past five seasons, 
alongside Alabama, Houston and Kansas.

•	UT is one of just five programs to reach the AP top 
six in at least six of the last seven seasons (2018-
25), alongside Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas and Kentucky. 
Those are also the only five schools to enter the AP 
top five in at least five different years in that stretch.

•	The Vols are among only eight teams to reach the 
No. 1 spot in the AP Poll in at least two of the last 
seven seasons (2018-25), joining Auburn, Baylor, 
Duke, Gonzaga, Houston, Kansas and Purdue.

•	Over that same seven-year stretch (2018-25), UT is 
one of eight teams with an AP top-two position in at 
least three seasons, alongside Baylor, Connecticut, 
Duke, Gonzaga, Houston, Kansas and Purdue.

•	UT is one of seven schools with an AP top-20 ranking 
each of the last eight years (2017-25), joining Duke, 
Gonzaga, Kansas, Kentucky, Michigan State and 
North Carolina. Just three others—Houston, Purdue 
and Texas Tech—have even been AP top-25 in each.

•	 In the last three years (2022-25), UT is one of six 
teams in the AP top two in multiple seasons, joining 
Alabama, Connecticut, Duke, Kansas and Purdue.

CHART TOPPER
•	Tennessee reached No. 1 in the AP Poll (and Coaches 

Poll) five straight weeks last year (12/9/24, 12/16/24, 
12/23/24, 12/30/24 and 1/6/25). That marked the 
sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth and 10th times the 
Volunteers held the top spot in the poll, across three 
different seasons. Nine of the 10 such nods are under 
Rick Barnes and UT is 14-2 at No. 1 in his tenure.

•	UT was No. 1 for one week in 2007-08 (2/25/08) and 
for four weeks in 2018-19 (1/21/19, 1/28/19, 2/4/19 
and 2/11/19). It is 15-3 all-time at No. 1.

•	The 2024-25 campaign was the earliest in a season 
the Vols ascended to No. 1 and their first time doing 
so  before the start of SEC play.

DYNAMITE "D" A UT TRADEMARK
• 	Tennessee finished 2024-25 third nationally in 

KenPom adjusted defensive efficiency (89.7), fourth 
in 3-point percentage defense (28.7), seventh in 
field-goal percentage defense (38.6) and No. 10 in 
scoring defense (63.0).

• 	The Volunteers finished third in 2023-24 in KenPom 
adjusted defensive efficiency (90.2) and placed fifth 
in DI in field-goal percentage defense (39.4).

• 	In 2022-23, UT led the nation in KenPom adjusted 
defensive efficiency (87.5), taking the top spot for 15 
weeks. The Vols led all DI teams in 3-point defense 
(26.5), plus ranked third in scoring defense (57.9) 
and field-goal percentage defense (37.3).

• 	In six of the last eight years (2017-25), UT placed 
top-10 in KenPom adjusted defensive efficiency: 
third in 2024-25, third in 2023-24, first in 2022-23, 
third in 2021-22, fifth in 2020-21 and sixth in 2017-18.

•	UT is 101-9 (.918) under Rick Barnes when allowing 
60 or fewer points, tallying 44 such wins in a row 
from 3/11/22 to 1/21/25. It was 22-0 in 2022-23.

•	The Vols, through 3/31/25, have won 50 straight (40 
under Barnes) when conceding 50 points or fewer, 
since 12/29/12. That includes 12 such victories in 
2022-23, matching Houston for the DI lead that year.

HAPPY AT HOME
•	Over the last five seasons (2021-26), the Volunteers' 

.928 (64-5) home winning percentage is second in 
DI. That mark trails only Houston (.944; 68-4), while 
Purdue (63-5; .926) ranks third.

•	The tally includes a 33-0 (1.000) mark in non-
conference home affairs and a 31-5 (.861) figure in 
SEC home contests. It also features a 17-2 (.895) 
home record versus AP top-25 foes, including a 12-2 
(.857) count against AP top-15 teams and a perfect 
7-0 (1.000) mark versus AP top-10 opponents.

•	 In total, UT is 142-25 (.850) at Food City Center in 
Rick Barnes' 11 years and has twice gone undefeated 
at home (18-0 in 2018-19 and 16-0 in 2021-22).

HOLDING SERVE
•	The Volunteers went undefeated at home in non-

conference play each of the last five seasons. 
Including their 4-0 record this year, they have won 
40 such games in a row, dating to the to the 2020-21 
season opener (12/8/20).

•	Per Elias Sports Bureau, the 40 straight wins marks 
the second-longest such streak in UT history, 
passing a 38-game tally from 12/15/96 to 12/17/01. 
The program record, according to Elias, is 43 from 
12/7/40 to 12/10/49.

•	The Volunteers' 40-game regular season non-
conference home winning streak is fourth in DI. It 
trails only Auburn (63), Baylor (47) and Texas Tech 
(42). The lone others at even 35-plus are Akron (39), 
Wake Forest (38), Iowa State (37), Connecticut (36), 
Providence (35) and Purdue (35).

• The only other school with 40-plus non-conference 
regular season home wins and no such losses over 
the past six years (2020-26) is Texas Tech (42-0). 
Just six other schools are above 30: Baylor (38-0), 
Auburn (34-0), Providence (33-0), Wake Forest (33-
0) and Purdue (31-0).

•	During its streak, Tennessee owns victories over 
programs such as Arizona, Cincinnati, Colorado, 
Illinois, Kansas, Syracuse and Texas.

SEEING THE SECOND WEEKEND
•	Tennessee has reached the Sweet 16 in eight of the 

past 18 NCAA Tournaments (since 2006-07). That 
is tied for eighth-most trips in that span, matching 
Michigan, Purdue and UCLA.

•	The Vols' trips have come under three coaches: Rick 
Barnes (2025, 2024, 2023, 2019), Cuonzo Martin 
(2014) and Bruce Pearl (2010, 2008, 2007).

•	The only seven schools that own more second-
weekend bids over that span are Duke (11), North 
Carolina (11), Gonzaga (10), Michigan State (10), 
Arizona (nine), Kansas (nine, plus one vacated) and 
Kentucky (nine).

•	The SEC top-three in that stretch is Kentucky (nine), 
Tennessee (eight) and Florida (seven). No other 
school has greater than four.

SENSATIONAL SIX
•	Tennessee, Drake, Duke, Gonzaga, Houston and 

Saint Mary's are the only schools with 25-plus wins 
each of the past four seasons (2021-22 to 2024-25).

•	Tennessee and Duke are the only two to achieve the 
feat while in a Power Five league the entire stretch.

OWNING THE OPENING TIP
•	Tennessee won the jump-ball in 29 of 38 outings last 

year, with Felix Okpara taking all of them.
•	After starting 12-9 in jump-balls, Okpara claimed 17 

in a row to conclude the season.
•	Okpara is 4-0 thus far in 2025-26, moving his streak 

to 21 straight jump-balls won. He is 33-9 on jump-
balls as a Volunteer.
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SHOOTING TO SUCCEED
• Over the last five seasons (2021-26), Tennessee is 

48-9 (.842) when hitting double-digit 3-pointers in 
a game, including 28-3 (.903) at home.

• During Rick Barnes' first six seasons on Rocky Top, 
2015-16 to 2020-21, Tennessee was a strong 20-12 
(.625) in such games, including 12-3 (.800) at home, 
but the past five years have been even better. 

ALL BUT THREE
• Tennessee owns a 110-3 (.973) record under Rick 

Barnes when leading by double digits at halftime.
•	The Volunteers have not lost such a game since 

11/23/17 against #5/3 Villanova in the Battle 4 
Atlantis semifinals in Paradise Island, Bahamas.

A SUPERB SIGN
•	Tennessee is 138-15 (.902) under Rick Barnes when 

holding its opponent to 39.0 percent or worse field-
goal shooting, including 74-8 (.902) when its foe 
shoots 35.0 or below. The Volunteers are a perfect 
27-0 (1.000) in Barnes' tenure when holding their 
opponent to a field-goal clip of 30.0 or under. 

MAJOR MARGINS
• 	Since the start of the 2022-23 campaign, Tennessee 

has 35 wins by 20-plus points. Twelve of them, a 
single-season program record, came in 2022-23.

• 	Of the Volunteers' 37 SEC victories the last three 
seasons (2022-25), 13 are by at least 20 points (five 
in 2022-23, six in 2023-24, two in 2024-25).

• 	In the last four years, UT has 26 wins by 25-plus (12 
in 2022-23, six in 2023-24, five in 2024-25, three in 
2025-26). That includes 19 by 30-plus (nine, five, 
four and two, respectively) and 15 by 35-plus (four, 
six, four and one, respectively). It has six victories by 
40-plus (four 2022-23, two in 2024-25).

•	Early last season, Tennessee won back-to-back 
games by 35 points: 92-57 versus Montana (11/13/24) 
and 103-68 against Austin Peay (11/17/24). It marked 
the second time in the last three seasons (2022-25) 
UT has posted at least two straight 35-point wins, 
joining a three-game stretch in 2022-23.

•	 In their next home game, the Vols won, 78-35, versus 
UT Martin (11/27/24), their 26th win by 40-plus in the 
shot-clock era (since 1985-86), including their 14th 
in Rick Barnes' tenure. They later added an 84-36 
triumph over Western Carolina (12/17/24), upping 
those marks to 27 and 15, respectively.

DOWNED THE CHAMPION
•	Tennessee notched a 64-44 home triumph over 

Florida (2/1/25) in the teams' second meeting last 
year. The Gators went on to win the national title.

•	The Volunteers now own four all-time victories over 
eventual NCAA champions, all of which are against 
Florida. They beat the Gators twice in 2005-06, 
claiming an 80-76 home win (1/21/06) and a 76-72 
road victory (2/22/26). The next year, Tennessee 
logged an 86-76 home triumph (2/27/07) over the 
soon-to-be back-to-back champions.

•	Florida's setback marked just the ninth all-time by 
20-plus points for an eventual champion. It was the 
first by an SEC school, with the Volunteers also the 
first SEC team to earn such a win.

•	The last time an eventual national title winner lost by 
20-plus was over nine years ago, dating to 12/7/15, 
a 78-55 neutral-site win by Oklahoma against 
Villanova. The last such result in league play was on 
3/8/14 when Connecticut suffered an 81-48 setback 
at Louisville.

•	Along with Tennessee, Oklahoma and Louisville, the 
other six schools to achieve the feat are Duke (99-78 
on 1/17/02 against Maryland), Wake Forest (88-62 
on 1/30/93 against North Carolina), North Carolina 
(96-74 on 3/10/91 against Duke [N]), Pittsburgh (85-
62 on 3/2/85 against Villanova), Washington (103-
81 on 2/22/75 against UCLA) and Illinois (110-83 on 
12/4/64 against UCLA).

IN-STATE SUCCESS
• Tennessee is 35-7 (.833) against fellow Volunteer 

State foes under Rick Barnes, including 18-2 (.900) 
in its last 20 such games.

•	The 35 wins are against Vanderbilt (16x), Tennessee 
Tech (6x), ETSU (3x), Austin Peay (2x), Lipscomb 
(2x),  UT Martin (2x), Chattanooga, Memphis, Middle 
Tennessee State and Tennessee State.

BEATING THE BLUEGRASS BLUE BLOOD...
• From 1993-2015—a 22-season stretch that spanned 

the tenures of seven Tennessee coaches—the 
Volunteers went 9-35 (.205) against Kentucky, 
including 7-28 (.200) versus ranked Wildcat squads 
and 2-21 (.087) with UK in the top 10.

•	Since Rick Barnes' hire in 2015-16, UT is 12-12 against 
Kentucky. No other team has even eight-plus wins, 
while just Alabama (seven), Auburn (seven) and 
Kansas have even six. The Vols are 11-8 against 
ranked Wildcat teams, over twice as many wins as 
any team in that time (five by Auburn and Kansas).

• The Vols are 7-1 against Kentucky teams ranked in 
the top 10 under Barnes, including 6-1 when the 
Wildcats are in the top six and 5-1 when they are 
in the top five. UT is 6-0 in non-road games versus 
top-10 Kentucky teams in Barnes' tenure.

• UT has topped Kentucky at least once in nine of 
Barnes' 10 seasons, including each of the first seven. 
It went 2-1 in 2021-22, 2018-19 and 2017-18. The Vols 
beat UK in Knoxville four years in a row, 2015-16 
through 2018-19, and again in 2021-22.

• 	Under Barnes, UT is 8-5 against UK with both teams 
in the AP top 25 and 4-1 with both in the top 10.

• The Vols are 4-4 on the road against Kentucky the 
last eight seasons (since 2017-18) after going 2-36 in 
the prior 38 years (1979-2017).

• In the teams' last meeting, their first-ever NCAA 
Tournament matchup, the Vols tallied a 78-65 
victory on 3/28/25 in the Sweet 16 in Indianapolis. 
They led by as many as 19 points, trailed for just 32 
seconds and had three players score 16-plus.

•	UT's most recent road win at Kentucky was a 103-92 
road on 2/3/24. The 103 points marked the Vols' 
co-second-most ever against the Wildcats, including 
their top total on the road. It also marked the fourth 
time any visitor scored triple digits at Rupp Arena, 
including the second time an SEC team did so.

• Under Barnes, Tennessee is 5-5 at home against 
Kentucky, 4-6 on the road, 2-1 in the SEC Tournament 
and 1-0 in the NCAA Tournament. 

...BEHIND BARNES' TUTELAGE
•	Rick Barnes is tied with Dean Smith for sixth all-time 

with 13 wins against Kentucky as a head coach. That 
figure is first among all active DI head coaches and 
includes a 12-12 record during his Tennessee tenure. 
He went 0-1 at Texas and 1-1 at Clemson, putting him 
at 13-14 overall.

•	The only other active DI head coach in double 
figures is Auburn's Bruce Pearl, who owns an 11-18 
mark. That includes a 4-9 tally during his tenure at 
Tennessee (2006-11) and a 7-9 record with Auburn.

•	The five coaches above Barnes on the list are Dale 
Brown (18), Billy Donovan (17), Bob Knight (15), Ray 
Mears (15) and Roy Skinner (14).

•	Just seven others, including Barnes and Pearl, are in 
double figures. Those individuals are Kevin Stallings 
(12), Don DeVoe (11), Wimp Sanderson (11), C.M. 
Newton (10) and Roy Williams (10).

•	Of the 13 coaches with 10-plus wins, four coached 
Tennessee: Barnes (2015-present), Pearl (2006-11), 
DeVoe (1978-89) and Mears (1962-77). DeVoe went 
11-12 at UT and 0-2 at Florida (11-14 overall), while 
Mears was 15-15 exclusively with the Vols.

SECOND TIME’S A CHARM
•	Over the past eight years (2017-25), Rick Barnes has 

led Tennessee to a 27-9 (.750) record in the second 
leg of regular season home-and-home series.

•	 Tennessee is the only school with 1,400-plus wins in 

both men's and women's basketball. Just five others—
Connecticut, Louisiana Tech, Stanford, Stephen F. 
Austin and Texas—have 1,200-plus in each.

•	UT has the fifth-most combined wins between 
men's and women's basketball, trailing only Duke, 
Kansas, Kentucky and North Carolina.

DANCING ON ROCKY TOP
•	Tennessee is the only school to reach each of 

the last seven—no one else is at even six—NCAA 
Tournaments in both men's and women's basketball.

•	 In 2024-25, UT was the only school to reach the final 
16 in men's and women's basketball, football (12-
team CFP), baseball (Supers) and softball (Supers).

DOMINATING THE DRAFTS
•	 In 2024-25, Tennessee was one of just three schools 

with multiple players selected in the NFL, NBA and 
MLB Drafts, alongside Florida and Rutgers.

•	Tennessee, Michigan and North Carolina were the 
only schools with a top-40 draftee in the NFL, NBA 
and MLB in 2025. In addition, Tennessee and Ohio 
State tied for the most top-40 picks across the three 
drafts with six apiece.

•	Furthermore, Tennessee was the only school with 
multiple first- or second-round picks in each draft. 
Just six other schools—Arizona, Georgia, Michigan, 
North Carolina, South Carolina and Texas—had even 
one first- or second-rounder in each draft.

•	Across the NFL, NBA and MLB Drafts, Tennessee 
totaled 11 first-and second-round picks, four more 
than any other school. Ohio State and Texas tied for 
second with seven each, while Georgia and Michigan 
tied for fourth with six apiece. 

•	 In the NBA Draft alone, Tennessee was one of eight 
schools with multiple draftees. The others were 
Duke, Florida, Georgetown, Illinois, Kentucky and 
Rutgers. For the Volunteers, Chaz Lanier went No. 
37 to the Detroit Pistons and Jahmai Mashack went 
No. 59 to the Houston Rockets.

NEW VOICES OF THE VOLS
•	The 2024-25 season was the final one for Bob 

Kesling and Bert Bertelkamp, Tennessee's radio 
broadcasters on Vol Network for 26 years, dating to 
1999-2000.

•	Mike Keith, a native of Franklin, Tenn., is in his 
first year as the play-by-play commentator for Vol 
Network. After 26 years (1999-2024) as the voice of 
the Tennessee Titans, he returned to Rocky Top in 
2025. Keith, a 1991 Tennessee graduate, is a 12-time 
Tennessee Sportscaster of the Year and a member 
of five halls of fame, including the Tennessee Sports 
Hall of Fame and the Tennessee Radio Hall of Fame.

•	John Wilkerson, who joined Keith in the Tennessee 
Radio Hall of Fame in July 2025, will serve as both 
a color analyst and a fill-in play-by-play broadcaster 
this season. The 1988 UT graduate has worked as 
the Vol Network’s basketball studio and scoreboard 
host for the past 29 seasons, the voice of Tennessee 
baseball the last 27 seasons and the backup play-
by-play basketball announcer for the last 26.

•	Chris Lofton, who scored 2,131 points at Tennessee 
from 2004-08, is in his first year as a color analyst 
with Vol Network. The two-time All-American and 
2006-07 SEC Player of the Year, whose No. 5 jersey 
hangs in the Food City Center rafters, will be in the 
analyst rotation before taking over the primary role 
ahead of the postseason. An 11-year pro, Lofton will 
be inducted in the UT Sports Hall of Fame in 2026.

•	Steve Hamer will once again serve as a color analyst, 
a position for which he has been a contributor since 
2015. He also works as a television color analyst for 
UT basketball games, a role he started in 1999. The 
two-time All-SEC designee amassed 1,418 points 
and 750 rebounds on Rocky Top from 1992-96 
before spending a season with the Boston Celtics.

HOOPS DNA
•	Tennessee Vice Chancellor/Director of Athletics Dr. 

Daniel J. White (Danny) played college basketball 
at Towson (1998-2000) and Notre Dame (2000-
02). The Fighting Irish reached the second round of 
the NCAA Tournament both years he was active.

• 	Danny's father, Kevin White, was the AD at six 
schools, including five at the DI level and three in 
a Power Five league, over 38 years. Duke won two 
national titles in men's basketball (2010, 2015) 
during his 13 years there, before his 2021 retirement. 
Notre Dame won a title in women's basketball 
(2001) his and Danny's first year there.

•	Danny's younger brother, Brian White, is the AD at 
Florida Atlantic. In his fifth year, 2022-23, the Owls 
reached the Final Four for the first time and defeated  
Tennessee, 62-55, in the Sweet 16.

•	Danny's older brother, Mike White, a four-year 
starter at Ole Miss from 1995-99, is in his 14th 
year as a DI head coach and third at Georgia. He 
was at Florida from 2015-22 and made four NCAA 
Tournament trips, reaching the 2017 Elite Eight. He 
went 101-40 at Louisiana Tech from 2011-15.

LEGENDARY LEADERS
• Rick Barnes is one of six active UT head coaches 

who have led their team to a No. 1 national ranking. 
A seventh, Tony Vitello (baseball; 2025, 2024, 2022) 
departed Tennessee in October 2025.

ALL ALONE ... THRICE
•	Tennessee is the only school to earn a No. 1 ranking 

in baseball, men's basketball and football in the last 
three academic years (2022-25). It was the only one 
to reach the CWS, Elite Eight and CFP in the 2024 
calendar year, plus the only one to make Supers, the 
Elite Eight and CFP in the 2024-25 academic year.

"EVERYTHING SCHOOL"
• After winning three consecutive SEC All-Sports 

titles in 2021-22, 2022-23 and 2023-24, UT finished 
second in the standings in 2024-25. The Vols earned 
the trophy in each of Daniel J. White's first three 
full years as the AD after never previously winning it

•	Tennessee has finished top-six in the LEARFIELD 
Directors' Cup each of the last three years after 
never previously doing so. UT placed sixth in 2022-
23, third in 2023-24 and sixth in 2024-25. The 
school's previous top finish was seventh in 2006-07.

•	UT's third-place LEARFIELD Directors' Cup finish in 
2023-24 featured 1,217 total points to rank behind 
only Texas (then in Big 12) and Stanford. Tennessee 
garnered 25-plus points from all 20 of its teams.

•	All of Tennessee's athletic teams, for the first time 
ever, reached the postseason in 2023-24. It then 
repeated that feat in 2024-25. No other Power Five 
school in the country has achieved that both years.

•	 In 2023-24, 13 of UT's 20 teams finished top-25 
nationally, all in the top 20. Ten ended the year in 
the top 10 and four took a top-five spot, including 
baseball ranking first after winning the national 
championship. In addition, 19 reached the top 25 at 
some point, with 13 peaking in the top 10.

•	More recently, in 2024-25, 12 Tennessee teams 
concluded the year in the top 15, one more than the 
2023-24 number. Eight sports finished in the top 10 
in the country, with five placing top-five.

•	Three Tennessee sports have finished top-five in 
each of the last two years: rowing (No. 3 and No. 5), 
women's swimming & diving (No. 4 and No. 5) and 
men's basketball (No. 5 and No. 5).

TRACKING TENNESSEE Felix Okpara and Cade Phillips—who appeared in 
10-plus games in 2024-25. The only other returnee 
who was on scholarship last year is J.P. Estrella, who 
missed the final 35 games due to injury.

TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS
•	According to Will Warren of Basket Under Review, 

Rick Barnes has the best record against Quad 3 and 
Quad 4 opponents over the previous five seasons 
(2020-25) with a 58-0 mark. 

•	Per Warren, the only others with 25-plus such 
games and no losses in that span are Ole Miss' Chris 
Beard at 45-0 and Duke's Jon Scheyer at 44-0.

DOUBLE DIGITS (AND MORE) YET AGAIN
•	Tennessee had double-figure SEC victories last 

year, its fifth straight season reaching that mark. 
This is the third such streak in program history.
The Volunteers accumulated 10-plus SEC wins five 
seasons in a row from 2005-06 to 2009-10 and for 
13 straight years from 1964-65 to 1976-77.

•	UT has also reached 11 SEC triumphs for the fourth 
year in a row. This is the third streak of that variety 
in program history. The Vols won 11-plus SEC games 
four years in a row from 1978-79 to 1982-83 and for 
seven straight campaigns from 1970-71 to 1976-77.

•	Tennessee hit the 12-win mark in SEC play for the 
second consecutive year. This is its fourth such 
streak ever, alongside 2017-18 to 2018-19, a seven-
year mark from 1970-71 to 1976-77 and a three-year 
tally from 1966-67 to 1968-69.

DISHING OUT DIMES
•	 In each of Tennessee's first three games of the 

season—wins over Mercer (11/3/25), Northern 
Kentucky (11/8/25) and North Florida (11/12/25)—
two different players had five-plus assists. The 
Volunteers had that happen just four total times 
during the 2024-25 season.

•	The first four instances were recorded by four 
different players. Ja'Kobi Gillespie (six) and Ethan 
Burg (five) did it against Mercer, while it was Nate 
Ament (five) and Troy Henderson (five) versus 
Northern Kentucky. Gillespie (seven) and Ament 
(five) achieved the feat against North Florida.

•	 In 2024-25, only three different Volunteers had five-
plus assists in a game at any point in the year.

•	Against Northern Kentucky, Troy Henderson 
became the first UT freshman with five-plus assists 
and zero turnovers in a game since Kennedy 
Chandler (seven) on 3/13/22 in the SEC Tournament 
title game win over Texas A&M in Tampa, Fla.

•	Tennessee had 24 assists against Northern Kentucky, 
its most since 11/13/24 versus Montana (24). The 
Volunteers eclipsed that number with 26 against 
North Florida, their top tally since 2/17/24 against 
Vanderbilt (28). UT then posted 23 versus Rice, 
giving the team three straight games at 23-plus.

BIG MAN'S BIG-TIME RETURN
•	After missing the final 35 games of the 2024-25 

season due to left foot surgery, J.P. Estrella resumed 
play in the 2025-26 season opener with a career-
high 12 points and co-career-best five rebounds 
against Mercer (11/3/25).

•	Estrella followed that with new career highs in both 
categories versus Northern Kentucky (11/8/25), 
tallying 17 points and 11 rebounds for his first 
collegiate double-double.

•	 In the next game, against North Florida (11/12/25), 
Estrella had another career-best point total in a 
double-double, notching 23 points and 10 rebounds, 
while shooting 11-of-14. He became just the fourth 
SEC player—fifth instance—in the last six season 
(2020-26) to make 11-plus field goals on fewer 
than 15 attempts while grabbing 10-plus boards. 
The others are Tennessee's Jonas Aidoo (2/14/24), 
Mississippi State's Tolu Smith III (1/28/23 and 
1/16/21) and Kentucky's Oscar Tshiebwe (11/16/21).

PRESEASON PLAUDITS
•	Nate Ament and Ja'Kobi Gillespie were both named 

Preseason Second Team All-SEC selections by the 
media, alongside Florida's Boogie Fland, Florida's 
Thomas Haugh and Missouri's Mark Mitchell. They 
were also tabbed second-team choices by the 
league's coaches, joining Fland, Mitchell and Ole 
Miss' Malik Dia. The Volunteers and Gators were 
the only teams with multiple first- or second-team 
designees on either list.

•	Ament was one of eight individuals to earn votes 
for the media's SEC Preseason Player of the Year, 
joining Kentucky's Otega Oweh (honoree), Florida's 
Alex Condon, Ole Miss' Malik Dia, Florida's Boogie 
Fland, Florida's Thomas Haugh, Mississippi State's 
Josh Hubbard and Auburn's Tahaad Pettiford.

•	Ament garnered Preseason Second Team All-
America status from Jay Bilas and Preseason Third 
Team All-America recognition from the Blue Ribbon 
Yearbook. He was also one of just four freshmen 
named to the 20-man NABC Player of the Year 
Preseason Watch List, alongside Duke's Cameron 
Boozer, BYU's A.J. Dybantsa and Kansas' Darryn 
Peterson. Ament was also selected for the USBWA 
Wayman Tisdale Award Preseason Watch List.

•	Ament and Gillespie were tabbed to preseason 
watch lists for the Naismith Trophy, USBWA Oscar 
Robertson Trophy and Wooden Award.

•	Ja'Kobi Gillespie (Bob Cousy Award), Nate Ament 
(Julius Erving Award) and Felix Okpara (Kareem 
Abdul-Jabbar Award) were all tabbed to the 
Naismith Starting 5 Top 20 Preseason Watch List at 
their respective positions.

•	UT was one of 16 schools with three-plus Naismith 
Starting 5 Watch List picks. Only five—Tennessee, 
Arkansas, Connecticut, Houston and Purdue—had a 
point guard, shooting guard and small forward.

TIPPED OFF AS A TOP-20 TEAM 
•	Tennessee entered 2024-25 as a consensus 

preseason top-20 team. A list of the Volunteers' 
preseason top-20 positions is below (a "C" indicates 
computer poll and an "H" indicates human poll):

• 	Since the Coaches Poll started in 1991-92, this was 

the 15th time UT opened a season top-25 in both 
that and the AP Poll, including the seventh under 
Rick Barnes and sixth in a row. This was the 13th 
time UT started a season top-20 in both polls, again 
including seven under Barnes and six in a row. 

•	Tennessee opened in the AP top 20 for the sixth 
straight year, claiming the No. 18 spot. This is the 
first time the Volunteers have earned a preseason 
AP top-25 ranking in six consecutive years; the prior 
high was five from 2006-07 to 2010-11, with just 
three of those featuring a top-20 placement. 

•	UT was in the preseason Coaches Poll for the eighth 
straight year, dating to 2018-19. That extends a 
program record, as the prior mark was five from 
2006-07 to 2010-11. UT has earned a top-17 spot in 
seven of the eight years.

FRESH FACES
•	The Volunteers have nine new players on the roster, 

including five freshmen, a first-year sophomore and 
three transfers.

•	Tennessee's freshman class features Nate Ament, 
a consensus top-four prospect and the highest-
ranked recruit in program history. It also includes 
two additional consensus top-105 recruits in 
DeWayne Brown II and Amari Evans, as well as 
three-star players Troy Henderson and Clarence 
Massamba. The first-year sophomore is Ethan Burg.

•	The Vols' transfer class features Ja'Kobi Gillespie, 
an East Tennesseean who was a Third Team All-
Big Ten pick at Maryland last year. It also includes 
Amaree Abram, an All-CUSA Honorable Mention at 
Louisiana Tech in 2024-25, and Jaylen Carey, who 
led the SEC in total offensive rebounds last season 
at Vanderbilt.

•	UT returned only three players—Bishop Boswell,

GAME-BY-GAME DUNKS

FRESHMAN PHENOM
•	Nate Ament claimed SEC Freshman of the Week 

honors on 11/10/25, the first such accolade of the 
year in the league. The last Volunteer to win the 
award was Julian Phillips on 1/23/23.

•	Ament averaged 20.5 ppg, 8.5 rpg, 3.0 apg and 1.0 
spg across his first two collegiate outings. He shot 
52.2 percent from the floor, 37.5 percent from deep 
and 82.4 percent at the line. He led all scorers in 
each of UT's first two games, with 18-plus in each.

•	Ament, against Mercer (11/3/25) became the fifth 
Tennessee freshman with 18 points in a season 
opener in the last 20 years (2006-26).

•	Next, Ament had 23 points, eight rebounds, five 
assists and two steals versus Northern Kentucky 
(11/8/25). He became the sixth SEC freshman in 

the last 20 seasons (2006-26) to reach that mark, 
joining Kentucky’s Reed Sheppard (12/2/23), 
Alabama’s Brandon Miller (3/12/23), Tennessee's 
Kennedy Chandler (2/22/22), LSU’s Ben Simmons 
(12/2/15) and Kentucky’s James Young (1/8/14). 
Only two other Vols, Chandler and Josiah-Jordan 
James (3/1/22), have hit those numbers across that 
two-decade span.

•	 In the lone game of his second week, Nate Ament 
had 19 points, nine rebounds, five assist, two steals 
and one block versus North Florida (11/12/25). He 
became the fifth SEC freshman—seventh instance—
in the last 20 years (2006-26) to register that line. 
Ament follows LSU's Ben Simmons (thrice in 2015-
16), Kentucky's James Young (1/8/14), Kentucky's 
Archie Goodwin (11/23/12) and Kentucky's John 
Wall (3/27/10). Only one other Vol, Igor Miličić Jr. 
(2/5/25) has notched that line in those 20 seasons.

•	That lone performance helped Ament repeat as SEC 
Freshman of the Week. He became the sixth Vol to 
claim two such honors in a season, including the first 
since Zakai Zeigler in 2021-22 and the first one ever 
to garner them in back-to-back weeks.

WELCOME TO ROCKY TOP
•	Tennessee inked three prep standouts in the early 

signing period: 6-foot-1, 185-pound guard Marquis 
Clark; 6-foot-7, 210-pound guard Manny Green; and 
6-foot-8, 195-pound wing Ralph Scott.

•	Clark is a three-star recruit out of Whitney M. Young 
Magnet High School in Chicago who is considered a 
top-five player in Illinois. He is labeled by 247Sports 
the No. 29 point guard in the country and the 
second-best player in his home state. Clark was a 
Chicago Sun Times Third Team All-City pick as a 
junior after averaging 18.6 ppg.

•	Green is a four-star recruit from Ellenwood, Ga., 
who is a four-star, top-100 prospect according to 
247Sports and ESPN. Both list him as the fourth-best 
player in Georgia. Green, who attends Cedar Grove 
High School, which produced VFL Reggie Johnson, 
he was The Atlanta Journal-Constitution 3A Player of 
the Year as a junior after posting 19.0 ppg.

•	Scott is a four-star recruit from Warwick, Bermuda, 
who ranks top-40 nationally by 247Sports (No. 34) 
and Rivals (No. 40). The MVP of the 2025 Basketball 
Without Borders Americas camp, he was recently 
named to the Naismith Trophy High School Player of 
the Year Watch List. Scott goes to IMG Academy in 
Bradenton, Fla., VFL Jaden Springer's alma mater.

TOP TOTALS
•	The eight neutral-site wins for Tennessee in 2024-25 

marked the most in a single-season for Rick Barnes 
in his head coaching career. His prior high was seven, 
recorded in 2022-23, 2007-08 and 2002-03.

•	The Volunteers' seven wins in November gave 

Barnes a new career high for the month. His previous 
top tally was six, recorded six different times.

•	 In addition, UT's seven wins in March matched the 
most Barnes has compiled in the month. He also hit 
that figure in 2007-08 and 2002-03.

LAST ONE STANDING
•	Tennessee was the final undefeated team in the 

country last season, making it to 1/7/25 before 
falling in its 15th game. The Vols outlasted Florida 
and Oklahoma, both of which lost three days prior.

•	According to ESPN, this was the second time UT was 
the nation's last unbeaten team, joining the 1915-16 
campaign that it finished 12-0.

•	UT's 13-0 record in non-conference play marked the 
program's fifth perfect such mark in the SEC era 
(since 1932-33), alongside 2020-21 (6-0), 1997-98 
(11-0), 1980-81 (8-0) and 1956-57 (8-0). The Vols 
were the 12th SEC team ever to win 13-plus regular 
season non-conference games without a loss.

•	Tennessee was also the last undefeated school in the 
nation in Division I baseball in 2025.

SPLENDID START
• 	Tennessee went 14-0 to begin the 2024-25 season. It 

tied the 1922-23 season (1/8/1923 to 2/20/1923) for 
the best start in school history.

• 	It marked the fifth time UT won 10-plus games in a 
row to begin a season, including the third in the last 
century. It also did so in 1915-16 (12-0 season), 1922-
23 (14-0), 1999-2000 (11-0) and 1997-98 (10-0).

SIGNIFICANT STREAK
• 	Tennessee's 14 straight victories to open last season 

tied the second-longest single-season winning 
streak in program history. The Volunteers won 19 
games in a row in 2018-19 (11/28/18 to 2/13/19) 
under Rick Barnes' leadership and won 14 in a row 
in 1922-23 (1/8/1923 to 2/20/23).

• 	In total, UT now has 10 double-digit winning streaks 
in a single season, as it also achieved the feat in 
1976-77 (12), 1915-16 (12), 2007-08 (11), 1999-2000 
(11), 1997-98 (10), 1965-66 (10) and 1964-65 (10).

• 	Including multi-season streaks, Tennessee's 14-
game mark in 2024-25 was its co-third-longest ever, 
as the 12-0 record in 1915-16 was part of a 15-game 
streak across three seasons (1914-15 to 1916-17).

• 	This marked, in total, the 12th double-digit streak 
in UT history, as it has two others that were multi-
seasons. The Volunteers won 13 in a row across the 
1913-14 and 1914-15 campaigns, as well as 12 straight 
in the 1940-41 and 1941-42 seasons.

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FAMILY TIES
•	For the first time ever, the Tennessee men's and 

women's basketball teams having siblings on their 
roster during the same season.

•	Grant Hurst, a redshirt senior guard, is in his third 
year with the Volunteers. This is his first season on 
scholarship.

•	Lauren Hurst, a freshman guard/forward, is in her 
first campaign with the Lady Volunteers. She was a 
consensus top-50 recruit.

•	The Hursts, who hail from nearby Cleveland, Tenn., 
form just the second brother/sister duo to play 
basketball at Tennessee. E.J. Anosike played for the 
Vols in 2021-22 and Nicky Anosike competed for 
Lady Vols in 2004-08.

ST. LOUIS STAR
•	Assistant coach Gregg Polinsky was inducted into 

the Ladue Schools Athletic Hall of Fame on 10/16/25.  
He was one of 25 members of the school's inaugural 
hall of fame class, including the only male basketball 
player. Other honorees included four-time NFL All-
Pro Andy Russell and two-time FIFA World Cup 
champion Becky Sauerbrunn.

•	A 1976 graduate of Ladue Horton Watkins High 
School in St. Louis, Polinsky is now in two hall of 
fames in his hometown. In 2014, he was inducted 
into the St. Louis Jewish Sports Hall of Fame.

•	Polinsky scored 1,416 points in just three seasons, 
all before the 3-point line. That stood as the school 
record for 38 years, until 2014. He also set the school 
record with 50 points in a single game.

ACADEMIC ACCOLADES
•	Tennessee earned the NABC Team Academic 

Excellence Award (3.0+ GPA) for the fourth straight 
year after finishing 2024-25 with a 3.54 GPA. UT had 

	 a 3.28 mark in 2021-22, a 3.33 ledger in 2022-23 and 
a 3.32 GPA in 2023-24. 

•	The Volunteers' 3.54 GPA in 2024-25 was the best in 
an academic year in program history. Their 3.59 GPA 
in the spring of 2025 set a semester record, breaking 
the mark of 3.50 set just before during the fall 2024 
semester. The third-best mark, 3.39, came during 
the fall of 2023, meaning the program has set a new 
record in three of the last four semesters.

•	All 14 UT players made either the SEC Winter Honor 
Roll (six) or the SEC First-Year Honor Roll (eight) 
in 2024-25. In addition, five Vols made the 2024-
25 NABC Honors Court: Darlinstone Dubar, Grant 
Hurst, Chaz Lanier, Felix Okpara and Zakai Zeigler. 
It was the second straight recognition for Hurst. 

•	UT has tallied a perfect 1,000 single-year APR score 
in seven of the past eight years. Its 2023-24 multi-
year rate, released May 2025, set a program record 
and earned the NCAA APR Public Recognition 
Award for being in the top 10 percent in the sport.

•	Grant Hurst is a Tennessee graduate, earning a 
degree in recreation & sport management in May 
2025. He is now enrolled in the gricultural leadership, 
education & communication master's program at UT.

BRINGING IN BURGER BOYS
•	For the sixth time in the past seven seasons—last 

year, 2024-25, was the only outlier—Tennessee has a 
McDonald's All-American on its roster. Nate Ament 
played in prestigious event in 2025.

•	Rick Barnes signed at least one each year from 
2019-22, after UT had two total in the prior 20 years 
(1999-2018) and eight ever. Three of four were one-
and-done NBA draftees, with two going first-round. 
He then inked Ament in the class of 2025.

•	Barnes has coached 21 McDonald's All-Americans in 
his career, signing 20 out of high school. The one 
transfrer, Jai Lucas, is now the head coach at Miami.

IT'S BEEN A WHILE
• Now in his 11th season with the Volunteers, Rick 

Barnes is the active SEC coach with the longest 
tenure at his current school.

• John Calipari is in his 17th straight year in the SEC, 
but just his second at Arkansas. Mike White, like 
Barnes, is in his 11th consecutive season in the SEC, 
but just his fourth at Georgia.

PRO PRODUCER
•	Eight players whom Rick Barnes coached in college 

have been in the NBA in 2025-26: Kevin Durant 
(Rockets), Dalton Knecht (Lakers), Chaz Lanier 
(Pistons), Jahmai Mashack (Grizzlies), Julian 
Phillips (Bulls), Jaden Springer (Pelicans), Myles 
Turner (Bucks) and Grant Williams (Hornets). Five 
of them were first-round picks.

•	 In 2024-25, Barnes had 10 former players in the NBA, 
as Keon Johnson, Cory Joseph, Tristan Thompson 
and P.J. Tucker were all active last season.

KD'S COACH
• Rick Barnes is one of only four active college head 

coaches who has developed an NBA MVP, as Kevin 
Durant, his Texas protégée, won it in 2014. He is 
joined by Arkansas' John Calipari (Derrick Rose 
[Memphis] in 2011 and Shai Gilgeous-Alexander 
[Kentucky], 2025), Kansas' Bill Self (Joel Embiid 
in 2023) and Santa Clara's Herb Sendek (James 
Harden [Arizona State] in 2018), the latter of whom 
was Barnes' assistant at Providence in 1988-89.

•	Barnes, Calipari and Missouri State's Cuonzo Martin 
are the only active DI coaches who have coached 
an NBA Finals MVP. Barnes coached Durant (2017, 
2018) at Texas, while Calipari coached Gilgeous-
Alexander (2025) at Kentucky and Martin coached 
Jaylen Brown (2024) at Cal. Martin was UT's head 
coach from 2011-14.

•	The only active DI head coaches who have coached 
an NBA All-Star Game MVP are Barnes and 
Arkansas' John Calipari. Durant (2012, 2019) played 
for Barnes at Texas, while Anthony Davis (2017) 
played for Calipari at Kentucky.

•	Barnes and Calipari are the only active DI coaches 
who had multiple players win medals at the Paris 
2024 Olympics. Durant won gold with the USA and 
Uroš Plavšić claimed bronze with Serbia, becoming 
the third men's basketball medalist in UT history. For 
Calipari, a trio of ex-Kentucky players won gold with 
the USA: Davis, Bam Adebayo and Devin Booker.

•	Durant has current/future on-court contract 
earnings of $598.2 million, the most in NBA history.

SELECT SIX
•	 In addition to Kevin Durant (2006-07), Rick Barnes 

also coached T.J. Ford to national player of the year 
plaudits (2002-03). 

•	Barnes is one of six DI head coaches to tutor two 
different national player of the year honorees this 
century, alongside  John Calipari, Tom Izzo, Mike 
Krzyzewski, Thad Matta and Roy Williams.

•	Barnes, Calipari and Krzyewski are the only three 
who had two different pupils win at least three of 
the six recognized awards in that time.

QUALITY COMPANY
•	Rick Barnes is one of just 11 active coaches to win 

conference coach of the year accolades in at least 
three different Division I leagues.

•	The other eight to do are Oregon's Dana Altman, 
Arkansas' John Calipari, UCLA's Mick Cronin, 
DePaul's Chris Holtmann, Louisville's Pat Kelsey, 
Butler's Thad Matta, St. John's' Rick Pitino, 
Houston's Kelvin Sampson, Santa Clara's Herb 
Sendek and Georgia's Mike White.

•	Ten of those 11 individuals—all except White—are 
the only active coaches to win league coaching 
honors at three different Division I schools.

RECORD SETTERS
•	Zakai Zeigler logged 275 assists last year to set 

a new SEC single-season best, breaking the mark 
of 260 set in 1979-80 by Ole Miss' Sean Tuohy. He 
finished his career with 747 assists, a Tennessee 
record and the third-most in SEC history. Zeigler 
also set the Volunteers' career steals record with 
251, co-ninth in SEC history.

•	Chaz Lanier made 123 3-pointers last year, a 
Tennessee single-season high. It marked the sixth-
most in a campaign in SEC history.

A PAIR OF ALL-AMERICANS
•	Chaz Lanier and Zakai Zeigler both earned The 

Sporting News Third Team All-America and NABC 
Third Team All-America plaudits.

• 	Zeigler was also tabbed an AP Third Team All-
American and a USBWA Third Team All-American, 
while Lanier picked up AP All-America Honorable 
Mention recognition.

• 	Tennessee was the only school in the nation with 
multiple All-Americans in 2024-25.

• 	Ernie Grunfeld and Bernard King form the only 
other same-season All-American tandem in 
Tennessee history. They each earned All-America 
plaudits in both 1975-76 and 1976-77.

DYNAMIC DEFENDERS
•	Jahmai Mashack and Zakai Zeigler were among 

the four finalists for Naismith Defensive Player of 
the Year, alongside Ryan Kalkbrenner (winner) and 
Joseph Tugler. They were the first teammates to be 
finalists in the award's history (since 2018). Zeigler 
was a semifinalist in 2024 and 2023.

•	On the same day, 3/10/25, Mashack won Field 
of 68 National Defensive Player of the Year and 
Zeigler received SEC Defensive Player of the Year 
recognition. Mashack also joined Zeigler on the SEC 
All-Defensive Team.

•	Zeigler was the third multiple-time SEC Defensive 
Player of the Year ever, joining Texas A&M's Robert 
Williams (2016-17, 2017-18) and Mississippi State's 
Jarvis Varnado (2007-08, 2008-09, 2009-10). Only 
Zeigler and Varnado won it outright multiple times. 

•	Zeigler is the only four-time SEC All-Defensive Team 
designee in league history. Just three other players 
have even made the cut three times.

ONE OF THREE
•	Tennessee, Auburn and Michigan were the only 

teams with two Naismith "Starting Five" finalists in 
2024-25.

•	Zakai Zeigler was one of five finalists for the Bob 
Cousy Award, given to the nation's top point guard. 

•	Chaz Lanier won the Jerry West Award as the best 
shooting guard in the country, the first Vol to do so. 
In 2023-24, Dalton Knecht won the Julius Erving 
Award as the top small forward in Division I.

TALENTED TRANSFERS
•	Chaz Lanier was a 2024-25 finalist for the Riley 

Wallace Award, presented to the best transfer in 
the nation. In 2023-24, Dalton Knecht claimed the 
distinction.

•	The league's head coaches voted Lanier the 2024-
25 SEC Newcomer of the Year, while Knecht earned 
the plaudit from the Associated Press in 2023-24.

MAJOR MATCHUPS
•	Tennessee had seven AP top-eight clashes with 

fellow SEC teams last season, posting a 4-3 record.
•	Entering 2024-25, the Volunteers had just seven 

such games in their history, logging a 3-4 mark.
•	Of the 14 such outings in Tennessee history, 10 are 

under Rick Barnes. The Vols went 2-1 in 2018-19.

•	UT is 142-25 (.850) at Food City Center under Rick 

Barnes, including 69-21 (.767) in SEC play.
•	Barnes has led the Vols to a 23-8 (.742) home mark 

against AP top-25 foes, including an 18-7 (.720) tally 
versus top-20 teams, a 15-5 (.750) ledger against the 
top 15, a 9-1 (.900) record versus top-10 opponents 
and a perfect 6-0 record against the top five.

•	The Vols won 12 straight home games versus ranked 
teams, an SEC record per CBS Sports, from 1/30/21 
to 2/28/24. That is the longest streak in DI since 
Kansas notched 17 in a row from 1/11/14 to 2/13/17.

20,000 STRONG
• In Rick Barnes' 11 seasons, Tennessee has played 

in front of a home crowd of at least 20,000 on 47 
occasions (37-10), with 34 sellouts (27-7).

• 	In each of the last two years, the Volunteers amassed 
eight sellouts at Food City Center, setting and then 
tying the single-season record. Of the 16 games, 
were in SEC play.

SEASON TICKETS EXCEED 13K AGAIN
• For the seventh straight full-capacity season, UT sold 

over 13,000 season tickets. The Vols sold out the full 
allotment of 14,500 for the third straight year.

NATION'S MOST PASSIONATE FANS
•	 In 2024-25, 2023-24 and 2022-23, Tennessee was 

the only school in America to rank in the top 10 
in average home attendance for football, men's 
basketball and women's basketball.

•	 In 2024-25, Tennessee amassed 1,234,843 fans 
across its 41 home games in those three sports, the 
top regular season mark in the nation, over 99,000 
above second-place Michigan. The 30,118 average 
also ranked first, over 1,000 ahead of the Wolverines.

•	The only school in America to rank even top-15 
nationally in cumulative attendance and/or average 
attendance during the 2024-25 regular season in all 
three sports, UT finished top-six in every category.

•	During the 2023-24 athletic year, Tennessee totaled 
1,161,218 fans across the three sports, the highest 
mark in the country. It placed over 96,000 above 
second-place LSU despite hosting six fewer games. 
Its average attendance of 30,558 led the country and 
ranked over 3,500 above second-place Michigan.

ONE FLY, WE ALL FLY
•	With approximately 14:00 left on on the clock, 

Tennessee executes its "One Fly, We All Fly" unified 
slam dunk, a tradition that started in 2018-19.

•	Each game's dunker is determined by feel. His 
teammates circle the paint before he explodes 
toward the rim. When he takes flight, so do his 
teammates. As the ball is slammed and the Vols land 
in unison, UT fans let out a roar. The team then briefly 
returns to the locker room for final preparations.

•	Teams from all levels of basketball across the 
globe—including multiple NBA teams (even LeBron 
James weighed in on Instagram)—have replicated 
"OFWAF," which is believed to have been named by 
VFL Admiral Schofield.

Food City Center is the fifth-largest venue in the 
country, including third-largest among on-campus 
arenas. It is the second-largest non-ACC facility in 
America, including the biggest on a campus and the 
largest among the other Power Five conferences. It is 
one of just seven venues with over 20,000 seats.

One of the two schools with a larger arena, UNC 
Greensboro, only uses it part of the time, as it also 
has an on-campus facility. The same applies to St. 
John's, which ranks eighth with its off-campus venue.
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TEN VOLS DRAFTED SINCE 2019
•	Over the last seven NBA Drafts (2019-25), 10 Volunteers have been selected, the 

most in program history in a seven-year span. That includes four first-round picks. 
• Three Volunteers were picked in the 2019 NBA Draft, matching the program 

record set in both 1977 and 1950 when the draft had double-digit rounds.
• Tennessee is one of just three schools with double-digit draftees in the last seven 

years, alongside Duke and Kentucky. The Volunteers are also one of 15 teams with 
four-plus first-rounders in that time.

• Only four schools have produced an NBA draftee in at least six of the past seven 
years. Tennessee joins Arkansas, Duke and Kentucky on that list. 

• The 10 Volunteers chosen in the past seven years are guard Chaz Lanier (No. 37 in 
2025), Jahmai Mashack (No. 59 in 2025), Dalton Knecht (No. 17 in 2024), Julian 
Phillips (No. 35 in 2023), Kennedy Chandler (No. 38 in 2022), Jaden Springer 
(No. 28 in 2021), Keon Johnson (No. 21 in 2021), Jordan Bone (No. 57 in 2019), 
Admiral Schofield (No. 42 in 2019) and Grant Williams (No. 22 in 2019). Four of 
them—Phillips, Chandler, Springer and Johnson—were one-and-done collegians.

• In addition, Tennessee, Baylor, Connecticut, Duke and Kentucky are the only five 
schools with an NBA draftee in each of the past five years (2021-25).

• When Rick Barnes arrived on Rocky Top in 2015-16, only seven Vols had been 
picked in the prior 22 NBA Drafts (1994-2015), with just two in the first round.

VOLS WELL REPRESENTED IN THE NBA 
• Tobias Harris (2010-11) is in his 15th season in the NBA and the second year of 

his second stint with the Detroit Pistons, whom he signed a two-year, $52 million 
deal with in July 2024. He earned $276.23 million in his first 14 years in the league, 
while averaging 16.1 PPG on 47.8 percent shooting for five franchises. 

• Grant Williams (2016-19) is a seventh-year pro in his second full season with his 
hometown Charlotte Hornets. He is in the third season of a four-year, $53 million 
deal he inked with the Dallas Mavericks in July 2023. Williams averaged 13.9 PPG 
in 28.0 MPG in 29 games with Charlotte after being traded there in Feb. 2024, but 
played just 16 games last year after tearing his right ACL in Dec. 2024.

• Jaden Springer (2020-21) opened his fifth NBA season with his fourth team, the 
the New Orleans Pelicans. Now in the G League, he earned $11.14 million over his 
first four campaigns, which included a 2023-24 NBA title with Boston.

• Julian Phillips (2022-23) is in his third year in the NBA, all with the Chicago Bulls. 

He appeared in 79 games last season, making five starts and averaging 4.6 PPG. 
Phillips earned $3.49 million over his first two seasons in the NBA.

• Dalton Knecht (2023-24) is a second-year Los Angeles Laker. In his 11th game, 
11/13/24 against Memphis, he became the 19th NBA rookie to go 5-of-5 from deep. 
Six days later, he scored 37 points versus Utah and went 9-of-12 beyond the arc 
to tie an NBA rookie record for made 3-pointers. UT's first Rising Stars Challenge 
selection averaged 9.1 PPG in his first pro season and made $3.82 million.

• Chaz Lanier (2024-25) is a rookie for the Detroit Pistons, who selected him No. 37 
in the most recent draft. He is in the opening season of a four-year, $8.79 contract.

• Jahmai Mashack (2021-25) is a rookie with the Memphis Grizzlies, who took him at 
No. 59 in the 2025 NBA draft. He inked a two-year, two-way contract on 11/16/25.

• Aided by six VFLs, there were 103 players from SEC schools on opening-day NBA 
rosters, 18 above all other leagues. Every NBA team had an SEC player to start 
the season, with 23 percent of all NBA players from U.S. colleges out of the SEC.

CRUSHING THE COMBINE
• Under the tutelage of UT Director of Sports Performance Garrett Medenwald, a 

Tennessee alum has posted the highest max vertical leap at three of the the last 
five NBA Combines. Twice, that individual also had the top standing vertical leap.

• In 2021, Keon Johnson set the all-time NBA Combine record in the max vertical 
leap at 48 inches, shattering the 20-year-old mark by 2.5 inches. Kennedy 
Chandler finished first in 2022 at 41.5, while Julian Phillips did so in 2023 at 43.

• Johnson (41.5) and Phillips (36) both ranked first in standing vertical leap, as did 
Jordan Bone (36) in 2019. That year, Bone also led the way in the shuttle run 
(2.78) and lane agility (9.97), while Grant Williams did so in max bench reps (20).

• Most recently, in 2025, Chaz Lanier finished third in the standing leap (36). The 
prior year, in 2024, Dalton Knecht paced all NBA Draft Combine partipants in the 
shuttle run (2.79) and ranked second in lane agility (10.56).

• Over the last seven NBA Draft Combines, a Tennessee player has posted the No. 
1 result among all participants in 10 different events: max vertical (3x), standing 
vertical (3x), shuttle run (2x), lane agility and max bench press.

FAMILIAR FACE IN THE FRONT OFFICE
•	UT all-time leading scorer Allan Houston (1989-93) is the VP for Player Leadership 

& Development for the New York Knicks, whom he has worked for since 2008.
