STORYLINES

¢ SEASON NO. 129: Tennessee begins its 129th football season in the Aflac Kickoff Game against Syracuse
at noon ET Saturday from Atlanta. The game is being televised by ABC and is an ESPN Radio National
Game of the Week. SEC Network's SEC Nation will also be on hand. The Volunteers are ranked 18th in
the preseason Coaches poll and 24th in the Associated Press Top 25. UT was picked to finish ninth in the
16-team SEC and has finished ahead of where it was projected to finish in three out of the four previous
seasons under head coach Josh Heupel. Syracuse was projected to finish 12th in the ACC after finishing tied
for fourth last season. Both teams compiled 10-3 records a season ago. The two programs are meeting for
the first time since the 2001 season opener with Tennessee owning a 3-0 record vs. the Orange. This is UT's
third appearance in the Atlanta Kickoff Game. The Vols defeated NC State, 35-21, on Aug. 31, 2012, and then
won a Monday night double-overtime thriller, 42-41, against Georgia Tech on Sept. 4, 2017.

SEASON OPENERS: Tennessee owns a 96-26-6 on-field record all-time in season openers and a 95-26-6
NCAA record in openers (the 2020 opener was vacated by NCAA). Josh Heupel is 7-0 in season openers as
a head coach, outscoring opponents 382-70. He's 4-0 with the Vols, outscoring opponents 215-32. Heupel’s
UCF squads defeated UConn (56-17 in 2018), Florida A&M (62-0 in 2019) and Georgia Tech (49-21in 2020).
At UT, Heupel’s teams beat Bowling Green, 38-6, in 2021; Ball State, 59-10, in 2022; Virginia, 49-13, in 2023
and Chattanooga, 69-3, last year. The 69 points last season were the second-most points scored by UT in
its modern era (1937-present). UT has won every season opener under Heupel by at least 30 points.

HEUPEL ERA: Josh Heupel has guided Tennessee to its winningest three-year stretch (30 from 2022-24)
since the Vols won 30 games from 1998-2000. Heupel enters his fifth season at the helm. Since taking over
a program that was 3-7 prior to his arrival, Heupel owns a 37-15 record and has won 12 of his last 15 games.
Since 2018, he ranks sixth nationally among active FBS head coaches in victories with 65. His 37 wins
through the first four full seasons were third-most by a UT coach, trailing only Bill Battle (39 from 1970-73)
and Phillip Fulmer (38 from 1993-96). Of that group, only Heupel took over a program that was coming off
a losing season prior to arrival. Heupel signed an extension through January 2030 on Tuesday of this week.

RECAPPING 2024 CFP SEASON: Tennessee won 10 regular season games for the second time in three years
and secured its first berth to the College Football Playoff in 2024. UT finished No. 8 in the Coaches poll and
No. 9 in the AP poll. The Vols were picked to finish seventh in the SEC and ended up tied for second in the
final regular season standings at 6-2 with marquee wins over Alabama, Oklahoma and Florida. Tennessee
earned the No. 9 seed in the CFP and lost at eventual national champion Ohio State, 42-17, in the first round
on Dec. 21. The Vols produced the SEC Offensive Player of the Year for the second time in three years
when RB Dylan Sampson led the SEC in rushing (114.7) and broke school records for rushing touchdowns
(22) and rushing yards (1,491). Defensive coordinator Tim Banks, who returns for his fifth season in 2025,
was one of five finalists for the Broyles Award. Banks' unit held 10 of its 13 opponents under 20 points and
limited eight of their 10 Power Four foes under their season scoring average. UT issued just 16.1 points per
game, which was seventh in the nation and the best by a Vol defense since the 1998 national championship
team (14.5). DE James Pearce Jr. led the squad in tackles for loss (13) and sacks (7.5). Sampson (third round
- Cleveland), Pearce (first round - Atlanta), DT Omarr Norman-Lott (second round - Kansas City) and WR
Dont'e Thornton Jr. (fourth round - Las Vegas) were all selected in the 2025 NFL Draft.

NOTING THE TENNESSEE-SYRAGUSE SERIES

* Tennessee and Syracuse are meeting for the first time since the Sept. 1, 2001, season opener,
a game won by the Vols, 33-9. UT leads the series 3-0, and it's the first meeting by the two
in 24 years.

« |t's the third time that the two teams will open a season against each other. The Vols won a
34-33 thriller on Sept. 5, 1998, in the Carrier Dome, which represented the first victory of UT's
13-0 undefeated national championship season. QB Tee Martin, starting his first game, after
taking over for Peyton Manning, battled it out against Syracuse's Donovan McNabb. Jeff Hall
booted a 27-yard field goal as time expired to give the Vols the win. UT led 24-13 after three
quarters, but McNabb marched the Orange back. Martin led the Vols down the field for the
winning score. He found Peerless Price twice for touchdowns. Al Wilson, who will serve as a
guest captain Saturday, finished with 13 tackles, a forced fumble, a sack and a tackle for loss.

* The other meeting between the two teams occurred in the Gator Bowl on Dec. 31, 1966.
Coach Doug Dickey's team jumped out to an 18-0 first-half lead and held on to win 18-12. QB
Dewey Warren was 17-of-29 for 244 yards and two touchdowns. Syracuse featured future pro
stars Floyd Little and Larry Csonka.

» Tennessee is facing at least one ACC opponent for the fifth straight season (every year of
the Josh Heupel era), and the Vols will end up doing it for at least seven straight seasons. UT
returns to Atlanta next year to take on Georgia Tech, and the Yellow Jackets return the trip
to Knoxville in 2027.

» The Vols have won four in a row over ACC foes. In 2022, UT defeated No. 17 Pitt, 34-27, in
overtime and ACC champ No. 7 Clemson, 31-14, in the Orange Bowl. In 2023, Tennessee
opened the season with a 49-13 win over Virginia in Nashville. Last season, the Vols dominated
No. 24 NC State, 51-10, in the Duke's Mayo Classic in Charlotte on Sept. 7.

« Josh Heupel has never faced Syracuse as a player, assistant coach or head coach.

« A total of 789 miles separate the two campuses.

Tennessee Shrugs Off Slow Start To Rout
Syracuse, 33-9

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - Casey Clausen connected with Donte Stallworth on a
37-yard touchdown pass less than two minutes into game, but the No. 8 Vols'
offense struggled for most of the outing en route to a 33-9 season-opening
victory over Syracuse on Saturday.

John Henderson, Tennessee's star defensive tackle who chose another year
of college instead of an early trip to the NFL, gave the Vols a much needed
boost in the third quarter. (Henderson is going into the College Football Hall
of Fame in December 2025).

With Tennessee ahead 12-3, Syracuse (0-2) turned the ball over when the snap
sailed over the head of Troy Nunes, who chased it 31 yards toward the Vols'
end zone. Henderson was right behind him and recovered it at the Syracuse 5.

Travis Stephens pushed through the line from 4 yards out for the touchdown

to put Tennessee ahead 19-3 with 5:53 to go in the quarter.

Stephens finished with a career-high 111 yards on 14 carries, including long
runs of 40 and 34 yards. It was the most he had handled the ball since rushing
for 107 yards against Georgia in 1998.

With Tennessee ahead 19-3 with 6:35 to go and the game pretty much

decided, the teams scored three touchdowns in 30 seconds.

Stephens' backup, Corey Larkins, scored twice on TD runs of 38 and 16 yards.
Johnnie Morant caught a 74-yard touchdown pass from Syracuse backup
quarterback, R.J. Anderson.

NOTEBOOK

JOEY FOOTBALL TIME

» Tennessee will start a new quarterback for the fourth straight season as graduate transfer Joey Aguilar
takes the reins after earning the job in preseason camp. The Vols and Kentucky are the only SEC teams to
start a new QB for four straight years from 2022-25. Tennessee is one of four teams who reached last year's
College Football Playoff to start a new QB for at least four straight years, joining Ohio State, Notre Dame
and Indiana. The Vols started Hendon Hooker in 2022, Joe Milton Il in 2023 and Nico lamaleava in 2024.

« Aguilar's unique timeline includes stops at City College of San Francisco (2019), Diablo Valley Community
College in central California (2021-22), Appalachian State (2023-24) and UCLA (spring of 2025). After
completing his senior season at App State, Aguilar entered the portal on Dec. 24, 2024, before committing
to UCLA on Dec. 28, 2024. He spent the spring in Los Angeles and entered the transfer portal on April 21,
committing to Tennessee. Aguilar graduated from App State in communication studies on May 10, 2025,
before arriving in Knoxville in late May. He began the Vols' summer program on June 1, went through
preseason camp, and the 24-year-old was named the starter on Sunday, Aug. 17.

» Aguilar heads into the 2025 season as the FBS active career leader in total offense per game (288.5, min.
2,500 yards). He is second in career passing yards per game (270.4) among active FBS players.

« Aguilar will be making his 25th FBS start in his 26th career FBS game when he takes the field against
Syracuse.

* As ajunior in 2003, Aguilar broke three single-season records at App State, including touchdown passes
(33), passing yards (3,757) and total offense (4,002). For his FBS career, he has produced 7,212 yards of
total offense - 6,760 passing yards and 452 rushing yards.

» Aguilar is the first Tennessee starting quarterback to wear No. 6 since Alan Cockrell did from 1982-83.
Aguilar is just the second UT player to hail from Antioch, California. Offensive tackle Albert Toeaina (2004-
05) did as well and also began his career at City College of San Francisco.

14 STRAIGHT NON-CONFERENCE REGULAR SEASON WINS

» Tennessee puts its non-conference regular season winning streak on the line. The Vols have won 14 non-
SEC regular season games in a row. The current streak dates back to a Sept. 18, 2021, a 56-0 victory vs.
Tennessee Tech. The Vols' last non-conference regular season loss was to Pitt on Sept. 11, 2021, in what was
Josh Heupel's second game at UT.

» Tennessee is 17-3 overall vs. non-SEC foes under Josh Heupel. UT has outscored non-conference opponents
967-288 in the Heupel era.

* The Vols have won 14 of their last 15 games overall vs. non-conference competition with the only loss
occurring last December at eventual national champion Ohio State in the College Football Playoff.

» Tennessee has won four in a row against non-conference teams at neutral sites with victories vs. No. 10
Clemson in the 2022 Orange Bowl, Virginia in the 2023 season opener in Nashville, No. 20 lowa in the 2024
Citrus Bowl in Orlando and NC State in the 2024 Duke's Mayo Classic last season.

VOLS AMONG NATION'S BEST IN ONE-TD GAMES

» Tennessee has proven to be among the nation's best in tight games. The Vols are 7-1 in one-touchdown
games (decided by 8 points or less) since the start of the 2022 season.

» UT added to that total in back-to-back weeks last season with a 23-17 overtime victory over Florida on Oct.
12 and a 24-17 comeback win over No. 7 Alabama on Oct. 19.

» The Vols' only loss during that span was at Arkansas on Oct. 5, 2024. Of those seven wins, four have come
vs. ranked teams - #17 Pitt (2022), #20 Florida (2022), #3/1 Alabama (2022) and #7/7 Alabama (2024).
The other three were vs. Kentucky (2023), Texas A&M (2023) and Florida (2024).

» The 87.50 win percentage for Tennessee in one-score games since the start of the 2022 season is the best
in the SEC and second-best in the FBS behind Coastal Carolina (10-1, 90.91). Michigan and Ohio are tied for
third with a 83.33 percentage (10-2).

VOLS HAVE HELD 11 OF LAST 14 OPPONENTS UNDER 20 POINTS

» Tennessee has held opponents to under 20 points in 11 out of its last 14 games dating back to the 35-0 2024
Citrus Bowl shutout of lowa. During this stretch, the Vols have pitched three shutouts, including two last
season (71-0 vs. Kent State on Sept. 14 and 56-0 vs. UTEP on Nov. 23).

» Tennessee's defense held 10 of its 12 regular season opponents under 20 points last season, and the 12th
and final opponent only went over 20 because of a kickoff return touchdown to start the game.

* In 2024, Tennessee held opponents to under 20 points in the first nine games of the season for the first
time since 1966. That streak ended at nine after Georgia scored 31in game 10 on Nov. 16, 2024. Tennessee
was the fifth SEC team to hold its first nine opponents under 20 since 2000, joining 2003 LSU, 2011
Alabama, 2012 Alabama and 2021 Georgia.

* Tennessee will look to continue its defensive success in 2025. The Vols were seventh in the FBS and second
in the SEC in scoring defense last season, allowing only 16.1 points per game. That figure was the best by
a Tennessee team since the 1998 national championship squad led the SEC in scoring defense at 13.3 ppg.

BROYLES AWARD FINALIST DEFENSIVE COORDINATOR TIM BANKS RETURNS

» Tennessee produced a Broyles Award finalist for the second time in three years when defensive coordinator
Tim Banks was named one of five finalists in 2024. Banks returns for his fifth season at the helm of the Vol
defense. Banks' unit has finished in the top 20 nationally in back-to-back years in yards per play - fifth in
2024 (4.56) and 19th in 2023 (4.97).

» Banks was the second coordinator under Josh Heupel to be a finalist for the prestigious accolade and the
third in the history of the program. Offensive coordinator and current USF head coach Alex Golesh was
a finalist in 2022, and offensive coordinator David Cutcliffe won the award in 1998. Banks was the first
Tennessee defensive coordinator to be a finalist.

TENNESSEE FOOTBALL

RACKING UP NEGATIVE PLAYS DEFENSIVELY

» Tim Banks' defensive unit is known for making plays in the backfield. Tennessee has racked up 397.0
tackles for loss under Banks (since 2021), which leads the SEC during that span.

* The Vols have finished in the top 15 nationally and top two in the SEC in tackles for loss in all four
previous seasons under Banks. Four out of the 12 highest tackle-for-loss seasons in Tennessee history
have occurred under his watch - 2021 (fifth - 102), 2022 (12th - 94), 2023 (seventh - 101) and 2024
(eighth - 100).

« 25 times in the Tim Banks/Josh Heupel era have the Vols registered at least three sacks in a game, and
they are 23-2 in those contests when doing so with the only losses coming at Alabama on Oct. 21, 2023,
and at Mizzou on Nowv. 11, 2023.

* The Vols have tallied double-digit tackles for loss in a game under Banks 14 times, including four times
last season. In 2024, Tennessee had 13.0 vs. NC State, 11.0 at Oklahoma, 12.0 vs. Florida, and a Banks era
high 15.0 vs. UTEP. The 15.0 tackles for loss were the most by the Vols in a game since registering 15.5
tackles for loss in a Sept. 2, 2000, win over Southern Miss.

* Despite the departure of 2025 NFL Draft first round pick edge rusher James Pearce Jr., Tennessee returns
five out of its top seven tackle-for-loss leaders from a year ago. Sr. edge rusher Joshua Josephs collected
9.0 last season, while Sr. DT Bryson Eason had 7.0 and Jr. LB Arion Carter notched 6.5.

* In terms of total tackles, the Vols bring back six of their top eight leading tacklers headlined by preseason
All-SEC LB Arion Carter, who had 68 a year ago. Jr. CB Jermod McCoy is back and was third on the team
in tackles with 44, while Jr. LB Jeremiah Telander was fourth with 43.

SPECIAL TEAMS SUCCESS

 Tennessee has thrived on special teams in the Josh Heupel era. Evan Crabtree takes over special teams
coordinator duties in 2025, but served on Heupel's staff from 2022-24 as a special teams graduate
assistant and analyst.

» Tennessee has ranked either first or second in the SEC in punt return average in all four of Heupel's
previous seasons. The Vols led the SEC and ranked ninth in the nation a season ago with 15.7 yards per
return. Their 424 total punt return yards led the nation.

» Under Heupel, the Vols have produced an SEC Special Teams Player of the Year (RS Velus Jones Jr. in
2021), an SEC All-Freshman punter (Jackson Ross in 2023, back in 2025) and the school's all-time career
leader in punt return average (Dee Williams 15.4 from 2022-23).

» Tennessee has blocked nine kicks in the Heupel era (2021-present), including six blocked punts:

NEW-LOOK OFFENSIVE LINE

» Tennessee's offensive line will have a new look in 2025 following the depature of four starters. Jr. OT
Lance Heard is the returning starter. Heard started 11 games at left tackle a year ago and enters his
second season with the program after transferring from LSU.

* The Vols will have a new starter at center for the first time since the 2021 season. Cooper Mays, who
was a 2024 first-team All-American, has departed after starting the past four seasons from 2021-24.
Mays was the fourth center in Tennessee history to be named an All-American and the first since Bob
Johnson was a unanimous selection in 1967. Notre Dame transfer RS-So. Sam Pendleton and RS-Fr.
William Satterwhite have been battling for the center job in preseason camp.
Another FBS transfer is looking to make some noise at guard. The Vols brought in RS.-Jr. Wendell Moe
Jr. from Arizona. He started 27 games at left guard for the Wildcats from 2022-24. Moe Jr. went through
spring practice and owns two years of remaining eligibility, including this season. Moe is the Vols' most
experienced offensive linemen with action on 1,775 offensive snaps.
Tennessee signed one of the most heralded recruits of the 2025 class in five-star offensive tackle David
Sanders Jr., from Charlotte. Sanders was the No. 1 offensive tackle in the country by Rivals and ESPN.
Sanders is seeking to become the first true freshman to start on the offensive line for Tennessee since
Darnell Wright and Wanya Morris started at the tackle positions in 2019. Wright started five games at
right tackle as a true freshman. Wright, a former five-star recruit, is in his third NFL season as the starter
at right tackle for the Chicago Bears. Morris, now with the Kansas City Chiefs, started 12 of 13 games at
left tackle in 2019. Another prominent true freshman offensive line starter for the Vols was Trey Smith,
who started all 12 games at tackle in 2017. Smith, a two-time Super Bowl champion with the Chiefs,
became the highest paid offensive guard in NFL history in July at four years, $94 million.

* In 2024, Tennessee's offensive line was named a semifinalist for the Joe Moore Award for the third
consecutive season. The Vols joined Oregon as the only programs to be named semifinalists in 2022,
2023 and 2024.

« 13 times in the Josh Heupel era someone has earned SEC Offensive Lineman of the Week.

UT vs. Non-Conference Opponents

» Josh Heupel's Tennessee teams have gone over 2,500 rushing yards for four straight seasons, which is a
first in program history.

* It's no secret of the Vols' rushing success under Heupel as UT has led the SEC in rushing in back-to-back
seasons entering 2025. Tennessee was also ninth in the nation in 2024 (225.9) and 10th in the FBS in 2023
(204.5). The Vols were the only SEC team to average more than 200 rushing yards last season.

* They hit the 2,000-yard mark last season in the ninth game of the year vs. Mississippi State on Nov. 9. It
was the second straight year that the Vols were the first SEC team to reach 2,000 rushing yards.

» Two out of the four highest single-season team rushing totals in program history have occurred in the
Heupel era - second in 2024 (2,936) and fourth in 2021 (2,832). The school record is 3,068 in 1951.

« It was the first time since 1989-94 (six straight seasons) that the Vols have produced more than 2,000
rushing yards in at least four straight seasons.

* In now his eighth season as a head coach, Heupel’s teams have gone over 2,000 rushing yards all seven
previous seasons. His UCF teams rushed for 3,448 in 2018; 2,909 in 2019 and 2,107 during the COVID-
shortened season of 2020.

ATLANTA, GEORGIA VOLS

* The state of Georgia features the second most players by a state on the 2025 roster behind only
Tennessee. A total of 20 current Vols call Georgia home, including 15 who will be returning to the Atlanta
area this weekend.

* Atlanta area natives include CB Ty Redmond (Alpharetta), OL Shamurad Umarov (Alpharetta), TE Ethan
Davis (Atlanta), DB Dylan Lewis (Atlanta), WR Travis Smith Jr. (Atlanta), LB Jadon Perlotte (Buford), LB
Jordan Burns (Conyers), DL Christian Gass (Covington), DL Tyree Weathersby (Douglasville), DE Joshua
Josephs (Kennesaw), DB Andre Stewart (Kennesaw), WR Mike Matthews (Lilburn), CB Colton Hood
(McDonough), DE Caleb Herring (Newnan) and RB Justin Baker (Stone Mountain). Starting LB Jeremiah
Telander is also from Gainesville, Georgia, which is 54 miles northeast of Mercedes-Benz Stadium.

 Tennessee is playing its first game in Mercedes-Benz Stadium since the Sept. 4, 2017, season opener that
was a 42-41 double-overtime victory for the Vols in the Kickoff Game. That was the second college game
in the venue, which opened its doors in the summer of 2017. Alabama and Florida State played two days
earlier on Sept. 2.

IMPACT NEW FBS TRANSFERS IN 2025

» Tennessee brought in seven FBS transfers, four of whom enrolled in January and went through spring
practice. These are the new FBS transfers:

R-Fr. OL Michael Kostantonov - walk-on offensive lineman who joined team in August from Central Michigan

R-Jr. OG Wendell Moe Jr. - Three-year Arizona starter at offensive guard, enrolled in January

R-So. OL Sam Pendleton - Notre Dame transfer who enrolled in January

Sr. RB Star Thomas - former New Mexico State/Duke standout, Duke's starter in 2024, enrolled in Jan.

* The 2025 roster is made up of 15 players who transferred to Tennessee from FBS schools.

* In addition, 23 of the Vols' 25 true freshmen signees enrolled at Tennessee in January and were present
for spring practice. Two others - WR Joakim Dodson (Memphis) and DL Charles House Il (Charlotte)
arrived in June.
