•  Eckerd is coming off of an upset win in the Sunshine 
State Conference Championship with a 87-84 win over 
the top seeded Barry. The Tritons lost to Barry in the final 
game of the regular season but made a run through the 
tournament with three straight wins to secure the No. 2 
spot in the South Region.
