u After playing 4 of the last 5 games away from home, Wisconsin will begin a 
7-game homestand on Saturday against Temple. The Badgers, who are coming 
off a 66-58 overtime win at No. 14 Syracuse, will tip off with the Owls at 11:30 
a.m. (CT) on CBS.

u Up next, Wisconsin will host Milwaukee on Wednesday, Dec. 9 at 8 p.m. 
(CT) on BTN. The Badgers are 31-1 all time vs. the Panthers.

NOTES TO KNOW
1 ALL-BIG TEN TANDEM: UW returns just 38% of its minutes played from last 
season, but welcomes back Wooden Award candidates Nigel Hayes and Bronson 
Koenig. Hayes, who was 9th in the AP Preseason All-American voting, has posted 
consecutive double-doubles with 20 pts, 11 reb. at Oklahoma and 15 pts, 12 rebs 
at Syracuse. He is averaging 14.9 ppg, 5.8 rpg and 4.4 apg while leading the Big Ten with 40 FTs and 56 FTAs.

2 KLUTCH KOENIG: Junior Bronson Koenig entered the season with a single-game career high of 19 points. He 
has already topped that twice this season, leading UW with 15.6 ppg. Against VCU in the 2K Classic, Koenig scored a 
game-high 22 points, including the game-winning basket with 5.9 seconds remaining.

3 MAKING IT HAPP-EN: After setting career highs with 18 points and 15 rebounds at Syracuse, freshman Ethan 
Happ now leads the Big Ten with 3 double-doubles on the year (also turned the trick vs. Georgetown and VCU). Happ 
is averaging 11.0 ppg on 52.3% shooting and ranks 2nd in the Big Ten with 8.5 rebounds per game.

4 YOUNG BLOOD: No team in the nation has more freshmen than Wisconsin (8) and a quartet of the Badgers’ 
newcomers are having an immediate impact. Ethan Happ, Alex Illikainen, Khalil Iverson and Charlie Thomas are 
combining to average 21.3 points and 15.0 rebounds per game. Freshmen have played 32.0% of UW’s minutes.

5 BO KNOWS: A 2015 Naismith Hall of Fame finalist, Bo Ryan ranks 9th in conference history with 172 career Big 
Ten wins and owns the highest Big Ten winning percentage in conference history. Overall, Ryan ranks 27th on the 
NCAA’s all-time wins list with a record of 745-231 (.763), just 1 win short of tying the legendary Phog Allen (746).

6 HOME SWEET HOME: Wisconsin owns one of the best home records in all of college basketball. In 15 seasons 
under Bo Ryan, the Badgers have amassed a 213-23 (.903) record at home, the 4th-best winning percentage in the 
country over that span. Ryan’s Badgers are 107-9 (.922) at home in non-conference play.

7 BOARDING: UW has out-rebounded all 8 of its opponents and leads the Big Ten with 15.6 off. boards per game.

On the heels of a 66-58 OT win at No. 

14 Syracuse, Nigel Hayes and the 

Badgers open a 7-game homestand.

NOTES FROM UW’S LAST GAME

UW 66, #14 SU 58 (ot) - 12/2/15 - Syracuse, N.Y.

u In a game that featured 10 ties and 7 lead 
changes, the Badgers pulled out a 66-58 overtime 
road win at Syracuse Wednesday in the Big Ten/ACC 
Challenge.

u The Badgers trailed 52-48 with 2:30 remaining 
but sandwiched an Ethan Happ layup and a Bronson 

Koenig 3-pointer around a Syracuse FT to force OT. 
UW would score 13 of the final 16 points and go 
7-for-7 at the FT line in the extra session.
 Wisconsin has won 7 of its last 8 overtime 
games, including each of the last 4.

u UW out-rebounded the Orange by a 51-25 
margin, including a 16-6 edge on the offensive 
glass. The Badgers also owned a 30-14 advantage in 
the points in the paint column.

u The Badgers held Syracuse to 35.7% shooting, 
including a 1-for-9 mark in the overtime.

u Wisconsin won despite turning the ball over 20 
times, their first such win since posting 20 turnovers 
in a 68-58 win over Valparaiso in 2007. The Badgers’ 
last road win with 20+ turnovers came with 22 
cough ups in a 70-66 win at Marquette in 2006.

u Freshman Ethan Happ set new career highs with 
18 points, 15 rebounds, 3 blocks and 2 steals. Happ 
scored 14 of his 18 in the second half and overtime.

u Junior Nigel Hayes tallied his second-straight 
double-double with 15 points and a season-high 12 
rebounds. He also added a game-high 6 assists.

u Juniors Vitto Brown and Bronson Koenig 

rounded out UW’s double-digit scorers. Brown 
added 14 points, 8 rebounds and 3 blocks, while 
Koenig contributed 12 points, 6 rebounds without a 
turnover in 42 minutes of action.

NON-CON NO-CONTEST

u UW has won 33 of its last 37 regular-season, 
non-conference games dating back to Dec. of 2012.

u Under Bo Ryan (since 2001-02), UW is 148-34 
(.813) in non-conference games, including a mark of 
107-9 (.922) at the Kohl Center.

u During Ryan’s tenure, the Badgers have gone 
21-18 (.538) in non-conference road games. That 
includes wins in 6 of last 7 true road games.

u Since 2003-04, Wisconsin is 90-3 (.968) vs. 
unranked non-con opponents, the 4th-highest win 
percentage in the nation over that span.

Saturday’s game will mark the 10th all-time 
meeting between Wisconsin and Temple with 
the Badgers owning a 6-3 advantage in the 
series overall.

u UW head coach Bo Ryan is a native of 
Chester, Pa., which is located approximately 20 
miles south of the Temple campus.
 The two teams have met twice in the Bo 
Ryan era, splitting a home-and-home series 
in 2001 and 2003, with each team winning on 
the opponent’s home fl oor. In the most recent 
meeting, Wisconsin pulled out an 80-67 win in 
Philadelphia on Jan. 2, 2003.

u UW and Temple met for 8 consecutive 
seasons from 1995-2003, where the visiting 
team posted a mark of 6-2. Three of the 
last eight meetings have gone to overtime, 
including a double-OT thriller in the last Kohl 
Center contest. In that game, Temple’s Lynn 
Greer scored a Kohl Center-record 47 points.

u Ryan and Temple coach Fran Dunphy 
have met on two occassions while Dunphy 
was the head coach at the University of 
Pennsylvania. Ryan’s Badgers won both 
meetings, claiming a 64-53 win in Philadelphia 
(11/21/03) and a 77-44 win in Madison 
(11/20/04).

u Through 8 games, Hayes is averaging 14.9 ppg, 
5.8 rpg and a team-high 4.4 apg. He has dished 35 
assists with just 14 turnovers (2.5 ratio). He leads 
the Badgers in FTs (40) and FTAs (56).
 Hayes is one of just 5 Big Ten players averaging 
at least 14.0 ppg, 4.0 rpg and 4.0 apg.

games this season, including a season-high 22 
points vs. Georgetown. The junior has 49 career 
games in double digits with a career-high of 25 
points against both MSU (3/15/15) and Green Bay 
(11/19/14).

u The Toledo, Ohio, native is 40-for-56 (.714) from 
the free throw line this season, leading the Big Ten in 
both FTs and FTAs. His 56 FTAs are also tied for 25th 
nationally.

 Hayes ranked 9th in the Big Ten shooting 49.7% 
from the fi eld and shot 39.6% from 3-point range, 
which ranked 13th in the Big Ten.

u The junior made great strides in 3 areas in 
particular: rebounding, 3FG% and FT%.

u The Toledo, Ohio, native continued his penchant 
for getting to the free throw line. Last season, he was  
2nd on UW in both FTAs and made FTs, going 125-
for-168 (.744).

KOENIG ON POINT

When Traevon Jackson went down with a foot injury 
at Rutgers on Jan. 11, 2015, Bronson Koenig took 
over the starting point guard role for the Badgers and 
flourished in the new role.
 Now a junior, the preseason All-Big Ten pick is 
the unquestioned lead guard at Wisconsin.

u Koenig leads the Badgers and ranks 9th in the 
Big Ten averaging 15.6 ppg while shooting 42.6% 
from the field and 35.1% (20-57) from 3-point range. 
Koenig is also tallying 3.5 rpg, 2.6 apg with a 1.8 
assist-to-TO ratio (21a, 12to).

u Koenig is shooting 90.5% from the FT line, 
missing just twice on the year (19-for-21).

u In UW’s 74-73 win over VCU, Koenig scored a 
game-high 22 points, including the game-winning 
shot on a spinning, left-handed lay-in with 5.9 
seconds remaining.

u Koenig entered the season with a career-high 
of 19 points, but has already eclipsed that twice this 
season. In addition to 22 points vs. VCU, he poured 
in 23 vs. Siena (11/15).

u Last season, Koenig ranked 4th on the Badgers 
averaging 8.7 points per game and 2nd on the team 
with 2.5 assists per game.
 Koenig connected on 40.5% of his 3-point 
attempts (62-153), good for 12th in the Big Ten.

u In 2014-15, Koenig had 98 assists to just 33 
turnovers. His 2.97 assist-to-turnover ratio was tops 
among Big Ten players with at least 75 assists.

u The winningest coach in Wisconsin history 
(362-128, .739), Ryan currently ranks 9th in 
conference history with 172 career Big Ten 
wins. With a career record of 172-68 (.717) in 
Big Ten play, Ryan owns the highest winning 
percentage in conference history.

u In his 32nd season as a head coach, Bo 
Ryan is 27th on the NCAA’s all-time wins list 
with a record of 745-231 (.763). Ryan is just 
1 win shy of tying the legendary Phog Allen 
(Kansas) for 26th in NCAA annals. Among 
active Div. I coaches, Ryan’s 745 wins rank 5th.

u Ryan’s career win percentage of .763 is 
3rd only to North Carolina’s Roy Williams (.788) 
and Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski (.767) among active 
coaches with 600 wins. Among all-time coaches with 
600 career wins (regardless of NCAA classification), 
Ryan’s winning percentage ranks 10th.

u The 2015 Big Ten Coach of the Year and 1 of 
4 finalists for the Naismith National Coach of the 
Year, Bo Ryan was named one of 12 finalists for the 
Naismith Hall of Fame Class of 2015.

ON THE REBOUND

u Wisconsin has shown a strong ability to control 
the glass this season. The Badgers have out-
rebounded each of their fi rst 8 opponents and own a 
+8.8 average margin.

u UW leads the Big Ten and rank 19th in the NCAA 
with 15.6 offensive rebounds per game. Overall, the 
Badgers have grabbed 50 more offensive boards than 
their opponents (125-75).
 The Badgers are rebounding 41.5% of their 
misses (125 offensive boards on 301 opportunities).

u Individually, the Badgers have 4 players 
averaging at least 5.0 rebounds per game. Ethan 
Happ ranks 2nd in the Big Ten with 8.5 rpg while 
Vitto Brown ranks 9th in the conference with 6.4 rpg.

u Wisconsin out-rebounded Syracuse 51-25 on 
Wednesday, marking just the 7th time in the Bo Ryan 
era the Badgers have amassed 50+ rebounds in a 
game. Prior to the Syracuse game, UW had never 
posted 50 rebounds against a major conference 
opponent under Ryan.

WRECKING THE RANKED

u The Badgers are 1-1 against teams ranked in 
the AP poll this season, after going 5-3 against the 
top-25 last season. That included a pair of top-5 
wins over Arizona [5] and Kentucky [1] in the NCAA 
tournament.

u Overall, UW is 63-60 vs. ranked teams under Bo 
Ryan, winning 21 of the last 30 vs. top-25 foes.

u UW is 35-13 under Ryan against AP top-25 
teams at the Kohl Center. The Badgers are 13-31 
against ranked teams on the road in that span.

MAKING IT HAPP-EN

Ethan Happ’s collegiate career is off to a start 
seldom seen at the University of Wisconsin. The 
redshirt freshman is averaging 11.0 ppg and leading 
the Badgers with 8.5 rpg.

u The last Wisconsin freshman to average at least 
10.0 points per game was Alando Tucker (12.0) in 
the 2002-03 season.

u Happ’s 8.5 rebounds per game rank 2nd in the 
Big Ten, trailing only Purdue’s Caleb Swanigan.
 He also leads the Big Ten averaging 3.1 offensive 
rebounds per game.
 Among freshmen, Happ ranks 8th in the nation 
in rebounds per game and 9th in the offensive 
boards per outing.

u Happ enjoyed the best game of his young career 
at No. 14 Syracuse, tallying career highs with 18 
points, 15 rebounds and 3 blocks. Happ scored 14 of 
his 18 in the second half and overtime.

u The redshirt freshman leads the Big Ten with 3 
double-doubles. Among freshmen nationally, only 
LSU’s Ben Simmons (6), Marquette’s Henry Ellenson 
(4) and Troy’s Jordan Varnado (4) have more 
double-doubles than Happ.

u The Milan (pronounced MY-lin), Ill. native is 
also shooting a team-high .523 from the floor and is 
20-for-23 (.870) at the charity stripe - good for 4th in 
the Big Ten.
 Happ also leads the Badgers with 8 blocks and 
ranks 2nd on the team with 7 steals.

u With back-to-back double-doubles at the 2K 
Classic in New York, Ethan Happ became the first 
UW freshman to post consecutive double-doubles 
since Mike Wilkinson in 2002 (14 pts, 10 reb vs. 
Minnesota and 16 pts, 10 reb vs. Purdue). Happ had 
12 pts, 11 reb vs. Georgetown and 12 pts, 10 reb 
against VCU.

u Happ, who has started every game this season, 
became just the 3rd freshman to start the season 
opener under Bo Ryan, joining Devin Harris (2001) 
and George Marshall (2012).

“VELVET” VITTO BROWN

During his first 2 years on campus, junior forward 
Vitto Brown was best-known for his singing 
prowess. Now in the Badgers’ starting lineup, Brown 
is proving his game might be as strong as his voice. 

u Brown has started every game this season and is 
4th on the Badgers in scoring at 10.6 ppg and ranks 
2nd with 6.4 rpg. The Bowling Green, Ohio, native 
ranks 9th in the Big Ten in rebounding.

u He tallied a career-high 16 points vs. Siena and 
is 11-for-12 (.917) from the FT line on the year.
 Brown has scored in double figures in 5 games 
this season. He had a total of one double-digit 
scoring game entering the year.

u Brown equaled his career high with 9 rebounds 
at No. 7 Oklahoma.

u A talented crooner who has been performing 
with his family’s singing group, “Shades of Brown,” 
since a young age, Brown has performed the national 
anthem before several UW games, including at the 
Final Four in Indianapolis last season.

YOUTH BEING SERVED

The 2015-16 Badgers are the youngest in Bo Ryan’s 
15 seasons. No school in the country has more 
freshmen on its roster than Wisconsin (8). Cornell 
and UTEP are the only other schools with 8 freshmen.

u In addition to Ethan Happ, true freshmen Khalil 

Iverson, Charlie Thomas and Alex Illikainen have 
each seen extensive action off the Badgers’ bench.
 Wisconsin’s freshman have played 32.0% of the 
team’s minutes this season.

u Thomas is seeing an average of 14.0 mpg and 
tallying 4.4 ppg and 3.6 rpg. Thomas posted career 
highs of 12 points and 6 rebounds vs. Prairie View 
A&M (11/25).
 Iverson is playing 19.5 minutes per game off the 
bench and producing 4.4 ppg and 2.3 rpg to go with  
5 blocks and 5 steals. Iverson notched a career high 
with 9 points against Prairie View A&M.
 Illikainen did not appear in the opener, but has 
played in every game since then, averaging 4.7 mpg 
and contributing 12 points and 5 rebounds.

u UW’s other active scholarship freshmen Brevin 

Pritzl suffered a broken foot in August and has been 
easing back into the rotation. He has appeared in just 
one game (4 min. vs. Siena).
 Andy Van Vliet is forced to sit out this season 
after the NCAA ruled him ineligible for not enrolling 
in college within a year of high school graduation.

STEALING THE SHOWALTER

After playing the role of maximum effort, spark off 
the bench player, junior Zak Showalter has emerged 
as an offensive threat in 2015-16. Showalter is 
averaging 8.3 ppg and 5.0 rpg in 33.6 mpg.

u Entering the season, Showalter had made just 
4-of-24 (16.7%) from 3-point range. Already in 7 
games this season, Showalter is 9-for-28 (32.1%) 
from long range.

u “Showy’s” offensive contributions haven’t 
come at the expense of the other areas of his game. 
Showalter leads the Badgers with 9 steals and has 
already taken a team-high 9 charges.

FINISHING MOVES

u The Badgers held a narrow 48-47 lead at No. 14 
Syracuse with 5:00 remaining on Wed. before closing 
out the 66-58 overtime win. That effort continued a 
very Mariano Rivera-like trend at Wisconsin.

u Dating back to February of 2011, UW is 122-4 
(.968) when leading or tied with 5:00 left, including 
a mark of 5-0 this season. The only losses over the 
last 5 years have been to Duke (tied 56-56) in the 
2015 National Championship, Kentucky (led 69-65) 
and Ohio State (led 54-50) in 2014 and at Minnesota 
in 2012-13 season (led 49-43).

u UW has also won 141 of its last 143 games 
when shooting a higher FG% than its opponents. That 
includes an active streak of 36 straight wins when 
shooting a higher percentage.

TAKING THE SHOW ON THE ROAD

UW is renowned for its incredible home success, but 
it has been just as good on the road lately.

u Wisconsin is 39-10 (.796) away from home over 
the last two seasons, including a mark of 21-2 last 
year (10-2 on the road and 11-1 in neutral).

u UW won 10 true road games last season, equal-
ing the school single-season record set in 2007-08.

u Kentucky (10-0) and Virginia (11-1) were the 
only major conference teams with a better road win 
percentage than Wisconsin (10-2) last season.

u Among major conference teams, UW owns the 
most wins and the 2nd-best win percentage away 
from home over the last 3 seasons.

u Wisconsin looks to replace 5 of the top 7 scorers 
from a year ago, but does return a pair of starters in 
juniors Nigel Hayes and Bronson Koenig.

u Playing in its 17th-consecutive NCAA tournament 
after earning the first No. 1 seed in school history, 
Wisconsin returned to the Final Four for the 
2nd-straight season and the 4th time in school 
history. UW is just the 9th Big Ten team in history to 
reach back-to-back national semifinals.
 With a 71-64 win over No. 1 Kentucky, the 
Badgers advanced to their first national championship 
game since 1941. UW would fall to Duke in the title 
game, 68-63.

u UW set a school single-season record with 36 wins, 
winning at least 30 games in back-to-back seasons 
and the 4th time in program history (all 4 since 2007). 
Kansas (6) and Duke (5) are the only schools in the 
nation with more 30-win seasons since 2007.

u At 36-4, UW is just the 3rd Big Ten team to win 
at least 35 games in a season and the first since Ohio 
State (35-3) in 2006-07. The B1G record is 37 wins 
by Illinois in 2004-05.

u After winning 3 games in 3 days in Chicago, the 
Badgers added 2015 Big Ten Tournament Champions 
to a resume that already included the outright 2015 
regular-season championship.
 With a mark of 16-2, UW matched its best-ever 
18-game conference record and claimed the 18th 
regular season championship in school history and the 
4th title under Bo Ryan (also in 2002, 2003 and 2008).

u Senior Frank Kaminsky put together the greatest 
season in Wisconsin history, becoming the first 
Badger player to earn consensus National Player of 
the Year honors. The 21st consensus All-American in 
school history, Kaminsky swept the national awards 
winning the Wooden, the Naismith, the Robertson 
and the AP Player of the Year. Kaminsky averaged 
18.8 points, 8.2 rebounds while shooting 54.7% 
overall and 41.6% from 3-point range.

u Kaminsky and junior Sam Dekker became the 
first Badgers duo to be drafted in the first round 
of the NBA Draft. Selected 9th overall by Charlotte, 
Kaminsky is the 2nd-highest drafted UW player in the 
last 60 years. Dekker was picked 9 spots later by the 
Houston Rockets. Senior Duje Dukan also signed a 
rookie contract with the Sacramento Kings.

u Bronson Koenig took over the starting point 
guard job in early January and started the final 24 
games of the season. As a starter, Koenig averaged 
11.5 ppg, shooting 50-for-113 (.442) on 3FGs. 
Overall on the season, Koenig’s 3.0 A/TO ratio was 
the top mark in the Big Ten (min. 90 assists).

u According to Ken Pomeroy’s rankings, UW 
boasted the No. 1 offense in the nation, averaging 
127.9 points per 100 possessions. During conference 
play, UW ranked 2nd in the Big Ten in scoring (70.3 
ppg) and tops in shooting (47.7%).

u The 2014 Big Ten Sixth Man of the Year, Nigel 
Hayes earned third-team All-Big Ten last season after 
averaging 12.4 ppg and 6.2 rpg while starting all 
40 games. He shot 49.7% on the season, including 
39.6% (40-101) from 3-point range, just one year 
after not attempting a single trey in 2013-14.

u UW led the nation in fewest fouls (12.5 avg.), 
fewest turnovers (7.4 TOs avg.) and fewest opposing 
FTAs per game (11.7). The Badgers also ranked 12th 
in the NCAA in scoring D (58.2 ppg).
 On the year, the Badgers MADE 584 free throws 
while their opponents ATTEMPTED 469 free throws. 
UW’s +115 differential was the highest in the nation.

u Wisconsin improved to 37-8 (.822) away from 
home over the last two seasons (21-3 in 2014-15), 
owning the most road/neutral wins and the 2nd-best 
win pct. away from home among major conf. teams.

u The Badgers sold out all 16 home games in 
2014-15, averaging a Big Ten-best 17,279 per game. 
That figure also ranked 5th in the nation, trailing only 
Syracuse, Kentucky, Louisville and North Carolina. 
UW has led the Big Ten in attendance in 10 of the last 
13 seasons and has finished among the nation’s top 7 
in each of the last 15 years.

Ryan has taken UW to new heights

u With 362 wins, Bo Ryan has surpassed Hall of Famer Harold “Bud” 
Foster (265) to become UW’s all-time career wins leader. Last season, 
Ryan also supplanted Hall of Famer Walter Meanwell (158 wins) as the 
school’s leader in conference wins.

Ryan’s career winning percentage of .763 is 3rd only to North Carolina’s 
Roy Williams (.788) and Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski (.767) among active coaches with 700 wins. Among all-time 
coaches with 700 career wins (regardless of NCAA classification), Ryan’s winning percentage ranks 8th.

u Ryan tied legendary Indiana coach Branch McCracken as the 2nd-fastest coach in conference history to 
record 100 Big Ten wins, doing so in 140 games. Only Bob Knight did it faster (131 games).

u Ryan’s .717 (172-68) win percentage in conference games is the best mark in Big Ten history, surpassing 
legendary Indiana coach Bob Knight (353-151, .700).

u Indiana’s Bob Knight (327) and Purdue’s Ward Lambert 
(331) are the only coaches in Big Ten history to reach 250 
wins faster than Bo Ryan, who did it in 343 games.

u Ryan won his fourth Big Ten Coach of the Year honor 
in 2015. Only Purdue’s Gene Keady (7) and Indiana’s Bob 
Knight (5) have won the honor more times than Ryan.
