» According to the RPI, the Badgers’ resume
includes road wins at Maryland (12) and Syracuse
(39) as well as home wins over Michigan State (17)
and Indiana (35). UW also has a neutral-site win over
VCU (55) on it’s ledger.

» Only 1 Big Ten team (Michigan State, 9) has
more RPI top-100 wins than Wisconsin. Badgers
have registered 8 wins over the RPI top 100 (and
4 over the top 50). MSU and Maryland are also the
only two teams with more top-50 wins.

P With wins over No. 4 Michigan State (1/13) and
No. 2 Maryland (2/13), Wisconsin is one of just 5
teams to record multiple wins over teams ranked in
the top 5 of the AP poll. UW’s two top-5 wins match
lowa, lowa State, Kansas and Northern lowa for
most in the nation.

P This season, top-5 teams have lost a total of 30
games, with only 5 of them coming on their home
floors. When the Badgers won at No. 2 Maryland, it
marked the highest-ranked team to lose at home this
season.

BLACK HISTORY MONTH UNIFORMS

» In honor of Black History Month and former
Wisconsin head coach Bill Cofield, the Badgers
will be wearing special throwback adidas uniforms
several times in the month of February. UW will be
wearing the uniforms modeled after those worn in
1976, Cofield’s first year as head coach in Madison.
“It was originally planned with adidas that we
would wear the throwback uniforms for one game in
February, but our players overwhelmingly requested
that we honor Black History Month by wearing the
uniforms for the entire month,” head coach Greg
Gard explained. “I was proud of their passion for
the subject and fully supported expanding our
recognition of Black History Month.”

p  The first African-American head coach in either
basketball or football in Big Ten history, Cofield
coached at Wisconsin from 1976 to 1982.

> Wisconsin saw its 7-game win streak snapped
at Michigan State on Thursday. The Badgers’
7-game surge included a trio of victories over ranked
opponents MSU (4), Indiana (19) and Maryland (2).

»  During the Badgers win streak, which was the
nation’s 5th-longest at the time, UW showed marked
improvement offensively.

ALL-TIME VS. ILLINOIS

Sunday marks the 195th meeting between UW and
[llinois in a series dating back to 1906. The lllini lead
the all-time series 110-84, however the Badgers own
a 56-39 edge in games played in Madison.

»  Wisconsin has won 9 straight over lllinois, the
team’s longest-ever win streak vs. the lllini. That
includes 5 consecutive wins in Madison.

After UW’s 9-game win streak, the Big Ten’s
next-longest active win streak over lllinois is OSU (5).

»  Dating back to 2007, UW has won 16 of the last
20 meetings with lllinois.

P In this season’s first match-up, the Badgers
claimed a 63-55 win at lllinois, their 4th-straight
victory over the lllini in Champaign. That is UW’s
longest road winning streak against lllinois in series
history.

»  Over the last 15 seasons (Bo Ryan/Gard era),
Purdue (4), lllinois (3), Ohio State and Michigan
State (2) are the only Big Ten teams to win multiple
games at the Kohl Center.

»  Reaching 60 points has been an incredible
indicator in this series. The first team to score 60
points is 27-1 over the last 13 seasons. The only loss
was UW’s 71-64 comeback win on 1/20/07 (ILL led
60-57 with 5:07 left).

»  Wisconsin has held Illinois to 70 or fewer
points in each of the last 22 match-ups.

»  UW has 2 players from the state of Illinois:

»  Wisconsin saw its 7-game win streak snapped
in a 69-57 loss at No. 8 Michigan State on Thursday
night. MSU jumped to a 5-0 lead and led wire-to-
wire.

» The Badgers shot just 33.9%, including just
6-for-20 from 3-point range, while the Spartans
connected on 46.4% of their shots (8-for-17 from 3).

» UW grabbed 14 offensive rebounds, compared
to 12 for MSU, turning that into a 15-9 advantage
on second-chance points. The Badgers also turned it
over fewer times (UW: 9, MSU: 12), and shot more
free throws (11-17 to 9-13), but couldn’t overcome
Denzel Valentine (24 points, 10 assists, 7 rebounds).

» Redshirt freshman Ethan Happ led UW with 18
points while junior Bronson Koenig was the only
scorer in double figures, finishing with 12 points.

THE GREG GARD ERA BEGINS

With the retirement of Bo Ryan on Dec. 15, 2015,
associate head coach Greg Gard took over the title of
interim head coach and will lead the Badgers through
the remainder of the season.

» Gard officially becomes the 16th head coach

in program history and the second coach to hold
the interim tag in the last 20 years. Brad Soderberg
coached the Badgers to a 16-10 record in 2000-01
when Dick Bennett retired 3 games into the season.

» One of the most respected assistant coaches
in the nation, Gard was ranked as the fourth-best
“X&0” assistant coach in college basketball by
coachstat.net in November of 2015. The rankings
were made upon receipt of votes from a panel

of national college basketball media, scouts and
coaches.

» In addition to his on-floor coaching duties

as associate head coach, Gard served as UW’s
recruiting coordinator in addition to on-floor
coaching duties, opponent scouting and game
preparation, and the constructing of future game
schedules. He was also the director of the Badger
Boys Basketball Summer Camps.

» A native of Cobb, Wisconsin (pop. 456),
Gard’s coaching career began in 1990 during his
sophomore year at UW-Platteville when he answered
a flier to serve as the junior varsity coach at
Southwestern High School in Hazel Green, Wis.
Three years later, Gard would move to the head
coaching job at Platteville High School and join Bo
Ryan’s staff at the University of Wisconsin-Platteville
in 1993.
Gard would spend the next 23 seasons
with Ryan at UW-Platteville, UW-Milwaukee and
Wisconsin.

PARALLELS TO0 2002?

p»  Prior to the Jan. 17 win over MSU, the Badgers
owned a .500 record (9-9) with 13 Big Ten games
remaining. The last time UW was .500 in January
came in 2002 (Bo Ryan’s first season in Madison),
when UW was 8-8 with 13 Big Ten games left.

Like they hope will happen this season, the
2002 Badgers jump-started their season by knocking
off No. 25 Michigan State (64-63) to climb above
.500. UW would go on to win 10 of it’s final 13
games and claim a share of the 2002 Big Ten
Championship.

» Since taking over the head coaching duties, Greg
Gard has had an immediate impact on the Badgers
at both ends of the floor. Against one of the toughest
Big Ten schedules, UW has shown significant
offensive improvement.

» Gard’s promotion to head coach has also
coincided with Wisconsin increasing its depth.

In 12 games under Bo Ryan, UW’s starters were
playing 80.8% of the minutes. In the 13 games since,
that number has dropped to 72.1%.

As a result, the Badgers are getting more
production from their reserves. The UW bench is
averaging 11.6 ppg under Gard, including 19 at
lllinois, the team’s highest mark during Big Ten play.
Over the final 6 games prior to Gard taking over,
UW’s bench was averaging just 5.3 ppg, scoring 0
points vs. Marquette and 1 at Syracuse.

» Over UW’s 7-game winning streak, the Badgers
showed off a variety of bench contributors.
* At PSU (1/21), Alex lllikainen: 9 points, 7
rebounds in 26 minutes.
* Vs. IND (1/26), Jordan Hill: 13 points in 32 min.
e AtILL (1/31), Khalil Iverson: 10 points in 30 min.
*\/s. OSU (2/4), Hill and Illikainen combined for
15 points, doing 5-7 from 3-point range.

» Junior Nigel Hayes entered the season a
preseason All-American pick and consensus All-Big
Ten selection. Through 26 games, he has lived up to
the billing.

» Hayes ranks 5th in the Big Ten averaging 16.7
ppg to go with 5.9 rpg and a team-high 3.3 apg. He
has dished 85 assists with 59 turnovers (1.4 ratio).

> Hayes is one of just 3 Big Ten players averaging
at least 16.0 ppg, 5.0 rpg and 3.0 apg.

» During UW’s recent 7-game win streak, Hayes
averaged 20.4 ppg, topping 20 points 4 times in that
span.

Prior to Thursday’s loss at No. 8 Michigan State,
Hayes had a string of 14+ points in 10 consecutive
games. Hayes was held to just 5 points at MSU.

» During UW’s 7-game win streak, Hayes has made
a habit of getting the free throw line. Over that span
he went 51-for-67 (.761) for an average of 9.6 FTAs
per outing.

That included his 17-for-22 performance vs.
Indiana, during which he tied the UW single-game
record for made FTs. Against IU Hayes went 10-for-
10 at the stripe in the final 45 seconds and overtime.

» During the last 5:00 minutes of games (and
overtime) this season, Hayes is 56-for-65 (86.2%) at
the charity stripe.

» On the year, the Toledo, Ohio, native is 150-for-

Nigel Hayes recently became 1 of 5 players in
Wisconsin history to accumulate at least 1,000, 500
rebounds and 200 assists in his career.

D For his career, the junior is 364-for-528 at the
free throw line, already ranking 6th in Wisconsin
history in FTAs and 8th in made FTs.

» Hayes has enjoyed a pair of signature performanc-
es over the last few weeks.

Against No. 4 MSU (1/17), Hayes scored 25
points, going 2-for-3 from deep and 9-for-10 on FTs
with 7 boards.

Against No. 19 Indiana (1/26), Hayes poured in
31 points (one shy of his career high), going 17-for-
22 at the FT line, adding 5 rebounds, 2 assists, 2
blocks and 2 steals.

» Since 2000, Hayes is one of just 4 Badgers to
post multiple 30-point games in one season, joining
Devin Harris (3 in 2004), Jordan Taylor (2 in 2011)
and Kirk Penney in 2002).

» With 1,222 career points, Hayes ranks 21st on
Wisconsin’s all-time scoring list. He is 2 points away
from passing Kammron Taylor (2004-07) to crack
UW’s all-time top-20.

» Hayes has scored in double figures in all but 3
game this season, including a career-high 32 points
against Milwaukee, going 9-for-18 from the field (2-3
3FGs) and 12-for-19 from the FT line.

Hayes’ 32 points are the most by a Badger since
Frank Kaminsky posted a school-record 43 points
in 2013. His 19 FTAs vs. Milwaukee equaled the
3rd-most in UW history and the most since 1991.

KOENIG ON POINT

A three-time Big Ten Freshman of the Week (Jan. 18,
25 & Feb. 1), Ethan Happ is averaging 11.8 ppg and
leading the Badgers with 7.8 rpg.

» Happ posted back-to-back career-high point
totals in UW’s wins over Penn State and Indiana. He
scored 20 points with 11 rebounds at PSU before
notching 25 points against the No. 19 Hoosiers.

» The last UW freshman to average at least 10.0
ppg was Alando Tucker (12.0) in the 2002-03 season.

» Happ’s 7.8 rebounds per game ranks 5th in the
Big Ten. UW has not had a freshman average 7.0+
rebounds since Rashard Griffith (8.5 in 1994).
Among freshmen, Happ ranks 12th in the nation
in rebounds per game (7.8).
Happ is also 5th in the Big Ten averaging 2.5
offensive rebounds per game.

» Happ leads the Big Ten averaging 2.2 steals

per game during conference play. Overall, he also
leads the conference with 42 steals (1.6 spg). The
last Badger to average 1.5 spg was Trevon Hughes (
2009).

» The Milan (“MY-lin”), lll. native is also shooting a
team-high .527 from the floor (10th in the Big Ten).
Happ also leads UW with 24 blocks.

» Happ is tied for 3rd in the Big Ten with 7 double-
doubles, trailing only A.J. Hammons (Purdue) and
Denzel Valentine (MSU).

Since 1984, Rashard Griffith (9) is the only UW
freshman with more double-doubles than Happ. In
fact, Happ already owns the second-highest single-
season total for double-doubles over the last 20
years (Frank Kaminsky had 14 in 2014-15).

» Happ is one of just 3 freshman to lead his team
in rebounds, blocks and steals, joining LSU’s Ben
Simmons and ECU’s Kentrell Barkley.

» Happ scored the game-winning basket in UW’s
win over No. 4 Michigan State, muscling in a lay-up
with 10 seconds remaining for 2 of his 14 points.

» In UW’s win at No. 14 Syracuse, Happ scored 18
points with a career-high 15 rebounds and 3 blocks.
He scored 14 of his 18 in the second half/overtime.

» With back-to-back double-doubles at the 2K
Classic in New York, Ethan Happ became the first UW
freshman to post consecutive double-doubles since
Mike Wilkinson in 2002. Happ had 12 pts, 11 reb vs.
Georgetown and 12 pts, 10 reb against VCU.

» Happ is just the 3rd freshman to start the season
opener under Bo Ryan, joining Devin Harris (2001)
and George Marshall (2012).

» Happ is quickly climbing Wisconsin’s single-
season freshman record book. Among freshmen in
UW history...

When Traevon Jackson went down with a foot injury
at Rutgers on Jan. 11, 2015, Bronson Koenig took
over the starting point guard role for the Badgers and
flourished in the new role.

Now a junior, the preseason All-Big Ten pick is
the unquestioned lead guard at Wisconsin.

» Koenig ranks 2nd on the Badgers and 18th in the
Big Ten averaging 13.4 ppg while shooting 39.7%
from the field and 39.5% (62-147) from 3-point
range. The junior is hitting an average of 2.5 triples
per game (8th in the Big Ten).

Koenig is also tallying 2.6 rpg, 2.3 apg.

» Koenig has found his stroke from outside the

arc during Big Ten play. After shooting 37.3% from
3-point range during the non-conference, Koenig is
connecting on 41.9% (31-74) during league games.

» In the final 5:00 (and overtime) of games, Koenig
is shooting 47.8% (11-23) from 3-point range.

» Koenig has a total of just 6 turnovers in UW's
last 5 games, a span of 152 minutes played.

» In UW’s upset of No. 4 Michigan State (1/17),
Koenig scored a career-high 27 points, going 4-for-8
from 3-point range and 7-for-7 at the FT line. His
big day included a 3-pointer that pulled the Badgers
within one at 76-75 with 22 seconds remaining.

» Koenig has made at least one 3-pointer in 37
consecutive games, which ranks as the 3rd-longest
active streak in the nation. Koenig has hit multiple
triples in 29 of those contests, including 22 of 26
games this season.

» Koenig’s streak of consecutive games with a trey
is the 2nd-longest in Wisconsin history, trailing only
Sean Mason (1995-99), who hit at least one triple in
39 straight between Feb. 14, 1998 — Mar. 12, 1999.

» In UW’s 74-73 win over VCU, Koenig scored a
game-high 22 points, including the game-winning
shot on a spinning, left-handed lay-in with 5.9
seconds remaining.

He then drained a step-back jumper with 22.2
seconds remaining to tie the game at 60-60 with No.
3 Maryland.

» Koenig entered the season with a career-high of
19 points, but has already eclipsed that three times
this season. He scored 27 vs. Michigan State, 23
against Siena and 22 vs. VCU.

» Koenig has an uncharacteristically low assist-
to-turnover ratio this season, dishing 59 assists to
43 turnovers (1.4 ratio). Last season, Koenig had 98
assists to just 33 TOs and his 2.97 ratio was tops
among Big Ten players with at least 75 assists.

» In 24 games as the Badgers’ starting PG last
season, Koenig averaged 11.5 points, 2.2 rebounds
and 2.7 assists per game.

» Over the last 8 games, no team in the Big

Ten has gotten to the free throw line more than
Wisconsin. The Badgers are 146-208 (70.2%) from
the stripe over that span, averaging 26.0 FTAs/game.

»  Qver the 8-game win streak, UW has made 12
more FTs than its opponents have attempted (146 FTs
to 134 opp. FTAs). Compare that to the previous 18
games when the Badgers were -70 in the same stat
(256 FTs to opp. 326 FTAs).

» Overall, UW is 402-570 (70.5%), averaging
21.2 FTAs per game. Among Big Ten teams, only
Minnesota (22.5 FTAs/game) is averaging more.

» Nigel Hayes leads the Big Ten in both free throws
made (150) and free throw attempts (204). He is
averaging 7.8 FTAs per game.

For his career, the junior is 364-for-528 at the
free throw line, already ranking 6th in Wisconsin
history in FTAs and 9th in made FTs.

During his first 2 years on campus, junior forward
Vitto Brown was best-known for his singing prowess.
Now in the Badgers’ starting lineup, Brown is proving
his game might be as strong as his voice.

» Brown has started all but one game this season
and is 4th on the Badgers in scoring at 9.3 ppg and
ranks 3rd with 5.2 rpg.

» The Bowling Green, Ohio native is enjoying the
best stretch of his career, posting back-to-back career
highs vs. Nebraska and Maryland.

Brown scored 18 points (3-for-3 3FGs) on
Feb. 10 vs. the Huskers and then went for 21
points (3-for-6 3FGs) while grabbing 7 rebounds at
Maryland.

» Over the last 6 games, Brown is averaging 12.3
ppg and shooting 9-for-19 (.474) from 3-point range.

» Brown has scored in double figures in 11 games
this season. He had a total of one double-digit scoring
game entering the year.

» After averaging just 1.8 ppg last season, Brown
has increased his scoring by 7.5 ppg. Among Big Ten
players, that ranks as the 4th-largest increase.

» Atalented crooner who has been performing
with his family’s singing group, “Shades of Brown,”
since a young age, Brown has performed the national
anthem before several UW games, including at the
Final Four in Indianapolis last season.

After playing the role of maximum-effort, spark-off-
the-bench player, junior Zak Showalter has emerged
as a well-rounded threat in 2015-16.

» Showalter is coming off 3 straight solid games,
averaging 9.7 ppg, including 10 points vs. Nebraska
(2-2 3FGs) and 11 points (2-3 3FGs) at Maryland.
On the season, he is averaging 7.7 ppg, 3.9 rpg
and is 3rd on the team with 57 assists in 31.6 mpg.

» During Big Ten play, Showalter is 13-for-31 from
3-point range, leading UW shooting 41.9%.

YOUTH BEING SERVED

The 2015-16 Badgers are the school’s youngest roster
in more than 15 years. No team in the Big Ten has
more freshmen on its roster than Wisconsin (8).

» In addition to Ethan Happ, true freshmen Khalil
Iverson, Charlie Thomas and Alex lllikainen have
each seen extensive action off the Badgers’ bench.

» Among major conference teams, only Kentucky,
Duke and LSU has seen freshmen play more minutes
than Wisconsin (1,591).

» Wisconsin’s freshman have played 30.3% of the
team’s minutes this season.

» lllikainen has seen his role expand under Greg
Gard. Under Bo Ryan, lllikainen averaged 1.8 ppg
in just 4.8 minutes. Since Gard took over, that has
jumped to 3.5 ppg in 16.1 mpg.
lllikainen recored a career-high 10 points vs.
Purdue (12/29) and finished with 9 points and 7
rebounds in a career-high 26 minutes at Penn State.
On the year, he is shooting 24-for-53 (.453) from
the field this season, including 9-for-23 (.391) from
3-point range.

» lverson enjoyed a breakout performance at
[llinois (1/31) scoring a career-best 10 points with
5 rebounds in a career-high 30 minutes. He is
averaging 13.8 minutes per game off the bench and
producing 2.7 ppg and 2.1 rpg.

» Thomas is seeing an average of 10.9 mpg and
tallying 2.7 ppg and 2.2 rpg. Thomas posted career
highs of 12 points and 6 rebs vs. Prairie View A&M.

» UW’s other active scholarship freshmen Brevin
Pritzl suffered a broken foot in August and re-injured
it on Dec. 1. He appeared in just 1 game (vs. Siena).
Andy Van Vliet is forced to sit out this season
after the NCAA ruled him ineligible for not enrolling in
college within a year of high school graduation.

FINISHING MOVES

» The Badgers held a 53-45 lead at No. 2 Maryland
with 5:00 remaining on Feb. 13 before closing out
the 70-57 win. That effort continued a very Mariano
Rivera-like trend at Wisconsin.

» Dating back to February of 2011, UW is 133-5
(.964) when leading or tied with 5:00 left, including a
mark of 16-1 this season. UW lost to Milwaukee when
leading 58-55 at the 5:00 mark.

The only other losses over the last 5 years
have been to Duke (tied 56-56) in the 2015 National
Championship, Kentucky (led 69-65) and Ohio State
(led 54-50) in 2014 and at Minnesota in 2012-13
season (led 49-43).

» UW has also won 151 of its last 154 games
(.981) when shooting a higher FG% than its
opponents. The Badgers streak of consecutive wins
when shooting a higher percentage was snapped

at 37 with the loss to Milwaukee. The Badgers shot

» Dating back to 2014, Wisconsin has won 32
consecutive games when scoring at least 70 points.

The 21st consensus All-American in
school history, Kaminsky swept the national awards
winning the Wooden, Naismith, Robertson and AP
Player of the Year. Kaminsky averaged 18.8 ppg, 8.2
rpg while shooting 54.7% overall and 41.6% 3FGs.

» Kaminsky and junior Sam Dekker became the
first Badgers duo to be drafted in the first round

of the NBA Draft. Selected 9th overall by Charlotte,
Kaminsky is the 2nd-highest drafted UW player in the
last 60 years. Dekker was picked 9 spots later by the
Houston Rockets. Senior Duje Dukan also signed a
rookie contract with the Sacramento Kings.

» According to Ken Pomeroy’s rankings, UW
boasted the No. 1 offense in the nation, averaging
127.9 points per 100 possessions. During conference
play, UW ranked 2nd in the Big Ten in scoring (70.3
ppg) and tops in shooting (47.7%).

» UW led the nation in fewest fouls (12.5 avg.),
fewest turnovers (7.4 TOs avg.) and fewest opposing
FTAs per game (11.7). The Badgers also ranked 12th
in the NCAA in scoring D (58.2 ppg).

On the year, the Badgers MADE 584 free throws
while their opponents ATTEMPTED 469 free throws.
UW’s +115 differential was the highest in the nation.

Long considered one
of the most best assistant
coaches in all of college
basketball, Greg Gard was
named the interim head
men’s basketball coach at the
University of Wisconsin on
Dec. 15, 2015. A coaching
veteran of more than 20 years, Gard is in his 15th
season on the Badger basketball staff, serving as the
team’s associate head coach since July of 2008.

“Greg is ready, the staff is ready, all the way
through, and | feel really good about that,” Bo Ryan
said upon his retirement. “There are people that have
received head coaching jobs who were assistants at
places, without anywhere near the record that he has.
There’s nobody more prepared than him.”

As associate head coach, Gard served as the
Badgers’ recruiting coordinator in addition to on-floor
coaching duties, opponent scouting and game
preparation, and the constructing of future game
schedules. He was also the director of the Badger

“Greg knows why we do drills the way we do
them,” Ryan said in 2014. “Why we do things in
a game the way we do them. He understands the
personalities and the interactions of the players. Greg’s
a guy that knows the teams in the league, works
extremely hard at scheduling, which is a very difficult
job. Scouting reports. He just does it all.”

Gard has helped pilot the Badgers to four Big
Ten regular season titles and three Big Ten tournament
championships, most recently winning both crowns
in 2015. UW has made the NCAA tournament in each
of Gard’s 14 seasons, advancing to seven Sweet 16s
three Elite Eights and two Final Fours.

“We almost have two head coaches in Coach
Ryan and Coach Gard,” former guard Josh Gasser said
in 2014. “Coach Gard’s got that head coach mentality,
that moxie about him. And that’s perfect to have.”

Gard came to the Badgers after spending
the previous two seasons as Ryan’s assistant at
UW-Milwaukee, where he had responsibilities in
scouting, summer basketball camp operations and
on-floor coaching, as well as involvement with
recruiting.

Previously, Gard served as an assistant coach to
Ryan at UW-Platteville from 1993-99. During Gard’s

Prior to joining Ryan’s staff in Platteville, Gard
spent three seasons at Southwestern High School
and one at Platteville High School, where he served in
junior high and assistant varsity coaching capacities.

Gard is a 1995 graduate of UW-Platteville with a
degree in physical and health education. He received a
master’s degree in counselor education from Platteville
in 2007. Gard and his wife, Michelle, have two
daughters Mackenzie and Peyton and a son, Isaac.

With 364 wins, Ryan finished his career as the
all-time wins leader in Wisconsin history. Prior
to Ryan’s hire at UW, the Badgers had four
19-win seasons (high of 22) in 103 years.

Including last season, Ryan led the UW to
at least 19 wins in each of his 14 full seasons
at UW and owns 12 seasons of 20+ wins and
4 seasons with 30+. In fact, Ryan’s teams
accounted for the 11 winningest seasons in
school annals.

UW averaged 25.5 wins per season during
the Ryan era with four 30-win seasons.

In the first 96 years of Big Ten play, Wisconsin
won at least 11 Big Ten games 9 times
(just once from 1941-2001). Including this
season, Ryan has led the Badgers to at least
11 conference wins in 12 of 14 seasons. He
was the first Big Ten coach to win at least 11
league games in each of his first four years.
With 172 wins, Ryan owns the most Big
Ten wins in UW history and ranks 9th on the
conference’s all-time list. He has led UW to a
172-68 (.717) conference record, the highest
win percentage of any coach in Big Ten history.
Ryan’s teams own a winning record against
every other team in the Big Ten (min. 3 gms).
Ryan is the fastest coach in UW history
to reach 100 Big Ten wins, doing so in 140
games. That also ties Branch McCracken as
the 2nd-fastest in conference history. Only Bob
Knight (131 games) did it faster.
The Badgers have won 6 Big Ten titles (4
regular season and 2 tournament) under Ryan.
Including this season, UW has finished
among the top 4 in the Big Ten in each of
Ryan’s 14 seasons. That 14-year stretch of
top-4 finishes is the longest in Big Ten history.

Ryan led the Badgers to back-to-back Final
Fours in 2014 and 2015.

Wisconsin made 7 appearances in the first
63 years of the NCAA tournament. Since Bo
Ryan took over as head coach, the Badgers
have earned 14 consecutive tournament bids
and advanced to the Sweet 16 seven times.

UW has won 25 NCAA tournament games
under Ryan, surpassing the Badgers’ total of 9
in the 63 years prior to Ryan.
