FRESHMEN FIVE

For the first time in 20 years, the Badgers are
relying heavily on their freshman class - a 5-man
group that has included Brad Davison, Aleem
Ford, Kobe King, Walt McGrory and Nate
Reuvers.

P UW is starting multiple freshmen (Davison,
Ford and/or Reuvers) for the first time in almost
20 years. The last time the Badgers starting lineup
featured multiple freshmen was the final game

of the 1997-98 season when Mike Kelley, Andy
Kowske and Maurice Linton started in a 66-61
loss to lllinois.

P Wisconsin's freshman fivesome of Davison,
Ford, King, McGrory and Reuvers have combined
to average 29.5 ppg. All 4 scholarship freshman
have had a game scoring in double figures this
season, including 13 such games by Davison.

UW's freshmen have played 38.4% of the
minutes this season.

» Reuvers sat out the first 5 games of the
season while contemplating a redshirt season.
However, he made his debut in Game 6 vs.
Milwaukee, posting 6 rebounds and 2 assists

Reuvers made his first career start vs. Indiana
and finished with 3 points, 2 rebounds and 1 assist
in 14 minutes.

Reuvers has scored at least 8 points in 5 of
UW's 7 Big Ten games, finishing with 10 points on
4-for-4 shooting (2-2 3FGs) against OSU, 11 points
with 4 rebounds at PSU and 10 points vs. Rutgers.

On the season, he is averaging 5.6 points, 2.6
rebounds and leads the team with 21 blocks.

» King's production had been increasing before
a left knee injury ended his season. King averaged
19.0 mpg and 5.2 ppg over the first 10 games.

Over the last 6 games, King's scoring average
climbed to 6.5 ppg and he had gone 7-for-15
(46.7%) from 3-point range over that stretch.

King scored a career-high 10 points (2-5
3FGs) vs. Ohio State on Dec. 2.

FORD FEELING IT

Freshman Aleem Ford has found his stroke from
the outside lately.

P Ford leads the Badgers and ranks 8th in the
Big Ten in 3-point field goal percentage, shooting
45.8% (27-59) from long range. That is also the
league's top mark among freshmen.

Wisconsin's freshman 3-point Pct. record is
44.1% (41-93) by Tim Locum in 1988.

»  Over his last 9 games, Ford has gone 17-for-
30 (56.7%) from 3-point range.

» Ford has started 13 of 20 games this season

and is averaging 6.0 ppg and 3.1 rpg on the season.
Ford scored a career-high 14 points (4-5

3FGs) with 5 rebounds and 3 assists vs. WKU.

WOULD BE NICE TO HAVE TRICE

Sophomore D’Mitrik Trice underwent foot surgery
on Dec. 11 and is hoping to return before the end
of January. Prior to his injury, Trice had started
each of UW's first 10 games at point guard and
established himself as one of the team's better
shooters.

» Playing a team-high 31.5 minutes per game,
Trice ranks 3rd in scoring (9.4 ppg) and 2nd in
assists (2.3 apg). His 23-to-13 assist-to-turnover
ratio (1.8) leads the team (min. 2.0 apg).

P Last season, Trice led UW and ranked 9th in the
B1G shooting 41.8% (38-91) from 3-point range.

Trice's 41.8% 3-point mark was the second-
highest 3FG percentage by a freshman in school
history, trailing only Tim Locum's mark of 44.1%
(41-93) in 1988.

» He was UW's top reserve in terms of points

(5.6), assists (1.7) and minutes (18.3) per game.
The point guard also owned a 1.7 assist-to-

turnover ratio, dishing 63 assists to 37 TOs.

QUICKEST TO 50

»  With a record of 52-28 (.650), head
coach Greg Gard is the 9th coach in UW
history to win 50 games. Gard is the third-
fastest coach in school history to reach the
50-win threshold, trailing only Hall of Fam-
ers Walter Meanwell and Bo Ryan.

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A coaching veteran of more than 20 years, Greg

Gard has expertly made the jump from assistant
coach to head coach at Wisconsin. After assuming
the head coaching reins on Dec. 15, 2015, Gard
will begin his third season as the head coach of
the Badgers in 2017-18 on the heels of leading
the team to the Sweet 16 in each of his first two
seasons at the helm.

After initially taking over on an interim basis,
Gard was officially named head coach of the
Badgers on March 7, 2016. In two seasons, he has
piloted the Badgers to a record of 42-18 (.700),
owning the second-best 60-game start in program
history.

In his first two seasons with the head coaching
title, Gard has maintained a level of success that
has become synonymous with Wisconsin Basket-
ball. In his inaugural season as head coach, Gard
led the Badgers to the 2016 NCAA Tournament
Sweet 16, becoming just the second-ever first-year
coach to win the Jim Phelan National Coach of the
Year award. He followed that up by leading UW to
the fifth-highest single-season win total in school
history (27-10) and making a second-consecutive
visit to the Sweet 16.

Gard is just the third coach in the last 20 years
to pilot his team to the Sweet 16 in each of his first
two seasons, joining UCLA's Steve Lavin (1996-97)
and Gonzaga's Mark Few (2000-01).

The transition to Gard’s leadership began with
a 1-4 start to the Big Ten Conference, but Wiscon-
sin proceeded on a run that saw it win 11 of its
final 13 regular-season games.

A 77-76 victory over fourth-ranked Michigan
State was the beginning of a seven-game win
streak that also featured a win over No. 19 Indiana
and an impressive road triumph at No. 2 Maryland.
The Badgers later added another road win over No.
8 lowa on Feb. 24.

UW finished the regular season in a tie for
third place in the Big Ten standings — extending
its streak of top-four finishes to a league-record
16th-consecutive season — with a 12-6 confer-
ence record. Gard led the Badgers to the most Big
Ten wins by a first-year coach since 2004 (Bruce
Weber, lllinois).

Gard'’s Badgers would follow that up with
another 12-6 conference campaign in 2017,
finishing second in both the regular season and the
Big Ten tournament. Wisconsin would cap off its
27-win season with a signature win in the NCAA
tournament, knocking off the nation’s No. 1 team
Villanova, 65-62, to advance to the Sweet 16.

In 16 total seasons on the Badgers’ bench,
Gard has never seen the Badgers finish lower than
fourth in the Big Ten standings, amassing a com-
bined mark of 196-80 (.710) in league play.

During his tenure as head coach, Gard has
helped a pair of players reach first-team All-Big Ten
status: Nigel Hayes earned the nod in 2016 and

third-team All-American Ethan Happ
received the distinction in 2017.

Long considered one of the top
assistant coaches in the game, Gard
served as an assistant at Wisconsin
for 14-plus seasons, including the final
seven as the associate head coach.
During that time, Gard served as the
Badgers' recruiting coordinator in ad-
dition to on-floor coaching duties, op-
ponent scouting and game preparation,
and the constructing of future game
schedules. He was also the director of
the Badger Boys Basketball Summer
Camps.

Gard has been on the bench for
each of the top 12 winningest seasons
at Wisconsin. He has helped pilot the
Badgers to four Big Ten regular season
titles and three Big Ten tournament
championships, most recently winning
both crowns in 2015. UW has made
the NCAA tournament in each of Gard's
first 14 seasons, advancing to seven
Sweet 16s, three Elite Eights and two
Final Fours.

During Gard’s first two seasons as
head coach, Wisconsin has placed 11
players on the Academic All-Big Ten
list. Over his 16 years in Madison, UW
has boasted a total of 59 Academic
All-Big Ten honors, trailing only Purdue
and Northwestern over that span.

Prior to coming to Wisconsin in
2001, Gard spent the previous two
seasons as Ryan's assistant at UW-
Milwaukee. He also served as an as-
sistant coach to Ryan at UW-Platteville

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THE KOHL GENTER TURNS 20

»  This month, the Kohl Center is celebrating
its 20th anniversary after officially opening its
doors in 1998.

»  The Kohl Center is the home for UW men’s
and women’s basketball, as well as men's hockey.
The Kohl Center was completed for a cost of
$76.4 million and officially opened on January
17, 1998 with a 56-33 men’s basketball win over
Northwestern, before 16,697 in attendance.

»  In addition to UW athletics, the Kohl
Center has played host to several well-known
dignitaries and performers such as: Elton John
and Billy Joel, The Eagles, Tom Petty, Shania
Twain, John Mellencamp, Cher, the Dave Mat-
thews Band and the Dalai Lama. The Kohl Center
also hosted the Jeopardy! College Championship
and President Barack Obama in 2008.

»  The Kohl Center has also served as the
home for the WIAA high school boys’ basketball
and wrestling tournaments as well as the 1998
NCAA Women's Volleyball National Champion-
ship and the 2002 NCAA Men’s Basketball Re-
gional Championship. The University of Wiscon-
sin's commencement ceremonies are also held in
the Kohl Center every December and May.

MAJOR BENEFACTORS

»  The building is named for U.S. Sen. Herb
Kohl (D-Wisconsin), a 1956 graduate of UW-
Madison, who donated $25 million to the
project. Kohl's gift is the single largest private
donation in University history.

»  Former All-Big Ten basketball player Albert
“Ab” Nicholas and his wife, Nancy Johnson
Nicholas, pledged $10 million toward the
project. The facility’s practice gym is named the
Nicholas-Johnson Pavilion. Nicholas received his
B.S. and M.B.A. degrees from UW-Madison.

»  The Kellner family, Jack F. and his sons, Ted
and Jack W., of Milwaukee gave $2.5 million.

All three Kellners received degrees from UW. A
new basketball floor was installed in 2008 and
dedicated to Andy and Susan North for their
generous contribution.

RENOVATION PROJECTS

»  The overhead scoreboard from the UW
Field House was installed in the Kohl Center
upon opening, but was replaced in 2004 and
again in 2017. The new center-hung circular LED
videoboard is almost 35’ wide by 22’ tall weigh-
ing nearly 38,000 pounds. A ring beam was also
installed around the circumference of the arena
on the first balcony.

» In 2012 as part of the LaBahn Arena
construction project, LaBahn Arena and a Kohl
Center remodeling project were completed in
the fall of 2012, keeping the Badgers’ facilities
among the best in the country. Named in honor
of lead donors Charles (Wisconsin '49) and Mary
Ann LaBahn, LaBahn Arena opened on Oct.

19, 2012 and sits adjacent to the Kohl Center,
connected via an underground hallway. This
$27.9 million project includes a competition rink
for UW women'’s hockey as well as new locker
rooms for both men’s and women’s hockey.

P As part of that 2012 project, the Kohl Cen-
ter also received newly remodeled and expanded
locker rooms for the men’s and women'’s bas-
ketball teams. All four locker rooms also include
lounges with ping pong, big-screen televisions
and eating areas as well as a team video room
with stadium-style seating. The updates also
included an increased sports medicine facility
Hydroworx rehabilitation pool and recovery tubs
as well as a student-athlete dining area.

» In 2017, a new center-hung scoreboard was
installed.

CAPACITY

»  The Kohl Center is the third-largest arena in
the Big Ten Conference, seating 17,287 for men’s
basketball, which includes courtside seating. This
figure includes approximately 7,500 seats in the
lower seating bowl and 4,500 in each of the two
balconies.

»  The Kohl Center is home to The Grateful
Red, the third-largest student section in the Big
Ten, seating 2,100.

»  The unique design of the Kohl Center (with
two overhanging balconies) guarantees that all
fans will be close to the playing floor with excel-
lent site lines.
