offense (113.5 adjusted efficiency) and the 14th-ranked defense (92.1 adjusted efficiency).
B |n his fourth season as head coach, Greg Gard has led the Badgers to a mark of 65-38
(.631), the 3rd-highest win percentage in program history (min. 60 games).
B Preseason AP All-American Ethan Happ has opened the season like a postseason All-

American. Ranking 2nd in the nation in double-doubles (8 in 9 games), Happ ranks among
the Big Ten's top 3 in scoring (19.3 ppg), rebounds (10.8 rpg) and assists (4.9 apg). (Page 4)

Happ is just 17 rebounds away from becoming the 15th player in Big Ten history with
1,000 career boards. With 1,734 career points, he is also just 12 points away from mov-
ing into 5th place on Wisconsin's all-time scoring chart. (Page 10)

Sophomore D'Mitrik Trice is off to a sizzling start in 2018-19, ranking 5th in the nation in
3-point field goal percentage, shooting 55.4% (31-for-56) from long range. His 3.1 3FGs
per game also ranks 3rd in the Big Ten. The sophomore guard entered the season with a

career high of 16 points, but has already topped that in 5 of the first 10 games this season.

Savannah State enters the game 2nd in the NCAA with 13.0 3FGs per game. The Badgers
are allowing just 5.8 3FGs per game and foes are shooting 29.1% from deep vs. UW.

UW doesn't beat itself, ranking 32nd in the nation in scoring defense, allowing just 62.6
ppg and ranking 3rd in the NCAA with just 9.2 turnovers per game.

Wisconsin is averaging 41.4 points in the second half of games this season, outscoring
opponents 404-323 for an average margin of 8.1 points per game. UW is shooting 51.6%
and averaging just 3.6 turnovers per game after intermission.

B Despite 34 points from senior Ethan Happ,
Wisconsin was unable to overcome cold outside
shooting in a 74-69 overtime loss at Marquette
on Saturday.

B The game featured 13 lead changes and the
largest lead by either team was just 6 points.

B Wisconsin shot 50.0% overall, but went just
5-for-24 from 3-point range and 10-for-21 at
the free throw line.

B The Badgers held Marquette to 35.4% shoot-
ing overall and 33.3% from outside the arc.
However, MU out-rebounded UW, 14-3, on the
offensive glass, resulting in a 12-2 scoring edge
on second-chance points.

B The Golden Eagles went 22-for-34 at the free
throw line, attempting 15 more FTAs than any
other UW opponent this season.

B Happ's career-high 34 points came on 16-of-21
shooting, one made FG shy of UW's single-
game record. Happ's field goal percentage
(76.2%) is the NCAA's top mark this season
among players with at least 20 FGAs.

Happ also tallied 11 rebounds (his 8th dou-
ble-double of the season) to go with 4 assists, 1
block and 3 steals.

B Sophomores Nate Reuvers and D'Mitrik Trice
rounded out UW's double-digit scorers with 11
and 10 points, respectively. Trice also grabbed 7
boards and dished out a game-high 5 assists.

HAPP OFF TO ALL-AMERICAN START

Senior Ethan Happ opened the season as just the 4th pre-
season AP All-American in UW history. However, early in the
season, he’s playing like a postseason All-American.

Averaging 19.3 points, 10.8 rebounds and 4.9 assists per
game, Happ is the nation's only player averaging at least
17.0 ppg, 10.0 rpg and 4.5 apg.

Over the last 20 years, LSU's Ben Simmons (19.2p, 11.8r,
4.8a) is the nation's only player to reach those marks.

Happ has earned Big Ten Player of the Week honors in 4 of
the season's first 5 weeks.

Happ is 2nd in the NCAA with 8 double-double (in 10
games) this season and has tallied at least 10+ points, 10+
rebounds and 5+ assists in 5 of 10 games. No other player
in the country has more than 3 such games.

Happ ranks 3rd in the Big Ten in scoring, 2nd in rebound-
ing, 3rd in assists, 6th in blocks and 6th in FG Pct.

In addition to his triple-double in the season-opener vs.
Coppin State, Happ has topped 30 points twice this season:
30 points at Xavier and 34 points at Marquette. He also tal-
lied a 32-point effort in 2017 against Rutgers in MSG.

Happ's career-high 34 points at MU came on 16-of-21
shooting, posting the nation's highest FG% for players
attempting at least 20 FGAs this season.

With 22p, 15r, 6a and 4b against Virginia, Happ became
first major conference player to post those numbers since
Georgetown's Michael Sweetney in 2003. Overall, the last
player with those marks was Oakland's Keith Benson (2010).

Happ was named to the Battle 4 Atlantis All-Tournament
team, averaging 17.3 ppg, 13.0 rpg, 3.7 apg and 2.0 bpg
over the 3-game series.

With double-doubles in 8 of the first 10 games this season,
Happ has now authored 39 in his career, equaling Kim
Hughes (1972-74) for second in UW history. He trails only
Joe Franklin (47 from 1966-68).

Happ is the 3rd Badger with multiple games of 30+ points
since 1995, joining Devin Harris (3) and Nigel Hayes (3).

Sophomore D’Mitrik Trice missed the final 23
games of the 2017-18 season with a foot injury,
but he's making up for lost time this season.

B Trice ranks 11th in the Big Ten averaging 16.3
ppg, an increase of 6.9 ppg from last year's
injury-shortened average of 9.4 ppg.

B Trice leads the Big Ten and ranks 5th in the
nation, shooting 55.4% from 3-point range, hit-
ting 31-of-56. He is also 3rd in the conference
averaging 3.1 triples per game, trailing only
Purdue's Carson Edwards (3.9) & Ryan Cline (3.2).

Trice has had already some memorable per-
formances from 3-point range this season.

One of the most explosive athletes in the Big
Ten, Khalil lverson broke into Wisconsin’s start-
ing lineup last year as a junior and enjoyed the
best season of his career. Now entering his
senior season in 2018-19, Iverson has expanded
his game from above-the-rim athlete to all-
around player. In addition to highlight-reel
dunks, Iverson has shown a knack for scoring

in the lane and getting to the free throw line
and embraced the role of defensive stopper last
season. The Delaware, Ohio, native has scored
557 career points in 112 games at UW, includ-
ing 43 starts.

B Brevin Pritzl - Junior - Guard

After emerging as a starter in 2017-18, junior
Brevin Pritzl returns for his fourth year at
Wisconsin. The hot-shooting guard began his
career with a medical hardship when a broken
left foot cost him nearly the entire 2015-16
season. He bounced back to appear in 24
games as a redshirt freshman in 2016-17
before averaging over 29 minutes per game

last season. Lethal from long range, Pritzl hit
multiple 3-pointers in 13 games last season,
including a career-high six triples and 20 points
vs. Minnesota. The all-time leading scorer in De
Pere High School history, Pritzl has rounded out
his game since arriving in Madison, ranking third
on the team in rebounds and tops in assist-to-
turnover in 2017-18.

B Charles Thomas - Senior - Forward

Charles Thomas IV begins his senior season in
2018-19 looking to provide valuable depth to
the Badgers' frontcourt. In his first three sea-
sons at UW, Thomas has appeared in 81 games,
including 38 Big Ten contests and three NCAA
tournament games. A sturdy, low-post presence,
Thomas has shown the ability to score both
inside and outside, scoring 160 career points
and grabbing 134 rebounds while playing 7.3
minutes per game.

B D'Mitrik Trice - Sophomore - Guard

D’Mitrik Trice returns as a third-year sophomore
in 2018-19 after missing the final 23 games and
receiving a medical hardship last season with

a foot injury. Trice, who debuted with a strong
freshman campaign in a sixth-man role in 2016-
17, took over the starting point guard reins a
year ago for Wisconsin. Starting the first 10
games of the season, Trice averaged a team-high
31.5 minutes per game and responded by rank-
ing third on the team with 9.4 points per game
and second with 2.3 assists per game before the
injury. A sturdy ball handler and sharp-shooter,
Trice shot a team-high 41.8 percent from
3-point range in 37 games as a freshman in
2016-17. The Huber Heights, Ohio, native has
earned a reputation as a natural leader after a
successful prep career in basketball and quarter-
backing his high school football team to a state
championship.

2016 JIM PHELAN NATIONAL COACH OF THE YEAR

coaching veteran of more than 20 years, Greg Gard has expertly made the jump from assistant
coach to head coach at Wisconsin. After assuming the head coaching reins on Dec. 15, 2015, Gard
promptly led the team to the Sweet 16 in each of his first two seasons at the helm and will begin
his fourth season as the head coach of the Badgers in 2018-19.

Initially an interim head coach, Gard proved quickly he was worthy of the head coaching position and was
officially named as such on March 7, 2016. In three seasons, he owns the third-highest winning percentage
in UW history, piloting the Badgers to a record of 57-36 (.613).

In his first two seasons with the head coaching title, Gard maintained a level of success that has become
synonymous with Wisconsin Basketball. In his inaugural season as head coach, Gard led the Badgers to the
2016 NCAA Tournament Sweet 16, becoming just the second-ever first-year coach to win the Jim Phelan
National Coach of the Year award. He followed that up by leading UW to the fifth-highest single-season win
total in school history (27-10) and making a second-consecutive visit to the Sweet 16.

Gard is just the third coach in the last 20 years to pilot his team to the Sweet 16 in each of his first two
seasons, joining UCLA’s Steve Lavin (1996-97) and Gonzaga’s Mark Few (2000-01).

Wisconsin maintained its place among the top of the Big Ten during the transition to Gard as well. In his
first season, the Badgers finished the regular season in a tie for third place in the Big Ten standings — extend-
ing its streak of top-four finishes to a league-record 16th-consecutive season — with a 12-6 conference
record. Gard led the Badgers to the most Big Ten wins by a first-year coach since 2004 (Bruce Weber, lllinois).

Gard’s Badgers would follow that up with another 12-6 conference campaign in 2017, finishing second
in both the regular season and the Big Ten tournament. Wisconsin would cap off its 27-win season with a
signature win in the NCAA tournament, knocking off the nation’s No. 1 team Villanova, 65-62, to advance to
the Sweet 16.

Gard'’s first two seasons as head coach at Wisconsin continued a trend of lofty academic success, plac-
ing 15 players on the Academic All-Big Ten list. Over his 17 years in Madison, UW has boasted a total of 63
Academic All-Big Ten honors, trailing only Purdue and Northwestern over that span.

Long considered one of the top assistant coaches in the game, Gard served as an assistant at Wisconsin
for 14-plus seasons, including the final seven as the associate head coach. In 2015, Gard was ranked as the
fourth-best “X&O” assistant coach in college basketball by coachstat.net. In 2012, Gard was named No. 3
on the list of top assistant coaches in college basketball according to Bleacher Report. FOX Sports also listed
Gard No. 10 on its list of the nation’s top 25 assistant coaches.

Prior to coming to Wisconsin in 2001, Gard spent the previous two seasons as an assistant at
UW-Milwaukee and served as an assistant coach at UW-Platteville from 1993-99.

Prior to joining Ryan’s staff in Platteville, Gard spent three seasons at Southwestern High School and one
at Platteville High School, where he served in junior high and assistant varsity coaching capacities.

In 2016, Gard and his wife, Michelle, partnered with the University of the Wisconsin and Wisconsin
Foundation and Alumni Association, to launch Garding Against Cancer. This fundraising initiative raises funds
and awareness for cancer research and care within the state of Wisconsin. In its first two years of hosting
fundraising events across the state, GAC raised more than $2 million dollars in the fight against cancer.

Gard is a 1995 graduate of UW-Platteville with a degree in physical and health education. He received
a master’s degree in counselor education from Platteville in 2007. Gard and his wife, Michelle, have two
daughters, Mackenzie and Peyton, and a son, Isaac.
