D'MITRIK THRICE

HAPP'S CAREER IN RARE AIR

After missing the final 23 games of last season with
a foot injury, sophomore D’Mitrik Trice is one of
the most improved players in the B1G this season.

B Trice ranks 17th in the Big Ten averaging 14.2
ppg, an increase of 4.8 ppg from last year's
injury-shortened average of 9.4 ppg.

B Trice ranks 3rd in the Big Ten and 10th in the
nation, shooting 45.7% from 3-point range, hit-
ting 53-0f-116. He is also 3rd in the conference
averaging 2.7 triples per game.

Trice has had already some memorable
performances from 3-point range this season.
Trice went 5-5 from deep at Xavier, 7-8 vs.
Oklahoma, 4-5 vs. NC State, 4-8 at lowa, 4-7 vs.
SSU, 4-7 vs. Purdue and 4-6 vs. Northwestern.

TR-ICE IN HIS VEINS

D'Mitrik Trice ranks 3rd in the

Big Ten shooting 45.7% (53-116)
from 3-point range.

The UW single-season 3FG
Pct. record is 49.0% (75-153) by Tracy
Webster in 1991-92.

B For his career, Trice is shooting 41.7% from
3-point range, hitting 103-o0f-247. That is tied
for 8th on UW's all-time 3-point shooting ledger
(list on page 10).

W Trice entered the season with a career high of
16 points against Oklahoma as a freshman in
2016-17. Through 20 games this season, he has
already matched or topped that figure 8 times.

Trice opened the season with 21 points
against Coppin State and 22 points at Xavier.
He then poured in 25 points against Oklahoma,
scored 18 vs. NC State, tallied 20 at lowa, 17 vs.
Purdue and 18 vs. Northwestern.

B Trice has also authored 54 assists with just 32
turnovers on the year, good for a 1.7 assist-to-
TO ratio. That figure would rank 8th in the Big
Ten, but he falls a few assists shy of qualifying.

REUVERS RISING

Ethan Happ is putting together one of the greatest
careers in Big Ten annals (more on page 9).

Starting all 125 games of his career, Happ ranks
among the all-time top 5 in each of the 5 major
statistically categories. He is the only Big Ten
player to achieve that status.

B Sophomore Nate Reuvers has scored in double
figures in 7 of the last 12 games, averaging 10.0
ppg over that stretch.

B On the season, Reuvers is 4th on the Badgers
in scoring (8.7 ppg), 3rd in rebounding (3.2 rpg)
and 2nd in field goal percentage (.504)

B Reuvers has rewritten his career-high scoring
total twice in the last 4 games. The 6-11 stretch
four had 18 points (4-8 3FGs) and 7 rebounds
at Maryland before posting 22 points and 10
rebounds at lllinois.

B Reuvers ranks 3rd in the Big Ten averaging 1.7
blocks per game. Reuvers tied the UW single-
game record with 9 blocked shots against
Stanford on Nov. 21.

B Reuvers ranks 15th in the Big Ten shooting
40.0% from 3-point range, hitting 20-of-50 from
beyond the arc. He is 1 of just 3 players 6-11 or
taller to hit at least 20 3-pointers this season.

As a freshman last season, Reuvers went
12-for-47 (25.5%) from long range.

On the heels of one of the best freshman seasons
in Wisconsin history, sophomore Brad Davison is
starting to heat up in year number two.

Over the last 10 games, Davison is averag-
ing 13.5 ppg, including games of 24 points vs.
Savannah State and 26 at Western Kentucky.
He is shooting 23-for-41 (56.1%) over the last
10 games.

On the season, Davison is averaging 10.7 ppg.
He averaged 12.1 ppg last season.

Davison is 2nd on the Badgers and 5th in

the conference, shooting 43.4% (33-76) from
3-point range. That's an improvement from his
35.5% (60-169) mark last season.

Among Badgers with at least 20 FTAs, Davison
leads the team shooting 77.8% at the line (35-
45). He is also 13th in the conference with 1.2
steals per game.

A 2018 Big Ten All-Freshman Team pick, Davison
ranked among the top 5 B1G freshmen in scor-
ing, assists, steals, 3FG%, and FT% last season.

Wisconsin is on pace for its best outside
shooting pct. since hitting 42.6% in 1991-92.

UW has 4 players shooting over 40.0% from
3-point range (min. 10 3FGs), the most of any
team in the Big Ten.

D'Mitrik Trice (45.7%), Brad Davison (43.4%),
Kobe King (41.9%) and Nate Reuvers (40.0%).
UW has 3 players who rank among the Big Ten's
top 3-point shooters: Trice is 3rd in the B1G and
13th in the NCAA, Davison is 5th in the B1G
and Reuvers is 15th in the conference.

B Wisconsin is averaging just 9.9 turnovers per
game, a figure that ranks 2nd in the Big Ten and
6th in the nation.

B The Badgers also rank 2nd in the Big Ten and
21st in the NCAA with a 1.4 assist-to-turnover
ratio, handing out 277 assists to just 197 turn-
overs.

B [ndividually, D'Mitrk Trice leads UW with a 1.7
assist-to-turnover (54 assists, 32 TOs) ratio. That
figure would rank 8th in the Big Ten, but Trice
falls a few assists short of qualifying.

Ethan Happ does rank 8th in the Big Ten with
a 1.7 assist-to-TO ratio (103 assists, 59 TOs).

After assuming the head coaching reins on Dec. 15, 2015, Gard prompt-
ly led the team to the Sweet 16 in each of his first two seasons at the helm and will begin his fourth
season as the head coach of the Badgers in 2018-19.

Initially an interim head coach, Gard proved quickly he was worthy of the head coaching position and was
officially named as such on March 7, 2016. In three seasons, he owns the third-highest winning percentage
in UW history, piloting the Badgers to a record of 57-36 (.613).

In his first two seasons with the head coaching title, Gard maintained a level of success that has become
synonymous with Wisconsin Basketball. In his inaugural season as head coach, Gard led the Badgers to the
2016 NCAA Tournament Sweet 16, becoming just the second-ever first-year coach to win the Jim Phelan
National Coach of the Year award. He followed that up by leading UW to the fifth-highest single-season win
total in school history (27-10) and making a second-consecutive visit to the Sweet 16.

Gard is just the third coach in the last 20 years to pilot his team to the Sweet 16 in each of his first two
seasons, joining UCLA’s Steve Lavin (1996-97) and Gonzaga’s Mark Few (2000-01).

Wisconsin maintained its place among the top of the Big Ten during the transition to Gard as well. In his
first season, the Badgers finished the regular season in a tie for third place in the Big Ten standings — extend-
ing its streak of top-four finishes to a league-record 16th-consecutive season — with a 12-6 conference
record. Gard led the Badgers to the most Big Ten wins by a first-year coach since 2004 (Bruce Weber, lllinois).

Gard’s Badgers would post another 12-6 conference campaign in 2017, finishing second in both the
regular season and the Big Ten tournament. Wisconsin would cap off its 27-win season with a signature win
in the NCAA tournament, knocking off the nation’s No. 1 team Villanova, 65-62, to advance to the Sweet 16.

Gard'’s first two seasons as head coach at Wisconsin continued a trend of lofty academic success, plac-
ing 15 players on the Academic All-Big Ten list. Over his 17 years in Madison, UW has boasted a total of 63
