THE STARTING FIVE

1. Series History

Saturday’s game will be the 148th meeting all-time between Michigan State and Wisconsin ... Michigan State leads the all-time series with Wisconsin,
83-64 ... The Badgers have a 46-25 advantage in games played in Madison ... The Spartans are 20-11 in their last 31 games and have won eight-straight
over the Badgers ... The home team has won 21 of the last 25 games played on a college campus, with the lone exceptions being MSU’s wins in Madison
in 2012, 2013, 2018 and 2019 ... Tom Izzo is 32-20 in his career against Wisconsin.

2. Last Meeting with Wisconsin

Michigan State used a big second half run, four players scored in double figures and senior guard Cassius Winston became the all-time leader in assists at
the school as the Spartans beat Wisconsin, 67-55, at the Breslin Center on Jan. 17 ... Junior forward Xavier Tillman scored 15 points, had eight rebounds
and four assists to lead the Spartans, while sophomore forward Aaron Henry added 13 points, five rebounds and three assists ... Sophomore forward Gabe
Brown had 13 points and four rebounds and freshman guard Rocket Watts added 11 points, three rebounds and three assists ... MSU saw a 19-point lead
(39-20) shrink to six points, 39-33, before going on a 25-6 run over a span of 7:03 and taking a 64-39 lead on a dunk from Brown with 7:44 to play

3. About the Spartans

Senior guard Cassius Winston leads MSU, and ranks third in the Big Ten, in scoring, averaging 18.0 points per game ... Winston is also fourth in the league
in assists (5.9 apg), first in free throw percentage, connecting on 85.7 percent of his shots (72-0f-84), 13th in field goal percentage (43.1%) and tied for fifth
in 3-point percentage (38.6%) ... Junior forward Xavier Tillman is second on the team with 13.8 points per game (T14th in the Big Ten) and tops the team
(3rd in the Big Ten) with 9.9 rebounds per game, while adding 3.2 assists (T11th in the Big Ten) per game and 2.1 blocks per game (T4th in the Big Ten)
... Tillman is the only player in the league in the top-15 in scoring, rebounding, assists and blocks ... Sophomore forward Aaron Henry is third on the team
with 9.7 points per game, while adding 4.3 rebounds and 2.9 assists (T15th in the Big Ten) ... MSU has four other players averaging at least 4.0 points
per game, led by sophomore forward Gabe Brown, who is averaging 8.5 points and 4.3 rebounds ... Freshman guard Rocket Watts adds 6.8 points, 2.2
rebounds and 1.9 assists ...Freshman forward Malik Hall, who has started the last two games, is averaging 4.8 points and 3.3 rebounds, and sophomore
forward Marcus Bingham Jr., is averaging 4.5 points, 4.6 rebounds and 1.6 blocks.

4. Winston Selected as Candidate for Senior CLASS Award

Cassius Winston has been named a candidate for the Senior CLASS Award. Winston is one of 30 players considered for the annual award ... To be eligible
for the award, a student-athlete must be classified as an NCAA Division | senior and have notable achievements in four areas of excellence: community,
classroom, character and competition ... An acronym for Celebrating Loyalty and Achievement for Staying in School ®, the Senior CLASS Award focuses
on the total student-athlete and encourages students to use their platform in athletics to make a positive impact as leaders in their communities.

5. Winston Breaks Michigan State and Big Ten All-Time Record for Career Assists

Senior guard Cassius Winston handed out four assists in the win over Wisconsin on Jan. 17 and became the all-time leader in assists at Michigan State
and in the Big Ten Conference ... Winston’s 817 career assists (he now has 831) broke the career record — and Big Ten mark — of 816, held for 20 years by
former Spartan Mateen Cleaves ... Winston, who has scored 1,753 career points and ranks among the top-10 all-time in scoring at MSU, is the first player
in Big Ten history to score at least 1,600 points and hand out at least 800 assists.

WINSTON IN EXCLUSIVE CLUB AT MSU

When Cassius Winston scored 27 points against Michigan last season to move past the 1,200-point
mark for his career, he became one of four players in MSU history to score at least 1,200 points in
their career, while handing out at least 600 assists:

(13.8 ppg), leads the team in rebounds (9.9 rpg, third in the Big Ten) and blocked shots (2.1 bpg)
and is third on the team in assists (3.2 apg) ... He is the only Division | player averaging at least
13.0 points, 9.0 rebounds, 3.0 assists and 2.0 blocked shots ... He is also the only Big Ten player
among the top-15 in the league in points, rebounds, assists and blocked shots.

BLOCK PARTY

Junior forward Xavier Tillman and the Spartans are among the leaders in blocked shots and blocks
per game ...

14.7 points, 12.9 rebounds, 2.1 blocks and 2.8 assists.

Langford had been sidelined in the preseason
with a stress reaction in his left foot ... Langford played in the first 13 games of the 2018-19
season before being sidelined ... He was third on the team in scoring with 15.0 points per
game, fourth with 3.6 rebounds, third with 2.3 assists, third on the team in 3-point field goal
percentage (40.3 percent) and third in minutes played (28.4/game) ... In 83 career games, with
75 starts, Langford has averaged 10.2 points, 2.8 rebounds and 1.5 assists, while shooting

he averaged 11.7 points and 3.0 rebounds while connecting on 40.4 percent of his 3-point field

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MICHIGAN STATE RETIRES DRAYMOND
GREEN’S NUMBER

The Michigan State men’s basketball program retired Dray-
mond Green’s No. 23 on Tuesday, Dec. 3 when the Spartans
hosted Duke. Green, who played in two Final Fours and
won three Big Ten regular-season championships, earned
National Player of the Year honors in 2012 in addition to
being a consensus First Team All-American and Big Ten
Player of the Year.

Green is one of just four players in Michigan State history
to earn National Player of the Year honors, having been
selected by the National Association of Basketball Coaches
in 2012. A consensus First Team All-American, he also col-
lected Big Ten Player of the Year and Big Ten Tournament
Most Outstanding Player accolades in 2012. In addition to
First-Team All-Big Ten honors in 2012, he was a second-
team honoree in 2011 and 2010, while also being named
Big Ten Sixth Man of the Year in 2010. As a senior in 2012,
he also earned a spot on the Big Ten All-Defensive Team.

During his time at Michigan State, Green played in the 2009
and 2010 Final Fours, won three Big Ten regular-season
championships in 2009, 2010 and 2012, and captured a Big
Ten Tournament championship in 2012.

He is the all-time leading rebounder in Michigan State
history, collecting 1,096 career caroms from 2008-09 to
2011-12. He also ranks second in career steals (180), sixth
in career blocks (117) and 18th in career scoring with 1,517
points. He finished his career just 27 assists shy of MSU
career Top 10. He is one of just four players in MSU history
to record a triple-double, posting three, including two in
NCAA Tournament competition.

Since leaving Michigan State, Green has gone on to have
a successful NBA career. Now entering his eighth season,
he has been a part of three NBA Championship teams with
the Golden State Warriors (2015, 2017, 2018). Individually,
Green appeared in three straight NBA All-Star games from
2016-2018, and is a two-time All-NBA honoree, earning
a spot on the second team in 2016 and the third team in
2017. The 2017 NBA Defensive Player of the Year, Green
is a five-time NBA All-Defensive selection, earning three
first-team honors from 2015-17 and second team honors
in 2018 and 2019. In 2016, Green won an Olympic Gold
Medal with Team USA at the Summer Olympic Games in
Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.

“Smoothie” was the nickname for Winston, who was a sophomore at Albion College
and a member of the basketball team ... The Spartans played Albion in an exhibition game on Oct. 29 at the Breslin Center ... Khy Winston, the youngest
brother, played 11 minutes and scored three points ... Zachary did not play due to an injury.

Coach lzzo

In his 25th year, Tom Izzo (Northern Michigan, '77) is 622-237 (.724), and 296-128 (.698) in the Big
Ten, as the head coach of the Michigan State basketball program. He ranks as the winningest coach
in Michigan State history, having passed his mentor Jud Heathcote with his 341st career victory on
Nov. 28, 2009. In his 24 seasons as a head coach, |zzo has captured eight National Coach of the
Year awards, including the Clair Bee Award in 2005 and NABC honors in 2001 and 2012. In 1999,
I1zzo was named National Coach of the Year by Basketball Times, while earning similar honors from
The Associated Press, Basketball News and the USBWA in '98. He also earned National Coach of the
Year accolades from CBSSports.com in 2012. He earned Big Ten Coach of the Year honors in 1998,
2009 and 2012. Izzo was enshrined in the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame on September
9, 2016, cementing his status as one of the game’s all-time greats.

Among The Big Ten’s Best

Tom lIzzo’s .698 winning percentage in Big Ten games ranks third all-time among league coaches
with at least 10 years of service, behind former Wisconsin coach Bo Ryan (.717), and former Indiana
coach Bob Knight (.700), and ahead of former Purdue coach Ward Lambert (.685). In all games, Ohio
State’s Thad Matta ranks first at .748, followed by Ryan (.737), Knight (.734), 1zzo (.724), Wisconsin’s
Walter Meanwell (.712), and Lambert (.709). With 293 conference victories, 1zzo ranks second all time.

Izzo Among Best Ever
Through his first 24 seasons, Tom Izzo won 606 games, ranking fifth in college basketball history for
most wins by a college coach in his first 24 years.

Final Fours

Tom Izzo led MSU to eight Final Four appearances between 1999 and 2019, becoming just the fourth
school in college basketball history to do itin any 21-year span, including just the third since the tourna-
ment field expanded to 64 teams in 1985. 1zzo’s eight Final Fours are the most by any coach since his
first season in 1996 and he ranks fifth all-time, including third among active coaches. The eight Final
Fours are also the most by any Big Ten coach.
