The
guard scored a career-high 18 points at
Northwestern on Dec. 5. Schramek is

shooting 50% (17-34) from the field and
68.9% (11-16) from the free-throw line
over the last four games. She also adds
4.5 rebounds and 2.0 assists per game.

Sophomore Halle Douglass earned her
first start this season against lllinois
State, scoring a career-high 12 points
and pulling down a career-best nine
rebounds. The 6-foot-1guard is averag-
ing season bests of 3.3 points and 2.3
rebounds while shooting a season-best
43.5% from the field.

Junior Sydney Hilliard is shooting
57.9% (66-114) from field goal range,
which leads the team and ranks third
in the Big Ten. The 5-foot-11 guard also
leads the Badgers and ranks 15th in the
Big Ten with 14.5 points per game.

Three Badgers rank among the top-
five players in the Big Ten in minutes
played. Katie Nelson leads the Big Ten
with 37.7 minutes per game while Julie
PospiSilova ranks second with 35.9
points per game. Sydney Hilliard ranks
fifth in the conference with 34.7 min-
utes per game.

B The Badgers took a 16-8 lead at the

end of the first quarter, outscoring ISU
10-2 over the final 4:36 of the period.
Wisconsin would maintain a double-dig-
it lead for most of the game, though the
Redbirds cut the lead to eight (53-45)
with 3:03 to play in the third quarter.

B Sydney Hilliard and Katie Nelson fin-

ished with 17 points apiece. Nelson shot
85.7% (6-7) from the field, including
83.3% (5-6) from 3-point range, while
adding five assists. Hilliard shot 8-11
(72.7%) from the field.

B Wisconsin shot a season-high 53.8%

(28-52) from the field, including 50%
(10-20) from 3-point range.

B Halle Douglass tallied career highs of

12 points and nine rebounds. Teammate
Julie PospiSilova also chipped in 10
points for the Badgers.

B UW outrebounded the Redbirds 33-29

but still struggled with turnovers, giving
the ball away 17 times.

2020.

It also ties for fifth on the UW freshman
single-game scoring list.

MOSELEY RECOGNIZED

Head coach Marisa Moseley was named
one of 40 Under 40: Rising Stars in
women's basketball, according to The
Athletic on Nov. 23.

FIRST WIN FOR MOSELEY

The Badgers opened their first season
under head coach Marisa Moseley with
a 67-51 win over St. Thomas on Nov. 10.
Wisconsin outscored the Tommies 24-11
in the second quarter to pull away.

POSPISILOVA PLAYS INTERNATIONAL

Junior Julie Pospisilova missed the first
two games of the season, playing with
the Czech Republic in the European
Championships.

The Czech team lost to Belarus, 66-60,
on Nov. 13 with Pospisilova scoring four
points, adding two assists and one steal.
On Nov. 14 the team defeated Ireland,
70-54, with PospiSilova scoring seven
points and adding three rebounds, thee
assists and one steal.

Over the two games, PospiSilova aver-
aged 18 minutes, 5.5 points, 1.5 rebounds,
2.5 assists and 1.0 steals per game.

STARTERS, STATS RETURN

Wisconsin returns nine letterwinners
and three starters from last season.

Leading the team is Sydney Hilliard,
who averaged a team-best 15.5 ppg last
season, earning consensus honorable
mention All-Big Ten selection in 2021.
Other returning starters include Julie

Tara Stauffacher was ranked
as the No. 1 player in the state in 2019
by MaxPreps.com for Beaver Dam High
School. Freshman Maty Wilke joins the
Badgers this season after a standout
career at Beaver Dam.

B The other Wisconsin native is Natalie
Leuzinger from Monroe.

BADGERS WELCOME FIVE

B The Badgers added five new athletes to
the team in 2021-22.

B Graduate student Katie Nelson comes
to Wisconsin after playing at Boston
University under head coach Marisa
Moseley the last four years. Nelson was
a three-time All-Patriot League pick,
including first-team honors in 2021. The
5-foot-8 guard scored more than 1,000
points and led the Terriers in assists all
three years.

B Redshirt sophomore Lexi Duckett will
see her first playing time this season
after transferring from North Carolina at
semester break in 2020-21. The 5-foot-
11 guard played in 17 games with the
Tarheels in 2019-20, averaging 1.0 points
and 0.6 rebounds per game.

B Wisconsin also signed three for the
2021-22 season—Maty Wilke, a 5-foot-
10 guard from Beaver Dam; Sacia
Vanderpool, a 6-foot-4 forward from
Byron, Minnesota; and Krystyna Ellew, a
5-foot-10 guard from Chicago.
