The Badgers celebrate their win
at Rutgers on Sunday.

B Wisconsin picked up its first Big Ten
win of the season, downing Rutgers,
49-45, last Sunday. It was UW's first Big
Ten road win since defeating lllinois,
73-64, on Feb. 2, 2020, and also the
first time the Badgers have won at
Rutgers. Wisconsin also trailed by as
many as 12 points in the first quarter,
tying for the seventh-biggest come-
back win in program history.

B The Badgers recorded a season-high
15 steals against the Scarlet Knights on
Sunday, forcing an opponent season-
high 25 turnovers. Sophomore Halle
Douglass led all players with a career-
high five steals while Sydney Hilliard
and Julie Pospisilova both added three
takeaways.

B The Badgers pulled down a season-low
19 rebounds at Rutgers, which ties for
second on the UW game record list
for fewest rebounds. Wisconsin has
struggled with its rebounding the last
four games, averaging 25.8 boards per
game over the stretch. On the season,

UW ranks 14th in the Big Ten with 30.6
rebounds per game.

Junior Julie PospiSilova and sophomore
Brooke Schramek rank among the top
Big Ten players for most improved scor-
ers. Pospisilova ranks fifth, upping her
scoring from 8.9 last season to 14.6 this
season, an improvement of 5.7 ppg.
Schramek ranks ninth, improving her
scoring from 2.9 as a freshman to 6.3
this season, plus 3.4 points.

Junior Julie Pospisilova continues
her double-figure scoring streak, hav-
ing scored 10-or-more points in all 14
games she has played this season.
The 6-foot guard leads the Badgers
and ranks 15th in the Big Ten with 14.6
points per game.

After averaging nearly 20 turnovers per
game in mid-December, the Badgers
have improved their ball control the
last four games, averaging 13.8 turn-
overs per game.

B UW cut the Rutgers lead to 39-37 with

7:26 remaining. Julie PospisSilova scored
four straight to tie the game at 41 with
4:58 to play and give Wisconsin its
first lead of the game (43-41) with 3:12
remaining in the game. Two free throws
from Sara Stapleton put the Badgers up
45-41 with 2:21 on the clock.

B The Scarlet Knights made it a two-point

game (47-45) before Hilliard hit a base-
line jumper as the shot clock expired,
giving Wisconsin a 47-43 lead with 1:29
to play. Rutgers cut UW's lead to 47-45
with 1:07 remaining and had a chance
for a game-winning 3-pointer with two
seconds on the clock but Wisconsin
forced a shot-clock violation.

B Hilliard and PospiSilova shared game-

high honors with 13 points a piece while
Hilliard led Wisconsin with six rebounds
from Hilliard.
