Wisconsin scored a season-low points
and shot just 33.3% (18-54) from the
field, including 20% (3-15) from 3-point
range. Sydney Hilliard was the only
Badger to score in double figures, tal-
lying 13 points. UW's next scorer was
Julie Pospisilova with seven points,
snapping her streak of 14-straight
games in double figures.

B Graduate student Katie Nelson has
been selected to participate in the
WBCA “So You Want to be a Coach”
program. Each student-athlete will par-
ticipate in a two-day workshop on
March 31 and April 1 during the WBCA
Convention in Minneapolis.

B Junior Sydney Hilliard has led the
Badgers in steals in seven games this
season, tying for second in the Big Ten
with 2.0 steals per game on the season.
The 5-foot-11 guard had a season-high
five steals vs. NJIT on Nov. 14 and has
two-or-more takeaways in nine games.

Hilliard has 30 steals this season, sur-
passing her freshman season total of
29 steals.

16 and at Michigan on Thursday,
which ties for second on the UW
game record list for fewest rebounds.

Wisconsin has struggled with its
rebounding the last five games, aver-
aging 24.4 boards per game over the
stretch. On the season, UW ranks 14th
in the Big Ten with 29.9 rebounds per
game while giving up 35.8 boards per
game for a rebounding margin of minus
5.9 rebounds per game.

The Czech team lost to Belarus, 66-60,
on Nov. 13 with Pospisilova scoring four
points, adding two assists and one steal.
On Nov. 14 the team defeated Ireland,
70-54, with PospiSilova scoring seven
points and adding three rebounds, thee
assists and one steal.

Over the two games, PospiSilova aver-
aged 18 minutes, 5.5 points, 1.5 rebounds,
2.5 assists and 1.0 steals per game.

STARTERS, STATS RETURN
