Freshman Krystyna Ellew is one of
the top freshmen 3-point shooters in
UW history, currently ranking seventh
among all Badger rookies with 35 tri-
ples made. She also ranks eighth with a
3-point percentage of .372 while rank-
ing ninth with 94 3-point attempts.

Grad student Katie Nelson has played
at least 40 minutes in 12 games this
season, including the last four games
in a row, to lead the nation with 1,031
minutes played. The guard leads the
Big Ten and ranks fourth nationally,
averaging 38.2 minutes per game.

B Nebraska, which is receiving votes in
the national coaches' poll, edged UW,
34-28, in rebounds as Douglass and
Ellew led the Badgers with six boards
apiece.
