  At 17-4, Wisconsin is off to its best start under 
Greg Gard and best since 2016-17 and has 
built one of the nation’s top resumes:

  6 - UW owns the nation’s No. 2 strength of 
record and has played the 2nd-toughest sched-
ule in the NCAA according to ESPN (page 2).

  7 - Quad 1 wins, tied for the most in the NCAA. 
Wisconsin has zero losses outside Quad 1.

  8 - wins away from the Kohl Center.

  The Badgers are 10-1 in games decided by 6 
or fewer points, most “close” wins in Div. 1.

  Wisconsin is averaging 72.1 ppg, which would 
be the team’s highest mark since 2016-17.

  UW is averaging 75.5 ppg over the last 11 
games, topping 70 in 9 of 1 games.

  The Badgers are playing at their fastest pace 
in over 20 years. (more on Page 2)

  Ranked 8th in the nation in scoring at 21.4 
ppg, Johnny Davis is playing like an All-
American. (see Page 3)

  Davis is the only Big Ten player to lead his 
team in ppg (21.4), rpg (8.3) and apg (2.5).

  During conference play, Davis has been even 
better, leading the Big Ten at 22.4 ppg and 
ranking 2nd at 9.7 rpg.

  Davis has posted back-to-back 15-rebound 
games, becoming the first Badger to do so since 
6-11 center Rashard Griffith in 1995.

  Davis authored arguably the greatest perfor-
mance in college basketball this season with 37 
pts and 14 rebs in a win at No. 3 Purdue (1/3).

  Senior Brad Davison is having the best year of 
his career, ranking 15th in the Big Ten scoring 
15.2 ppg. He is 2nd in the B1G shooting 41.9% 
on 3FGs during conference play. (more Page 5)

  Davison has more 
than carried the 
load when needed. 
Since Dec. 1, 
Johnny Davis has 
scored below 19 
points just 4x. 
In those games, 
Davison averaged 
21.8 ppg (56.3% 
3FG, 18-for-32).

  Since the Kohl Center opened in 1998, 
Wisconsin is 332-59 (84.9%), owning the 9th-
best home win pct. among all active arenas.

  UW ranks 2nd in the Big Ten shooting 75.9% 
at the FT line and has made 95 more FTs (305) 
than its foes (210).

  Wisconsin leads the NCAA averaging just 8.3 
turnovers per game, a figure that would rank 
4th in UW history.

  Wisconsin has 4 double-digit comebacks this 
season, including 3 second-half comebacks of 
10+ points. (more on Page 6)

  In his 7th season as head coach, Greg Gard has 
guided Wisconsin to a 136-74 (.648) record - 
77-48 (.616) in Big Ten play. (more Page 5)

  Gard owns the 7th-highest win percentage of 
any Big Ten coach of the last 40 years.

  Including a win at No. 3 Purdue this season, 
Gard has led UW to 9 top-10 wins, including 6 
away from home (4 in true road games).

  Junior Tyler Wahl is averaging 14.9 ppg and 
7.3 rpg over UW’s last 7 games. He is shooting 
59.% (40-68) from the field over that stretch.

  Sophomore Steven Crowl has made a big jump, 
averaging 9.0 ppg and 4.4 rpg. He had a total of 
8 points and 9 rebounds last season.

BADGERS LOOK TO START NEW STREAK, EXTEND ANOTHER

  Wisconsin hosts Penn State looking to start a new winning streak and 
extend another impressive one. The Badgers have won 20 straight home 
games against the Nittany Lions. Tip is set for 5 p.m. (CT) on BTN.

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AMONG NATION’S BEST RESUMES
Off to a 17-3 start, Wisconsin has put together 
arguably the nation’s top resume.

  Wisconsin owns the nation’s No. 6 strength 
of record and has played the 3rd-toughest 
schedule in the NCAA according to ESPN. 

  According to NET rankings, Wisconsin is 7-4 
in Quad 1 games, with ZERO losses outside 
the first quadrant.

  UW’s 7 Quad 1 wins is tied with Auburn, 
Baylor, Kansas and Marquette for the most in 
all of college basketball.

  UW is 10-4 in Quad 1/2 games this season 
(7-4 Quad 1, 3-0 Quad 2). Only Auburn, Baylor 
and Kansas have more (11) Quad 1/2 win.

 Wisconsin is 17-2 at full strength this season, 
as 2 of the Badgers 4 losses came without 
starters: Johnny Davis (vs. Providence) and 
Tyler Wahl (vs. Michigan State).

  Wisconsin’s 8 wins away from home (5 road, 
3 neutral) are the most among Big Ten teams 
and trail only USC (10) and Auburn (9) for 
most among major conference teams.

GOING ON THE OFFENSIVE
“This is a different Badgers team...This isn’t your 
knockdown, drag-out, rough it up Badgers. They 
can do that too, but they can also outscore you.”

  The Badgers are averaging 72.1 ppg, which 
would be the team’s highest mark under Gard 
and the most since averaging 72.4 ppg during 
the 2016-17 season.

  UW has won 9 of the last 11 games and 
improved in almost every offensive category.

  Wisconsin has vastly improved its 3-point 
shooting over its last 6 games:

  First 5 Big Ten games: 24.5% (27-for-110)

  Last 6 Big Ten games: 37.3% (50-for-134)

  According to KenPom.com, the Badgers have 
an adjusted offensive tempo of 67.1 posses-
sions per game, which would be the team’s 
fastest mark since he began tracking the stat 
in the 2001-02 season.

  Dating back to 2002, UW’s second-fastest 
team was the 2005-06 squad that had an 
adjusted tempo of 65.2.

  To put it another way, 23.2% of UW’s initial 
shot attempts (excluding FGAs off O-Reb.) 
have come in the first 10 seconds of the shot 
clock, the team’s highest in at least 10 years.

  Over the last 10 years, UW has only been 
over 20% in one other season (last season 
was 21.9%).

ROAD WARRIORS
Wisconsin is 8-2 away from home this season, 
including an impressive 5-2 mark in true road 
games.

  UW owns the most true road wins among 
the Big Ten. In fact, among major conference 
teams, only USC (10) and Auburn (9) have 
more road wins than the Badgers.

  Wisconsin won 4 consecutive Big Ten road 
games for the first time since 2016-17.

  Under Greg Gard, the Badgers own a 37-36 
record on the road overall, including 33-29 
(.532) in Big Ten games.

  Only Michigan State and Purdue have a better 
conference road record than UW since 2016.

BADGERS CELEBRATING BHM 
WITH EXCLUSIVE VIRGIL 
ABLOH LEGACY SHIRTS
As part of our celebration of Black History 
Month, the Wisconsin men’s and women’s 
basketball 
teams are 
wearing special 
shooting shirts 
designed 
by the late 
University of 
Wisconsin alum 
Virgil Abloh. A 
2003 graduate, Abloh died Nov. 28, 2021, 
at the age of 41, leaving behind a legacy 
of inspiration and beauty. As Wisconsin’s 
student-athletes wrote:
 “It’s impossible to describe the impact 
Virgil had on our generation’s culture… 
from the music we listen to, to the art we 
consume, to the clothes we wear. But more 
importantly, Virgil was an aspirational figure 
to the young Black community and to an 
entire generation. On behalf of Badgers 
everywhere, we mourn the passing of a 
Badger who changed the world.”
 In partnership with the Abloh estate, 
Wisconsin’s BHM shirt is a re-issue of 
Abloh’s design for UW-Madison’s 2015 “The 
RED Shirt” tradition. The design features the 
intersection of Abloh’s Off-White collection 
and the collegiate feel of a campus Abloh 
described as “the perfect place to go to 
school.”



A midseason All-American, sophomore standout 
Johnny Davis is having one of the finest seasons 
in Wisconsin history.

  Davis leads the Big Ten averaging 22.4 ppg 
during conference play and is 2nd with 9.7 rpg.

  Overall, Davis ranks 8th in the nation and 2nd 
in the Big Ten averaging 21.4 point per game.

  Davis is averaging a Big Ten-best 5.1 made free 
throws per game. Kofi Cockburn and EJ Liddell 
are second at 4.9.

  Davis ranks 6th in the Big Ten, shooting 78.2% 
from the free throw line (97-for-124).

  He also ranks 11th in the B1G at 1.3 spg.

  Davis’ 21.4 scoring average would rank as the 
5th-best single effort in school history (page 8).

 Wisconsin has not had a player average 20 
points per game since Michael Finley averaged 
20.5 ppg in the 1994-95 season. Coincidentally, 
Wisconsin will be raising Finley’s #24 into the 
Kohl Center rafters on Feb. 20.

  Davis is the only player in the Big Ten and 1 
of 4 major conference players to lead his team 
in points (21.4 ppg), rebounds (8.3 rpg) and 
assists (2.5 apg).

  Davis also leads the Badgers with 1.3 steals per 
game and ranks 3rd with 11 blocks.

  Davis has scored 20+ in 12 of 19 games.

  Earlier this season, Davis became the first 
Badger to score 20+ points in 6 straight games 
since Alando Tucker in 2007.

  Davis scored at least 15 points in the first 13 
games of the season -- just the 2nd Badger in 
the last 20 seasons to do so. Devin Harris (15 
straight in 2003-04) is the only other.

  In 6 games against ranked opponents this sea-
son, Davis is averaging 25.3 ppg and 9.0 rpg:
 37 at Purdue (3)  14 vs. OSU (16)
 30 vs. Houston (12)  25 vs. MSU (14)
 24 at OSU (21)  22 at Illinois (18)

  Averaging 8.3 rpg (9.7 in Big Ten play), Davis 
has been incredible on the glass:

  Davis has 4 double-doubles, including back-
to-back 15-rebound efforts in the last 2 
games. He is the first Badger with consecutive 
15-rebound games since 6-11 center Rashard 
Griffith in 1995.

  Ethan Happ (10.1 in 2019 & 9.0 in 2017) is the 
only other Badger to averaged at least 8.3 rpg 
in the last 20 years.

  In scoring 37 points at Purdue, Davis posted:

  The most points by a Badger since Frank 
Kaminsky scored a school-record 43 points vs. 
North Dakota on Nov. 19, 2013.

  The 3rd-highest total in a road game in school 
history (Michael Finley, 42 at Eastern Michigan 
12/10/94; Jordan Taylor, 39 at Indiana 3/3/11).

  Davis is the first player to lead his 
team in pts, rebs, asts, blks and 
stls in a road win over an AP top 
5 team since Wake Forest’s Tim 
Duncan did so in a win at No. 5 
Maryland on Feb. 1, 1997.

  After averaging 7.0 ppg as a 
freshman last season, Davis 
has improved his scoring 
average to 21.4 ppg, an 
increase of 14.4 ppg. 
That ranks as the 2nd-
largest jump in the Big 
Ten, trailing only Iowa’s 
Keegan Murray (15.1 
ppg increase).

  The Maui Invitational 
MVP, Davis aver-
aged 23.7 ppg 
and 6.7 rpg, 
highlighted 
by a 30-point 
game vs. #12 
Houston 
(11/23).

  Wisconsin has won 20 straight home games 
against Penn State, including a mark of 17-0 all-
ঞ me at the Kohl Center.

  The Lions’ last win in Madison was a 78-67 win 
at the UW Field House on Jan. 26, 1995.

  The Badgers’ last 7 home wins over PSU have 
come by an average of 13.3 ppg.

  The Badgers took 2 of 3 from the Ni� any Lions 
last season, including a win in the 2021 Big Ten 
Tournament. PSU’s win in State College snapped 
Wisconsin’s 13-game win streak in the series.

  Davis scored a then-career-high 30 points, 
while Davison and Wahl each added 9 points.

  Davis had 20 points and 7 rebounds, while 
Tyler Wahl added a career-high 18 points, 5 
rebounds and 4 blocks.

NEW FACES, NEW PLACES
Wisconsin has plenty of new faces, plus familiar 
ones in new places, that are making their mark:

  UW’s roster features 12 underclassmen, tied 
with Nebraska for most in the Big Ten. It 
marks UW’s largest group of underclassmen in 
at least 20 years (going back to 2001-02).

  Freshman G Chucky Hepburn became the 
first true freshman to start in a season opener 
for Wisconsin since Devin Harris in 2001-02.

  He also became just the 5th UW freshman 
to score in double figures (13 points) in the 
season opener since 2000.

  Sophomore G Johnny Davis, a starter for the 
first time in his career, is the only player in the 
Big Ten leading his team in points (21.4 ppg), 
rebounds (8.3 rpg) and assists (2.5 apg). Davis 
also ranks 2nd for the team lead in steals (24).

  Sophomore F Steven Crowl played 12 games 
and a total of 39 minutes last season. Having 
started every game this season, he’s averaging 
9.0 points and 4.4 rebounds per game. 

  4 different Badgers have made their first 
career start this season: Chucky Hepburn, 
Ben Carlson, Steven Crowl and Johnny Davis.

  Transfer Jahcobi Neath made his first start as 
a Badger vs. Nicholls State (12/15), tallying 9 
pts (3-6 FG, 1-1 3FG), 7 reb and 2 ast.

WINNING AT WISCONSIN

With a record of 17-4, the Badgers are 
nearing the 20-win mark this season. 
Since 2003, Wisconsin has won at least 
20 games in 16 of 19 seasons, including a 
school-record 36 wins in 2014-15.

Greg Gard has four 20-win seasons on his 
ledger with a high of 27 wins in 2016-17, a 
mark that ranks 5th in UW history.

WISCONSIN BASKETBALL RECORD BOOK WATCH
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G reg Gard, a coaching veteran of 30-plus years, 
enters his seventh season leading the Wisconsin 
men’s basketball program in 2021-22 after 

proving himself as one of the best head coaches in the 
Big Ten. Gard earned 2020 Big Ten Coach of the Year 
honors after leading the Badgers to the regular season 
conference championship in 2019-20.
 Wisconsin’s incredible postseason success hasn’t 
wavered on Gard’s watch either, participating in the 
NCAA tournament in five of his first six seasons (Big 
Ten automatic qualifier status in canceled 2020 Big 
Dance, due to COVID pandemic). Most recently in 
2020-21, Gard led the Badgers to an NCAA tourna-
ment first-round win over North Carolina, advancing 
UW to the second round of the NCAA tournament for 
the fifth time in its last six trips to The Big Dance.
 Gard’s postseason ledger includes a pair of Sweet 
16 appearances in each of his first two seasons at the 
helm. In fact, Gard is just the third coach in the last 20 
years to pilot his team to the Sweet 16 in each of his 
first two seasons, joining UCLA’s Steve Lavin (1996-97) 
and Gonzaga’s Mark Few (2000-01).
 In his first six seasons as head coach, Gard posted 
a record of 119-70, the second-fastest (157 games) 
Wisconsin coach to 100 overall wins in the NCAA tour-
nament era. He also guided UW to a conference record 
of 69-45. His .605 conference win percentage ranked 
eighth among Big Ten coaches the last 40 years.
 After initially taking over on an interim basis midway 
through the 2015-16 season, Gard would go on to 
win the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year Award 
that season and was officially named head coach of 
the Badgers on March 7, 2016. Through six seasons, 
Gard has already risen to fifth on the school’s all-time 
wins list and owns the third-best win percentage in 
Wisconsin program history.
 The 2020-21 season brought unprecedented chal-
lenges due to the global COVID-19 pandemic, but the 
leadership of Gard and his staff helped navigate the 
Badgers to an NCAA tournament appearance. The 
Badgers finished the season 18-13 overall (10-10 Big 
Ten), highlighted with an 85-62 win over North Carolina 
in the first round of the NCAA tournament.
 Gard’s leadership during the 2019-20 season might 
have been his best. After opening 5-5 overall and 
5-5 in the Big Ten, Wisconsin won nine of its last 10 

games, including its final eight games of the season 
to win a share of the 2020 conference championship 
and claim the No. 1 seed for the later canceled Big Ten 
tournament. During that run, UW knocked off No. 14 
Michigan State, won at No. 19 Michigan and closed the 
season with a win at Indiana to clinch the title.
 In his inaugural season as head coach, Gard led the 
Badgers to the 2016 NCAA Tournament Sweet 16, 
becoming just the second-ever first-year coach to win 
the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year award. He 
followed that up by leading UW to the fifth-highest 
single-season win total in school history (27-10) and 
making a second-consecutive visit to the Sweet 16.
 Gard’s Badgers would follow that up with another 
12-6 conference campaign in 2017, finishing second in 
both the regular season and the Big Ten tourney. UW 
capped off its 27-win season with a signature win in 
the NCAA tournament, knocking off the nation’s No. 1 
team Villanova, 65-62, to advance to the Sweet 16.
 In 2018-19, Gard piloted the Badgers back to the 
Big Dance, posting a 23-11 overall record and 14-6 in 
the Big Ten. UW won 14 conference games for just the 
3rd time in school history.
 During his tenure as head coach, Gard has helped a 
pair of players reach first-team All-Big Ten status: Nigel 
Hayes in 2016 and third-team All-American Ethan Happ 
received the distinction in both 2017, 2018 and 2019.
 Gard served as an assistant at Wisconsin for 14-plus 
seasons, including the final seven as the associate head 
coach. Gard served as the Badgers’ recruiting coordina-
tor in addition to constructing future game schedules 
and director of the Badger Boys Basketball Camps.
 Gard helped guide the Badgers to back-to-back 
Final Fours in 2014 and 2015, and in 2015 UW reached 
its first national championship game since 1941.
 In fact, Gard has been on the bench for each of the 
top 13 winningest seasons at Wisconsin.
 Prior to coming to Wisconsin in 2001, Gard spent 
the previous two seasons as Ryan’s assistant at 
UW-Milwaukee. Previously, Gard served as an assis-
tant coach to Ryan at UW-Platteville from 1993-99. 
During Gard’s years on the Pioneer staff, UW-Platteville 
compiled a 161-13 (.925) record and won three NCAA 
Division III titles, five straight Wisconsin Intercollegiate 
Athletic Conference (WIAC) championships and 
appeared in six consecutive NCAA tournaments.
