after the first period on Sunday. The
Badgers led by as many as 15 points (48-
33 at 3:.57 in third quarter), their third-
largest lead in a game this season.

The Badgers have been struggling with
slow starts this season, being outscored
by 15 foes in the first period this season.

Opponents have outscored Wisconsin by
more than 100 points (383-268) in the
first quarter as UW averages 12.2 points
in the first quarter while foes average 17.4
points.

UW's best quarter is the third where it
averages 16.0 points.

Wisconsin has been outscored by at least
nine points by nine opponents in the
first quarter this season—Chicago State
(21-7), Colorado (18-9), Virginia Tech (27-
17), Northwestern (17-7), Michigan (22-13),
Green Bay (23-11), lllinois (23-13), Rutgers
(19-7) and Nebraska (19-10).
