The Badgers wrapped up their first season under head coach Marisa Moseley.

FAST BREAK FACTS

Wisconsin wrapped up its first year
under head coach Marisa Moseley with
an 8-21 overall record, including a 5-13
mark in the Big Ten. It is the most Big
Ten wins for the Badgers since the
2014-15 season. UW saw tremendous
improvement during the season, win-
ning three of its last eight games.

Junior Julie PospiSilova earned con-
sensus honorable mention All-Big Ten
honors, her first Big Ten accolade.
The 6-foot guard led the team with
14.1 points per game while adding 4.0
rebounds, 3.0 assists and 1.4 steals per
game.

The Badgers made their mark in the
UW record book for 3-point shoot-
ing—overall and in Big Ten play. The
Badgers made 178 triples, which ranks
third on the season record list. In Big
Ten play, Wisconsin made 114 3-point-
ers, which ranks second on the season
record list.

Wisconsin set a school record, mak-
ing 14 3-point field goals vs. Michigan
State on Feb. 16. The previous best
was 12 triples, set four other times.
The Badgers shot a season-high 58.3%
(14-24) from 3-point range against the
Spartans.

Sophomore Halle Douglass set a
school record, shooting 6-6 from
3-point range against the Spartans
on Feb. 16, besting the previous mark
of 5-5 set by three different Badgers.

Douglass also tied a Big Ten
record, becoming the seventh confer-
ence player to shoot 6-6 from deep.
She finished with a career-high 18
points, shooting a career-best 6-7
(85.7%) from the field.

B Grad student Katie Nelson played at

least 40 minutes in 14 games this sea-
son, including the last six games of the
season. The 5-foot, 8 guard led the
Big Ten with 38.3 minutes per game,
which ranked fourth nationally. She
also ranked sixth in the conference
with 1,112 minutes played.

Brooke Schramek, Julie Pospisilova
and Halle Douglass ranked among
the Big Ten's most improved scorers
for 2021-22. Schramek and PospiSilova
tied for seventh, improving their scor-
ing from last season by 5.2 points per
game. Douglass ranked 10th, improv-
ing her scoring by 4.1 points per game.
The largest comeback in program his-
tory made it a super Sunday as the
Badgers downed Purdue, 54-52, in
the Kohl Center on Feb. 13. Wisconsin
trailed Purdue by 22 points early in
the third quarter before outscoring
the Boilermakers 39-15 over the final
19 minutes of the game to pull off
the biggest comeback by any confer-
ence team in a Big Ten game. It also
bested UW's previous best comeback
of 20 points set at Michigan on Feb.
28, 2008.

Wisconsin will return eight letterwin-
ners and four starters for the 2022-23
season. The Badgers return more than
66% of all statistical categories for next
season. UW returns 88% (66 of 75) of
blocks; 82.8% (1,361 of 1,679) of points;
67.5% (131 of 194) of steals; 66.9% (577
of 862) of rebounds; and 66.4% (251 of
31) of assists.

The Badgers add eight athletes for
2022-23. Coach Marisa Moseley's
first UW class includes two four-star
recruits as well as one grad transfer.

BIG TEN AWARD WINNERS

Junior Julie PospiSilovd was named
honorable mention All-Big Ten this sea-
son, earning her first Big Ten honor.

Pospisilova led the Badgers and ranked
12th in the Big Ten with 14.1 points per
game this season. The Prague, Czech
Republic, native scored in double fig-
ures in a team-best 25 games this sea-
son, including two games with 20-plus
points, leading the squad in scoring in
10 games.

She added 4.0 rebounds, 3.0 assists and
1.4 steals per game, ranking among the
top-20 players in the Big Ten in assists
and steals. The 6-foot guard also aver-
aged a 36.6 minutes per game, which
ranked second in the conference.
