ALL-TIME VS. NORTH TEXAS

Tuesday’s game will mark the first-ever meeting
between Wisconsin and North Texas.

B The Badgers and North Texas head coach
Grant McCasland crossed paths in 2014 when
Wisconsin knocked off Baylor in the NCAA
Tournament Sweet 16 and McCasland was an
assistant with the Bears.

B UW is 9-4 all-time against teams in Conference
USA. The most recent meetings came when
the Badgers split a home-and-home series with
Western Kentucky in 2017 and 2018.

BATTLE TESTED

The Wisconsin Badgers have had a penchant for
playing in — and winning — tight games.

B On the season, Wisconsin has played a total of
20 games that have been decided by 5 points
or less, and the Badgers own a record of 13-7
in such games.

= UW'’s 20 “close games” is the most by any
major conference team since at least the 2009-
10 season.

QUALITY WINS

Wisconsin played one of the toughest regular-
season schedules in the nation and built a strong
list of quality wins.

B The Badgers played the 11th-toughest regular-
season schedule in the NCAA, according to
ESPN.

B Wisconsin is 20-9 overall and went 9-6 in
Big Ten play at full strength, with 3 of its Big
Ten losses coming without leading scorer
Tyler Wahl and 2 coming without starter Max
Klesmit.

B Wisconsin won 5 Quad 1 games during the
regular season and owned a record of 11-13 in
Quad 1/2 games.

B Wisconsin is 9-8 away from home this season,
including 6 true road wins.

= UW was the only team to win at Marquette.

B Over the last two seasons, UW is 15-8 in true
road games, joining Miami (17), UCLA (17) and
Arizona (15) are the only major conference
schools with more road wins over the last two
seasons.

TAKING CARE OF THE ROCK

Taking care of the ball and valuing possessions is
nothing new for Wisconsin, and this season’s team
is carrying on a long tradition of stinginess.

B The Badgers lead the NCAA averaging just 8.5
turnovers per game. UW has had single-digit
turnovers in 18 of the last 21 games.

B UW has led the nation in fewest turnovers per
game in each of the last 2 seasons. Wisconsin
turned it over 9.0 times per game in 2021, then
just 8.7 TOs per game last season. In fact, last
year was the 4th-lowest mark in school history.

COACHING EXPERIENCE

HEAD COACH GREG GARD

B TWO-TIME BIG TEN COACH OF THE YEAR

Gard enters his eighth season leading the

Wisconsin in 2022-23 and has proven himself
to be one of the best head coaches in the Big Ten. A
2022 finalist for Naismith National Coach of the Year,
Gard has guided the Badgers to the Big Ten regular
season championship in two of the last three seasons,
twice earning Big Ten Coach of the Year honors.

Wisconsin's incredible postseason presence hasn’t
wavered on Gard’s watch, leading UW to 5 of 6 NCAA
tournaments during his tenure. As 2020 Big Ten
champs, UW also would have also participated in that
year’s canceled tournament.

In his first seven seasons as head coach, Gard built
a record of 144-78, owning the fourth-highest win
total in school history. He has also guided UW to a
conference record of 84-50 and his .627 conference
win percentage is tied for sixth best among Big Ten
coaches the last 40 years.

Gard is coming off of arguably his most impressive
coaching job in 2021-22. Picked to finish preseason
10th in the Big Ten, UW went 25-8 overall and
15-5 in league play, claiming a share of the Big Ten
regular season title for the second time in the past
three seasons. Gard was named Big Ten Coach of the
Year for the second time in his career. Sophomore
guard Johnny Davis garnered consensus first-team
All-America honors and won Lute Olson National
Player of the Year, the Jerry West Award and Big Ten
Player of the Year.

Gard's leadership during the 2019-20 season is
among his best. After opening 5-5 in the Big Ten,
Wisconsin won nine of its last 10 games, including its
final eight games of the season to win a share of the
2020 conference championship and claim the No. 1
seed for the later canceled Big Ten tournament.

A coaching veteran of more than 30 years, Greg

In his inaugural season as head coach, Gard led the
Badgers to the 2016 NCAA Tournament Sweet 16,
becoming just the second-ever first-year coach to win
the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year award. He
followed that up by leading UW to the fifth-highest
single-season win total in school history (27-10) and
making a second-consecutive visit to the Sweet 16.

Gard'’s Badgers would follow that up with another
12-6 conference campaign in 2017, finishing second
in the Big Ten. UW capped off its 27-win season by
knocking off the nation’s No. 1 team Villanova, 65-62,
to advance to the Sweet 16.

During his tenure as head coach, Gard has helped
a trio of players reach first-team All-Big Ten status:
Nigel Hayes in 2016, third-team All-American Ethan
Happ in both 2017, 2018 and 2019, plus Johnny
Davis in 2022.

Long considered one of the top assistant coaches
in the game, Gard served as an assistant at Wisconsin
for 14-plus seasons. During that time he helped guide
the Badgers to back-to-back Final Fours in 2014
and 2015, and in 2015 UW reached its first national
championship game since 1941.

Prior to coming to Wisconsin in 2001, Gard spent
two seasons as Ryan's assistant at UW-Milwaukee
(2000-01) and six seasons as an assistant to Ryan at
UW-Platteville (1993-99). During Gard’s years on the
Pioneer staff, UW-Platteville went 161-13 (.925) and
won three NCAA Division Ill national championships,
five WIAC titles.

In 2016, Gard and his wife, Michelle, partnered with
the UW Carbone Cancer Center, to launch Garding
Against Cancer. In its first six years, GAC raised more
than $6.5 million dollars for cancer research and
patient care within the state of Wisconsin.
