BUILDING DAYTON INTO
POWERHOUSE

Sheffield became the 10th head coach
in Wisconsin history in December 2012
after five years (2008-12) as head coach
at Dayton.

Under Sheffield, Dayton won four
straight Atlantic 10 Conference cham-
pionships and made five straight NCAA
tournament appearances.

Sheffield was a three-time A10
Coach of the Year and two-time AVCA
Northeast Region Coach of the Year. He
coached four conference players of the
year as well as three setters of the year.
His athletes collected 12 All-America
honors as well as 32 first-team all-confer-
ence awards. Two athletes were named
to the USA Volleyball A2 team while
three athletes have played professionally.

Sheffield was 131-33 (.799) in five
years at Dayton, including a 68-4 (.944)
mark in Atlantic 10 play.

Sheffield served on the AVCA’s Board

Sheffield was one of nine members
of the NCAA Women’s Volleyball Rules
Committee from 2004-07, and was chair
of the committee in 2006-07. While at
the University of Albany, he also repre-
sented the America East Conference on
the Division | Head Coaches’ Committee.

HEAD COACHING CAREER BEGINS
A native of Muncie, Indiana, Sheffield
served as the head coach at Albany from
2001-07. A two-time America East Coach
of the Year, Sheffield led the Great Danes
to three trips to the NCAA Tournament.
Albany also won back-to-back confer-
ence tournament championships under
Sheffield.

Sheffield mentored the first player
in NCAA history to win a conference
player of the year and setter of the year

Sheffield spent one season as the top
assistant at Clemson and from 1998-
2000, Sheffield was a first assistant
coach at Virginia, aiding the Cavaliers to
their first two appearances in the NCAA
Tournament. Prior to Virginia, Sheffield
served as an assistant at the in 1997
when the Cougars captured their seventh
consecutive NCAA berth and won the
Conference USA Tournament.

He also served as the head coach
of the Houston Juniors from 1997-98
and Munciana (Ind.) Volleyball Club from
1989-97. Sheffield began his coaching
career at Muncie Burris High School
where he was a varsity assistant for a
squad that won two state championships
and a national championship.

Sheffield earned his bachelor’s
degree in general studies from Ball State
in 2001 after coaching for several years.

he 2021 AVCA
National As-
sistant Coach

of the Year, Brittany
Dildine has spent
the last 10 years
working as the
Badgers’ recruiting
coordinator and
on-court assistant.
She specializes in
coaching the UW’s
back-row defenders

and passers.

“Brittany is a great trainer in the gym
and does a fantastic job of recruiting,” said
head coach Kelly Sheffield. “Her passion
for the game, her unbelievable work ethic,
and how she relates to people absolutely
set her apart.”

“I believe that Kelly has the drive,
knowledge, and leadership skills to keep
this program at the top of the Big Ten and
win a national championship one day,”
said Dildine. “l would not miss this journey
for anything.”

ALL-AMERICANS
Dildine has coached three All-American
liberos at Wisconsin.

In 2021, libero Lauren Barnes earned
her second-straight, second-team All-
America honor. She joins two-time All-
American Taylor Morey (2014 and 2015),
and 2018 All-American Tiffany Clark.

Barnes was also a two-time second-
team All-Big Ten selection while Morey
earned first-team honors in 2014 while
also being named the Big Ten Defensive
Player of the Year.

TOP DEFENSIVE TEAMS
In 2013 and 2014, Wisconsin led the Big
Ten in digs per set. In 2014, Taylor Morey
led the conference with 5.12 digs per set.
The Badgers also led the Big Ten in digs
per set in 2016. Wisconsin also allowed
only 0.54 service aces per set that season,
which was tops in the conference.

In 2019, the Badgers were one of the
nation’s top teams on serve receive, allow-
ing only 0.85 service aces per set.

“The University of Wisconsin is a
recruiting coordinator’s dream job.
It’s the whole package between
the academic prowess, the
beautiful lakefront campus, and
an athletic department that has
laid the foundation for multiple
programs to find success at an
elite level. Recruits will not have to
choose only one of these things; at
Wisconsin they can have it all.”

TOP RECRUITS

On the recruiting trail, Dildine has brought
in seven top-20 classes to Wisconsin,
including the No. 2 class in 2017, the No.

3 class in 2015 and the No. 4 class in 2013
and 2020.

AWARD WINNER

In 2014, Dildine was named one of the
AVCA’s Thirty under 30 award winners,
recognizing up-and-coming coaching tal-
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ent at all levels of the sport under the age
of 30. In 2021, she became the first Badger
to be named the Avca National Assistant
Coach of the Year.

CAREER START AT DAYTON

In four seasons at Dayton, Dildine aided
the Flyers to a 110-20 (.846) mark, in-
cluding a 57-2 (.967) mark in Atlantic 10
Conference play. Dayton won four straight
A-10 titles and also advanced to four
straight NCAA tournaments.

Dildine, who coached the Flyers’ de-
fensive specialists and passers, proved to
be one of the top assistant coaches in the
country after Dayton was named College
Volleyball Update’s Defensive Team of the
Year in 2010. The Flyers led the Atlantic 10
in opponent hitting percentage and blocks
in 2010 and 2011, as well as digs in 2010.

During her four seasons, Dayton had
five All-Americans, four conference players
of the year and seven first-team all-
conference honorees. Included in the list

Paige Vargas earned sec-
ond-team honors in 2011, ranking second
in the league in digs per set, and Janna
Krafka was named to the all-rookie team
in 2012 after leading Dayton with 4.47 digs
per set.

Dildine came to Dayton after serving
as a volunteer assistant coach for her alma
mater, Purdue, during the 2008 season.
She began her coaching career with the
Performance Point Volleyball Club and
Harrison High School Volleyball Club that
same year.

TWO-SPORT STAR AT PURDUE

The Lafayette, Indiana, native excelled in
two sports as a student-athlete for the
Boilermaker’s nationally ranked volleyball
and women’s basketball programs. Dildine
guided the volleyball team to two NCAA
Regional appearances as a libero/outside
hitter and helped the basketball team to
an NCAA Elite Eight appearance in 2007.

As a player, Dildine became the 10th
Boilermaker in program history to reach
1,000 digs and finished her career ranked
fifth in career digs with 1,243. Dildine also
notched double-digit dig tallies 60 times
in her career, including 20-or-more digs on
eight occasions.

“Big Ten volleyball is arguably the
toughest, most competitive conference
in the country,” said Dildine. “Being a Big
Ten athlete, | understand that the battles
across the net come at you full steam
ahead and | want it no other way. | have
tremendous respect for the coaches in this
conference and am honored to join such
an elite group of professionals.”

In the classroom, she earned a bach-
elor’s degree in organizational leadership
and supervision in 2007 and a bachelor’s
degree in health promotion in the spring
of 2009. Dildine was one of three in her
graduating class to earn the Outstanding
Achievement Award.

Dildine married Jessica Cohen in June

Danielle Hart
collected third team honors in 2022 while
Dominique Thompson earned honorable
mention accolades in 2014.

“Gary has proven to be invaluable,” said
head coach Kelly Sheffield. “First of all, no-
body outworks him. He is constantly think-
ing of ways to make the program better and
is a real student of the game. Secondly, he is
really good in the gym. He is a great trainer
and players love playing for, and working
with him.”

White served as a volunteer assistant coach
at Dayton for two seasons where his duties
included on-court training, opponent video
breakdown, and overseeing the program’s
statistical and video analysis systems. White
also aided Samantha Selsky to two All-
America honors. Selsky was also named the
Atlantic 10 Conference Setter of the Year in
2011 and 2012.

“I’m ecstatic to continue working at
Wisconsin,” said White. “This city is exciting
and has a strong sense of community, and
has a university that supports everything it
means to become the best you can be.

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WISCONSIN FIELD HOUSE

t's a landmark building in a number of ways.

From being listed on the National Register of

Historic Places to the record-setting atten-
dances and the momentous wins, the Wisconsin
Field House is a memorable place steeped in a rich
history.

Since it was built, the Field House has been
the site of numerous sporting events, including
basketball, boxing, track and field, and wrestling. It
also hosted UW commencement exercises, carni-
vals and speakers, including John F. Kennedy.

The Badgers first competed in the Field House
in 1977 when they hosted the Big Ten Tournament.
UW didn’t return to the building until 1980, host-
ing two tournaments. Wisconsin’s play in the Field
House was sporadic until 1986 when it became the
permanent home of the volleyball team. With the
construction of the Kohl Center in 1998, volleyball
took over sole possession of the Field House in the
fall. The building is also used as the competition
site for the wrestling team.

Wisconsin has made the building one of the fin-
est volleyball facilities in the country. Over the past
20 years, improvements have included new facili-
ties for media, visiting teams, restrooms and a new
wood floor.

For the team, the Badger locker room was
completely remodeled in 2016 and features a
team room for relaxing, studying and watching
video, separate from locker rooms for the team
and coaches. The room features a large television,
leather sofas, study tables and chairs, and kitchen-
ette.

During the summer of 2022, seating areas were
improved, including a chairback section and a bal-
cony on the north end for special events.

Fans can enjoy the storied history of the
Badgers with NCAA and Big Ten championship
banners hanging over the court as well as a photo
display on the west side of the building, featuring
photos of Badger greats as well as NCAA and Big
Ten teams.

Fans also enjoy the full-service concessions
stands and can shop for souvenirs in the Bucky’s
Locker Room store.

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STEVE LOWE ENDOWED SCHOLARSHIP

hen Steve Lowe unexpectedly passed
Waway on Aug. 22, 1991, the UW and

Madison community lost an outstand-
ing coach and a winner on and off the court.

With Lowe at the helm, the Badgers burst
onto the national scene. In 1989, he directed
Wisconsin to the inaugural National Invitational
Volleyball Championship, their first postseason
appearance ever.

The following year he steered Wisconsin
to its first Big Ten title, its first NCAA tourna-
ment appearance and first national ranking.
Lowe also produced Wisconsin’s first volleyball
All-American with Lisa Boyd earning second-
team honors.

Lowe, who had a 108-64 career record in
five years at Wisconsin, earned 1990 Big Ten
and AVCA Mideast Coach of the Year honors.

Every year Wisconsin’s Big Ten home
opener is designated “Steve Lowe Night” in
honor of the former coach. In addition, a Badger
volleyball player who exemplifies Steve’s love
of the game is named the recipient of the Steve
Lowe Memorial Scholarship.
