WINTER IS COMING

With 132 starts (144 total games) Steven Crowl
has seen it all in his 5-year career at Wisconsin. A
starter on the Badgers' 2022 Big Ten champion-
ship team, Crowl is comfortable playing the role of
go-to scorer as well as glue guy to help win.

B Crowl has appeared in 100 wins during his
career at Wisconsin, becoming just the 8th
Badger ever to play in 100 wins.

B Crowl has scored in double figures 12 times
this season with a high of 20 points. But he's
also unselfish enough to have 9 games where
he has taken 4 or fewer shots.

B On the season, Crowl is averaging 9.6 ppg and
5.5 rpg while shooting 54.8% from the field,
36.0% from deep and 83.9% at the FT line.

B Wisconsin is 49-17 (.742) when Crowl scores
in double figures, including 9-3 this season.

B Crowl is 1 of just 12 Big Ten players since
1986-87 to accumulate at least 1,300 points,
800 rebounds and 250 assists (see box below).

B Crowl owns 144 career games played (tied for
5th in UW history) and 132 starts (4th in UW
history. (page 12)

B His 1,394 points rank 19th on UW's all-time

scoring list. He is 12 points from passing Cory

B With 812 career rebounds, Crowl ranks é6th in
school history.

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HEAD COACH GREG GARD

B TWO-TIME BIG TEN COACH OF THE YEAR

coaching veteran of more than 30 years, Greg
AGard heads into his 10th season leading the

Wisconsin men’s basketball program in 2024-
25 and has proven himself to be one of the best head
coaches in the Big Ten. A finalist for the Naismith
National Coach of the Year in 2022, Gard has guided
the Badgers to Big Ten regular season championships
in two of the last five seasons. Gard was named Big
Ten Coach of the Year in each of those title-winning
campaigns (2020 and 2022).

Wisconsin's postseason success hasn’'t wavered on
Gard's watch either, qualifying for the NCAA tourna-
ment in six of his eight seasons (Big Ten automatic qual-
ifier status in canceled 2020 Big Dance, due to COVID
pandemic). His postseason ledger includes Sweet 16
appearances his first two seasons at the helm.

In his first nine seasons as head coach, Gard has
amassed a record of 186-107 (.635), owning the third-
highest win percentage in school history behind only
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame members
Bo Ryan (.737) and Walter Meanwell (.712). Gard has
led the Badgers to five of the top-20 winningest sea-
sons in program history.

Gard enters the 2024-25 season with a conference
record of 104-70. During the 2023-24 season, he
became the sixth-fastest coach to reach 100 Big Ten
wins in the last 50 years trailing only Bob Knight, Bo
Ryan, Thad Matta, Tom Izzo and Gene Keady.

Gard had arguably his most impressive coaching job
in 2021-22. Picked to finish preseason 10th in the Big
Ten, UW went 25-8 overall and 15-5 in league play,
claiming a share of the Big Ten regular season title for
the second time in the past three seasons. Gard was

named Big Ten Coach of the Year for the second time
in his career. Sophomore guard Johnny Davis garnered
consensus first-team All-America honors and won Lute
Olson National Player of the Year, the Jerry West Award
and Big Ten Player of the Year.

Gard’s leadership during the 2019-20 season is
among his best. After opening 5-5 in the Big Ten,
Wisconsin won nine of its last 10 games, including its
final eight games of the season to win a share of the
2020 conference championship and claim the No. 1
seed for the later canceled Big Ten tournament.

In his inaugural season as head coach, Gard led the
Badgers to the 2016 NCAA Tournament Sweet 16,
becoming just the second-ever first-year coach to win
the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year award. He
followed that up by leading UW to the fifth-highest
single-season win total in school history (27-10) and
making a second-consecutive visit to the Sweet 16.

Long considered one of the top assistant coaches in
the game, Gard served as an assistant at Wisconsin for
14-plus seasons. During that time he helped guide the
Badgers to back-to-back Final Fours in 2014 and 2015,
and in 2015 UW reached its first national champion-
ship game since 1941.

Prior to coming to Wisconsin in 2001, Gard spent
two seasons as Bo Ryan’s assistant at UW-Milwaukee
(2000-01) and six seasons as an assistant to Ryan at
UW-Platteville (1993-99). During Gard'’s years on the
Pioneer staff, UW-Platteville went 161-13 (.925) and
won three NCAA Division Il national titles.

Gard and his wife, Michelle, have two daughters,
Mackenzie and Peyton, and their son, Isaac, is a junior
on the Badgers men’s basketball team.
