Huge Test Awaits in Cleveland, MS

» The West Georgia Wolves continue to come up big in big situations, but ahead of the Wolves is a
daunting task in the top rushing defense in the Gulf South Conference this season when UWG takes
to the road in Cleveland, Mississippi on Saturday against the Delta State Statesmen.

» Both teams come into Saturday’s game in a must-win situation to have hopes for the 2019 NCAA
Division Il playoffs. Both have three losses, and the winner would likely still be in contention for one
of the seven Super Region 2 spots in this year’s playoffs. The Wolves jumped into the regional rank-
ings this week, checking in at 10th in the second ranking of the 2019 season.

» Veteran David Dean is in his third season at the helm of the West Georgia program. A two-time
national title winner as a head coach, Dean has guided the Wolves to a record of 25-9. His career
head coaching record is 104-36. Todd Cooley is in his seventh season as the head coach at Delta
State, coming into the week with a 42-31 record at DSU.

» This is the 34th meeting between the Wolves and the Statesmen in the history of the series, with
Delta State holding a 19-15 lead. In last year’s meeting between the two teams, Delta State jumped
outto a 17-12 lead in the first half, but West Georgia scored 17 unanswered points in the second half
to take a 29-17 victory.

»  Senior quarterback Willie Candler went down with an injury during the West Alabama game and
redshirt freshman Garrett Bass came in to close out the victory for the Wolves two weeks ago. Last
weekend, Bass was brilliant as the starter, completing 25-0f-37 for 349 yards and four touchdowns
to lead West Georgia to a 35-21 win over Mississippi College. The win kept UWG in the playoff hunt,
and the performance from the Woodstock native was recognized by the GSC on Monday, as Bass was
named conference Offensive Player and Freshman of the Week.

» The UWG defense has been on a roller-coaster ride this season, but the Wolves seem to have
steadied the ship in recent weeks. In the past four weeks, the Wolves have allowed less than 300
total yards in three of the four games as the Wolves are 3-1 in that span. Four times this season,
West Georgia has allowed less than 300 yards of total offense.

»  Offensively, the Wolves have scored at least 33 points in five of the six wins this season. The
lowest output in a winning effort came against Limestone in the second game of the year when West
Georgia scored 24 points.

» For a West Georgia perspective on Saturday’s game, UWG fans can tune into WCKS, 102.7 FM.
Mitch Gray, now in his 38th season of calling UWG football, handles the play-by-play, while Andy
Micacchione fills the role of analyst. The Countdown to Kickoff pregame show begins at 2 p.m.

» The Wolves are second in the Gulf South Conference in total offense, averaging 40.2 yards per
game on the year. Last week against Mississippi College, West Georgia accumulated 445 yards of
total offense in the victory.

» The UWG defense has allowed less than 100 yards against either the run or the pass in each of
the past four games, including 61 yards passing to Mississippi College last week.

HEAD COACH DAVID DEAN

By any measure David Dean'’s first two seasons as
head football coach at the University of West Georgia
were a success. Dean arrived in Carrollton in January
2017, on the eve of signing day, and led the Wolves
to nine victories and a return to the NCAA Division Il
Playoffs. In his second season last year, West Georgia
won 10 games and reached the playoffs for the fourth
time in the past five seasons.

In the second week of the season in 2019, Dean
stepped even more into history, becoming the third
coach in Gulf South Conference history with 100 wins
in his career.

Were there up-and-downs, and some disappoint-
ments? Certainly, but from start to finish, Dean put his
stamp on a veteran roster and veteran coaching staff.
The result was a Wolves team back in the national
picture in Division Il football. A 9-4 record and a play-
off spot came in year one under Dean, followed by a
10-2 record, top-five national ranking and the fourth
trip to the NCAA Playoffs in the past five seasons
came in year two.

Dean was no stranger to the Carroliton campus
when he returned to UWG last season. He brought
with him a resume that would rival any coach in the
nation. As an assistant or as a head coach, David
Dean and his football teams are winners.

A former wide receiver at Georgia Tech, Dean got
his introduction to the wars of Gulf South Conference
football in 1988 when he began a four-year run on the
staff at Valdosta State. In 1992 Dean moved to Car-
rollton for an eight-year run on the staff at West Geor-
gia. That stint included the first winning season at the
Division Il level, the first NCAA D-II Playoff berth, and
the program'’s first two Gulf South Conference titles.

Dean departed UWG following the 1999 season,
joining the staff of Chris Hatcher at Valdosta Sate. He
spent seven seasons as the Blazers’ offensive coor-
dinator, a run that included the 2004 NCAA Division I
Championship.

In 2007 Dean ascended to the head coaching
post at VSU. He had to assemble a coaching staff
almost from the ground up as all but one fellow
staff member moved on. The results were positive
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as Valdosta State posted a 13-1 record and won the
program’s second national championship.

Five years later, Dean was back in the winner’s cir-
le again. This time the Blazers lost twice in the regular
eason, but they were untouchable in the playoffs, av-

eraging 42 points a game during a postseason march
0 a second national title.

That second national title with the Blazers put
Dean in rare company. College football has been
played in the state of Georgia since the 1890s, and
during that time only three football coaches in this

tate have won multiple national titles. Erskine Russell

on three FCS crowns at Georgia Southern, while
Paul Johnson followed him in Statesboro with a pair
of championships of his own, and now it is also David
Dean.

Dean’s run as head coach at Valdosta State cov-
ered nine seasons. Beyond the two national crowns,
his Blazer teams posted an impressive record of 79-27,
including a mark of 42-19 in games played with the
nation’s best Division Il conference, the Gulf South. His
eams advanced to the NCAA Playoffs six times, and
Dean’s postseason head coaching record is 13-6.

The success of Dean’s Valdosta State program
resulted in numerous individual plaudits. He captured
American Football Coaches Association Division |l
Coach of the Year honors following both national titles.
He was also named 2007 Coach of the Year by Schutt

ports, AFCA Regional Coach of the Year, and GSC
Coach of the Year in 2010.

Beyond his individual success, Dean’s VSU players

aptured the highest of honors. His VSU teams had
18 Division Il All-America selections, while 10 players

igned National Football League contracts. Dean also

oached three players who earned GSC Freshman of
he Year honors, two league players of the year, and a
national defensive player of the year.

Clearly, David Dean has been linked to success
hroughout his 30-year coaching career. At UNG or at

UWG'’s biggest rival, the results are irrefutable: David
Dean is a winner. His teams win and his program flour-
ishes.

As Dean begins his first season at UNG, he is
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following the most successful three-year run in the
history of the Wolves’ program. Few coaches have
the gravitas to continue, and even increase that level
of success.

Dean is a native of DeKalb County in the metro
Atlanta area. He was born in Decatur, and enjoyed a
stellar high school career for the Avondale Blue Devils.
Dean arrived at Georgia Tech as a walk-on in 1982,
but was awarded a scholarship the following season.
He played wide receiver for the Jackets through the
1985 campaign.

Married to the former Stacie Stott, the Deans
have three daughters: Caroline, Allison, and Natalie.

GSC Standings

The West Georgia Wolves and Delta State are cur-
rently tied for third place in the GSC standings. Both
teams are 4-2 in league competition. West Georgia
comes into the week with a 6-3 overall record while
Delta State checks in with a record of 5-3 on the
2019 season.

UWG Players Of the Week

The Wolves have produced a GSC Offensive

Player of the Week three times this season. Senior
quarterback Willie Candler was on fire against North
Greenville three weeks ago, connecting on 25-of-41
passes for 327 yards and four touchdowns. He ac-
counted for five total scores in the game. Chauncey
Williams, a freshman running back, was named
Offensive Player of the Week by the conference
after the Limestone game. For Candler, it was his
sixth weekly honor in his career, including his fourth
Offensive POW award. He was named GSC Fresh-
man of the Week twice in the 2016 season. Garrett
Bass was named GSC Offensive Player of the Week
for his performance this past week, hitting 25-of-37
passes for 349 yards and four touchdowns in the
West Georgia victory.

Hurst In The Record Book

Earlier this season, senior receiver John Hurst be-
came the 16th receiver in school history to surpass
1,000 career yards. He has averaged 100 yards per
game over the past two weeks, and he head three
touchdown receptions against Mississippi College,
becoming the fifth in a long line of receivers to tie
that UWG single-game record. He joins Ron Dixon
(1996-2), Chris Bennett (1992), Jimmy Howard
(2007) in sharing that record.

Rushing Yardage Records

West Georgia rushed for 351 yards in Week 2
against Limestone, marking the 10th-best night for
total rushing yards in school history. The last time a
UWG squad topped the 300-yard rushing mark was
against Fort Valley State in the 2017 season. The top
rushing game in school history happened against
Samford in 1984, when West Georgia rushed for a
whopping 463 yards. Two times in program history,
a UWG squad has gone over 400 yards rushing.
The other 400-yard game was against Mississippi
College in 2014.

UWG Milestones

Chauncey Williams had a night to remember
against Limestone, rushing 21 times for 218 yards
and two touchdowns in the game. That marks the
fifth-best rushing total in a single game in school

history, tying UWG Hall-of-Fame running back Stevie
‘oung against Mississippi College in 1985. Williams
had a 92-yard touchdown run against the Saints, just
the fourth time in school history that a player has had
a 90-yard play from scrimmage. Williams is currently
second in the Gulf South Conference in rushing yardsj,
averaging 75.5 rushing yards per game on the year.

Both Teams In the GSC

The Wolves are the fourth-best scoring offense in the
Gulf South Conference this season, averaging 26.8
points per game on the year. Delta State counters with
the fourth-best defense in the conference, allowing
21.3 points per game. In total offense on the year, West
Georgia is second in the league with 409.2 yards per
and DSU is sixth with 368.8 yards per game. Defensive
Delta State gives up a miniscule 320.8 yards per game
on the year, good for third in the league. West Georgia
allows 343.7 yards per game and the Wolves are just
behind the Statesmen in fourth place in the conference
that category.

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Delta State Last Week

The Statesmen went on the road last week, picking up,
their fifth victory of the season in Rome, Ga., facing the
Shorter Hawks. Delta State jumped out to a 24-0 lead
in the second quarter before allowing a late first half
touchdown to make it 24-6 heading to the break. DSU
picked up a fumble in the end zone for a defensive score
in the game.

UWG Freshman of the Week
Redshirt freshman running back Chauncey Williams
as close to the Gulf South Conference Freshman of
the Week award in the opening week with 46 yards
rushing and two touchdowns. The Norcross native left
no doubt against Limestone, picking up 218 yards on 2
carries with two more touchdowns to earn not only GSC
Freshman of the Week honors, but he was also named
GSC Offensive Player of the Week as well. He had a salid
game against Shorter with 126 yards rushing and three
touchdowns and he is second in the GSC with 530 yal
rushing on the year. Wiliams and Garrett Bass share
that distinction, as Bass was named both GSC Offensi
Player of the Week and Freshman of the Week for his
performance against MC last week.

THE LAST MEETING

November 3, 2018 - Garrollton, Ga.

The West Georgia Wolves, ranked third in the na-
tion on November 3, 2018, used a powerful passing
game to upend the Delta State Statesmen on Senior
Day at University Stadium.

The Statesmen jumped out to a 17-12 lead in the
first half, but one of the longest pass plays in West
Georgia football history sparked the second-half
comeback for the Wolves.

With West Georgia trailing at the beginning of the
third quarter, the UWG defense had a bend but don’t
break mentality. The Wolves stopped the Statesmen
on a 4th-and-2 play from the UWG11, giving the
ball back to the offense. Twelve seconds later, West
Georgia had the lead for good after an 89-yard
touchdown pass from Willie Candler to Laperion
Perry to put UWG on top 19-17.

The final nail in the game came on an intercep-
tion return from Raekwon Chatman, who picked off
a Patrick Shegog pass with 2:43 left in the game.
Chatman then weaved through the DSU offense,
finding the goal line and putting the Wolves up by
the final tally of 29-17.
