* NAIA Opening Round History

Vanguard earned the No. 3 seed in the five-team NAIA Baseball Opening Round, presented by Avista, to be played
May 15-18 at host Westmont. The Lions, 33-16 overall and ranked No. 15 nationally in the final NAIA regular season
poll, secured an at-large bid into the 46-team tournament.

The Lions are making their ninth NAIA postseason appearance, with previous stops coming in 1985, 2002, 2010,
2014, 2015, 2016, 2021 and 2022. It program has made three straight NAIA appearances for the second time in
school history. The Lions are 13-8 all-time in Opening Round play dating back to 2010. In 2002, Vanguard won the
Region Il Tournament with a 3-1 record and advanced to the West Coast Super Regional, where the Lions lost a
best-of-three series to College of Idaho, two games to one. Overall, VU is 17-11 in opening round/regional action.
The Lions reached the College World Series twice, in 1985 and 2015. Unfortunately, records from the 1985 regionals
are not available.

* Pegged As A Winner

Vanguard head coach Rob Pegg is in his 11th season leading the Lions. He owns a career record of 364-209-2. He
earned his 300th career win on February 19, 2022, in a 6-5 triumph over Embry-Riddle. The 43 wins by the 2022
squad represents the most for the program since 1987 when record keeping began. Under Pegg, Vanguard earned
back-to-back 40-win seasons for the first time in school history after a 40-16 mark in 2021. In Golden State Athletic
Conference games, Pegg’s record is 212-130. He won his 200th GSAC game on March 3 against Hope Internation-
al. The Lions have won 117 games over the last three years, the most over any three-year span in program history.

Vanguard enters Opening Round play ranked No. 15
nationally. The highest ranking for the Lions this sea-
son was No. 9 on March 8.

* Streaking

Vanguard has had four winning streaks of five games
or more this season. The Lions topped out at sev-
en victories in a row on two occasions, from March
24-April 1 and April 4-15. During that stretch, VU won
14 of 15 contests.

* Graves Sets Career Wins Record

Senior southpaw Justin Graves established the
school's career record for wins in a 12-6 triumph over
Jessup on March 24. Graves earned his 25th win,
breaking the old mark of 24 held by Sean Isaac (2015-
16). Graves enters the NAIA Tournament with a career
record of 28-7, striking out 295 over 267.1 innings. In
2023, he owns a 5-2 mark with a 3.34 ERA, fanning 70
over 67.1 innings.

* Thievery On The Basepaths

Senior center fielder Tommy Rodriguez is one of
the program’s most lethal threats in terms of stealing
bases. He began his career successful on his first 42
attempts, going 7-for-7 as a sophomore and 28-for-28
as a junior. This season, he successfully swiped sev-
en bases before getting thrown out for the first time,
attempting to take third base on March 2 against Hope
International. For his career, Rodriguez ranks fourth in
VU history with 54 stolen bases and has been thrown
out just three times.

« Start A New One, Dane

VU’s most consistent hitter this season has been left
fielder Dane Nakatsuka. The senior owned a ca-
reer-best 21-game hitting streak entering an elimina-
tion game against Arizona Christian in the GSAC Tour-
nament, and went 0-for-5 in that contest. Nakatsuka
has hit safely in 36-0f-46 games this season and leads
the Blue and Gold with 19 multiple-hit performances.

* Gordon Named GSAC Freshman Of The Year
Shortstop Tyler Gordon earned Golden State Athletic
Conference Freshman of the Year accolades to lead
the postseason honorees for the Blue and Gold. Out-
fielder Dane Nakatsuka and pitcher Dylan McDonald
made the all-conference team.

Gordon hit a team-leading .359 for the Lions, tying for
second with 52 hits and ranking third with 15 stolen
bases. He ranked eighth in the conference in average
and tied for seventh in stolen bases.

Vanguard placed an outfielder on the all-conference
list for the eighth straight season with Nakatsuka’s
selection.

McDonald excelled in his first season after transfer-
ring from Pacifica College. He finished 5-2 with a 2.44
ERA, striking out 75 batters in 70.0 innings. He tossed
four complete games to lead all GSAC hurlers, and
ranked fifth in strikeouts and third in ERA. He struck
out a career-high 14 batters in his first career start
against Westcliff on January 28. He fanned 10 War-
riors in a row to highlight that appearance, earning
NAIA Ball Pitcher of the Week honors for his efforts.

Webber Posts Fantastic Start

Senior left-hander Jackson Webber has been one of
Vanguard's most reliable and effective relievers. He
sports a team-best six wins, owning a 6-2 record with a
2.66 ERA. He had an incredible start to the 2023 sea-
son, tossing 22 consecutive innings without allowing
an earned run. He did not allow an earned run until his
ninth appearance, a 1.2 inning stint against Antelope
Valley on March 7.
