« Villanova brings a three game winning streak with it to the BIG EAST
Tournament. Since the start of February, the Wildcats have won seven of
nine contests.

* In the regular season finale, Villanova overcame a 10 point second half
deficit to down Syracuse 78-75. It marked the 16th time this season that
the *Cats have produced 70 or more points in a game - they are 15-1 (.938)
in those contests. When VU fails to reach the 70 point plateau, it is 6-8
(.423).

« Freshman guard Scottie Reynolds took his play to another level down
the stretch. The native of Herndon, Va., averaged 26 ppg in the final five
games of the regular season and was his team’s leading scorer in BIG
EAST play (18.4 ppg). His 40-point outburst at Connecticut on Feb. 28
represents the most points scored in a single game by a freshman this sea-
son. He is the BIG EAST Rookie of the Week.

» The Wildcats have now won at least 20 games for the third straight sea-
son and the 32nd time in their history. Since the start of the 2004-05 cam-
paign, Villanova is 73-22 (.768).

« With their win over Syracuse, Villanova is now 16-7 (.696) in the month
of March since 2005.

BIG EAST TOURNAMENT NOTES

Since joining the Big East Conference before the 1980-81 season, Villanova has a record of 28-25 (.528) in the
Big East Tournament. The Wildcats have reached the semifinals of the tournament in each of the past three
seasons and a total of 15 times in their 26 appearances at the tournament.

Villanova won its only Big East title in 1995 by defeating Boston College, Providence and Connecticut along
the way to the crown. The Wildcats defeated the Huskies 94-78 in the championship game for their second win
over UConn that season.

The Wildcats finished in a three-way tie for seventh place in the 16-team league in the regular season standings.
The league’s tiebreaker rules gave Villanova the No. 9 seed in the BIG EAST Tournament. Villanova has never
entered the tournament as the #9 seed. The Wildcats will play No. 8 DePaul in the opening round on
Wednesday.

Despite being a No. 9 seed in the tournament, Villanova has a stronger RPI than six of the eight teams in front of
them. The Wildcats are currently No. 19 in the RPI, while Georgetown is No. 17 and Pittsburgh is No. 4. The
BIG EAST has seven teams in the top 50 of the RPI.

Head coach Jay Wright is 5-5 all-time in the BIG EAST Tournament, including three straight trips to the
semifinals in the last three years.

Villanova has never faced DePaul in the conference tournament. The Blue Demons are one of five former
Conference USA teams to join the league last season. The Wildcats are 8-2 against these five teams since they
joined the league, including a 1-1 mark versus DePaul.

The Wildcats are 2-2 all-time in BIG EAST Tournament games that go to overtime. In the 1980-81 season,
Villanova defeated Providence in overtime and then fell in a triple-overtime marathon to Syracuse. The team
also lost to Boston College in 1992-93 and defeated Pittsburgh in double overtime in 1997-98.

The current roster is relatively inexperienced in the conference tournament. Seniors Mike Nardi and Will
Sheridan have each played in seven conference tournament games, while Curtis Sumpter has played in six
games. No other player on the roster has seen action in more than two BIG EAST Tournament contests.
Sumpter has averaged 11.5 points and 5.0 rebounds per game in the BIG EAST Tournament. Nardi has
averaged 6.3 points in the tournament and Sheridan has contributed 4.1 points and 5.9 rebounds per game.

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It’s a Wrap

Villanova completed the regular season
portion of its schedule with a 78-75 victory over
Syracuse at the Wachovia Center on Saturday
afternoon.

The Wildcats rallied to win a game they
trailed at halftime for the third time this season.
With 16:48 remaining in the second half, the
Orange owned a 45-35 advantage.

But Villanova kicked its offense into gear,
scoring 43 points in the game’s final 16 plus
minutes to put victory No. 21 into the books.

One key was balance. For the first time
this season, three Wildcats - Scottie Reynolds
(22), Dante Cunningham (21) and Curtis
Sumpter (20) dropped in 20 or more points in a
game.

“It’s a good sign,” stated Villanova head
coach Jay Wright afterward. “We have been up
and down offensively and | think | lot of that
had to do with Curtis’ health.”

Sumpter was hampered in January and the
early part of February with a right hamstring
injury and a deep bone bruise on his left shin.

“It was never the knee,” Wright stated,
referring to the joint that endured two knee sur-
gies. “Curt couldn’t practice and | thought it
really hurt our ability to execute offensively
earlier in the season. We didn’t want to use it as
an excuse at the time.

“In the last few weeks, though, he’s been
healthy and able to practice. That’s made a big
difference for us. It’s helped Curt get a feel for
these guys and for our staff to understand how
this team works best.”

Curtis Sumpter Illuminated

Noting Nardi

Sumpter hopes the final week of the regu-
lar season will be a catalyst for his last postsea-
son as a Wildcat.

After contributing 18 points and 10
rebounds at UConn on Feb. 28, the native of
Brooklyn, N.Y. was a force again on Saturday
in front of 18,403 at the Wachovia Center. His
20 points and career high 15 rebounds were a
major factor in Villanova’s ability to rally past
the Orange.

Throughout the course of his career the 6-
7 Sumpter has been a constant contributor on
the glass. His 7.2 rpg led the ‘Cats in 2004-05
and he now has 775 career caroms at Villanova
- only 11 athletes in Wildcat history have pulled
down more. There have been seven occasions
this season where he has collected 10 or more
boards in a contest.

Sumpter is among the 10 male finalists for
the Lowe’s Senior Class Award. In addition, he
is one of the 30 national finalists for both the
Naismith and John R. Wooden awards.

The product of Brooklyn, N.Y., entered
VU as part of the most touted recruiting class in
school history. It also included Randy Foye,
Jason Fraser, and Allan Ray. Entering action at
the BIG EAST Tournament, that group has
accounted for 6,220 points, 2,488 rebounds,
828 assists, and 336 blocked shots at VU.

In his career, Sumpter has played in six
BIG EAST Tournament games. He has twice
scored 17 points in a game and averaged 15.0
ppg in his last tourney appearance in ‘04-05.

Senior tri-captain Mike Nardi remains a
vital facilitator for Villanova in his fourth sea-
son on the Main Line.

In Saturday’s victory over Syracuse Nardi
was limited to 13 minutes after injuring his left
ankle late in the first half.

This native of Linden, N.J. has been one of
Villanova’s most reliable performers over his
career. He has started 122 times in 126 appear-
ances and became the 49th player in school his-
tory to reach the 1,000 point milepost at Penn
on Dec. 2 (he is now at 1,300 points).

In addition, the 6-2 guard is one of the
more accomplished distributors in Villanova
history. He now has 421 career assists, good for
12th place on the school’s all-time list. His
assist to turnover ratio in 2006-07 is 122 to 62
and he averages 4.1 apg.

Nardi has played the most minutes of any
Wildcat this season - an average of 31.5 mpg.

“He’s done everything we’ve asked of
him,” Wright told the Newark Star-Ledger.
“We’ve asked him to groom a freshman guard
(Scottie Reynolds), be a leader for 10 freshmen
and sophomores, play 36 minutes a game,
defend, rebound and also be the brains of our
operation. And he has done all of it.”

Nardi ranks third on the ‘Cats in scoring
this season with a 12.8 ppg average. In his
career he is 249-0f-660 from beyond the 3-point
arc (.377). He ranks fourth in school history in
3-point field goals - only Gary Buchanan (337),
Ray (312) and Kerry Kittles (278) have con-
verted more than Nardi.

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Revnolds Wrap

Freshman sensation Scottie Reynolds closed out the regular season
in style, generating 62 points in wins over Connecticut and Syracuse to
help lift the Wildcats above .500 in confernece play.

After a slow first half against the Orange in which he was just 2-of-
9 from the floor for seven points, Reynolds led the second half charge by
Villanova. With the team’s only other point guard option Nardi sidelined
by an ankle injury, the 6-2 native of Herndon, Va., never left the floor and
helped bring the “‘Cats back with 15 second half points. He ended the
afternoon with 22 points, six assists and four steals.

That followed an epic performance in a 78-74 win at Connecticut.

His 40 points were one shy of the BIG EAST single game point total
for a freshman, established by Seton Hall’s Marco Lokar in 1990. They
were the most in Gampel Pavilion history by an opponent and the most
ever by a Villanova freshman, surpassing the 35 Alex Bradley recorded
in February of 1978.

It was also the first 40-point performance by a Wildcat since Kerry
Kittles posted 44 against Boston College in the Pavilion on Feb. 28, 1995.

The recent stretch continues a pattern of achievement that has been
evident since the calendar page turned to 2007.

After 12 games of adapting to college over the campaign’s first
seven weeks, Reynolds put together an extraordinary month of January.
In nine games he averaged 18.1 points and 4.0 assists per game. He was
20-0f-47 (.426) from beyond the 3-point arc in that stretch and twice was
named BIG EAST Rookie of the Week. In addition, he earned Sporting
News and ESPN player of the week honors on Jan. 22.

After a lull in early February, Reynolds ended the month on a tear,
totaling 90 points in his final three outings of the month against
Marquette, Rutgers and Connecticut. Fifty six of those points came in the
first half of those games, including 20 at UConn.

In Villanova’s first 12 outings this season, Reynolds attempted 75
field goals - an average of 6.2 per contest. In the last 18 games, including
16 in the BIG EAST, he has attempted 233 - 12.9 per contest.

Reynolds is 23-0f-49 (.469) from beyond the 3-point arc in his last
five contests. On the season he is 56-0f-144 (.388) from deep.

He is now the ‘Cats second leading scorer at 14.1 ppg and the
squad’s top assist man (124-4.2 apg).

There have been eight times this season when Reynolds has scored
20 or more points in a game, including the last four in a row.

Good Will Sheridan

The third senior fixture in the Villanova starting lineup is 6-8 for-
ward Will Sheridan.

This native of Bear, Del., has accomplished much on and off the
court at Villanova. He has served as Villanova’s representative to the
NCAA Leadership seminar, twice won student-athlete talent shows, and
served on the inauguration committee of university president Rev. Peter
Donohue, O.S.A.

On the court he has collected 707 rebounds in 130 appearances, an
average of 5.5 per game. He has 141 blocked shots to his credit, good for
seventh place on the school’s all-time chart in that department. In addi-
tion, he has scored 655 career points, a 5.0 ppg average.

"Bump will always be one of my best friends,” stated Nardi earlier
this week. “He's always been there for me and he's given everything he
has to this team. There's never been a time when he's worried about
what's in it for him - shots, points, minutes. He just sacrifices for his
teammates and coaches.”

The most telling Sheridan stat is this: in his 96 career starts, VU is
72-24 (.750).

Dante’s Development

The maturation of sophomore forward Dante Cunningham has been
one of the key story lines to the 2006-07 Villanova campaign.

To understand why one needs look no further than this: when
Cunningham attempts four or more field goals in a game this season,
Villanova is 20-4 (.833). When he has been limited to three or less, the
‘Cats are just 1-5 (.167).

Cunningham established a new career high in points (21) and free
throws (11) in the final regular season game against Syracuse. He enters
post-season play connecting on .543 of his field goal and .765 of his free
throw attempts. As a freshman in 2005-06, the Silver Spring, Md., native
was just 13-0f-33 (.394) at the line.
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Home Court Advantages

The Pavilion has been a most comfortable home for the Wildcats
since opening on Feb. 1, 1986.

In 22 seasons, the “Cats are 188-54 (.777) in the building on Ithan
Avenue. They are 82-35 (.700) in BIG EAST action in the Pavilion and
have sold out the last 69 consecutive regular season contests in the 6,500
seat venue. From 1994-95 forward, VU is 127-22 (.864) overall in the
Pavilion.

Since Jay Wright assumed the head coaching reins in 2001,
Villanova is 45-12 (.789) on its Pavilion floor. It is 26-4 (.867) in the
arena since the start of 2004-05 with the losses coming to Georgetown
(2005), West Virginia and Drexel (2006) and DePaul (2007). It had a 13-
game winning streak against non-conference foes snapped when it fell to
the Dragons 81-76 on Dec. 9.

Visitors to the Pavilion will note the construction in what formerly
was the front parking area. Work has begun on the Intercollegiate Athletic
Recreation Facility, which will house practice courts and office space for
the men’s and women’s programs. The project is scheduled for comple-
tion in the fall of 2007.

The Wildcats hosted a school record five games this season at the
Wachovia Center in Philadelphia. Villanova is 18-18 (.500) lifetime in the
arena as host and 2-0 (1.000) in NCAA Tournament action in the build-
ing. The Wildcats were 3-2 at the Center in 2006-07, with an average
attendance of better than 18,000 per game.

Philadelphia Big Five Champs

Villanova wrapped up its second consecutive undefeated
Philadelphia Big Five championship with a 56-39 triumph over Saint
Joseph’s at the Pavilion on Feb. 6.

The “Cats opened Big Five play on Dec. 2 with a 99-89 win at Penn,
their eighth consecutive victory in Big Five play. Villanova followed that
with a 64-51 win at La Salle on Dec. 23. One week later, the “Cats post-
ed an 83-65 win over Temple to move to 3-0.

With the wins, Villanova improved its program-best Big Five win-
ning streak to 11 games, one shy of the record set by Penn. VU last fell
in the City Series on Dec. 2, 2004, when Temple edged it, 53-52.

Road Results

(.743) in its last 35 road games over the past three seasons.

Free Throw Fodder

The free throw line has been good to Villanova thus far in 2006-07.
The Wildcats led the BIG EAST in that category (.779). Its top three scor-
ers, Sumpter (.809), Reynolds (.847) and Nardi (.873) convert free throws
at a rate of 80 percent or better while regulars Cunningham (.765),
Sheridan (.741) and Clark (.722) have also been dependable at the stripe.

The Last Time it Happened. . .

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Clark Barometer

When Villanova has been at its best this season, 6-7 forward Shane
Clark has usually been involved. The Wildcats are 12-1 (.923) when the
native of Philadelphia scores nine or more points. They are 9-8 (.529)
when he offers less.

After attempting only two 3-point field goals as a freshman in 2005-
06, Clark has become a factor beyond the arc this season. He has convert-
ed 38-0f-100 (.380) from deep thus far in the 2006-07 campaign.

In the final regular season contest at the Wachovia Center against
Syracuse, Clark provided eight points off the bench to go with four
rebounds in 23 minutes.

The product of Cardinal Dougherty High School and Hargrave
Military Academy averages 8.0 points and 4.1 rebounds a game. After
serving as sixth man for the first 17 games of the season, Clark started
nine of the 10 for the Wildcats in January and February before returning
to the sixth man role in Villanova’s victory at Connecticut on Feb. 28 in
Storrs.

Clark started 10 of the 30 regular season contests.

That 70’s Show

When it comes to points, the magic number for the Wildcats appears
to be 70. When Villanova has scored 70 or more points in 2006-07 it is
15-1 (931). On those occasions when it fails to reach that number it is 7-
8 (.467). In BIG EAST games, the Wildcats are 5-0 when they reach 70
points and 4-7 (.364) when they fall below that number.

Points have been harder to come by since BIG EAST play began. In
its 12 games in November and December, Villanova shot no worse than
40 percent from the field in any game and averaged 81 points per game.

Since conference play began the “Cats twice converted 50 percent or
better from the field (wins over Notre Dame and Providence). In their 14
other conference outings the ‘Cats have not shot higher than .465 from
the field.

Fortunately, Villanova’s defense held up its end of the bargain. The
Wildcats limited opponents to 64.5 ppg and .410 shooting from the floor
this year. In nine games since the start of February, Villanova has held
opponents below 40 percent shooting six times and no opponent has con-
verted better than 45 percent of their attempts from the field.

Did You Know?

Of Villanova’s nine losses in 2006-07, eight have come to teams that
have recorded 20 or more victories: Xavier, Drexel, West Virginia, Notre
Dame, Pittsburgh, Georgetown, Syarcuse and Marquette.

The Wildcats other loss came to DePaul (18-12) on a January after-
noon when starters Mike Nardi, Will Sheridan, and Shane Clark were all
battling flu-like symptoms.

Honoring its Past

The No. 11 black patch Villanova wears on its uniform honors the
memory of Paul Arizin, who died in December at the age of 78.

Avrizin enrolled at Villanova in 1946 but played only intramural bas-
ketball as a freshman. He was invited on to the squad as a sophomore and
became the national player of the year in 1950. He then became a 10-time
NBA All-Star and was named one of the league’s 50 Greatest Players. His
jersey and No. 11 are retired and hang in the Pavilion rafters.

Coming Attractions

Villanova signed three student-athletes in November who are sched-
uled to enroll in the fall of 2007.

Three talented guards have signed national letters of intent to attend
Villanova University. The class includes 6-1 Corey Fisher of St. Patrick's
(N.J.) High School; 6-0 Malcolm Grant of The Winchendon School
(Mass.); and 6-5 Corey Stokes of St. Benedict's (N.J.) Prep.

"We are thrilled to have three more East Coast guards that are out-
standing players and beautiful people join our family at Villanova," stat-
ed Villanova head coach Jay Wright in making the announcement on Nov.
14. "We are extremely impressed by the pedigree of these three guards.
They all come to us from exceptionally strong and tradition-laden pro-
grams."

Fisher, a native of the Bronx, N.Y., helped lead St. Patrick's High
School to the New Jersey Tournament of Champions title last March. He
was a first team all-state choice by Newark Star Ledger after averaging
14.9 points and 4.2 assists per outing in 2005-06. Fisher hails from the
same high school as current 'Cat senior Mike Nardi and was named to the
2007 Roundball Classic team.

"Corey Fisher is extremely well-prepared for college basketball after
playing for coach Kevin Boyle at St. Pat's," said Wright. "Corey is in the
same mold as Mike Nardi, as he is both explosive and intelligent on the
court.”

Grant scored over 1,500 points in a decorated high school career at
Brooklyn (N.Y.)'s Paul Robeson High School before enrolling at
Winchendon this fall. As a senior at Robeson in 2005-06, Grant averaged
23.0 points, 2.6 rebounds and 2.0 assists per contest.

"Malcolm comes from a great high school program at Robeson
where he was coached by Todd Miles and followed that this season in
another great program at Winchendon, coached by Mike Byrnes," Wright
stated. "Malcolm is a true point guard. He is crafty, tenacious and very
charismatic."

Stokes was an integral component of another potent New Jersey
squad in 2005-06, St. Benedict's Prep. He averaged 11.5 ppg as part of a
balanced attack, connecting on 42 percent of his 3-point field goal
attempts and joined Fisher on the first team all-state squad. One of
Stokes' former teammates, sophomore Frank Tchuisi, is already a mem-
ber of the Wildcats squad.

Stokes was named a McDonald’s All-American in February. He will
also compete in the Roundball Classic.

"Corey is probably one of the best shooters we have ever recruited
at Villanova," said Wright. "He has also been very well coached by
Danny Hurley at St. Benedict's Prep. Corey brings size, toughness and a
great basketball 1Q."
