Special Teams Player of the Week
D'Ago Hunter | KR/PR | Towson
Hunter amassed 334 all-purpose yards, with 271 
coming on returns, as Towson beat Monmouth, 
52-48. The senior averaged 36.8 yards on fi ve kickoff  
returns, highlighted by a 92-yarder for a TD with 
8:13 to play. He also averaged 45.0 yards on two 
punt returns, including a 74-yarder that set up a TD. 
The 334 all-purpose yards are the 3rd-most in FCS 
this season and fell 23 yards shy of a school record.

Rookie of the Week
Reese Poff enbarger | QB | UAlbany
Poff enbarger completed 16-of-21 passes for 263 
yards and Ɵ ed a career-high with four touchdowns in 
less than three quarters of acƟ on as UAlbany rolled 
over Stony Brook, 59-14. The freshman threw TD 
passes of 25, 25, 5 and 15 yards as the Great Danes 
scored their most points in a game since 2012. 
Poff enbarger has thrown 20 TD passes with just one 
intercepƟ on this season.

Off ensive Player of the Week
Reece Udinski | QB | Richmond
Udinski completed 26-of-33 passes for 368 yards and 
two touchdowns and added two TD’s on the ground, 
leading Richmond to a 31-21 victory at Maine. He 
had scoring runs of 6 and 3 yards and a 63-yard TD 
pass on the Spiders’ fi rst three drives and added a 
21-yard TD strike in the third quarter. It was the fi Ō h 
300-yard passing performance in the past six games 
for Udinski.

Defensive Player of the Week
Omar Rogers | DB | Elon
Rogers contributed a team-best six tackles, a sack, 
a QB hurry and an intercepƟ on as part of a strong 
defensive performance in Elon’s 27-7 triumph over 
No. 12 Delaware. The sophomore recorded his fi rst 
sack of the season and picked off  a pass on a 4th-
and-goal play in the fourth quarter to seal the win. 
Elon’s defense held UD to 265 total yards and posted 
a shutout over the fi nal 55 minutes.

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CONFERENCE NOTES:
TOP 25 MATCHUP HEADLINES WEEK 10 SCHEDULE: A big Top 25 matchup between #17 
New Hampshire and #14 Richmond headlines the seven-game CAA slate in Week 10. The 
Wildcats are atop the CAA standings at 5-0, while the Spiders are a game back at 4-1. 
Other conference matchups include Towson hosƟ ng Villanova, Monmouth at Delaware, 
Elon entertaining UAlbany, Maine visiƟ ng Rhode Island and William & Mary making the 
short trip to Hampton. Stony Brook hosts Morgan State in non-conference play.

THE RACE IS ON: The race for the CAA Ɵ tle is the most compeƟ Ɵ ve in FCS with seven 
teams packed within two games of the lead entering Week 10. New Hampshire is on top 
of the standings at 5-0, followed by Richmond and William & Mary at 4-1. Elon sits 4th 
at 4-2, and Delaware, Rhode Island and Villanova are Ɵ ed at 3-2. Seven CAA teams also 
have winning overall records, which is Ɵ ed with the Missouri Valley for the most in FCS.

DOMINANT IN NON-CONFERENCE PLAY: CAA teams have been dominant against FCS 
non-conference opponents over the past fi ve years, winning a remarkable 76% of those 
games. The success has conƟ nued in 2022 as CAA teams are 20-5 against FCS opponents. 
The 20 wins and the .800 win percentage are the best of any FCS conference.

QUALITY QUARTERBACKS: CAA Football has featured some of the best quarterback play 
in FCS this season. The league has six of the top 25 QB's in FCS in pass effi  ciency (UA's 
Reese Poff enbarger, VU's Connor Watkins, EU's MaƩ hew McKay, UR's Reece Udinski
MU's Tony MuskeƩ , and W&M's Darius Wilson). and fi ve of the top 25 in passing yards 
(Poff enbarger, Udinski, McKay, UD's Nolan Henderson, McKay and Rhode Island's Kasim 
Hill). Udinski tops FCS in compleƟ on percentage (77.1%), Watkins is 4th naƟ onally in yard 
per pass aƩ empt (9.95), and Henderson is 6th in TD passes (20).

GETTING IT DONE ON THE GROUND: Six of the top 26 rushers in FCS play in the CAA. MU's 
Jaden Shirden leads the naƟ on at 151.7 ypg, UNH's Dylan Laube and W&M's Bronson 
Yoder are Ɵ ed for 14th (103.4 ypg), URI's Marques DeShields (99.5 ypg) is 16th, EU's Jalen 
Hampton is 20th (95.6 ypg) and UA's Todd Sibley is 26th (89.2 ypg). Twenty diff erent CAA 
players have run for at least 100 yards in a game this season, with Shirden (3) and Laube 
(1) having topped 200 yards.

TOWSON'S HUNTER NAMED NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Towson kick/punt re-
turner D'Ago Hunter was honored as the FedEx Ground NaƟ onal Special Teams Player of 
the Week aŌ er amassing 334 all-purpose yards at Monmouth, including a 92-yard kickoff  
return for a TD and a 74-yard punt return that set up a TD. Eight CAA Football players 
have now earned naƟ onal Player of the Week accolades this season: Delaware's Johnny 
Buchanan (Defense - Sept. 5), W&M's Jalen Jones (Defense - Sept. 12), Delaware's Nolan 
Henderson (Off ense - Sept. 19), Richmond's Reece Udinski (Player by NCAA.com, Sept. 
26), UAlbany's Reese Poff enbarger (Freshman - Oct. 17), New Hampshire's Sean Lehane 
(Special Teams - Oct. 24) and Stony Brook's Charlie McKee (Freshman - Oct. 24).

SIX TEAMS RANKED IN TOP 25: CAA Football led all FCS conferences with six teams ranked 
in the Stats Perform and AFCA Coaches Top 25 polls this week. William & Mary is #8 in the 
Stats poll and #9 in the AFCA poll, while Richmond rose to #14 in both polls. Delaware is 
ranked #16 by the AFCA and #18 by Stats while New Hampshire is #17 in the Stats poll and 
#21 in the AFCA rankings. Rhode Island is ranked #22 by the AFCA and #23 by Stats and  
Elon is #19 in the Stats poll and #23 in the AFCA poll. Villanova received votes in both polls.

SIX PLAYERS ADDED TO WATCH LISTS FOR LEGACY AWARDS: CAA Football had six play-
ers named to Watch Lists for the Stats Perform Legacy Awards. Monmouth running back 
Jaden Shirden and Delaware quarterback Nolan Henderson joined the watch list for the 
Payton Award, which is given to the top off ensive player in FCS. Delaware linebacker 
Johnny Buchanan and William & Mary linebacker John Pius joined the watch list for the 
Buchanan Award, presented to the top defensive player in FCS. UAlbany quarterback 
Reese Poff enbarger and Towson linebacker Mason Woods were chosen to the watch list 
for the Rice Award, presented to the top freshman player in FCS. Seven other CAA players 
(3 - Payton, 4 -Buchanan) were named to the award watch list prior to the season.

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RECORD-SETTING KICKERS: Elon's Skyler Davis broke the Elon record for career fi eld goals 
on Oct. 8 and now has 64, which is Ɵ ed for 2nd on the CAA's career list. He's the only 
kicker in FCS in 2022 with four FG's of 50+ yards. W&M's Ethan Chang booted a 57-yard 
FG at Stony Brook on Oct. 1, which Ɵ ed a CAA mark that had stood for 20 years. 

WORKING OVERTIME: Rhode Island and Monmouth baƩ led in the longest game ever 
played between two FCS teams on Oct. 24, with the Rams winning 48-46 in seven over-
Ɵ mes. Neither team led by more than seven points in the game, which was Ɵ ed 35-35 
at the end of regulaƟ on. Both teams scored touchdowns in the fi rst overƟ me but failed 
to score in the second. AŌ er trading successful 2-point conversion aƩ empts in the third 
and sixth OT periods, URI fi nally won on a pass from Kasim Hill to Ed Lee in the seventh. 

DELAWARE, W&M CONTINUE CAA SUCCESS AGAINST THE FBS: CAA Football conƟ nued 
its success against FBS opponents as William & Mary beat CharloƩ e, 41-24, and Delaware 
downed Navy, 14-7, in Week 1. It was the Blue Hens' fi rst FBS win since 2007 and the 
Tribe's fi rst FBS victory since 2009. The CAA has posted 42 wins over FBS foes in its history 
and has won at least one game against an FBS team in 12 of the past 15 years. Since 2013, 
10 diff erent CAA teams have recorded at least one FBS victory and the CAA has earned 
mulƟ ple victories over FBS opponents fi ve Ɵ mes since 2016.

FOUR CAA PLAYERS NAMED SEMIFINALISTS FOR CAMPBELL TROPHY: Maine OL Mike 
Gerace, New Hampshire DL Niko Kvietkus, Stony Brook OL Kyle Nunez and William & Mary 
DL Carl Fowler were chosen as semifi nals for the Campbell Trophy, which recognizes the 
best football scholar-athlete in the naƟ on for his combined academic success, football 
performance and exemplary leadership.

HAMPTON'S BONDS, BURRIS ON PLAYER OF THE YEAR WATCH LIST: Hampton wide re-
ceiver Jadakis Bonds and running back Elijah Burris were recognized on the Black College 
Football Player of the Year Watch List by the Black College Football Hall of Fame.

PRESEASON ALL-AMERICA HONORS: CAA Football was well-represented on numerous 
preseason All-America teams. The league had 13 players honored by HERO Sports and 12 
by Stats Perform. Making both teams were Rhode Island's Nick Correia, Villanova's Michael 
Corbi, Richmond's Jakob Herres, Monmouth's Ryan Kost, William & Mary's Nate Lynn, 
Stony Brook's Kyle Nunez, New Hampshire's Josiah Silver, Richmond's Tristan Wheeler
and Delaware's Kedrick Whitehead.

WELCOME TO THE CAA: CAA Football is the largest FCS conference in the naƟ on in 2022 
as the addiƟ on of Hampton and Monmouth gives the league 13 members for the fi rst Ɵ me 
in history. The Pirates have made fi ve FCS playoff  appearances in their history and are 17-
16 since 2018 under coach Robert Prunty. Monmouth has gone 38-14 since 2017 and has 
reached the playoff s three Ɵ mes during that stretch under coach Kevin Callahan. North 
Carolina A&T and Campbell will join CAA Football in 2023, increasing membership to 15.

DEEPEST CONFERENCE IN FCS: No conference has proven to be as strong from top to 
boƩ om as CAA Football in recent years. Eleven of the league’s 13 current members have 
parƟ cipated in the FCS playoff s since 2015. 

MULTIPLE TEAMS IN THE FCS PLAYOFFS: CAA Football has had mulƟ ple teams in the play-
off s for 31 straight years, and has had at least three teams in the playoff  fi eld in 14 of the 
past 16 years. Ten Ɵ mes in league history at least four teams were chosen. Five teams were 
picked in 2007, 2008 and 2011 and the CAA set a record with six teams selected in 2018.

SEMIFINAL STREAK CONTINUES: At least one CAA team has advanced to the semifi nals 
of the FCS playoff s for the past nine seasons. Towson (2013), New Hampshire (2014), 
Richmond (2015), James Madison (2016, 2017, 2019, 2020, 2021), Maine (2018) and 
Delaware (2020) reached the semis in that stretch. 

CAA KNOWS THE WAY TO FRISCO: CAA Football has had a team in the FCS championship 
game 11 Ɵ mes since 2003. Four diff erent schools have combined to win fi ve naƟ onal Ɵ tles 
during that stretch - Delaware (2003), JMU (2004, 2016), Richmond (2008) and Villanova 
(2009). Former member UMass also claimed a naƟ onal Ɵ tle in 1998.

CAA CELEBRATES 75 YEARS OF SUCCESS

CAA Football will celebrate a special milestone during the 2022 season as the confer-
ence reaches 75 years.

The league began with six insƟ tuƟ ons (ConnecƟ cut, Maine, MassachuseƩ s, New Hamp-
shire, Rhode Island and Vermont) in 1947 as the Yankee Conference and conƟ nued 
under that banner for 50 seasons. The AtlanƟ c 10 assumed operaƟ on of the conference 
for the next decade from 1997-2006. CAA Football began in 2007 and has built on the 
league’s legacy of success over the past 15 years.

To commemorate the milestone, CAA Football has developed a 75-year logo that will 
be used through the 2022 campaign. The logo will be used on helmet sƟ ckers that each 
team will wear, as well as on coins used by offi  cials for the pre-game toss. CAA Football 
will also produce a series of video features throughout the season, taking a look back 
at some of the coaches and student-athletes who have helped impact the conference 
over the past 75 years.

CAA Football is set to make more history in 2022 as the conference features 13 mem-
bers for the fi rst Ɵ me (UAlbany, Delaware, Elon, Hampton, Maine, Monmouth, New 
Hampshire, Rhode Island, Richmond, Stony Brook, Towson, Villanova and William & 
Mary). North Carolina A&T and Campbell will become the 14th and 15th members for 
the 2023 season.

The conference has captured six FCS naƟ onal championships since 1998, posted seven 
naƟ onal runner-up fi nishes, and had 18 teams reach the semifi nals of the FCS playoff s 
over the last 16 years. The league’s 119 all-Ɵ me wins in the playoff s are the second-
most of any FCS conference. CAA Football boasts 30 individual naƟ onal award winners 
and 122 former players have been draŌ ed by NFL franchises.
