Offensive Player of the Week

Camden Coleman | QB | Richmond
Making his first start, Coleman completed 25-of-
36 passes for a career-high 365 yards and a pro-
gram record-tying 6 TD's to lead Richmond past
Maine, 42-31. The freshman threw for 313 yards
in the first half, including 5 TD passes on five
straight possessions to give UR a 35-24 lead. The
6 TD’s tied Kyle Lauletta’s school record and are
tied for the most by any FCS player this season.

Defensive Player of the Week

Dylan Kelly | LB | UAlbany

Kelly recorded the most tackles by an FCS player
in 2023, making 23 stops in UAlbany’s 24-17 win
at Towson. The senior added a forced fumble, a
fumble recovery and a PBU. He was part of a UA
defense that held the Tigers to 319 yards. Kelly’s
final tackle was his biggest, helping stop Devin
Matthews for a 2-yard loss on 4th-and-goal from
the 1-yard line with 55 seconds left.

Special Teams Player of the Week

Randy Jordan | KR/CB | Rhode Island
Jordan returned a kickoff 95 yards for a .touch-
down in Rhode Island’s 34-30 triumph over
Brown to capture the Governor’s Cup. The return
put the Rams on top, 20-17, in the second quar-
ter and proved to be the difference in the 4-point
win. It was the first kickoff return for a TD by a
URI player since 2019.

Rookie of the Week

Syeed Gibbs | CB | Rhode Island

Gibbs recorded a career-high nine tackles, 2.0
TFL’s, 2 interceptions and 2 PBU's in Rhode
Island’s 34-30 win over Brown. His second
interception came with six seconds to go at the
URI 27-yard line, ending the Bears’ comeback at-
tempt. The two TFL’s were his first of the season
and the nine stops were three more than his
previous best.

CONFERENCE NOTES:

FIVE CONFERENCE GAMES ON WEEK 7 SCHEDULE: There are five conference games on
the Week 7 schedule. Three teams remain unbeaten in CAA play and two of them are on
the road as Elon (3-0) travels to Villanova and UAlbany (2-0) heads to New Hampshire.
Delaware (2-0) is riding a 3-game winning streak as it hosts North Carolina A&T. Rhode
Island welcomes Richmond in a matchup of squads with 2-1 CAA marks and Monmouth
entertains Hampton in a battle of teams that are 1-1 in the CAA.

ROAD WARRIORS: Road teams have an impressive 12-9 record in CAA play through the
first six weeks of the season.

LOOKING TO CONTINUE NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: CAA teams are 19-9 against non-
conference FCS opponents this season and will look to continue that success on Saturday.
Maine is at home against LIU and Stony Brook hosts New York rival Fordham.

KELLY, COLEMAN NAMED NATIONAL PLAYERS OF THE WEEK: UAlbany's Dylan Kelly was
honored as the FedEx Ground FCS Defensive Player of the Week and Richmond's Camden
Coleman was chosen as the FCS Freshman of the Week on Oct. 9. Kelly made the most
tackles by an FCS player this season with 23 stops in a win at Towson, while Coleman threw
for 365 yards and a UR-record tying 6 TD's in a win over Maine. Five CAA players have now
earned national honors from Stats Perform as Kelly and Coleman join UNH's Dylan Laube
(Special Teams) on Sept. 11, W&M's Nate Lynn (Defense) on Sept. 18 and UNH's Charles
Briscoe Il (Special Teams) on Oct. 2.

DOMINANT DEFENSE: William & Mary ranks #4 in FCS in scoring defense (13.5 ppg), #2
in total defense (247.7 ypg), #3 in passing defense (140.0 ypg) and #15 in rushing defense
(102.7 ypg). UAlbany is #2 in sacks (24), #9 in rushing defense (88.5 ypg), #12 in scoring
defense (18.2 ppg) and #17 in total defense (303.2 ypg).

SACK MASTERS: UAlbany's Anton Juncaj leads the nation with 9.0 sacks and W&M's Nate
Lynn is second with 8.0. Also in the top 10 are UAlbany's AJ Simon (7.0) and W&M's John
Pius (6.0).

QUALITY QUARTERBACKS: Three CAA quarterbacks rank among the top 12 in FCS in passing
yards and total offense. New Hampshire's Max Brosmer is #2 in passing and total offense,
Campbell's Hajj-Malik Williams is #7 in total offense and #9 in passing, and Rhode Island's
Kasim Hill is #8 in passing and #12 in total offense. Villanova's Connor Watkins is #1 in
yards per completion, Williams is #2 in completion percentage. Brosmer and Hill are tied
for #3 and Williams is #9 in passing touchdowns.

LAUBE DOES IT ALL: New Hampshire's Dylan Laube led FCS in all-purpose yardage in 2022
and is doing so again in 2023, averaging 247.4 yards per game, which is 66.4 ypg better
than any other FCS player. He returned a kickoff 100 yards for a TD for the second time in
his career vs. Delaware on Sept. 23. The running back caught 12 passes for a school-record
295 yards at Central Michigan on Sept. 9 and ran for 180 yards vs. Dartmouth on Sept. 16.
In Week 1 at Stonehill, he scored touchdowns on a run, reception and punt return as part of
a 229-yard outing. Laube is currently 6th on the CAA's career all-purpose yards list (6,311).

TACKLING MACHINE: Richmond linebacker Tristan Wheeler ranks 16th in FCS with 62
tackles this season. The four-time All-CAA selection has had three seasons with 100 or
more stops and leads all active players across Divisions |, Il and Il with 428 career tackles.

FIVE TEAMS RANKED IN TOP 25 POLLS: Five CAA teams in FCS Top 25 polls this week
- three by Stats Perform and four by the AFCA. Delaware moved up to #8 in both polls
while William & Mary is #11 in the Stats poll and #12 in the AFCA poll. Rhode Island is
#22 and New Hampshire is #24 in the AFCA poll, while UAlbany entered the Stats poll at
#24. Other CAA teams receiving votes included Elon (Stats), Villanova (Stats/AFCA), and
Hampton (AFCA).

MILLER TIME: Monmouth's Dymere Miller has 42 catches for 526 yards and 4 TD's through
five games and ranks 1st in FCS in receptions and 4th in receiving yards. He has tallied
over 120 receiving yards in each of his past three games.

RUNNING WILD: Four CAA backs are among the top 16 in FCS in rushing yards per game.
Hampton's Elijah Burris is #7 and is followed closely by #10 Jaden Shirden of Monmouth,
#15 Jalen Hampton of Elon and #16 Marcus Yarns of Delaware. All four backs are averag-
ing over 95 yards per game.

TAKING IT TO THE HOUSE: North Carolina A&T's Taymon Cooke returned a kickoff 94
yards for a TD against Villanova last week, which was his second of the season and the
third of his career. He leads FCS with a 38.9 yard return average.

SIX CAA PLAYERS NAMED CAMPBELL TROPHY SEMIFINALISTS: Six CAA student-athletes -
New Hampshire quarterback Max Brosmer, Towson linebacker Jamal Gay, Delaware wide
receiver Chandler Harvin, Stony Brook linebacker Aidan Kaler, Richmond linebacker Tristan
Wheeler and William & Mary punter Will Whitehurst - were selected as semifinalists
for the prestigious William V. Campbell Trophy by the National Football Foundation. The
award recognizes the absolute best scholar-athlete in the nation for combined academic
success, football performance and exemplary leadership. The CAA's six semifinalists were
the second-most of any FCS conference behind only the Ivy League's seven.

WELCOME TO THE CAA: CAA Football will again be the largest FCS conference in the na-
tion as the addition of Campbell and North Carolina A&T gives the league 15 members
for the first time in history. The Camels recorded three straight winning seasons from
2017-19 under coach Mike Minter. North Carolina A&T, in its first season under coach
Vincent Brown, captured 10 conference titles in the MEAC and has made five FCS playoff
appearances . Bryant will join CAA Football in 2024, increasing membership to 16.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: CAA teams have been dominant against FCS non-conference
opponents in recent years. In 2022, the league was a combined 21-5 against FCS foes
during the regular season. The 21 wins and .808 win percentage were the best of any
conference. CAA teams are 19-9 against FCS foes so far this season.

SUCCESS AGAINST THE FBS: CAA Football has posted 42 wins over FBS foes in its history
and has won at least one game against an FBS team in 12 of the past 15 years. Since 2013,
10 different teams have recorded at least one FBS victory and the CAA has had multiple
wins over FBS opponents five times since 2016, including the past two seasons.

W&M PICKED TO WIN CAA TITLE: William & Mary, which is coming off an 11-2 season
that included a share of the CAA title and a berth in the quarterfinals of the FCS playoffs
for the first time since 2009, has been picked to win the title again in 2023 by a vote of
the league's head coaches. The Tribe got 13 first-place votes and 195 total points, topping
second-place New Hampshire, which received one first-place vote and 235 points. Rich-
mond was picked third, followed by Delaware, Elon, Rhode Island, Villanova, Monmouth,
Towson, North Carolina A&T, UAlbany, Campbell, Maine, Stony Brook and Hampton.

NEW COACHES IN THE CAA: CAA Football will have two new head coaches for the 2023
season. Pete Shinnick takes over at Towson after guiding West Florida to the Div. Il national
championshipin 2019.
