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CONFERENCE NOTES:
CAA RACE IS TIGHT WITH FOUR WEEKS TO GO: Just one game separates the top fi ve 
teams in the CAA standings with four weeks to go, seƫ  ng the stage for some important 
Week 10 matchups. Co-leaders Rhode Island and Richmond are at home and looking to 
extend six-game win streaks as the Rams face Monmouth and the Spiders host Towson. 
Villanova and Stony Brook, who are both 3-1, hit the road with the Wildcats taking on 
Hampton and the Seawolves visiƟ ng Bryant. Also on the slate, William & Mary goes to 
North Carolina A&T, UAlbany entertains UNH and Campbell makes the short trip to Elon. 
In non-conference acƟ on, Maine takes on SEC member Oklahoma.

DEEPEST LEAGUE IN FCS: The CAA has become known as the most compeƟ Ɵ ve league in 
FCS from top to boƩ om. Currently, the CAA is the only FCS league with its top fi ve teams 
separated by just one game. When it comes to overall records, 11 of the CAA's 16 teams 
(68.8%) are .500 or beƩ er, which is also tops among FCS conferences.

HOME NOT SO SWEET IN EARLY CAA ACTION: Through 33 conference games this season, 
home teams have just a 17-16 record.

FIVE CAA TEAMS RANKED IN TOP 25: Five CAA teams are ranked in the FCS Top 25 again 
this week. Villanova is ranked #13 in the Stats and AFCA poll, while Rhode Island is ranked 
#14 in both polls. Richmond moved up to #12 in the AFCA poll and #16 in the Stats poll, 
Stony Brook jumped to #20 in both polls, and William & Mary is ranked #24 in both polls. 
The CAA's fi ve ranked teams in the Stats poll are Ɵ ed for the most of any conference with 
the MVFC. Hampton is ranked #6 in the HBCU Coaches poll, administered by BOXTOROW.

NATIONAL HONORS: Villanova's Shane Hartzell was honored as the Stats Perform FCS 
Defensive Player of the Week last Monday aŌ er recording a career-high 20 tackles in 
a win over UNH. On Oct. 21, Elon's Chandler Brayboy was the NaƟ onal Special Teams 
Player of the Week and Maine was the NaƟ onal Team of the Week. On Oct. 7, Hampton's 
Malcolm Mays was named the HBCU+ FCS Player of the Week and Villanova's David Avit 
was chosen as the NaƟ onal Freshman of the Week. Elon's TJ Thomas was chosen as the 
NaƟ onal Freshman Player of the Week on Sept. 9 and Stony Brook's Roland Dempster 
was the NaƟ onal Off ensive Player of the Week on Sept. 30.

ELON'S CURTAIN NAMED DORIS ROBINSON AWARD FINALIST: Elon safety Caleb Curtain 
was chosen as one of 13 fi nalists for the FedEx Doris Robinson Scholar-Athlete Award, which 
is given to a student-athlete who exemplifi es excellence on the fi eld, in the classroom and 
across the community. Curtain has a 3.24 GPA while majoring in business administraƟ on. 
He earned All-America honors last season and leads Elon with 48 tackles in 2024.

FOUR ON RICE AWARD WATCH LIST: Four CAA players were chosen to the in-season watch 
list for the Stats Perform Jerry Rice Award, which honors the freshman Player of the Year 
in FCS football. Selected were Villanova running back David Avit, Bryant linebacker Cole 
Nilles, Hampton wide receiver Brennan Ridley and Elon running back TJ Thomas.

LEADING THE NATION: Elon's Chandler Brayboy leads FCS in kickoff  return average (37.2), 
Monmouth's Sone Ntoh is fi rst in rushing TD's (18) and scoring (13.5 ppg), Monmouth's 
Derek Robertson is fi rst in passing yards per game (322.4 ypg), Elon's Jeff  Yurk is #1 in 
punƟ ng (48.9 avg), UNH's Josiah Silver tops FCS in sacks (9.5) and William & Mary's Jalen 
Jones is #1 in passes defended (16).

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: CAA teams are an impressive 31-14 (.689) this season against 
FCS non-conference opponents. Five squads (Delaware, Rhode Island, Stony Brook, Vil-
lanova and William & Mary) went undefeated vs. FCS non-conference foes.

MONMOUTH RECORDS FIRST-EVER FBS WIN: Monmouth recorded its fi rst win ever over 
an FBS opponent when it defeated FIU, 45-42 on Sept. 21. The Hawks piled up 540 yards 
of off ense in the game and Deuce Lee forced a fumble at the 1-yard line with 32 seconds 
to go. It was the CAA's fi rst victory over an FBS foe since the 2022 season.

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FROM THE CAA TO THE NFL: At the start of the 2024 season, there were 34 players from 
CAA Football schools on NFL rosters. The 34 players were spread across 20 teams, with 
the BalƟ more Ravens, Buff alo Bills, Detroit Lions and Indianapolis Colts each having three. 

WELCOME TO THE CAA: CAA Football is the largest FCS conference in the naƟ on as the 
addiƟ on of Bryant gives the league 16 members for the fi rst Ɵ me in history. The Bulldogs 
are coming off  a 6-5 campaign in 2023. Chris MerriƩ  is in his sixth season as head coach.

SUCCESS AGAINST THE FBS: CAA Football has posted 43 wins over FBS foes in its history 
and has won at least one game against an FBS team in 13 of the past 17 years. Since 2013, 
11 diff erent teams have recorded at least one FBS victory and the CAA has had mulƟ ple 
wins over FBS opponents fi ve Ɵ mes since 2016, including two of the past three seasons.

EIGHT PLAYERS ON WATCH LISTS FOR NATIONAL AWARDS: CAA Football had eight players 
named to a pair of Stats Perform naƟ onal Player of the Year Watch Lists. Richmond wide 
receiver Nick DeGennaro, William & Mary off ensive lineman Charles Grant, Villanova 
quarterback Connor Watkins, Delaware running back Marcus Yarns and William & Mary 
running back Bronson Yoder are on the watch list for the Payton Award, which is given 
to the top off ensive player in FCS. Elon safety Caleb Curtain, UNH defensive end Josiah 
Silver and Villanova cornerback Isas Waxter are on the watch list for the Buchanan Award, 
presented to the top defensive player in FCS.

A&T'S PRUNTY, HAMPTON'S BURRIS RECEIVE PRESEASON HONORS : North Carolina 
A&T cornerback Karon Prunty and Hampton running back Elijah Burris were recognized 
on the Black College Football Player of the Year Watch List by the Black College Football 
Hall of Fame as well as the Urban Edge Network HBCU + FCS NaƟ onal Player of the Year 
Watch List. Prunty was also chosen to the HBCU College Football Preseason All-America 
team presented by BOXTOROW, while Burris received honorable menƟ on.

VILLANOVA PICKED TO WIN CAA TITLE: Villanova, which went 10-3, won a share of the 
CAA Ɵ tle and reached the quarterfi nals of the FCS playoff s, has been picked to claim the 
Ɵ tle again in 2024 by a vote of the league's head coaches. The Wildcats got nine fi rst-place 
votes and 217 total points, topping second-place Richmond, which received one fi rst-place 
vote and 189 points. UAlbany, which got three fi rst-place votes, was picked third, followed 
by William & Mary and Delaware, which also received three fi rst-place votes. 

VU'S WATKINS, ELON'S CURTAIN TOP PRESEASON ALL-CAA TEAM: Villanova quarterback 
Connor Watkins was chosen as the CAA preseason Off ensive Player of the Year and Elon 
safety Caleb Curtain was selected as the CAA Preseason Defensive Player of the Year by the 
league's head coaches. Watkins passed for 2,681 yards and 20 TD's and had 378 yards and 
10 TD's on the ground, while Curtain recorded a team-high 80 tackles, 6.5 TFL's, 4.5 sacks 
and four intercepƟ ons in 2023. The preseason All-CAA team can be found in this release.

DEEPEST CONFERENCE IN FCS: No conference has proven to be as strong from top to 
boƩ om as CAA Football in recent years. Twelve of the league’s 16 current members have 
parƟ cipated in the FCS playoff s since 2015. 

MULTIPLE TEAMS IN THE FCS PLAYOFFS: CAA Football has had mulƟ ple teams in the 
playoff s for 33 straight years, and has had at least three teams in the playoff s in 16 of 
the past 18 years. Thirteen Ɵ mes in league history at least four teams were chosen. Five 
teams were picked in 2007, 2008, 2011 and 2022, and the CAA set a record with six teams 
selected to the playoff  fi eld in 2018.

PLAYOFF SUCCESS: The CAA has had at least two teams advance to the second round of 
the FCS playoff s every year since the fi eld expanded to 20 (and then 24) teams in 2010. 
The conference has had at least one team in the quarterfi nals every year since 1995 and 
at least one team in the semifi nals in 10 of the past 11 seasons. Seven diff erent schools 
have represented the CAA in the semifi nals over that 11-year stretch. CAA Football has 
had a team in the FCS championship game 11 Ɵ mes since 2003. The league owns six 
naƟ onal Ɵ tles - UMass (1998), Delaware (2003), James Madison (2004, 2016), Richmond 
(2008) and Villanova (2009).
