CONFERENCE NOTES:

FULL SLATE OF CAA GAMES IN WEEK 8: For the first time all season, only conference games
are on the weekly schedule. First-place Rhode Island takes a 3-0 CAA record to UAlbany,
while the league's only other unbeaten team, Monmouth, hosts Stony Brook. Villanova
is riding a three-game winning streak as it welcomes Hampton. Elon meets William &
Mary in a series that is tied 5-5 all-time, while Campbell and New Hampshire face off for
the first time ever. Four CAA teams are on a bye this week.

ROAD TEAMS KEEP ROLLING: After home teams went 9-2 in the first 11 CAA games, road
teams have battled back with a combined 7-2 record over the last two weeks.

MONMOUTH RANKED #9 BY PLAYOFF COMMITTEE: Monmouth was ranked #9 by the
NCAA FCS Playoff selection committee in their reveal of the top 10 teams at this point in
the season. Defending champion North Dakota State was ranked #1.

THREE TEAMS RANKED IN FCS TOP 25 POLLS: Three CAA teams are ranked in both the
Stats Perform and AFCA Coaches Top 25 polls. Monmouth climbed to #10 in the AFCA
poll and #11 in the Stats poll. Villanova is #14 in the AFCA rankings and #15 in the Stats
rankings, while Rhode Island is ranked #15 by the AFCA and #16 by Stats. Elon was among
others receiving votes in the AFCA poll.

ROBERTSON CLIMBING CAA CAREER LISTS: Monmouth quarterback Derek Robertson
continues to climb CAA career passing charts. He's fourth in career pass yards with 10,681
and is closing in on current Jacksonville Jaguars coach Liam Coen (11,031) for 3rd place.
He's also 4th in pass completions (839) and 3rd in passing TD's (92).

HIGH FLYING HAWKS: Monmouth leads the nation in total offense (554.3 ypg) and is 5th
in scoring (44.7 ppg). The Hawks have tallied at least 448 yards and 35 points in all six
games. Quarterback Derek Robertson tops FCS in passing yards (378.7 ypg), passing TD's
(24) and total offense (372.3 ypg). He has thrown for at least 350 yards and four TD's in
five of six games. Rodney Nelson is No. 1 in FCS in rushing yards per game (144.0 ypg)
and Josh Derry leads FCS in receiving TD's (8) and ranks 3rd in receiving yards per game
(107.3 ypg) and 4th in receptions per game (7.33).

HOME SWEET HOME: Villanova is riding an 18-game home winning streak while Rhode
Island has won its last 12 games at Meade Stadium.

HOUSE CALLS: In four of the past five weeks, a CAA player has returned a kickoff for a
touchdown. Villanova's Ja'briel Mace had a 100-yard return vs. William & Mary on Sept.
27 and a 97-yard return at Elon last Saturday. He's the only player in FCS with two KOR's
for TD's. Towson's Lukkas Londono had a 96-yard return vs. Morgan State on Sept. 6 and
Bryant's Keylijah Williams had a 100-yard return at Campbell on Sept. 20.

NO FLY ZONE: Six CAA teams are among the top 26 in FCS in passing defense, led by #5
Rhode Island, #12 UAlbany and #16 Hampton.

NATIONAL AWARD HONOREES: Three CAA players have been recognized as FCS National
Players of the Week by Stats Perform this season. Elon punter Jeff Yurk was named the FCS
National Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 15, while Bryant's Brandon Perkins
(Defense) and UNH's Nick Reed (Special Teams) were honored on Sept. 8.

BRYANT CONTINUES CAA SUCCESS AGAINST THE FBS: Bryant continued the CAA's success
against FBS teams, edging UMass, 27-26, on Sept. 6 for the program's first victory over an
FBS program. CAA Football has posted 44 wins over FBS foes in its history and has won
at least one game against an FBS team in 15 of the past 19 years. Since 2013, 12 different

teams have recorded at least one FBS victory and the CAA has had multiple wins over FBS
opponents five times since 2016, including two of the past four seasons.

SIX CAA PLAYERS NAMED CAMPBELL TROPHY SEMIFINALISTS: Six CAA student-athletes
were named semifinalists for the prestigious Campbell Trophy, which recognizes the
best scholar-athlete in the nation for combined academic success, football performance
and exemplary leadership. Recognized were Villanova's Shane Hartzell, Towson's Bryce
LaFollette, Campbell's Logan Livermon, William & Mary's Trey McDonald, Stony Brook's
Clayton Taylor and New Hampshire's Chase Wilson.

EIGHT PLAYERS ON WATCH LISTS FOR NATIONAL AWARDS: CAA Football had eight players
named to three Stats Perform national Player of the Year Watch Lists. Villanova running
back David Avit, Rhode Island wide receiver Marquis Buchanan, Stony Brook running
back Roland Dempster and Monmouth quarterback Derek Robertson are on the watch
list for the Payton Award, which is given to the top offensive player in FCS. Villanova
linebacker Shane Hartzell, William & Mary defensive back Jalen Jones and Rhode Island
linebacker Shane Hartzell are on the watch list for the Buchanan Award, presented to
the top defensive player in FCS. Hampton running back Ja'Quan Snipes is on the watch
list for the HBCU National Player of the Year.

RHODE ISLAND PICKED TO WIN CAA TITLE: Rhode Island, which is coming off a program-
best 11-3 season that included winning a share of the CAA title and reaching the second
round of the FCS playoffs, has been picked to claim the title again in 2025 by a vote of the
league's head coaches. The Rams received eight first-place votes and 163 total points,
topping second-place Monmouth, which got four first-place votes and 142 points. Vil-
lanova, which got three first-place votes, was picked third, followed by Stony Brook and
New Hampshire. Towson was chosen sixth, followed by William & Mary, Elon, Maine,
Campbell, Hampton, UAlbany, Bryant and North Carolina A&T.

MONMOUTH'S ROBERTSON, URI'S PENA TOP PRESEASON ALL-CAA TEAM: Monmouth
quarterback Derek Robertson was chosen as the CAA preseason Offensive Player of the
Year and Rhode Island linebacker A.J. Pena was selected as the CAA Preseason Defensive
Player of the Year by the league's head coaches. Robertson passed for 3,397 yards and
31 touchdowns last season, while Pena recorded 82 tackles, 22.5 TFL's and 12.5 sacks in
2024. The complete preseason All-CAA team can be found in this release.

DEEP FROM TOP TO BOTTOM: No conference has proven to be as strong from top to
bottom as CAA Football in recent years. Eleven of the league’s 14 current members have
participated in the FCS playoffs since 2015.

MULTIPLE TEAMS IN THE FCS PLAYOFFS: CAA Football has had multiple teams in the
playoffs for 34 straight years, and has had at least three teams in the playoffs in 17 of
the past 19 years. Fourteen times in league history at least four teams were chosen. Five
teams were picked in 2007, 2008, 2011 and 2022, and the CAA set a record with six teams
selected to the playoff field in 2018.

PLAYOFF SUCCESS: The CAA has had at least two teams advance to the second round of
the FCS playoffs every year since the field expanded to 20 (and then 24) teams in 2010.
The conference has had at least one team in the quarterfinals in all but one year since
1995 and at least one team in the semifinals in 10 of the past 12 seasons. Seven differ-
ent schools have represented the CAA in the semifinals over that 12-year stretch. CAA
Football has had a team in the FCS championship game 11 times since 2003. The league
owns six national titles - UMass (1998), Delaware (2003), James Madison (2004, 2016),
Richmond (2008) and Villanova (2009).
