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First-year head coach Scott Wachenheim takes

over a VMI squad that welcomes back consid-

erable experience with 37 lettermen return-

ing. 19 letterwinners return on offense with

just six lost from a year ago while 16 players

return on the defensive side with eight lost

from last season. The offense welcomes back

nine starters while the defense will return

seven starters from 2014. Both punter and

placekicker return as well as long and short

snappers.

Headlining the returnees is quarterback and

2014 Southern Conference Freshman of the

Year Al Cobb who led the SoCon with 2,971

passing yards and tossed 20 touchdowns on

269-for-438 passing. Cobb threw for at least

200 yards in nine games and tossed multiple

touchdowns in six contests and was named

SoCon Freshman of the Week four times. He

was fifth in voting for the Jerry Rice Award

which honors the nation’s top FCS freshman

and set school season marks for passing yards

(2,971), touchdown passes (20), and total

offense (3095). Cobb compiled six games of

300 or more yards passing in 2014.

Cobb’s backups will be redshirt freshman Jade

Maher and veteran Hayden Alford, with Alford

bringing game experience to his role. 

The receivers again feature a deep and talent-

ed group with five of the top seven returning

from last year including junior Aaron Sanders

who put together one of the best perform-

ances in years by a VMI receiver catching 58

passes for 901 yards. Sanders posted the most

receiving yards by a Keydet since Mark Stock’s

1,161 yards in 1988 and tied for the team lead

in touchdown receptions with four. Sanders

ranked second in the Southern Conference in

receiving yards a game (75.1) and was third in

catches per game (4.8). Joining Sanders will be

the trio of Dane Forlines, Sam Patterson, and

Matthew Nicholson. Forlines returns as the

second leading receiver in receptions from a

year ago and is looking to build on a breakout

2014 season where he emerged as a top

threat and had 38 receptions which tied for

the third most on the team while averaging

15.3 yards per catch. Forlines also tied for the

team lead in touchdown receptions with four.

Patterson, a past all-conference honoree in

the Big South, has posted back-to-back 30

catch seasons and has 74 career receptions

entering the season and  looks to a big senior

season after having his junior campaign limited

by injury. Nicholson finished with the sixth

most receptions on the team with 24 catches

for 237 yards and averaged almost 10 yards a

catch.

The Keydets must develop depth at the run-

ning back positions to replace departed veter-

ans Deon Watts and Jabari Turner who

accounted for 926 yards of 1243 rushing yards

and 12 touchdowns last season. Redshirt

freshman Brice Tucker emerged as a potential

starter in spring drills after a strong showing

in practice and scrimmage and veteran red-

shirt senior Derrick Ziglar returns as most

experienced running back returning to the

position group and has over 1,000 career

yards rushing. Redshirt sophomore Cody

Shirley has been sidelined with injury the past

two seasons and has pressed hard to rehab

and get back on the field and contribute.

The tight end position will feature new faces

as junior Andrew Lewis, who started all last

season at tight end, will move to the interior

line at left tackle. 

Redshirt sophomore Chad Jacob is slated to

move into the starting tight end role after

catching 12 passes for 111 yards on the sea-

son with one touchdown. Another player on

the move, redshirt sophomore Ryan Swingle,

moves from reserve quarterback to provide

backup at tight end.

The offensive line returns four players with

extensive playing experience including veteran

redshirt senior Nate Murray who moved from

tackle to guard on the left side. Good spring

ball performances by redshirt junior Chad

Reed and redshirt sophomore Stephen Miller

project them as starters on the right side at

guard and tackle, respectively, and redshirt

sophomore Patrick Doucette returns to cen-

ter where he started all 12 games last year.

Depth could come from redshirt junior

Bradley Hann and redshirt junior Iyan

Roseborough, who have both been past

starters.

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The Keydets will line up in a 3-4 defensive

alignment and will look to improve from last

year’s numbers that posted 41.4 points

allowed 496.4 yards per game. Defensive per-

formance will be key to a VMI resurgence on

the gridiron and the unit returns ample expe-

rience to foster a rise in fortunes.  

The defensive line returns starters Joe Nelson

and Denton Ensminger while J.C. Garvin, who

moves to defense this year, is slotted to han-

dle one end position. Nelson, a redshirt soph-

omore, could contend for all-conference hon-

ors and moved from nose to left end while

Ensminger slides into nose after playing at end

last year. Nelson finished the year with 19

solos and 32 assists for 51 tackles which led

all VMI defensive linemen and ranked second

on the team in tackles for loss with 7.0 for 24

yards. Ensminger posted 36 tackles on the

season which was the second most among

Keydet defensive linemen and also logged two

tackles-for-loss for seven yards. Other return-

ing veterans on the defensive line include red-

shirt junior Robert de Wolff, his classmate,

Seth Mallory, and redshirt sophomore Amon-

Ra Clay.

Veteran and four-year starter Logan Staib has

graduated, but plenty of experience returns to

outside linebacker where redshirt senior

Chris Copeland is projected to start at one of

the two available spots. Sophomore Tony

Richardson, who saw substantial game experi-

ence as a true freshman last year, is the

probable starter at the other OLB position,

and Copeland and Richardson will be backed

up by Brad and Brian Lipscomb. 

At inside linebacker, leading returning tackler

Ryan Francis returns to the squad and moves

from outside linebacker to one of the inside

positions. Francis, a redshirt sophomore,

ranked second on the team in tackles with 71

in 2014 and tied for second on the team in

tackles for loss with 6.5 for 21 yards. 

Sophomore linebacker Allan Cratsenberg

could contend for all-conference honors after

nabbing a starting role at inside linebacker at

the end of last year. Cratsenberg made five

consecutive starts at the end of the season

and posted 49 total stops over the last five

games as a starter. He finished the season with

consecutive double-digit tackle games of 17

(season-high) against Western Carolina and 11

against The Citadel with the 17 tackles against

Western Carolina standing as the most by a

Keydet in 2014. Depth at inside linebacker will

come from junior Darnell Ashton, who has

past starting experience.

All four projected starters in the secondary

have past experience as starters as the unit

works to achieve both consistency and big

play production. Redshirt junior Damian Jones

and senior Doug Moore are slated to start at

left and right corners, respectively. Jones has

23 career starts entering the season and led

the secondary with

eight pass breakups in

2014. Moore has

three years experi-

ence in the secondary

as both a starter and

reserve. Sophomore

Greg Sanders showed

big play capability

both in the defensive

backfield and special

teams and will be one

to watch in 2015. Junior Allijah Robinson

returns to a starter role at one safety while

redshirt junior Alex Keys, one of the best con-

ditioned athletes on the team, will be consid-

ered for the other starting safety spot.

Veterans Alex James and Caleb Furlow enter

their final years of eligibility and will provide

depth in the backfield.

Both kicker and punter are back this season in

Dillon Christopher and redshirt junior Alford.

Christopher has demonstrated his versatile

kicking ability throughout his career and is

working to progress as an elite contributor in

2015 and last year converted 7 of 13 field

goals and 33 of 35 PATs and finished the sea-

son strong by converting his last four field

goal attempts. Alford is slated to handle the

punting chores for the second straight year

and continues to develop his leg strength and

accuracy. Alford booted three punts over 50

yards and 18 punts inside the 20-yard line. In

addition to the returning players in the kicking

game, all snappers from a year ago return in

Pat Doucette, Bradley Hann, and Walker Hays.

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Scott Wachenheim was named VMI's newest

head football coach on Dec. 14, 2014.

A 1984 graduate of the United States Air

Force Academy and veteran coach with over

25 years of experience in the college ranks,

Wachenheim comes to VMI from the

University of Virginia where he has served the

past five seasons and as Cavaliers offensive

line coach since 2011. Prior to his tenure in

Charlottesville, Wachenheim was the offensive

coordinator and offensive line coach at

Liberty University for three seasons (2006-

08). 

On naming Wachenheim to the post, Diles

stated, “VMI football is a historically important

program, and the search began focused on

getting three things right.  First, we needed a

coach with great leadership attributes and

skills.  Second, given the uniqueness of the

Institute, and the learning curve of working

within our system, we needed someone with

high intelligence and the vision to utilize our

systems as assets; and, finally, finding someone

who understands and respects the varied

experiences of cadet athletes was paramount.

In Scott Wachenheim, we have found all of

these things.”

“It’s an honor to be selected to lead the VMI

football program,” said Wachenheim. “The

Institute’s mission so closely reflects the goals

and values instilled in me from the United

States Air Force Academy.”

"His experience as a cadet and as a football

player at the U.S. Air Force Academy, his

impressive breadth of coaching assignments at

great schools with winning programs across

the country, and his leadership ability lend

great optimism for the future of VMI football,”

said VMI Superintendent General J.H. Binford

Peay III. 

While at Virginia, Wachenheim helped the

Cavalier offense in 2011 amass the most rush-

ing yards (2,107) in seven seasons and his

offensive unit finished the year ranked no. 24

in the nation in fewest sacks allowed per game

(1.23) as UVa advanced to the Chick fil-A

Bowl. In 2012, the Cavalier offense passed for

over 3,000 yards for the third consecutive

season - the first time that had ever been

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accomplished in school history. Four starters from his 2011 offensive

line unit at UVA were on 2014 Opening Day NFL rosters. In 2013, the

offensive line paved the way for UVa’s Kevin Parks, the school’s first

1,000 yard rusher since 2004.

At Liberty, Wachenheim helped the Flames attain a 10-2 record in 2008

and a second straight Big South Conference championship while aver-

aging 33.7 points and 446.7 yards per game. The offensive unit ranked

ninth nationally in the Football Championship Subdivision and led the

Big South Conference in total offense for the second consecutive sea-

son as they averaged 429.6 yards a game and 42.6 points per contest in

2007.

Wachenheim was elevated by then Liberty head coach Danny Rocco to

assistant head coach prior to the 2007 season. Wachenheim also

helped develop three-year starting running back Rashad Jennings – a

consensus All-America selection and Walter Payton Award finalist who

rushed for a Big South record 3,633 career yards, 633 attempts, and 42

touchdowns. Jennings was a seventh-round selection by the Jacksonville

Jaguars in the 2009 NFL draft. Wachenheim also recruited and coached

Flames offensive standout and two-time Big South offensive player of

the year Mike Brown.  

Wachenheim also spent the 2009 season in the NFL ranks as the tight

ends coach with the Washington Redskins and helped with the devel-

opment of tight end Fred Davis who had 48 catches for 509 yards and

six touchdowns while filling in for All-Pro Chris Cooley who sustained

a season-ending injury.

Prior to his tenure at Liberty, Wachenheim spent 12

seasons (1994-2005) on the staff of Ken Hatfield at

Rice University and served the last five seasons as

the Owls offensive coordinator. Wachenheim helped

Rice build a dominant ball-control offensive attack

and in 2004, the Owls led the nation in rushing

offense (306.5 yards per game) after gaining a school

record 3,800 yards the previous season which ranked

second in the country. In 2001, Rice broke the school

single season record for points and total offense

(4,846 yards).

Wachenheim also served as recruiting coordinator and coached offen-

sive tackles and tight ends coach at Utah State from 1992-93 and was

part of the 1993 Big West Championship staff that claimed the Las

Vegas Bowl.

Wachenheim graduated from the Air Force Academy with a bachelor’s

degree in Civil Engineering and was a four-year starter from 1980-83.

He earned first team All-WAC and honorable mention All-America

honors his senior year. The 1983 Falcons posted a 10-2 record and

were ranked second in rushing offense and attained a 13th team rank-

ing overall.

Wachenheim began his coaching career at Air Force in 1984 when he

served as offensive coordinator of the Air Force Academy junior varsity

squad before embarking on his active duty commitment.  

After serving as an officer in the U.S. Air Force, Wachenheim returned

to the college coaching ranks at Arkansas in 1989 and spent two years

on the Razorback staff that won a Southwest Conference

Championship and Cotton Bowl title. Wachenheim earned his master’s

degree in athletic administration at Arkansas in 1991. He later served

one season at Colorado under head coach Bill McCartney and helped

the Buffaloes win the Big 8 title and a Blockbuster Bowl bid.

A native of Woodland Hills, California, Wachenheim and his wife, Karla,

have two sons, Kyle and Tyson. 

Diles added, “Coach Wachenheim is a coach with demonstrated leader-

ship abilities and he articulated a compelling message for developing

our cadet athletes.  In addition, he is a bright, innovative and confident

coach and through his experience at the United States Air Force

Academy, Coach Wachenheim has unique insight into the life of a cadet

athlete.  A bonus is his extensive experience working and coaching in

Virginia and his deep connections throughout the Commonwealth. He

quickly emerged as the top candidate for this position, and he articulat-

ed a vision and plan for moving our football program back to a position

of competitive prominence in the Southern Conference.”

Keydets Fall
Despite Cobb’s
Spectacular Debut,
42-38
Al Cobb threw for four touchdowns and ran

for another in a spectacular collegiate debut,

but the Bucknell Bison took the lead for good

on a 62-yard fourth quarter punt return for a

touchdown and went on to defeat the VMI

Keydets, 42-38, in NCAA football action

August 30 in Lewisburg, Pa. 

VMI (0-1) never led in Saturday's game, but

had rallied from an early 14-0 deficit to tie the score four different times, the last of which came late in the third

quarter, when Cobb found Dane Forlines for a 20-yard touchdown to knot the score at 35. Less than a minute into

the fourth quarter, however, Josh Brake of Bucknell (1-0) broke a 62-yard punt return for a touchdown that gave

the Bison a 42-35 lead they would not relinquish.

Dillon Christopher added a field goal with 5:26 to go, cutting the Keydet deficit to 42-38, but the homestanding

Bison were able to run out the clock to preserve their narrow victory. Cobb, a redshirt freshman who was named

the starter for the opening game late last week, finished 27 of 40 for 308 yards. He became just the fourth player in

VMI history to be responsible for 30 points or more in a single game, joining Tony Scales (1990), Dave Brown

(1986) and Bobby Mitchell (1961). He also became the eighth quarterback in VMI history to throw four or more

touchdowns in a single game, and his 27 completions tied for the third-most in VMI annals.

Other standouts included running back Deon Watts, who ran for a career-high 97 yards, and Doug Burton who

caught a team-high seven passes for 109 yards and a touchdown. Bucknell was led by C.J. Williams, who piled up

164 yards rushing on the night. Bucknell jumped ahead early, scoring the game’s first 14 points. Matt DelMauro was

responsible for both touchdowns, and after he scampered 56 yards for a score with 2:11 left in the first quarter,

the home team led 14-0. The Keydets came back early in the second period, however, when Cobb took advantage

of three Bucknell penalties and a critical 3rd and 17 conversion pass to Burton. That was part of an eight-play, 92-

yard drive that Burton capped with a 20-yard touchdown reception, putting VMI on the board, 14-7 with 14:10 left

in the half.

VMI struck again on its next possession, helped by a 3rd and 1, 13-yard swing pass to fullback Kyle Vardo. Aaron

Sanders grabbed a 38-yard scoring strike on the next play, tying the score, 14-14 with 10:37 on the clock. The Bison

answered that play, however, with a 50-yard R.J. Nitti to Brake touchdown that made it a 21-14 game at the 7:21

mark. The barn-burner kept going on the next Bucknell possession, when VMI redshirt freshman Ryan Francis

sacked Nitti. The BU quarterback fumbled the ball and Francis fell on it for the turnover. Seven plays later, Cobb

found Matthew Nicholson with a seven-yard touchdown pass to tie the game again, 21-21. The home team used a

quick strike approach to score again before halftime, as Williams had a 49-yard run on the first play after the kick-

off. That moved Bucknell into VMI territory with under 30 seconds to go in the half, and three plays later, Williams

scored from one yard out to make the halftime score 28-21, Bison.

After getting a potentially crucial defensive stop, the Keydets got the ball back early in the third quarter. The drive

started with a 29-yard Cobb to Burton completion, but after two ineffective runs, VMI faced a 3rd and 9. The

Keydets converted thanks to a roughing the passer penalty, and four plays later, Cobb ran it in from a yard out to

tie the game once more, 28-all. The Bison answered with a steady dose of Williams. A six-play, 75-yard drive that

took 2:36 saw all 75 yards notched by the running back, and he capped the spurt with a three-yard plunge that gave

the home team a 35-28 lead with 6:17 left in the third quarter. Cobb promptly marched his team back down the

field, going 65 yards in 11 plays that included a 13-yard third down conversion to Burton and a six-yard Deon

Watts first down run on 3rd and 4. Five plays after Watts’ run, Cobb found Forlines for a 20-yard strike that tied

the game at 35-all.

That would prove to be the final tie of the night. After a Bucknell punt, VMI went three and out to start the fourth

quarter. It was the first Keydet three and out of the game, and it would be the pivotal moment as Brake ran the

Hayden Alford punt back 62 yards for the decisive touchdown with 13:08 to play. Once again, Cobb answered with

a long drive, but this one was stymied at the Bucknell 17-yard line. Christopher knocked home his first field goal of

the year from 34 yards out, making it a 42-38 game with 5:26 to play. DelMauro then iced the game on the ensuing

drive, running for a first down with just over a minute to play as the home team held on for the victory.

Bucknell finished the game with a 465-421 edge in total offense. The Keydet yardage marked its most total offense

in a season opener since the 2008 season, and VMI held a substantial edge in time of possession, 36:59 to 23:01.

That TOP advantage was VMI’s largest-such edge in a game since Oct. 6, 2012, when the Keydets had the ball for

15:32 longer than Presbyterian College.

Keydets Fall at Bowling Green, 48-7
The Bowling Green Falcons
returned one punt for a touch-
down and blocked another for a
score, en route to a 48-7 win over
the VMI Keydets Sept. 6 in Bowling
Green, Ohio. The game was VMI’s
first-ever against the FBS team
from the Mid-American
Conference and was the Keydets’
first of two against FBS opponents
this season.

VMI (0-2), which surrendered a 62-yard punt return for a touchdown in the season-
opener against Bucknell, gave up a second Saturday when Bowling Green’s Ryan Burbrink
fielded a Hayden Alford kick and brought it back 75 yards to give the Falcons a 14-0 lead
in the first quarter.

Bowling Green (1-1) pushed the advantage to 34-7 by halftime, and VMI’s first drive of
the third quarter stalled at the Keydet 29-yard line, where Herve Coby blocked Alford’s
punt, scooped up the loose ball and raced 14 yards for the touchdown that extended the
Falcon lead to 41-7. The pace slowed from there, with only seven additional points being
scored to account for the final margin.

Redshirt freshman quarterback Al Cobb, who was named the Southern Conference
Freshman of the Week after throwing for four touchdowns and running for another in
the opener against Bucknell, did not find the end zone against the Falcons, but he did
enjoy another solid showing. Cobb completed 26 of 43 passes for 224 yards as the
Keydets finished with 321 yards through the air. His 26 completions were good for the
fifth-highest figure in school history.

Alford completed three of his seven attempts for 63 yards, while Ryan Swingle was 1 for
5 for 34 yards in his collegiate debut. The 55 passing attempts were the third-most in
school history.

Ten different players hauled in receptions in the contest, led by Aaron Sanders’ career-
high seven grabs for 76 yards. Doug Burton, Dane Forlines and Deon Watts recorded five
catches apiece.

VMI finished with 97 yards rushing on 35 attempts. Jabari Turner led the way with 43
yards on 13 carries. Derrick Ziglar saw brief action in his season debut after missing the
opener with an injury, while defensively, VMI forced two turnovers, a fumble recovery by
Ryan Francis and a James Fruehan interception. The Keydets committed three turnovers,
however, losing two fumbles and seeing Cobb throw his first career interception. 

The Keydets fell behind 28-0 before finally getting on the scoreboard when Alford capped
a 69-yard, six-play drive with a 1-yard touchdown run with 8:29 left in the first half.
Unfortunately for the visitors, that was as close as they could get as the Falcons scored
the final 20 points of the game. VMI drove to the Falcon 2-yard line late in the contest,
but redshirt freshman Swingle, the third quarterback used by the Keydets in the game,
could not connect with tight end J.C. Garvin as time expired

Bowling Green’s balanced attack piled up 526 yards of total offense, 260 on the ground
and 266 through the air. James Knapke completed 22 of 31 passes for the Falcons for 237
yards and a touchdown and ran for another score. Roger Lewis finished the game with
six catches for 140 yards and a score, while Travis Greene rushed for 132 yards and two
touchdowns on 18 carries. Fred Coppet had a rushing touchdown for Bowling Green.

Keydet Offense
Explodes in 52-24
Win over Davidson
The VMI Keydets saw their offense explode to its

highest levels since 2008, sending them to a 52-24

win over the Davidson Wildcats in non-conference

football action Sept. 13 at VMI’s Foster Stadium.

The game marked VMI’s home opener for the

2014 season.

The Keydets (1-2) took early command, scoring

the game’s first 17 points and never seeing their

lead fall below 14 the rest of the way. VMI rolled up 597 yards of total offense, its highest total since Nov. 22,

2008, and part of a 1,128-yard day of total offense as Davidson (1-2) added 531 yards of its own. The point total

was VMI’s largest since Sept. 20, 2008 against Chowan and was the second-highest total the Keydets have

recorded under Sparky Woods.

Aaron Sanders was VMI’s offensive leader as he caught 10 passes for 215 yards, the third-highest receiving

yardage total in Keydet history. VMI also saw Jabari Turner rush for three touchdowns, the first Keydet to do so

since Chaz Jones in September of 2011, while Al Cobb went 18 of 25 for 338 yards and a touchdown. Cobb led

a passing attack that gained 394 net yards, just 28 off the all-time Keydet record set in 1986.

Despite the lofty offensive numbers, there were defensive highlights as well. Chris Copeland blocked a punt and

returned it for a touchdown, while Jon Strozyk grabbed an interception and added a fumble recovery. Darnell

Ashton also chipped in a career-high 12 tackles to help VMI win its ninth home opener over the past 10 seasons.

The Keydets got on the board on their second possession. After four plays, Turner took a handoff and jetted 38

yards for a score. The point after put VMI up, 7-0, just over four minutes into the game.

That margin grew on VMI’s next drive, when Cobb found Sanders on a fly pattern down the left sideline. The

pass was good for 49 yards, but was fumbled by the Keydet receiver. VMI was able to fall on the ball at the

Davidson 21, however, leading to an overall gain of 60 yards on the play. Two plays later, Turner plunged in from a

yard out and it was 14-0, Keydets.

That was the score at the conclusion of the first quarter, but the Keydets tacked on early in the second. A 50-

yard Cobb to Burton pass, followed by a Davidson pass interference penalty, opened the door for a Dillon

Christopher 24-yard field goal that gave VMI a 17-0 lead with 10:40 left in the half.

Davidson came back with an 11-play, 71-yard drive, however, and got on the board with Trevor Smith’s 23-yard

field goal at the 7:08 mark, cutting the VMI advantage to 17-3.

That 14-point deficit lasted just one drive. Sanders and Deon Watts accounted for 68 yards of an 80-play drive,

capped by Watts’ 12-yard touchdown grab that made it 24-3, Keydets with 3:33 remaining in the half. That would

remain the score at halftime, as a last gasp Davidson drive went for naught.

At the half, the Keydets had already rolled up 321 yards of total offense. It would be more of the same in the

second half, but Davidson was first on the board. The Wildcats used passes of 30 and 26 yards to William

Morris, the latter of which was good for a touchdown. That cut the margin to 24-10.

The visitors tried a bit of creativity on the ensuing kickoff, using a short kick, but the short field position cost

DC. A 19-yard completion to J.C. Garvin and an 18-yard grab by Burton set up Turner’s third touchdown, a two-

yard run that pushed the margin back to 21, 31-10, with 10:04 remaining in the third.

The Wildcats quickly went three and out, but saw their ensuing punt try be blocked by Copeland. The ball skit-

tered loose, was grabbed at the DC 3 and taken in easily for a touchdown, making it 38-10.

The Keydets scored once more in the third, doing so on a Deon Watts 1-yard run that had been set up by

Strozyk’s interception, but Davidson did as well. Rogers scampered in from 15 yards out to account for the

score after three quarters, 45-17.

Backup quarterback Hayden Alford engineered a long drive that ended early in the fourth quarter for VMI’s final

points. It was a 10-play, 96-yard drive that included 30 yards receiving for Sanders. Burton hauled in a 26-yard

touchdown to put VMI up, 52-17. The visitors added a late TD run by Rogers to account for the final margin.

Davidson was led by Morris, who shattered the previous Foster Stadium record with 16 receptions. Wildcat

quarterback J.P. Douglas was 28 of 41 for 317 yards, while Rogers ran for 103 yards and two scores.

The Samford Bulldogs scored 49 points in the

first half and went on to defeat the VMI Keydets,

63-21, in Southern Conference football action

Sept. 20 at Seibert Stadium in Birmingham, Ala.

The game was the SoCon opener for both

schools, and was VMI's first game in the confer-

ence since rejoining the league prior to the sea-

son. 

Unfortunately for the Keydets (1-3, 0-1 SoCon),

the tone was set early when Denzel Williams ran

61 yards for a touchdown on SU's (2-1, 1-0 SoCon) second play from scrimmage. Samford would score the

game's next 49 points, helped by four first-half Keydet turnovers, en route to the eventual win. 

In his team's win, Williams led all individual efforts by posting 178 yards on 16 carries. Krondis Larry gained

128 yards on just 10 carries, and quarterback Michael Eubank ran for four of Samford's eight rushing touch-

downs on the day. All told, the home team gained 433 of their 525 yards on the ground. 

In the loss, the Keydets were led by Jabari Turner, who ran for two scores in the second half and now has five

rushing touchdowns over VMI's last two games. 

VMI took the opening drive and was forced to punt after three plays. The game started with a good play for

the VMI defense – a six yard sack of Eubank by John Washington and Robert de Wolff on Samford’s first play

from scrimmage. One play later, Williams ripped off a 61-yard run up the middle to the end zone to open up

the scoring with just 3:17 into the game and the extra-point made it 7-0 for the hosts.

VMI on its next possession converted a third-down pass to Dane Forlines at the VMI 39, but Cobb’s long ball

over the top on the next play intended for Matthew Nicholson was picked off by Josh Kimberlin and

returned 33 yards to the VMI 23. Samford wasted no time as Eubank found the end zone on a 23-yard keeper

up the middle and the Bulldog offense had two scores on its first three snaps from scrimmage.

The Bulldogs made it 21-0 on a 5-play, 55-yard drive capped by a 25-yard touchdown pass from Eubank to

Karel Hamilton at the 5:47 mark of the opening quarter.

Kimberlin agonized Cobb again later in the quarter as he picked off a sideline throw at the VMI 45. Eubank

and Hamilton connected again on a 24-yard strike to the VMI 4 and Williams raced around the right end for

his second touchdown one snap later to make it 21-0 after the extra point.

The Keydets forced Samford to punt on  its first drive of the second quarter, but fumbled it away at its own

15-yard line on its next drive. The Bulldogs made the Keydets pay, but not without a fight from the Keydet

defense. Samford was lined up for a 44-yard field goal and elected to run a fake but failed to reach the first

down marker on a fourth-and-22. But a personal foul on VMI wiped out the stop and revived the Samford

drive at the VMI 16 and Eubank rushed for a seven-yard TD run to extend the margin to 35-0 with 8:41 left

in the half.

VMI turned the ball over on its next drive with another fumble when Watts had the ball stripped after catch-

ing a pass from Cobb. The Keydet defense forced the Bulldogs to run seven plays to cover 27 yards, but the

Bulldogs were able to capitalize when Eubank dove over the top for a one yard score and his third rushing

TD of the half. He added his fourth score on a 23-yard fake handoff and run up the middle capping a 6-play,

79 yard drive with :04 left in the first half.

Samford’s 49-0 advantage at halftime was keyed by the 28 points off the four VMI turnovers and the Bulldogs

scored on seven of their first eight possessions.

After an exchange of punts to start the second half, Bulldog back Larry Krondis raced around right end for a

68-yard TD dash four minutes into the half.

VMI was able to get on the board with 7:12 left in the third quarter when Turner bounced out of a pile and

ran to the right corner for a 5-yard TD. The Keydets added another score on a Turner 1-yard dive that was

set up by Watts who rushed four times for 28 yards on the possession. .

The Keydets closed out the scoring on a four-yard TD run by Watts who helped his cause with a 24-yard

catch-and-run to the Samford 4.

Watts ended up as VMI's leading receiver with 6 catches for 50 yards.

VMI returns home next Saturday to face Mercer at Foster Stadium. Kickoff is 1:30.

24 Loss to Mercer
An interception with less than two minutes to go

thwarted a potential tying drive, as the Mercer

Bears edged the VMI Keydets, 27-24, in Southern

Conference football action Sept. 27 in Lexington,

Va. It was the first meeting ever between the

programs.

With 1:32 remaining and VMI (1-4, 0-2) driving

into Mercer territory, Keydet quarterback Al

Cobb threw a fade down the left sideline for Doug Burton, but MU defensive back Zach Jackson came from

his safety position and leapt in front of the ball for the game-turning interception. From there, the Bears were

able to run out the clock and preserve the margin for their first-ever SoCon victory.

In the setback, Sam Patterson led VMI with six catches for 93 yards and a touchdown. The receptions were

his first catches of the season. Quarterback Cobb chipped in with a 30 for 44 day that included 322 yards and

two touchdowns, but he was intercepted twice.

Mercer (4-1, 1-1 SoCon) was paced by its rushing attack that rolled up 269 yards on 53 attempts. Alex Lakes

led the way with 98 yards on 20 carries. Quarterback John Russ, who entered the game ranked in the top-10

nationally in pass efficiency, was held to 12 of 22 for 176 yards.

Mercer struck first on a warm afternoon with very little wind. On their first possession, the Bears used 11

plays to go 79 yards, 34 of which came on the legs of Lakes. He then capped the push with an 18-yard dash

for a score, putting the visitors up, 7-0.

The next quarter-plus was a struggle for both teams, as each squad committed two turnovers before the

Keydets tied the game in the second quarter by taking advantage of one of those miscues. Chandler Curtis,

the current SoCon Special Teams Player of the Week, fumbled a punt at the Mercer 13 and James Fruehan fell

on the loose ball. The Keydets then scored four plays later on a one-yard run by Jabari Turner, his sixth rush-

ing touchdown in three games, to tie the score 7-7.

Mercer then took over with 2:55 left in the half and responded immediately. The Bears went 75 yards in just

1:15 and scored on a nifty misdirection reverse run by Curtis, a 23-yard dash that made it 13-7. Joe Nelson

then blocked the ensuing point after.

That would not end the first half scoring, however, as the teams traded interceptions on the next two plays,

with Damian Jones logging the Keydet pick with 1:12 left in the half. Cobb then accounted for 26 yards on

the next three plays and got the Keydets into the endzone with an eight-yard touchdown pass to J.C. Garvin.

Garvin’s first career touchdown catch allowed the Keydets to go into the locker room with a 14-13 halftime

lead, thanks in large part to Cobb’s 14 of 18 performance over the first 30 minutes.

The third quarter was critical, as Mercer would outgain the Keydets 206-67 in the period and outscore the

home team 14-3. That got underway right away, as Mercer took the kickoff and went 75 yards in eight plays to

retake the lead, 20-14, on a one-yard touchdown run by Lakes.

After a Keydet punt that saw the Bears pinned to their own 4-yard line, the visitors put together perhaps the

game’s decisive drive. Mercer went 96 yards on seven plays and scored on a 62-yard reception by Curtis, giv-

ing MU a 27-14 lead with 6:58 left in the third.

The Keydets then saw Dillon Christopher boom a 49-yard field goal on their next possession to cut into that

margin, and with 5:36 left in the third quarter, it was 27-17 Mercer. That was the score at the end of the third

quarter, and after an exchange of punts in the fourth, the Keydets cut into their deficit again.

VMI took over at its own 19 and Cobb quickly found Burton for 28 yards. Seven plays later, a 28-yard con-

nection to Patterson was good for a touchdown and a 27-24 score with 6:36 to go.

VMI’s defense rose up on the next Mercer possession and forced a punt, giving VMI the ball with 3:34 left. An

eight-yard completion to Derrick Ziglar to start the drive had a 15-yard penalty tacked on, moving the chains

23 yards. Five plays later, however, Cobb was picked down the left sideline by Jackson for the fourth Keydet

turnover of the afternoon. Russ then ran for 19 yards on Mercer’s next play, picking up a first down and icing

the game.

Defensively, Miller Williams logged a career-high 13 tackles for the Keydets, while Fruehan forced a fumble

and recovered another.

Chattanooga Mocs lived up to its billing,

shutting down VMI and handing the Keydets

a 55-7 Southern Conference loss Saturday

afternoon at Finley Stadium in Chattanooga,

Tenn. The game was the first meeting

between the programs since 2002. 

VMI, which fell to 1-5 overall and 0-3 in the SoCon, entered the contest with one of the top

passing teams at the FCS level, but the Mocs (3-2, 2-0), ranked 20th in FCS and second in the

Southern Conference in total defense, kept up their stingy ways. UTC held VMI to just 165 yards

of total offense while recording four quarterback sacks and forcing three Keydet turnovers. 

Chattanooga kept VMI off the scoreboard until just 36 seconds remained in the game and red-

shirt sophomore quarterback Hayden Alford dove into the end zone from a yard out. Alford’s

touchdown was set up by his 44-yard completion to Calvin Michie, as well as the QB’s 11-yard

scramble that got the Keydets down to the one-yard line. 

VMI, which had been averaging over 400 yards of offense per game, including 298 passing yards

per contest, never got on track. Cobb completed just six of 18 passes for 42 yards, while Alford

was 4-for-9 for 70 yards and an interception. 

On the other side, UTC piled up 555 total yards, including 322 yards on the ground. Quarterback

Jacob Huesman did most of the damage for the Mocs, rushing for 99 yards and two touchdowns

on nine carries and completing 15 of 22 passes for 178 yards and four scores. 

The two teams battled back and forth through most of the first quarter, and the game remained

scoreless until Huesman hooked up with Derrick Craine on a 23-yard scoring strike with 1:40 to

play in the period. UTC would then score on its next six possessions to take a commanding 34-0

halftime lead en route to the victory. The Keydets did block a kick in the second quarter, turning

back an extra point for their fourth blocked kick attempt of the year. Coming into the weekend,

that number would have been one off the FCS lead. 

Defensively, VMI was led by junior linebacker Caleb Lindsey, who recorded eight tackles, and

sophomore defensive back Alijah Robinson, who was in on six stops. Junior Alex James had two

tackles and recovered a fumble for the Keydets. 

VMI will be back on the road next Saturday when the Keydets travel to Annapolis, Md., to take on

Navy.

VMI (1-6) was held off the board until the wan-

ing moments of the game as Chad Jacob caught a one-yard pass from redshirt freshman Al Cobb for a 51-14

final.

Cobb finished the cold and windy day with 202 yards passing, completing 26 of his 40 pass attempts, including

the touchdown pass. He hit 11 different receivers, including Dane Forlines five times for 51 yards. Aaron

Sanders caught another four passes from Cobb for 38 yards. Forlines and Taylor Stout had the longest receiv-

ing plays for VMI, each grabbing a 19-yard pass.

VMI netted 60 yards on the ground, paced by Derrick Ziglar’s 32 on nine carries. Jabari Turner also ran nine

times for 30 yards. In the second quarter, a snap sailed over Hayden Alford’s on a punt attempt, going out of

the back of the end zone and resulting in a safety after a loss of 31 yards.

Navy kept its offensive attack on the ground, covering 350 yards along with five rushing touchdowns. Noah

Copeland was the game’s top runner, going for 107 yards on eight carries and a touchdown. Early in the

game, Copeland broke off a 64-yard for the game’s first score. Chris Swain ran for another 58 yards on 11

attempts. Navy got rushing touchdowns from quarterbacks Tago Smith and Will Worth, as well as Quinton

Singleton and Geoffrey Whiteside.

Smith, who fumbled the ball recovered by VMI for a touchdown, completed three of his five passes, including

one for a touchdown to Copeland for the final score of the first half. Worth attempted one pass but was

picked off late in the game by VMI’s Chris Copeland.

Defensively, VMI was led by Nelson and Miller Williams, who had seven tackles each. Nelson’s forced fumble

set up VMI’s first fumble recovery for a touchdown this season while also logging a tackle for a two-yard loss.

Logan Staib finished with six tackles, including a pair that dropped the Mids for seven yards, and was credited

with a pass break up. Allen Cratsenberg finished with six tackles with John Washington and Denton Ensminger

had five each.

Navy scored twice in the first quarter, as Noah Copeland and Whiteside each scored rushing touchdowns.

Copeland wasted no time, scoring on Navy’s first possession on a three-play, 72-yard drive that took just over

a minute off the clock. Whiteside’s touchdown came with just eight seconds left in the first quarter.

But the Keydets, who played their second game at Navy in the last three seasons, cut the advantage in half on

Jones’ fumble recovery with five minutes gone by in the second quarter. Navy took advantage of the punting

miscue, followed by three more touchdowns in the second quarter for a 37-7 halftime lead.

VMI’s defense held up well after the break, holding Navy to a three-and-out on its first possession of the sec-

ond half. The offense gave its opposites a break with a drive that ate six minutes of clock early in the third

stanza, aiding in VMI’s time of possession advantage of nearly 35 minutes.

Navy scored just once in each quarter of the second half, with Smith scoring on a two-yard scamper, set up

by a 32-yard pass to Whiteside, down to the VMI two-yard line. Worth ran in a one-yard touchdown with six

minutes left in the third quarter.

The Keydets had the final touchdown of the day as Cobb engineered a drive that nearly ran out the clock,

covering 65 yards on 10 plays. The redshirt freshman handed it off to Jacob for VMI’s second touchdown of

the game.

Keydets Fall in
Double OT Thriller,
47-41
A Kenny Cook touchdown catch in the second over-

time was the difference as the Gardner-Webb Runnin’

Bulldogs eked out a 47-41 double overtime victory

over the VMI Keydets in non-conference football

action Saturday at Lexington, Va.’s Foster Stadium. It

was VMI’s first overtime game of the 2014 season and

was played before a crowd of 6,624, VMI’s largest

attendance since the 2012 Military Classic of the

South against The Citadel.

After VMI (1-7) entered the fourth quarter down 31-13, the Keydets stormed back and led briefly before a late GWU (4-

3) field goal forced overtime. Both teams scored quickly in the first overtime, with the visitors doing so on a J.J. Hubbard

touchdown run and VMI converting an Al Cobb to Aaron Sanders 25-yard touchdown pass.

In the second overtime, however, the Keydets were unable to put points on the board after three incompletions and a

sack led to a missed 36-yard field goal. GWU took advantage immediately, as quarterback Lucas Beatty found Cook in the

left corner of the end zone for the game-winner.

Cook’s game-winning grab gave him 251 yards receiving for the game, breaking a facility record previously set in 1997, and

was just one of a litany of records set on the day. Cook’s quarterback, Beatty, went 25 of 42 for 430 yards and five touch-

downs, and broke VMI alumnus Dave Brown's Alumni Memorial Field mark for passing yards in the process.

Meanwhile, Keydet quarterback Al Cobb went 34 for 53 for 351 yards and six touchdowns, each of which came to a dif-

ferent receiver. The touchdown figure was a new school record and tied for the second-most in a single game in SoCon

history, while the 34 completions tied a VMI mark and the yardage was the fifth-most ever posted by a Keydet.

Gardner-Webb jumped out to an early lead on the beautiful fall day in Lexington, as Beatty threw a pair of first quarter

touchdowns to put his team up, 14-0, after one period. The Keydets got on the board with 5:46 left in the half, when

Matthew Nicholson hauled in his second touchdown grab of the year, a 19-yard strike from Cobb to make it a 14-6 con-

test. The extra point was missed, a miss that would prove costly later on. The teams traded scores in the final two min-

utes of the half. GWU put together an 11-play, 92-yard drive and capped it with Beatty’s 29-yard pass to Deonte Swinton

to grab a 15-point lead, 21-6. The Runnin’ Bulldogs left too much time for Cobb and company, however, a theme that

would return in the second half on both sides.

VMI was forced to punt after the touchdown, but a stop and a 15-yard punt by Andrew Komornik gave the Keydets prime

field position. Cobb took advantage by completing three quick passes, the last of which was good for a 22-yard touch-

down to Doug Burton and a 21-13 halftime score.The Runnin’ Bulldogs struck again to start the second half, as on the

second play from scrimmage, Beatty found Cook down the left sideline for an 80-yard touchdown and a 28-13 GWU

lead. Gardner-Webb then kicked a field goal on its next drive and had a game-high 18-point cushion, 31-13, with 5:43 left

in the third quarter.

That would be the score entering the fourth period, but the Keydets strung together a nine-play, 64-yard drive to get

back in the game. Two third-down conversions by Deon Watts were crucial, and Cobb capped the push with a three-yard

touchdown pass to Kyle Vardo. With 12:09 left, the Keydets were down 31-20.

After one first down, the Keydet defense stiffened and forced a punt. Cobb picked right up where he left off on the pre-

vious drive – A nine-play, 69-yard drive saw him go 6 for 7, including a fourth-down conversion to Aaron Sanders. Dane

Forlines grabbed a 12-yard touchdown at the end of the drive, but the two-point conversion failed and the score was

31-26 with 5:56 to go.

Beatty made perhaps his only mistake of the day on GWU’s next play from scrimmage. A deep ball over the middle was

intercepted by freshman Greg Sanders and returned to the Gardner-Webb 15, giving the Keydets a golden opportunity.

VMI cashed in on 4th down, as Cobb found Watts for a 10-yard touchdown and a 34-31 lead, VMI’s first lead of the day.

The 21-point fourth quarter was VMI’s first since last year’s game against Presbyterian, but there was still 4:03 left on

the clock.

The visitors capped regulation with a comeback of their own. A clutch 23-yard pass on 4th and 20 gave GWU new life,

allowing it to continue a 61-yard, 15-play drive that ran off nearly all of the time remaining. Kicker Paul Schumacher con-

verted a 43-yard field goal to cap that drive and tie the game, 34-34, as the contest headed into overtime.

The Keydets won the toss and chose defense to begin overtime, an interesting note because in regulation this year, VMI

has received the ball to start all eight contests thus far. Regardless, Beatty found Cook with a 23-yard pass to start the

first possession and one play later, Hubbard scored for a 41-34 GWU lead. Cobb needed only one play to connect with

Sanders and tie the game, 41-41, giving VMI the ball to start the second overtime.

After a first down completion to Burton, Cobb was sacked and two plays later, Dillon Christopher was wide left from

36 yards out, giving GWU the ball. The Runnin’ Bulldogs ended the game on the next play with Cook’s game-winning

grab. In addition to those standouts previously mentioned, Sam Patterson equaled a career-high with seven catches,

while Gardner-Webb’s Jeffrey Pegues posted 20 tackles on defense.

The Wofford College Terriers scored the first 17 points

of the game to take the lead for good, and went on to a

38-3 win over the VMI Keydets in Southern Conference

football action Oct. 25 at Gibbs Stadium in Spartanburg,

S.C. 

Wofford (5-3, 3-1 SoCon) finished the game with 374

yards on the ground and a 499-197 edge in total

offense. The Keydets (1-8, 0-4) were led in defeat by

Sam Patterson, who caught five passes for 58 yards, and Alex Keys, who posted a career-high 11 tackles. 

The Terriers dominated time of possession holding the ball 36:18 that was also aided by 9 of 15 conversions on third down.

The Keydets ran 24 fewer snaps that the Terriers and were held to 139 yards passing -the second lowest output of the year.  

Wofford opened the game by marching 75 yards in 10 plays and was keyed by “B” back Lorenzo Long who rushed six times

for 64 yards including a one-yard dive into the end zone on a fourth and goal. Long had a 38-yard burst to the VMI 21 and

another third down conversion end run by slotback Will Gay successfully converted a third and 15 from the Terrier 20. David

Marvin’s extra point was good and the hosts assumed a 7-0 lead with 9:23 left in the opener quarter.

Cobb was picked off by linebacker Drake Michaelson on VMI’s third play from scrimmage and the Keydet defense was back

on the field with Wofford in possession at the VMI 18. The Keydets nearly got the ball back when Weimer coughed up the ball

five yards deep in the backfield but Wofford lineman T.J. Chamberlin was able to pounce on the football at the VMI 19. On the

next play, Weimer was able to convert a third and 11 scoring pass to wide out Will Irvin who made an over the shoulder

snag at the VMI 5 before striding in the right corner of the end zone for his second touchdown reception of the year. Marvin

tacked on the extra point to extend the lead to 14-0 with 7:21 remaining in the opening period.

Following a three and out by the Keydets on the next possession, VMI punted the ball away to the Wofford 22. Terrier slot-

back Octavius Harden ripped off a 41-yard run to the VMI 37 to threaten the red zone again, but on the next snap  freshman

defensive back Greg Sanders picked off a Weimer pass in the end zone for his second interception in as many weeks. The

Keydets moved the ball to the Wofford 32 as the first quarter entered its final minutes, but had to punt away to the Wofford

3 following a well-executed effort by VMI punter Hayden Alford. The Terriers then embarked on their longest drive of the day

– 22 plays, 88 yards, and 12:02 consumed off the second quarter clock before settling for a 27-yard field goal by David Marvin

which pushed the lead to 17-3 at the 5:08 mark of the first half.

VMI’s lone scoring drive of the day took place on the ensuing possession when sophomore Dillon Christopher converted a

41-yard field goal with 1:24 left in the second quarter. It was Christopher’s fourth successful field goal attempt and first since

the Mercer game in week five of the season.  Wofford, sparked by a 40-yard pass play to Irwin at the VMI 27, was able to

punch in a final TD with :01 left in the first half when Weimer reversed course on a scramble to the wide side of the field and

dove in for the score on a third and goal from the VMI one yard line. Marvin’s extra point sent the teams to the locker room

with a 17-3 Wofford lead.

VMI took opening possession in the third quarter for the first time this season but had to punt away to the Terrier 32. The

Terriers then assembled an 11-play, 68 yard drive highlighted by Long who rushed seven times for 33 yards and punched in

his second TD of the game with a two-yard dive at the 7:41 mark of the third quarter that extended Wofford’s lead to 31-3

with 7:41 left in the third quarter.

VMI’s deepest penetration into Wofford territory was on its next drive that wrapped around the final minutes of the third

period and opening moments of the fourth quarter. The Keydets pounded the ball on the ground including seven straight

rushes by Watts and moved the ball to the Wofford 6. On the opening play of the fourth quarter and facing a fourth and 2

from the Wofford 6, Cobb’s completed pass to Sam Patterson in the back of the end zone was ruled out of bounds – ending

VMI’s best touchdown threat of the day.

The Terriers capped the scoring when reserve “B” back Chris Martin punched in a four-yard burst of the middle with 2:04

left in the game. Long (125 yards, 2 TDs) and Harden (100 yards, 1 TD)  both hit the century mark in rushing yards while

Weimer, making his second consecutive start at QB for Wofford, completed five of seven passes for 85 yards and a touch-

down and rushed for 32 yards and a score.

Turnovers Spark Win
Over Furman, 31-15
The VMI defense forced four turnovers, a season-

high, and Al Cobb threw for two touchdowns and

ran for another to lead the Keydets past the Furman

Paladins, 31-15, in Southern Conference football

action Nov. 1 at Foster Stadium in Lexington, Va. It

was VMI's first SoCon football win since Nov. 16,

2002, and was the first Keydet win over Furman

since the 1979 season, breaking a 21-game VMI los-

ing streak to the Paladins.

The Keydets (2-8, 1-4 SoCon) took a commanding

17-0 lead into halftime, but the second half story was the defense, which forced three fourth quarter turnovers to

quell any hopes of a Furman (2-7, 1-3) comeback as the Keydets broke their six-game losing skid. The Paladins, mean-

while, dropped their seventh in a row, their longest losing streak since the 1972 season.

Alijah Robinson and Damian Jones had interceptions early in the final period, but it was Greg Sanders who sealed the

VMI win. With just over two minutes to go, Sanders picked off PJ Blazejowski to ensure that the Keydets would tri-

umph. It marked the third consecutive game with an interception for true freshman Sanders, and the three intercep-

tions equaled VMI’s most in a single game since Oct. 23, 2010, when the Keydets logged four against Charleston

Southern.

Offensively, Cobb went 24 for 37 for 239 yards and two touchdowns, the completions giving the Keydets a single-

season record for team completions. Cobb also set the VMI record for most pass attempts in a season (350), sur-

passing Al Comer’s 348 in 1985. The redshirt freshman also ran for a career-high 49 yards on 11 carries and helped

his team to a startling 12 of 19 effort on third-down conversions.

The cool, blustery fall day got started with a slow first quarter. Dillon Christopher booted a 21-yard field goal for the

game’s first points late in the opening period, giving the Keydets a 3-0 advantage.

That lead expanded midway through the second period. Ryan Francis forced a Blazejowski fumble that Joe Nelson

recovered, and the Keydets promptly went 41 yards in six plays. Dane Forlines made a 19-yard touchdown catch on

3rd and 14, and after a Christopher point after, the Keydets led 10-0.

VMI added on at the end of the period, thanks to one of its longer drives of the season. A 12-play, 84-yard drive

pushed the VMI margin to 17, helped by a key play on 3rd and 10 early in the effort. Cobb ran 20 yards on a scram-

ble and drew a personal foul penalty as well, tacking on another 15 yards and moving the Keydets into Furman terri-

tory. A 30-yard pass to Deon Watts set up the Keydets with a first and goal at the two, and two plays later, Cobb

scored on a quarterback sneak to make it 17-0, Keydets at halftime. It was the first time VMI had blanked an oppo-

nent in the first half since Nov. 2, 2013 at Liberty.

After a key dropped pass on third down of the opening Furman drive, the Keydets got the ball at the 12:09 mark and

promptly went 55 yards in the next nine plays. Another third down conversion, this one to Sam Patterson, was the

key play and Jabari Turner capped the drive with a one-yard touchdown run, giving the Keydets a 24-0 edge with just

over nine minutes to go.

The Paladins got on the board on their next drive, as Blazejowski found Chad Scott for a 28-yard touchdown pass

with 4:55 left in the period to cut the VMI lead to 24-7. The touchdown for Furman ended a scoreless drought of

120:12, dating back to the team’s game two weeks ago at South Carolina.

The Keydets seemed to put the game away early in the fourth quarter. The teams traded turnovers early in the peri-

od, as Cobb was intercepted by Marcus McMorris at the 9:35 mark, but Blazejowski gave the ball right back with a

pick of his own just one play later. The VMI interception was returned to the Furman 16 by Alijah Robinson, and just

two plays later, Cobb found J.C. Garvin for a 14-yard touchdown and a 31-7 VMI lead.

Damian Jones picked off the Furman quarterback on the Paladins’ next possession, but VMI could not take advantage.

After a muffed punt gave the visitors excellent field position, they quickly took advantage. A Blazejowski 28-yard

touchdown to Duncan Fletcher cut the margin, and ensuing two-point play by the same combination, made it a 31-15

game with 4:53 showing on the clock. Aaron Sanders recovered the onside kick, however, and after a final VMI punt,

Sanders quashed a 53-yard Furman drive with his game-clinching interception.

Francis finished with 12 tackles, 2.5 for loss, for the Keydets, while Forlines tied his career-high with five catches.

Blazejowski finished 20 of 37 with two touchdowns and three interceptions for the Paladins. The Keydets held

Furman to 299 yards of total offense, the lowest output by a Keydet opponent since Gardner-Webb had 295 last

Cobb Adds More
Marks But Keydets
Fall at WCU, 42-27
VMI redshirt freshman quarterback Al Cobb

added more records to his outstanding debut

season, but the Western Carolina Catamounts

were able to hold off a second half VMI charge to

down the Keydets, 42-27 before 8,339 at E.J.

Whitmire Stadium Saturday afternoon,

November 15.

Cobb completed 19 of 45 passes for 321 yards

and two touchdowns and became the VMI single season passing leader with 2,575 yards and also set a new

mark for single season total offense with 2,673 yards.

The Keydets had no answer however, for WCU quarterback Troy Mitchell who completed 32 of 42 passes for

339 yards and tossed five touchdowns, four that came in the first half and helped the Catamounts build a pair

of 21-point leads.

The Keydets (2-9, 1-5) rallied to twice pull within a score in the second half and moved the ball to the WCU

39-yard line trailing 35-27, but linebacker Christon Gill picked off a Cobb pass and returned it to the WCU

40 with 6:40 remaining. Two plays later, Mitchell scampered to the end zone on a 55-yard keeper around right

end to repel VMI’s last serious threat of the game.

The Catamounts (7-4, 5-2) outgained VMI, 640-471 and converted 10 of 16 third downs while balancing their

attack with 339 passing yards and 301 rushing yards. Four of Mitchell’s TD teamed with  redshirt junior

Karnorris Benson who finished with eight catches for 127 yards. Sophomore Terryon Robinson snagged 12

receptions for 127 yards to top the Catamount charts.

Two Catamounts backs produced 100-yard games as Darius Ramsey rushed for a game-high 128 yards on 19

carries and Mitchell contributed 109 yards and his decisive fourth-quarter score.   

Sophomore Aaron Sanders led VMI receivers with four catches for 119 yards and a touchdown while junior

Sam Patterson added five catches for 67 yards for the visitors.  

The VMI offense surpassed the 100-yard rushing mark for the second straight game with 150 yards on the

ground. Senior Deon Watts gained 60 yards on seven carries and scored a touchdown while Cobb added 45

yards on the ground.  

Freshman linebacker Alan Cratsenburg led the Keydet defensive charts with 17 tackles including eight solo

stops and outside linebacker Ryan Francis contributed 12 tackles including eight solos.

Western Carolina was led defensively by Gill who logged eight tackles to go along with his crucial fourth

quarter interception that stemmed the Keydet momentum.

The Mitchell-Benson TD connection helped WCU race to a 21-0 advantage with 10:18 to go in the second

quarter and the contest had the makings of a rout before VMI got on the board with a 4-play, 65-yard drive

capped by a Watts 9-yard burst up the middle. Watts added a 27-yard rush earlier in the scoring possession

and a 44-yard completion from Cobb to Sanders to the WCU 9 set up VMI’s first score of the game one play

later.

The Catamounts countered to push their lead back to 28-7 when Mitchell flipped a 28-yard TD pass to a

wide open Benson at the 4:53 mark of the second quarter, but VMI closed out the first-half scoring when

sophomore Dillon Christopher knocked through a 45-yard field goal to cut the lead to 28-10 at halftime. It

was Christopher’s third field goal from 40 or more yards this season.   

The VMI offense found its rhythm in the second half and took the opening drive 89 yards in five plays and

scored a 44-yard strike from Cobb to Sanders to cut WCU’s lead to 28-17. Christopher converted a 38-

yarder at the 5:02 mark of the third quarter to pull the Keydets within 28-20 on a drive that featured eight

rushes and only one pass completion.

WCU got some breathing room when Miller flipped a five-yard TD pass to tight end Tyler Sexton to extend

the game to 35-20 as it headed into the final period.

VMI’s final push was keyed by a 10-play, 80-yard drive that ended with spectacular touchdown end zone

catch by senior Doug Burton that was heavily challenged by WCU defenders. Christopher’s extra point fol-

lowed to pull VMI within 35-27 with 12:32 remaining, but the Keydets could pull no closer to their Southern

Conference rival.

Keydets Fall to The
Citadel, 45-25
The Citadel Bulldogs scored 21 points in the

third quarter to pull away and went on to a 45-

25 victory over the VMI Keydets in The Military

Classic of the South, contested Saturday after-

noon, Nov. 22 at VMI's Foster Stadium in

Lexington, Va. The Bulldogs (5-7, 3-5 SoCon)

retained the Silver Shako trophy awarded to the

winner of the yearly contest with the victory.

VMI's season ends with a 2-10 overall record and

a 1-6 mark in the SoCon.

The Keydets had recovered from an early 21-0 deficit to close within 24-19 early in the third quarter, when

Aaron Sanders hauled in a 28-yard touchdown pass from Al Cobb in the opening two minutes of the period.

The Bulldogs, however, scored 21 unanswered points over the final 8:27 of the quarter to pull away in the

game-deciding run.

In the victory, Cobb was the standout for the Keydets, going 27 of 43 for 396 yards and two touchdowns. His

yardage total was the second-highest in school history and easily a career-high for the redshirt freshman.

Cobb finished his redshirt freshman season with single-season school records in yards passing, completions,

attempts and passing touchdowns, but on this day, it was 397 yards rushing by the Bulldogs that was the dif-

ference.

Running backs Isiaha Smith and Jake Stenson led the way for the visitors, running for 134 and 120 yards

respectively. Each also scored a touchdown on the afternoon.

Despite having its initial punt of the game blocked, The Citadel jumped out to an early 7-0 lead. On VMI’s first

play after the punt block, Al Cobb threw to his left, deep and to an open Matthew Nicholson. Nicholson

appeared to have a sure touchdown, but dropped the ball. Two plays later, Dane Forlines fumbled after a

reception, giving the Bulldogs the ball at their own 43. Eight rushes later, quarterback Aaron Miller ran it in

from one yard out to put the visitors up, 7-0.

That was the score after one period, and the margin grew to 21-0 early in the second. Miller’s first pass of

the day was a 32-yard touchdown strike on the first play of the second quarter, and the next Bulldog drive

ended with a 23-yard touchdown run by Tyler Renew. It was 21-0 when VMI started its comeback midway

through the second quarter.

A 40-yard pass to Forlines jump-started a four-play, 81-yard drive that got the Keydets on the board with

5:16 left in the opening half. The extra point was no good, making it 21-6.

The Keydets scored again on their next drive, sparked again by two long passes by Cobb. The quarterback

found Doug Burton for 21 yards and Aaron Sanders for 30, before finishing the effort with a five-yard strike

to Forlines to make it 21-13, Citadel. The Bulldogs tacked on a field goal with just one second on the clock to

account for the halftime score, 24-13.

The stories at halftime were the same as they would prove to be in the final – The Citadel rushing game and

VMI’s Cobb. Cobb went 12 of 16 over the first two quarters with three of those incompletions being

dropped passes, while the Bulldogs ran for 234 yards on 32 attempts.

The Keydets struck quickly once again to start the second half, this time capping a four-play drive with a 28-

yard touchdown strike to Sanders that cut the Citadel lead to five, 24-19. That was as close as the Keydets

would get. After a Bulldog touchdown on their next drive, Greg Sanders was hit and fumbled on the ensuing

kickoff. That gave Citadel a short field and it took full advantage, going 20 yards in five plays. Reggie Williams

scored from seven yards out to make it 38-19, Bulldogs.

The Bulldogs added on another touchdown before the quarter ended, making it 45-19 headed to the final

period. The Keydets scored on a nine-yard touchdown run by Deon Watts, with the two-point conversion

failing, to account for the final margin.

Defensively, senior John Washington finished with 13 tackles in his final collegiate game, 1.5 for loss. Joe

Nelson (10) and Allen Cratsenberg (11) also finished with double-digit stops in the season finale, while offen-

sively, Aaron Sanders had seven catches for 165 yards and a touchdown, while Watts had over 100 total yards

between his rushing and receiving efforts. 

Malik Diggs forced two fumbles and led The Citadel with nine tackles.

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THE OLD IS NEW AGAIN
2014-15 marked VMI’s return to the Southern Conference after a

11-year stay in the Big South Conference.  VMI was the oldest member

in the Southern Conference and competed for the league crown for 78

years.  VMI was admitted to the league in December, 1924 and captured

seven league football crowns as a SoCon member., winning the league

titles in 1951, 1957, 1959, 1960, 1962, 1974 and 1977. The Keydets

announced on June 1, 2013 that they would return to the Southern

Conference for the 2014-15 year. All of VMI’s sports except swimming

and diving, rifle and water polo will now be under the SoCon umbrella.

KEYDETS AND KANGAROOS
No, the Keydet is not a kangaroo, although the term "Keydets" has

been used over the years to refer to VMI's athletic teams and the kanga-

roo has become the established mascot. 

The kangaroo was adopted as VMI's mascot in 1947 when two VMI

cheerleaders saw a picture of a kangaroo on the front of the magazine

and realized how uncommon the animal was as a mascot. The marsupial

was originally named "TD Bound", but sometime later his identity

changed to "Moe".

VMI is one of only four (University of Missouri-Kansas City, Austin

College (Texas) and Akron) colleges across the nation to have a kanga-

roo as a mascot, and only one of three schools among NCAA Division I

institutions. The University of Akron's "Zippy" and UMKC’s “Kasey

Kangaroo” join "Moe" as the only kangaroos in the Division I ranks.

The source and/or meaning of the nickname "Keydets" is not as

easy to find. The term began to catch on in the mid 1930's - prior to

that time, the football team was referred to as "The Flying Squadron". A

popular, but unproven, explanation of the word "Keydet" is that due to

the Southern drawl of some of the members of the Corps of Cadets, the

common term cadet was transformed into Keydets. There are, of course

many other possibilities. Regardless of which explanation is correct, the

word "Keydet" like kangaroo, will continue to identify VMI's athletic

teams. 

LITTLE JOHN
The loud and thunderous booms that permeate the confines of

Alumni Memorial Field on gameday Saturdays come from Little John, II,

the Corps' own cannon. The present cannon used made its first appear-

ance in September 1958, replacing the original Little John, which was

retired to the VMI museum after the undefeated football season of 1957. 

The cannon presently used was designed by the late Col. Cary S.

Tucker of the VMI faculty and is a three-fifths scale replica of a 1750

howitzer used in the Revolutionary War. It has a 20-inch barrel, which is

adorned at the top by a shield from a cadet shako. 

The cannon is fired when the Keydets take the field, after a VMI

score, and at the end of each quarter of play.

THE 12TH MAN
Few football playing institutions can boast 100 percent attendance

of its student body at every home game. At VMI, the 1,500 member

Corps of Cadets is present to support the Keydets for every contest at

Alumni Memorial Field - from the opening kickoff to the final gun. 

Approximately 45 minutes before kickoff on home game Saturdays,

the Corps forms in front of barracks for the traditional pre-game march-

down to Alumni Memorial Field.     

THE SOUTH’S FIRST
The first known football game to have been played in the south

took place in 1873 between VMI and next-door neighbor Washington

and Lee. The contest, played under different rules than conventional mod-

ern day football, was played on the VMI Parade Ground with 50 players a

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side and won by Washington and Lee, 4-2. 

VMI did not officially recognize football as an intercollegiate sport

until 1891, but many games had been played by cadet squads before that

time.

KEYDETS IN THE PROS
Twelve former VMI football players have risen to the professional

ranks. The first was Bosh Pritchard "the Hopewell Hurricane" who played

for the Philadelphia Eagles and New York Giants between the 1942 and

1951 seasons. The three most recent VMI football alumni to play profes-

sionally were Mark Stock, who played wide receiver for Pittsburgh,

Washington and Indianapolis between 1989 and 1996, two-time All-

American Thomas Haskins, VMI's all-time leading rusher, who played five

seasons with the Montreal Alouettes of the Canadian Football League

and Tim Maypray, who donned Montreal’s uniform in 2010 and 2011. 

Bobby Ross, who captained the 1959 VMI football team, distin-

guished himself as a coach in both the collegiate and professional ranks,

served head coach of the San Diego Chargers and Detroit Lions, guiding

the former to Super Bowl XXIX at the conclusion of the 1994.   At the

collegiate level, he coached The Citadel, University of Maryland, Army and

Georgia Tech, winning a share of the 1990 national title at the latter.  

TWO UNDEFEATED TEAMS
VMI has fielded two undefeated teams in its 114-year old football

history. 

The 1920 football squad, the "Flying Squadron" under coach Blandy

Clarkson, is VMI's only undefeated and untied team. In 1920, VMI posted

six shutouts on the year and tore through the likes of Virginia, North

Carolina, and a highly rated Pennsylvania squad coached by the legendary

John Heisman. The team outscored its opposition 431-20.

The 1957 squad under Coach John McKenna went 9-0-1, captured

the Southern Conference championship, and attained a ranking as high as

13th in the nation before

finishing at 20th in the final

Associated Press poll. The

team was also extended an

invitation to play in the Sun

Bowl.

Clarkson-McKenna

Hall, the football building

adjacent to Alumni

Memorial Field, honors both

coaches by bearing their

names at the front entrance.

The facility was dedicated in

1990. 

RHODES SCHOLARS
Two VMI football

players have earned the dis-

tinction of being Rhodes

Scholars. Lee D. Badgett

was selected in 1961, and

Robert C. Randolph was

named in 1967. Overall, four

VMI athletes have been

selected Rhodes Scholars

including former VMI super-

intendent Josiah Bunting, III, a former swimmer from

the class of 1963. 

ALUMNI MEMORIAL FIELD AT FOSTER STADIUM
The home field of the Keydets was dedicated on October 15, 1921

in a game against the University of Virginia. In 1962, stands were con-

structed on the south side of the stadium, bringing total capacity to

10,000.  The largest crowd to witness a game in the facility was an over-

flow gathering that saw VMI take on Navy on September 15, 1973.  The

facility received a major refurbishing in 2006 as part of the Foster

Stadium improvements.

FAMOUS ALUMNI PLAYED FOOTBALL
General George C. Marshall, VMI's most distinguished alumnus and

class of 1901, played left tackle on the varsity football team. Serving his

country as both a soldier and statesman, Marshall rose to the rank of

General of the Army and Chief of Staff during World War II, and his post-

war achievements included ambassador to China, Secretary of Defense,

Secretary of State, and the architect of the Marshall Plan. In 1953,

General Marshall received the Nobel Prize for Peace. 

SCHOOL COLORS
VMI's school colors are derived from the three colors that symbol-

ized the three prominent branches of the United States Army. Dr. J.H.

Campbell, a resident of Lexington and a distinguished graduate of the

Institute, is credited with drawing on the significance of these colors and

in 1886, wrote "Let red represent the Artillery, White the Infantry, and

Yellow the Cavalry." The colors were gradually adopted for the athletic

teams into the next century.

VMI and The Citadel resumed their series, the battle for the Silver Shako, in 2011.  The
trophy is awarded to the winner of the game - known as “The Military Classic of the

South.”
