ABOUT THE BEARS
The Bears are under second-year head coach Doug Socha who is quite familiar with VSU as he was the head coach 
at Keiser University (Fla.), prior to taking over LR last season.  Socha brought Keiser to Valdosta State twice, once in 
2022 and in once in 2023.  This year, the Bears are led offensively by quarterback Khamoni  Robinson is 13th nation-
ally in passing efficiency at a 167.3 clip, while he is 13th nationally in passing yards per completion (15.36).  He is 
tops in the South Atlantic Conference in passing yards per game at a 245.8 clip as he returned to the lineup last week 
against Newberry.

Memphis finished sixth nationally in 
scoring offense at 39.4 points per game, 14th in to-
tal offense (458.5 yards per game) and he coached 
quarterback Seth Henigan who finished seventh in 
the NCAA in total offense at 319.8 yards per con-
test.
	 Prior to Memphis, Craig spent four seasons at 
West Georgia and three as the offensive coordina-
tor for the Wolves.

	 Valdosta State’s home football field for 39 of the 
Blazers’ 42 playing years, Cleveland Field at Ba-
zemore-Hyder Stadium offers Valdosta State with 
a football facility conveniently located adjacent to 
VSU’s main campus.
	 The original stadium was constructed in 1922 and 
was named for the late Dr. A.G. Cleveland, who was 
superintendent of Valdosta City Schools from 1919 
through 1949. In the spring of 1996, two legend-
ary coaches from the Valdosta area were honored 
when the complex was named after the late Wright 
Bazemore and Nick Hyder.
	 It was leveled following the 2003 season and re-
built from the ground up, providing the Blazers with 
a state-of-the-art facility for its home games. The 
seating capacity of the stadium rose to 10,100 in-
cluding three prime sections featuring theater-style 
seating with the remainder of the stands featuring 
benches with seat backs. New SprintTurf was in-
stalled on the playing surface while locker rooms 
were added to each end of the stadium and a new 
press box was built above the main stands on the 
home side of the field.
	 Valdosta State played its first seven seasons at Cleveland Field, tallying 
a 24-14 record, before returning to the stadium prior to the 1992 season. 
The Blazers have been dominant since returning to the stadium as they 
have gone 178-55-1 in the 39 playing years there.  Since 2000, the Blaz-
ers have gone 120-30 at home for a blistering .800 winning percentage.  
Overall the Blazers are 187-59-1 all-time at home for a .755 winning per-
centage.
	 In 2018, VSU went a perfect 8-0 at Bazemore-Hyder Stadium for its 
eighth undefeated season at home in program history.  The eight home 
wins in 2018 were the most since recording a school-record nine home 
victories in 2002.  In addition, the eight wins tied the record with the 1994 
team for second all-time in a season.  VSU is 20-8 all-time in the NCAA 
Playoffs at home.
	 Following the 2020 season being cancelled due to the COVID-19 Pan-
demic, 2021 saw the Blazers record their ninth undefeated season at 
home, going 9-0 for the second time in program history (2002).  VSU then 
went 8-0 in 2024 at home for the ninth undefeated home mark in program 
history.

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2025 BLAZER FOOTBALLTHE ATHLETIC FIELD HOUSE
	 The home to the Valdosta State football and women’s soccer pro-
grams is the Valdosta State Athletic Fieldhouse. The 41,000 square foot 
Fieldhouse opened in January 2009 at a cost of $5.8 million, giving the 
Blazer program one of the top athletic facilities in the nation.
	 Beyond football and soccer, the fieldhouse also houses the 7,690 
square foot Jessie Tuggle Weight Room and a 2,437 square foot state-
of-the-art Athletic Training Room that is used by all VSU teams.
	 The Tuggle Weight Room, which encases nearly 10 times the space of 
its predecessor, is one of, if not the top, weight facilities among NCAA Di-
vision II schools nationwide. It features 10 brand new eight-post stations 
as well as a reinforced medicine ball wall. New self-contained dumbbell 
stations were also added to the area while a 30-yard speed track was 
included in the design of the floor. The Weight Room also features ellipti-
cal machines and stationary bikes for cardio workouts and a built-in mi-
crophone/stereo system to aid the strength and conditioning staff while 
working with large groups of VSU athletes. Additionally, each of the 10 
eight-post stations has also been pre-wired for video recording, which 
will be added in the near future, for further evaluation and instruction by 
the strength and conditioning staff. The newest addition to the facility 
are two Cognisens “caves,” which allow for an increased mental train-
ing to provide Blazer athletes with an additional edge in competition. 
Valdosta State is the only university on any level in the nation to own 
the Cognisens machines, with additional owners including Manchester 
United and multiple NHL hockey teams.	
	 Next door to the Tuggle Weight Room is the Athletic Training Room. 
The area includes offices for the Valdosta State Athletic Training staff 
and a private physician exam room as well as a hydrotherapy room for 
rehabilitation work. The main Athletic Training area features six taping 
stations as well as six additional treatment areas plus a cardiovascular/
rehabilitation area featuring stationary bikes.
	 Additionally, outside of the facility are two lighted football practice 
fields and a soccer stadium.
	 The Athletic Fieldhouse features many amenities that will aid the foot-
ball team as it endures the rigors of a football season. A 3,265 square 
foot locker room is the centerpiece of the project and is lined with 126 
lockers, enough to house all members of the VSU football squad. Adja-
cent to the locker room is a 2,100 square foot equipment room with se-
cure “pass-through” equipment bins that allow managers to address the 
equipment needs of all the Blazers while keeping each player’s equip-
ment separated.	
	 The remainder of the Athletic Fieldhouse includes a 3,458 square 
foot office suite for the football coaches as well as 2,200 square feet of 
meeting rooms, each equipped with state-of-the-art video equipment. 
The academic needs of the student-athlete is also addressed as a 1,500 
square foot computer lab is equipped with 19 computers.

VALDOSTA, Ga. – The No. 20 Valdosta State football team fell 31-0 to UNC 
Pembroke Saturday afternoon in the Blazers’ 2025 home-opener at 
Bazemore-Hyder Stadium. 
	 The loss dropped the Blazers to 2-2 on the year, while UNCP im-
proved to 4-1.  Turnovers proved costly as VSU had five miscues in 
the game with three interceptions and two lost fumbles.  The Blazers 
finished with 20 yards on the ground, while they had 312 passing yards 
on 30 of 53 passing between junior quarterback Jameson Holcomb, 
who saw his second-straight start and sophomore Harris Boyd.

UNCP quarterback Tre Robinson was 11 of 17 passing for 120 yards 
and one touchdown, while Que Kennedy had two catches for 89 yards 
and two touchdowns receiving.  On the ground, Joel Felder had four 
carries for for 46 yards and a score.
	 On defense, the Blazers were led by seven tackles and a tackle for 
loss for five yards from sophomore Julius Pascal, while senior Mark 
Robinson also had seven tackles.  Senior Rance Conner had a forced 
fumble and fumble recovery along with three total tackles.  VSU had 
seven tackles for loss and one sack.  UNCP’s Justin Foreman had seven 
tackles, while the Braves had five tackles for loss and one sack, along 
with three interceptions and two fumble recoveries. 
	 Following a scoreless first quarter where both teams had turnovers 
where VSU threw an interception at its own 38, but forced UNCP into a 
turnover on downs on the ensuing possession.  From there, both teams 
had to punt heading to the second quarter.  Early in the second, UNCP 
scored on a 27-yard field goal from Taylor Harris for a 3-0 lead with 
9:39 left in the half.  VSU began its next drive at the 50 as Harris slipped 
on the kickoff.
