= DYNAMIC DUO: The running back duo of Kenneth Walker Il
and Christian Beal-Smith have been hard to stop through
the first seven games of the 2020 campaign. In the last
six of the last seven games, at least one of the backs have
gone for over 100 yards rushing. Against North Carolina, it
was Beal-Smith's turn to break the century mark. On just 17
carries he went for 120 rushing yards (7.1 yards per carry).
This included four runs of 12 vards or better with a game-
long 37 yarder helping set the tone in the first quarter.

HAT TRICK KING: On three seperate occasions this season
including at Syracuse on Oct. 31, Kenneth Walker Il has
finished a game with three rushing touchdowns. All three
have come in conference play against NC State (Sept. 19),
Virginia (Oct. 17) and Syracuse (Oct. 31). He posted two
rushing touchdowns at North Carolina, making it six straight
games with a touchdown.

PUTTING THE BALL IN THE PAINT: In the last six games,
the Demon Deacons have found the endzone 21 times.
In 2019, Wake Forest finished the season with 18 total
touchdowns as a team.

TACKLES FOR LOSS: Against Syracuse, Carlos “Boogie”
Basham Jr. saw his streak of 23 games with a tackles for loss
come to an end. Over the course of the nation’s longest streak,
he had a total of 29.5 tackles for loss and 112 total tackle for
loss vards. He added a 0.5 TFL on Saturday at North Carolina.
SACK KING: During the first five games of the season, Basham
recorded a sack in each game. Over the last 17 contests, the
Roanoke, Va. native has at least one sack in 13 games. He is
currently fourth on Wake Forest's all-time sack list with 20.5
total sacks, 3.0 away from third all-time.

« INTERCEPTING THE OPPOSITION: Last season, the Demon
Deacons finished the year with 14 interceptions by 10 different
players. Through seven games, Wake Forest is on pace to break
that mark as nine different players have accounted for the Deacs'
12 total interceptions. After week 13 of the FBS season, Wake
Forest is the one of just four teams in the country to have three or
more interceptions returned for touchdowns. Ja'Sir Taylor and Zion
Keith have both returned their interceptions 45 yards for TDs while
Gavin Holmes touchdown at Syracuse was from 32 yards out.
STREAKING: Wake Forest has forced a turnover in the last
16 contests. The last time the Demon Deacons failed to
force a turnover came against Elon on Sept. 21, 2019.
PROTECTING THE ROCK: Through seven games, Wake Forest has
only turned the ball over once this season and the Deacs are the
only FBS schools who has played mare than five games yet to throw
an interception this season and the only ACC school who has not
thrown an interception this year. The Demon Deacons +15 turnover
margin this season ranks first nationally and leads the ACC.

Kenneth Walker IIl's 13 rushing touchdowns this season are two
away from the program record of 15 in a single season. He is the
second player in the Dave Clawson era (John Wolfard, 10, 2007)
with double-digit rushing scores.

» Against NC State, Walker Il had the eighth best rushing
performance in the Dave Clawson era, finishing the
night with a career-high 131 yards and three scores.

They
are one of three running backs in the Clawson era to
have three rushing touchdowns in a single game.

If Basham goes in the
first round, he would become the first player from
Roanoke, Va. since Rich McGeorge (Elon) in 1970.
Basham also was the No. 2 player on Bruce Feldman's
2020 college football Freaks List. “One of the best-kept
secrets in college football, Basham is a dominant player.

BACK IN THE SADDLE

= Freshman safety Nick Andersen, who was made his second
consecutive start at safety on Oct. 31 against No. 19 Virginia
Tech, became the first Wake Forest player since AJ. Greene
in 1987 to intercept three or more passes in a single game.
He was also the first ACC player to have three or more
interceptions since Louisville's Gerod Holliman in 2014.

= He went on to capture four national player of the week
honors: Jim Thorpe National Player of the Week, Bronko
Nagurski National Defensive Player of the Week, Walter
Camp National Defensive Player of the Week and College
Sports Madness National Defensive Player of the Week.

= The true freshman walk-on is currently second on the
team in tackles with 45 on the season. This includes
a season-high and game-high 11 stops against the
nationally-ranked Hokies on Saturday.

Against
North Carolina, Roberson finished with a career-best 12
receptions for 167 yards, he has accounted for three of
the four Deacs 100-yard receiving games this season.

BASHAM UP

= Redshirt sophomore quarterback Sam Hartman is
back in the starting role after redshirting during the
2019 season. During his true freshman season in
2018, Hartman started the first nine games before
suffering an injury.

Over the first seven games of the season, Hartman
has his highest completion percentage of his career,
connecting on 63 percent of his passes. This included
a 64 percent completion percentage in the game
at North Carolina on Saturday. He had a career
afternoon finishing with 429 yards, tied for seventh in
program history while tossing a career-high tying four
touchdown passes.

Heading into the North Carolina game, Wake Forest is
only FBS team that has played more than one game
without an interception this season and the only ACC
team. Hartman has a program-record streak of 234
consecutive passes without an incterception, dating
back to last season. He is nine passes away from
entering the top five on the ACC all-time list.

Athlon Sports named his one of the top 35 FBS
projected breakout players for 2020.

Hartman is one of just two sophomores to grace the
2020 Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Watch List.

He made the most of his opportunities last season
including a pair of 300-yard passing performances.
His 308-yard performance against Florida State
helped the Deacs to a 6-1 start to the season and
become bowl eligible for a fourth consecutive season.
Hartman ended the 2018 season with 1,984
passing vards including 16 touchdowns and eight
interceptions. His 284.96 passing efficiency rating
against Rice in is a Wake Forest quarterback record
with 11 or more pass attempts in a game.

KICK SCIBA

= Carlos “Boogie” Basham Jr. took no time to make
his presense known in 2020 against No. 1 Clemson.
On the opening drive of the season, Basham sacked
Trevor Lawrence for a 16-yard loss, forcing a punt.

» The Roanoke, VVa. native had his streak of 23 consecutive
games with a tackle for loss end against Syracuse. It was
the longest streak in the country. He was the only player
in the country to have a streak in double digits.

» Basham recorded a sack in the first five games of the
season. He has at least one sackin 12 of his last 16 games.

= After being projected to go in the top three rounds of
the 2020 NFL Draft, Basham Jr. returned to Winston-
Salem with the goal of solidifying himself as one of
the top players in college football.

» In the offseason, Basham has been named a
preseason All-American by eight publications

= Nick Sciba could not only on his way to becoming the
best kicker in program history, but potentially the best
kicker in the history of the ACC after a record-breaking
2019 campaign.

= Sciba is coming off the North Carolina game where
his finished 1-of-1 on field goals. The 41-yard make
extended his streak to 10 straight field goals made,
dating back to the Campbell game (10/2).

= In his career, Sciba owns a .887 field goal percentage
(55-0f-62), which ranks second in ACC history and is a
Wake Forest program record.

= With 119 points during the 2019 campaign, he set
a new program record for points in a single season.

= Sciba was named to three different All-America teams as
a sophomore, garnering first team All-America honors by
ESPN, second team by Sports lllustrated and third team by
the AP. He is the first Wake Forest placekicker to be named
an All-American since Sam Swank in 2006.

NOTHING BUT GREENE

» Through five games this season, Donavon Greene
has not only show to be one of the most explosive
wide receivers in the country but one of the most
explosive players in FBS.

Through the air, he is averaging 20.00 yards per catch,
which ranks in the top 10 nationally with players
having 20 or more targets this season.

In the kick return game, he ranks second nationally
with a 34.00 average including the first kick return
touchdown for the program since Kevin Marionin 2007.
Taylor Morin has been nearly impressive in the punt
return game. His average of 9.7 yards per return ranks
16th nationally and is second in the ACC.

RECORD SCORING

= Wake Forest has combined to score 108 points
against Campbell and NC State, the most in the
modern college football era and the second most
overall. Including the Virginia game, the 148 combined
points scored over the last three is the most in the
Dave Clawson era.

= In his first full season in the middle, Smenda had a
breakout campaign, leading the team with 81 total
tackles while tallying 7.0 tackles for loss, 2.5 sacks, three
pass breakups, an interception and a fumble recovery.

= After senior and current Denver Bronco Justin Strnad
was lost in the eighth game of the season due to injury,
Williams filled right in alongside Smenda. He ended
the year right behind Smenda with 73 total tackles. He
rounded out his statline with 6.5 tackles for loss, 3.5
sacks, two forced fumbles and a fumble recovery.

When Dave Clawson was named Wake Forest University's 32nd head football coach on Dec. 10, 2013, he set out to build the top
program in North Carolina and compete for championships.

After reaching a program record fourth-straight bowl game and winning the Deacs eighth Big 4 Championship in 2019, Clawson
is realizing the vision of what he set out to create. Furthermore, since the start of the 2017 season Wake Forest is tied for the sec-
ond-most wins in the Atlantic Coast Conference.

Clawson has also engineered an offense that has rewritten the record books at Wake Forest. The Deacs have set over 300 school

After
a year as the director of recruiting and
two seasons as a defensive graduate
assistant, Greg Jones was promoted to
linebackers coach in February.

During the 2004 season Coach Cohen,
Coach Hemphill and Coach Williams all
served on the same staff at University
of Delaware. A vyear prior, Cohen and
Williams helped lead the Blue Hens to
the 2003 FCS National Championship
with a 40-0 victory over Colgate.

Before coming to Wake Forest at the
start of Dave Clawson’s tenure in 2014,
Coach Hunter spent the previous five
seasons working on Clawson's staff
at Bowling Green. He served both as
a recruiting coordinator and running
backs coach during their tenure, helping
guide the Falcons to a 2013 Mid-
American Conference title.

The Deacs has a long and rich history of
players being selected in the NFL Draft:

Wake Forest has had 137 players drafted in its
history including two in 2020.

Linebacker Justin Strnad and offensive lineman
Justin Herron were both taken in this year's
draft with Strnad going in the fifth round to the
Denver Broncos and Herron being selected in
the sixth round to the New England Patriots.

Since Dave Clawson took over the program
ahead of the 2014 season, eight Wake Forest
players have been taken in the NFL Draft
inlcuding five in the past three drafts combined.

Under Clawson, the Deacs have had players
drafted in the past four NFL Drafts.

After just one season playing under Coach
Clawson, defensive back Kevin Johnson was taken
with the 16th overall selection by the Houston
Texans. He became the fifth Demon Deacon to be
selected in the first round and the third since 2003.
Linebacker Aaron Curry went fourth overall to
Seattle in 2009, defensive lineman Calvin Pace
18th overall to Arizona in 2003, quarterback
Norm Snead second overall to Washington in
1961 and running back Eimer Barbour 10th
overall to the New York Giants in 1945.

Coming into this season, defensive lineman
Carlos "Boogie" Basham Jr. and wide receiver
Sage Surratt have both been projected to go in
the first round of the 2021 NFL Draft.

After playing football in Groves Stadi-
um since 1940, Wake Forest renamed its
facility BB&T Field from 2007-19 season.
Ahead of the 2020 season, it was renamed
to Truist Field at Wake Forest.

Wake Forest began playing intercolle-
giate football in Groves Stadium in 1940
when the school, then located in Wake
Forest, N.C,, first dedicated a 20,000-seat
facility by that same name on its original
campus. When Wake opened its current
facility in 1968, the school kept the Groves
name.

The stadium was named in honor of
Henry H. Groves, Sr., who passed away in
1985. It was his generous gift that made
possible the construction of the original
stadium, which would be the site of some
of the finest moments in Wake Forest
athletic history.

The Deacs played their final game in
old Wake Forest in 1955 before the school
moved to Winston-Salem. After several
years of playing at Bowman Gray Stadium,
the Deacs moved to Groves Stadium in
1968.

In 1957, the original Groves Stadium
was sold to Wake Forest High School for
the sum of $10 and became the home of
high school football and other community
events. It was later renamed Trentini Sta-
dium, in memory of the late Tony Trentini,
a Wake Forest football player and 1956
graduate, who later returned to serve as
the high school team'’s coach.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. - The Wake Forest football team dropped its season opener to top-
ranked Clemson at Truist Field on Saturday.

Preseason All-American Carlos "Boogie” Basham Jr. continued to be one of the most disruptive
forces in the country. On the first series of the game, Basham sacked Clemson QB Trevor Lawrence
for 16 yards. The third-down sack forced the Tigers to go three and out.

Despite the aforementioned sack and some early offensive success between Sam Hartman and
Donavon Greene, the Tigers took the early lead with back-to-back scoring drives to end the first
quarter. They would go on to have three more scoring drives before the end of the half, taking
a 27-0lead into the interval.

The second half opened with a deep pass from Hartman to Jaquarii Roberson for 55 yards and
a field goal from Nick Sciba to get the Deacs on the board. Clemson took over with three scoring
drives in the third quarter.

Near the end of the fourth quarter, Mitch Griffis connected with Taylor Morin for a touchdown.
It was the first career for both players.

Morin ended the game with a team-high nine receptions and a team-high 93 vyards. The final
score on Saturday evening at Truist Field was 37-13.

In the Spotlight:

Boogie Basham extended his streak of consecutive games with a tackle for loss to 19 on the
first series of the game. This is the longest streak in FBS by six games.

That aforementioned play was a sack, which brings him to 16.5 for his career. He currently sits
two behind Nikita Whitlock (2010-13) for fifth in program history.

After trailing 35-21 in the third quarter, the Demon Deacons (0-2, 0-2 ACC) scored the next 14
points to tie up the game at 35-35 entering the fourth.

Sophomore Kenneth Walker Il who ended the night with a career-high 131 rushing yards, found
the endzone for the third time in the game with 9:12 remaining. This marked the third time in
his Wake Forest career Walker has rushed for over 100 yards.

Additionally, Walker Ill became the fourth different player and second running back to rush for
three touchdowns in a game.

Also on offense, the slot wide receiver continued to be a weapon for the Demon Deacons as
Jaquarii Roberson and Taylor Morin combined for 127 yards on 10 catches against NC State (1-0,
1-0 ACC) on Saturday night. Roberson finished with a game-high seven receptions and 75 yards
while hauling in his second career touchdown in the second quarter.

Graduate transfer Donald Stewart also made his presence felt in the passing game, grabbing a
career-best five balls for 41 yards. He also sealed the edge for a Christian Beal-Smith touchdown
run that finished off a 9-play, 75-yard drive in the second quarter.

Defensively, Traveon Redd led the team with a career-high 10 tackles. Carlos “Boogie” Basham
Jr. extended his streak to 20 games with a tackle for loss. He sacked NC State quarterback
Bailey Hockman in the second quarter. Basham Jr. now has a sack in nine of the last 11 games
for the Demon Deacons.

It is the
second-most all-time in series history. The Demon Deacons scored 66 points at Virginiain 1975.

The Deacs were led by sophomore Kenneth Walker Ill who rushed for 128 yards and three
touchdowns. The only other Wake touchdown came from redshirt sophomore AT. Perry, who
had two receptions for 53 yards. The first being the 40-yard touchdown reception opened the
scoring, putting Wake Forest in front on the opening drive. Perry's second catch, a 13-yarder,
set up a field goal later in the game.

Wake Forest has had a running back rush for three touchdowns in three consecutive games.
Walker lll also found the endzone three times at NC State. Christian Beal-Smith had three scores
in the Deacs last win over Campbell.

Redshirt sophomore Sam Hartman finished the game going 16-0f-27 with a season-high
306 passing yards and one touchdown. This is just the fourth time in Hartman’s career he has
thrown for over 300 vards.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. - Wake Forest football defeated No. 19 Virginia Tech 23-16 Saturday
afternoon at Truist Field.

The Deacs and Hokies have only faced off six times since 1984, with Saturday's contest being
the 50th meeting in series history. This is also the first time since the 1970 ACC Championship
season that Wake Forest has defeated Virginia and Virginia Tech in back-to-back weeks.

This is the Deacs first win over a ranked opponent since November 8, 2018, when they took
down then-No. 14 NC State in Raleigh. Additionally, this is the first win over a ranked opponent
at home since November 18, 2017, against then-No. 25 NC State.

Virginia Tech running back Kahlil Herbert entered Saturday's contest as the nation's leader in
all-purpose vards, with 240.5 per game. The Wake defense held him to 87 all-purpose yards.
Additionally, he came in averaging 148.0 yards per game and 9.7 yards a carry. Wake Forest's
defense limited him to just 64 yards (3.4 average) in the game.

The Deacs were led defensively by freshman walk-on Nick Andersen who recorded three inter-
ceptions for the first time since 1987 and led the team in tackles with 11. Senior defensive end
Boogie Basham extended his streak of consecutive games with a tackle for loss to 23 in the fourth
quarter. Basham also tallied nine tackles for the Deacs, along with Justin Williams and A.J. Williams.

Sam Hartman pushed his streak to 155 passes without being intercepted. He was 12/17 with
a long of 36 and rushed nine yards for his first rushing touchdown of the season. He is closing
in on the season record for consecutive passes without an interception that is currently held by
Tanner Price from 2012. Price threw 166 passes without an interception that year. Price also
holds the Wake Forest career record with 181 passes without a pick.

SYRACUSE, N.Y. - Wake Forest football extended its winning streak to four games with a 38-14
victory at Syracuse on Saturday.

This marks the first time since the 2007 season the Demon Deacons have had a perfect month
of October. It is the second consecutive season Wake Forest has had a perfect month as the
Deacs went 4-0 in September 2019. This is also the first time since 2011 the Deacs have had
a three-game winning streak in conference play.

Kenneth Walker Il continued to be one of the toughest running backs to stop in the entire country,
finishing the day with his third three-touchdown game of the season. He has now scored 11
touchdowns this season, the first Wake player to do so since Josh Adams in 2007.

The Deacs 18 touchdowns over the last five games have equaled their entire output from the
2019 season.

Enroute to the road victory, Sam Hartman broke the school record for consecutive passes without
being intercepted. He finished the game going 19-for-33 for 250 yards, extending his streak to 189
passes without an interception. Additionally, Hartman is 16 attempts away from breaking Taylor
Price’s season record (166 in 2012).

In the third quarter of the game, Hartman hooked up with wide receiver Jaquarii Roberson for
the longest offensive play of the season, connecting for an 80-yard touchdown.

The completion tied the fourth longest in Wake Forest history and was the longest since Marshall
Williams to Chris Givens for 81 yards in 2010. Additionally, it is the longest offensive play since
Walker llI's 96-yard touchdown run against Rice in 2019.

For the second time in the last three games, Roberson posted a 100-plus yard game, tying
a career-high with seven catches while also totaling a career-best 130 yards through the air.
For the third time in the last four games, Wake Forest had a +3 or better turnover margin including
interceptions from Trey Rucker and Gavin Holmes, becoming the eighth and ninth players this
season to grab a pick for the Deacs.

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. - The Wake Forest football team saw its four-game winning streak come to
an end at North Carolina, falling 59-53 against the Tar Heels.

The 112 combined points between the two schools marked the most in the series’ 132-year
history. The previous high in the series was 80 points coming in 1993.

Individually, redshirt sophomore quarterback Sam Hartman threw for a career-high 429 yards
and tied his career-high with four touchdown passes. The 429 yards are tied for seventh in
program history and he is just the third Wake Forest quarterback to have two career games
with four or more touchdown passes (John Wolford - 2 and Riley Skinner - 2).

Additionally, the Cornelius, N.C. native extended his Wake Forest record to 234 passes without
an interception, which ranks eighth in ACC history and is nine away from entering the top five
on the list. His streak dates back to the final regular season game in 2019 at Syracuse.

Running back Kenneth Walker Ill continued to climb up the record books on Saturday, posting
his fourth multi-rushing touchdown of the season. He now has 13 total during his sophomore
season, which is tied for third and two away from tying the program record of 15 set by Brian
Piccolo (1964) and Larry Russell (1971).

Redshirt junior Jaquarii Roberson continued to be one of the toughest wide receivers to stop
in the country on Saturday. He posted yet another career game, ending with a career-best 12
catches for a career-high 167 and two touchdowns. His 12 receptions are the second most in
the Dave Clawson era and tied for the 12th most in program history in a single game.

On the outside, sophomore Donavon Greene proved equally tough to stop with eight catches
for 170 yards and two touchdowns, an average of 21.3 yards per catch.

Finally, redshirt junior Christian Beal-Smith finished the afternoon with a team-high 120 yards
on 17 carries (7.1 yards per carry).
