» The No. 24 Wake Forest baseball team earned their fourth victory against a top-15 opponent on Tuesday March
22, defeating No. 15 Liberty, 13-6, at Libert¥I Baseball Stadium.

»The Deacs jumped out to a 1-0 lead over the Flames in the first inning and never looked back, scorin% runs in the
third, fourth, seventh, eighth innings before plating five runs in the ninth to post their ninth double-digit scoring
game of the season.

» Overall, the top of the Demon Deacon Iinetw produced in a big way durinE the midweek showdown as Wake
Forest's one through six hitters drove in 10 of Wake Forest's 13 runs and combined for 13 hits.

= Wake Forest tallied 16 base hits, the most Liberty has given up all season and the Demon Deacons' 13th double-
di’%it hit game of the season.

» Nick Kurtz launched a pair of two-run home runs and now leads Wake Forest with seven long flies on the year while
Pierce Bennett posted a team—hi%h four hits, including a two-run home run, marking the second time this season the
Baltimore, Md. native has tallied four base knocks.

= Michael Turconi and Tommy Hawke joined Bennett with multiple-RBls. Brock Wilken registered his sixth home run
of the season with a solo shot in the top of the seventh.

» Wake Forest and Virginia have faced off 166 times prior to this year's three-game set as the Deacs hold a 86-80
advantage in the all-time series.
= In the Cavaliers' last trip to Winston-Salem in 2018, the Demon Deacons took the series with victories in game one
as well the as the rubber match.

= After claiming their first ACC series victory of the 2022 season with wins on Friday and Saturday at No. 6 Georgia
Tech and defeating No. 15 Liberty this past Tuesday, the Demon Deacons are off to their best start through 21 games
since the 2002 season when Wake Forest also began
the year 17-4.

» Overall, Wake Forest has outscored their opponents 220-87 to open the new campaign with a team batting
average of .329 with a .446 on-base percentage and team ERA of just 3.45

= Wake Forest's season-opening 11-game win streak marked the longest overall winning streak since the Deacs
won 15 in a row during the 2012 season.

= Wake Forest has one of the top offenses in the entire nation and ACC as the Deacs rank in the top five in the
conference in every offensive category, while ranking in the top 10 in the nation in those same categories.

» The Demon Deacon offense exploded in their second game against Georgia Tech, setting a new program record for
most runs (27) and hits (28) in an ACC game. Wake Forest's 28 hits rank tied for third in program history, while their
27 runs stand as the sixth-most runs scored in a single game.

» On the mound, Wake Forest's starting pitchers have accounted for half of the team'’s innings and strikeouts.

» The Demon Deacons have been able to rely on their bullpen as four relievers have given up three runs or less this
season.

» Heading into Tuesday, Wake Forest is fourth in the ACC in team ERA (3.45) and fifth in fielding percentage(.977)

» Brendan Tinsman has caught eight base runners tr\Aing to steal a base, the most in the ACC.

» 10 Demon Deacons have notched at least 10 base hits this season, led by Pierce Bennett with 30.

= Wake Forest has been patient at the plate over the opening 24 games of the season as the Deacs have been
walked 143 times, the most in the ACC and the third most in the entire nation. The Deacs have been walked at least
10 times in five games this season. In all but one of those contests, Wake Forest has notched double-digit hits, while
scoring double-digit runs in three of the five instances.

= \Wake Forest's offense has been successful from thejumla as the 2022 squad posted two games of at least 20 runs
for just the second time in program history. Wake Forest plated 29 runs against Argentina and 23 runs against Brazil
as the United States representative in the 1951 Pan-American Games.

» After a historic da¥ at the plate on Saturday against Georgia Tech, Nick Kurtz tallied two home runs, a double and
RBIs to lead Wake Forest to their road victory at Liberty. [n Atlanta, the freshman became the first Wake Forest
batter since 2005 to record six hits in the game. This is also tied for the second most in program history and is the
most by a freshman in school history. Overall, Kurtz ranks in the top 10 in the conference in home runs, runs scored,
RBIs and bases.

» After another strong performance from the Demon Deacon Friday starter against Georgia Tech, Rhett Lowder
remained perfect on the season as he is now 5-0 with a 2.22 season ERA. Lowder became the first starting pitcher
icn the ACC with five wins last Friday, striking out five Georgia Tech batters while allowing just two earned runs in

ive innings.

BATS EXPLODE DURING OPENING WEEKEND
= The Deacs outscored their opponents by a tally of 40-8 during Opening Weekend,
highlighted by a 25-3 victory on Opening Day against Lafayette. With the victory,
the Deacs won their eighth-straight season opener dating back to 2015 and
marked Wake Forest's largest margin of victory in a season opener since 2003.
» The Deacons’ 25 runs were the most they have scored since March 10, 2015 and
Friday was the first time they scored 20-plus runs since April 13, 2019 against Pitt.
Additionally, 20 hits were the most in a single game since Feb. 15, 2020 against
UW-Milwaukee.
» The Deacons went on to score a program single-inning record-tying 16 runs
in the fifth, and they tacked on another eight in the sixth to defeat the Leopards.
= In the weekend finale, the Deacs crushed four home runs against VCU:

- Nick Kurtz (Third)

- Adam Cecere (Sixth)

BEST DUO ON THE CAPE

= Wake Forest baseball third baseman Brock Wilken and right-handed pitcher Eric
Adler received top honors from the Cape Cod Baseball League after stellar first-
year performances at the top collegiate summer league.

» Wilken was named the league’s most valuable player after an incredible debut
season for the Harwich Mariners, while Adler was named the league’s top relief
pitcher as the right hander continued to slam the door as the Bourne Braves'
closer.

= Wilken posted a batting average of .302 with 39 hits, 10 doubles, six home runs,
26 RBIs and 26 runs scored. The Valrico, Fla. native led the league in doubles and
walks, while he also finished in the top ten in batting average (tied for eighth), hits
(second), home runs (tied for fourth) and RBIs (fourth).

= On the mound, Adler struck out 29 batters while only conceding two runs and
six hits in 15.2 innings. Adler fanned 22 batters and walked just three batters in
11 appearances before giving up his first earned run, becoming the first Cape Cod
pitcher to post averages of 0.00 ERA, over 10 strikeouts per nine innings and less
than 2.5 walks per nine innings since Marcus Stroman in 2010.

WELCOME TO THE STAFF
= Wake Forest's staff added a trio of newcomers to the program this offseason.

- Corey Muscara (Pitching Coach): Muscara comes to Winston-Salem with
over a decade of collegiate coaching experience, elevating multiple program’s
pitching staffs to new heights. Under Muscara's leadership, his teams have
finished in the top 10 in ERA and strikeouts on the conference and national level
on several occasions, while developing numerous MLB draft prospects at every
stop throughout his career.

- Ty Blankmeyer (Volunteer Assistant): Blankmeyer joins the Demon Deacons
with a wealth of experience as a player and baseball professional, most
recently serving as an Area Scout with the Milwaukee Brewers from 2017-21.
During his time with the organization, Blankmeyer was in charge of all scouting
responsibilities in the Northeast region of the United States, highlighted by the
drafting and signing of Sal Frelick, the 15th overall pick in the 2021 MLB Draft.
Blankmeyer was selected by the Cincinnati Reds in the 2016 MLB draft and tallied
a batting average of .280 in the Pioneer League before stepping into a player
development role with the franchise at the Arizona Complex League (AZL) under
Jose Nieves and Miguel Cairo in the summer of 2017.

- Mike McFerran (Pitching Lab Coordinator): Prior to Wake Forest, McFerran
served as the Associate Head Coach, Pitching Coach, & Recruiting Coordinator
at Skidmore College from 2017-2020. His pitchers saw a quick and vast
improvement under his tutelage, moving from eighth in conference ERA in 2017
to fourth in 2018. Additionally, McFerran’s pitchers went from last in strikeouts to
fou:cth inavyear span. In 2019, Skidmore conceded the least amount of walks in the
conference.

HIGHLY-RATED NEWCOMERS

» After Wake Forest's 2021 class was ranked in the top 20 for the first time in
program history, the 2022 class landed at No. 13 according to D1 Baseball.

» Freshman Josh Hartle heads into his first collegiate season as the top-rated
recruit to attend college from this year’s class. D1 Baseball's Andrew Fitt says
“"LHP Josh Hartle (5) was the top southpaw in the 2021 class, but withdrew from
the MLB Draft, giving the Demon Deacons the best recruit in the country. He is
loose and projectable with a fastball in the low 90s and the ability to manipulate
spin on his breaking ball.”

= Danny Corona was selected in the 16th round of the 2021 MLB Draft, but decided
to head to Winston-Salem. Fitt on Corona: “Shortstop Daniel Corona (267) has a
solid all-around skill set and an advanced feel for the game. The left-handed hitter
has a good feel at the plate and actions in the infield, which gives him the look of
the Deacons shortstop of the future.”

= Overall, the class consists of 13 freshmen as well as six incoming transfers.
