OPS+: On-base percentage plus slugging percentage that is then standardized to a 100 scale, with 100 
being league average and each point above or below being one percentage point better or worse.
wOBA: Similar to batting average, this stat weighs each type of hit (single, double, triple, home run) or un-
intentional walk with how rare they are and how much they increase win percentage. This stat is based on 
a similar scale to on-base percentage: a wOBA over .350 translates similarly to how tough it is to have an 
on-base percentage of .350.
wRC: This stat shows how many runs an individual player was worth for their team: by combining a number 
of offensive statistics and comparing it to the league norm, this comes up with a single number that shows 
a batter’s overall production in terms of runs created for the team.
wRC+: Similar to wRC, but standardized to a 100 scale, so that 100 is league average and each point 
above or below being one percentage point better or worse.
FIP: Fielding independent pitching. This statistic measures only those outcomes directly controllable by a 
pitcher (home runs, walks, HBP, and strikeouts) and standardizes it to a similar scale as ERA, meaning that 
a 2.50 FIP would illustrate that a pitcher has performed roughly to the ability of a 2.50-ERA pitcher when 
excluding the defense’s contributions.
ERA+: This statistics standardizes a pitcher’s ERA to 100, with 100 being league average and each point 
above or below being on percentage point better or worse. This only takes ERA into account.
K%: The percentage of plate appearances ending in a strikeout.
BB%: The percentage of plate appearances ending in a walk.

GAB B GOOD
Gabbie Plain had her 23.1-inning 
hitless streak and 29-inning score-
less streak both come to an end 
last weekend. The scoreless streak 
was the longest of Plain’s career 
and longest by a Husky since Taran 
Alvelo started 2018 with a 31.1-in-
ning streak. The hitless streak was 
longest in UW history, buoyed along 
by the first back-to-back no-hitters 
ever by a Husky. This year, Plain 
has the same number of hitless ap-
pearances (seven) as appearances 
where she allowed multiple hits.

SO MANY STRIKEOUTS
Taran Alvelo recorded her sixth 
double-digit strikeout game of the 
season last weekend and now 
stands alone in second place in 
UW history with 22 double-digit K 
games in her career. Alvelo has 
struck out 10+ in four of her last 
five starts, the only exception being 
a nine-strikeout, five-inning start 
against Idaho State. She needs 18 
more strikeouts to be join Danielle 
Lawrie, Caitlin Noble, and Ashley 
Boek as the only Huskies ever with 
four 150+ K seasons.

HERE COMES THE BAT
Since starting the year hitting 
.217, Morganne Flores has hit 
.342/,444/,658, with six ex-
tra-base hits. Flores has five multi-
hit games in that 13-game span. 
She has failed to reach base in only three games during that streak. Flores’ home run against #1 UCLA last 
weekend was also her ninth home run against Pac-12 competition in her career.

HUSKEY THE HUSKY
Madison Huskey hit her first career home run and drove in three against #1 UCLA Sunday. Only three 
Husky freshmen in the last six years have driven in that many runs against a Pac-12 opponent: Ali Aguilar 
(2014 vs. Arizona), Taylor Van Zee (2015 vs. Arizona State, Stanford), and Emma Helm (2018 vs. Cal). As a 
starter this year, Huskey has hit .636/.692/.909, with five RBI in her last three starts. Both of her multi-hit 
games have come in her last three starts. Only SilentRain Espinoza has a higher batting average and on-
base percentage amongst Husky freshmen this year and non have a higher slugging percentage.

TAT AT THE BAT
After an 0-for-3 day Sunday, Taryn 
Atlee had her hitting streak end 
after eight games. It was her third 
hit streak of six or more games 
already this year: she has gone hit-
less in just four of 27 games. Atlee 
has already surpassed her 2018 
hit total in 32 fewer games and 58 
fewer at-bats.

BLINK AND YOU’LL SIS IT
Sis Bates had two steals Saturday 
against #1 UCLA, including a steal 
of home to give UW the lead. Bates 
did not have a single multi-steal 
game in her career before this 
season: she has two in her last six 
games. Bates is a perfect 7-for-7, 
putting her ninth in the Pac-12 in 
steals and just two away from her 
career high of nine.

PAC-12 PITCHING PROWESS
Gabbie Plain is second in the 
Pac-12 in ERA this year at 1.13. 
Among Pac-12 pitchers with 50+ IP, 
only Rachel Garcia (8) and Maddy 
Dwyer (19) have also allowed 15 
or fewer runs. Taran Alvelo is also 
near the top in the Pac-12 as one 
of only two pitchers, along with 
Garcia, to strike out 10+ batters 
per seven innings. She leads the 
conference in total strikeouts with 
132 and is fourth in the country in 
that category.

DEFENSE FIRST
Washington is second in the Pac-
12 in fielding percentage at .977 
and has committed only 18 errors 
this season, one of just three 
Pac-12 teams with fewer than 20 
errors. Washington has played the 
most games of those three. Eight 
different Huskies have played in 
the field and are yet to make an 
error this year.
