THE SERIES: The Yellow Jackets hope to 
extend their longest current winning 
streak against a Presidents’ Athletic 
Conference (PAC) when they travel 
to Thiel on Saturday. Waynesburg 
is currently on a 10-game winning 
streak against the Tomcats, but that 
run nearly came to an end in 2014, 
when the Jackets pulled out a 35-32 
victory in Greenville. In fact, Waynes-
burg’s last two trips to Thiel have re-
sulted in close final margins of victory. 
Prior to the 2014 triumph, Waynesburg 
edged the Cats 20-19 during the 
Orange and Black’s 10-1 2012 season. 
Thiel’s last win came by way of a 35-
28 double-overtime decision in 2005.

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THIS WEEK: The Yellow Jackets hope the 
bye week has given them the necessary 
preparation time for their upcoming PAC 
road trip to Thiel. Waynesburg was last in 
action on Saturday, Oct. 15, when it suf-
fered a 40-7 loss at the hands of Thomas 
More. The loss ended a two-game 
winning streak for the Jackets. Thiel is 
looking to end a four-game skid that 
most recently saw the 
Tomcats drop a 49-33 
decision at Carnegie 
Mellon this past Saturday. Thiel’s most 
recent came in a 57-47 shootout against 
Bethany on Sept. 17.

CLASH OF STYLES: Waynesburg’s hard-
hitting defensive front facing off against 
Thiel’s dynamic offense will be the main 
storyline of Saturday’s PAC matchup. The 
Tomcats currently rank fifth in the confer-
ence in total offense (406.7 ypg) and 

are led by dual-threat quarterback 
Ryan Radke (96.0 rushing ypg, 202.0 
passing ypg,19 total touchdowns). 
The Jackets come into this weekend 
ranked fourth in the PAC in sacks 
(20) and feature three of the top 

10 individuals in terms of tackles for loss. 
Waynesburg also ranks fifth as a team in 
terms of total defense (373.1 ypg.

Thiel Head Coach Dan Blume: Blume was hired as the 26th head football coach 
in Thiel College history in December of 2015. Blume spent the past four seasons as 
an assistant coach for the NCAA Division II Mercyhurst University Lakers. The team’s 
linebackers coach the past four seasons, he has also served as special teams 
coordinator and a recruiting coordinator the past two seasons. The Lakers had 
three winning seasons and compiled a record of 28-16 during Blume’s tenure. Prior 
to his time at Mercyhurst, Blume spent two seasons as the defensive line coach at 
NCAA Division III Trinity (Conn.) College. With Blume assisting, the Trinity Bantams 
led the nation in 2011 in total defense, scoring defense and rush defense. In 2010, 
Trinity led the nation in rush defense. Blume served as a defensive assistant with 
Division I Villanova University in 2008 and 2009. The Wildcats went 24-4 during his 
tenure and won the FCS National Championship in 2009. Blume began his career 
at the University of Mount Union, his alma mater, as an assistant linebackers coach 
in 2006. Mount Union made two appearances in the Stagg Bowl during his tenure 
and won the NCAA Division III national championship in 2006.

Scouting the Tomcats: The Thiel College football team dropped a high-scoring 
game against the Carnegie Mellon Tartans, 49-33 in a Presidents’ Athletic Confer-
ence (PAC) contest Saturday afternoon from Gesling Stadium. As a team, the 
Tomcats gained 499 yards of total offense in the loss, outrushing the Tartans 254-
241. Sophomore running back Nick Barca carried the load for the Tomcats, rushing 
a season-high 24 times for 153 yards and three touchdowns. In the air, senior quar-
terback Ryan Radke went 20-for-40 passing for 245 yards and a touchdown while 
tallying 106 yards on the ground and a rushing touchdown.

Running Radke: Senior Thiel quarterback Ryan Radke has given the Yellow Jackets 
some trouble in his first three years on the ground. In the previous three matchups, 
Radke has rushed for 292 yards and five touchdowns on 33 carries. On the season, 
Waynesburg is 0-3 when they allow the opposing quaterback to rush for more 
than 50 yards.

Under the Lights: The Yellow Jackets have had success in night games in recent 
years. Since head coach Rick Shepas took over the program in 2005, his teams 
have posted a 5-2 record in games in which they played at night. For the Thiel 
Tomcats, night games haven’t been so friendly. Since the 2008-2009 season, the 
Tomcats are 4-10 in games played under the lights.
