The Shockers also defeated the Jayhawks
11-0 in Wichita on April 18. It was WSU’s first
win in Lawrence since 2012 and the first sea-
son sweep of KU since 2012. The Shockers
also earned a season sweep of Oklahoma
State, which was the first time since 2010.

12 Different Shockers

Twelve different Shockers have hit a home run
this season. Tennessee Tech leads the nation
with 15 different players.

Ritter Stays Hot

Junior utility player Luke Ritter is hitting .385
over his last 29 games. In those games, he
is 47-for-122 with 30 runs, seven doubles,
one triple, five home runs, 20 RBI and three
sacrifice flies.

Leadoff Home Run

Junior Luke Ritter led off the April 28 game at
UCF with a home run. It was the first leadoff
home run for the Shockers since Greyson Jeni-
sta hit one at Indiana State on May 18, 2017.

Grand Slam Leaders

Wichita State has five grand slams this season,
which is second nationally behind Tennessee
Tech’s six. Individually, Alec Bohm is tied for the
national lead with three grand slams.

Four in a Row

Wichita State collected four extra base hits in
arow in the fifth inning against Kansas on April
18. The Shockers had four-straight doubles. It
was the first time WSU had four extra base hits
in a row since March 5, 2004 when they had a
double and three home runs against Louisiana-
Lafayette in the eighth inning.

Four in an Inning
WSU had four doubles in the fifth inning

Heuer’s CG

Junior pitcher Codi Heuer threw his first career
complete game on Friday at Houston. He
went eight innings and gave up one earned
run on seven hits with three walks and four
strikeouts in the loss. He is the first Shocker
pitcher to pitch a complete game loss since
Willie Schwanke against TCU on April 1, 2016.

Power Surge

Wichita State already has 44 home runs this
season in 45 games. The Shockers hadn't hit
more than 40 home runs in a season since
2010 when they hit 64.

Eight-Straight

Wichita State hit a home run in eight-straight
games from March 18-30. The last time they
homered in eight-straight was April 5-18, 2015.
During the streak, the Shockers hit 12 total
home runs by eight different players including
two by Luke Ritter, one by Trey Vickers, one
by Jordan Boyer, one by Paxton Wallace, three
by Gunnar Troutwine, one by Greyson Jenista,
two by Alec Bohm and one from Dayton Dugas.

20 Hits
Wichita State collected 20 hits in the 14-3 win

at ECU. The last time the Shockers had 20 or
more hits in a game was Feb. 16, 2014 against
SIUE when they had 24 hits.

Career-High Night for Bohm

Shocker third baseman Alec Bohm had a
career-high six RBI in the Thursday win over
ECU. He is the first Shocker to have six RBI
in a game since Erik Harbutz had six against
Bradley on April 14, 2013.

Double Digit Total Bases
Shocker third baseman Alec Bohm had 11 total

bases in the Thursday win over ECU including
two home runs, a double and a single. He is
the first Shocker to have 10 or more total bases
in a game since Casey Gillaspie had 11 at
Evansville on April 15, 2012.

Boyer for Two
Junior infielder Jordan Boyer had two extra

base hits in the seventh inning of Wichita
State’s Friday night game with Furman. He
led off with a home run and then had a two-run
double later in the inning. He is the first Shocker
to have two extra base hits in an inning since
Keenan Eaton had two doubles in an inning
against Northern Colorado in 2016.

Quality Starts

The Wichita State pitching staff already has 13
quality starts this season after only having 12
last season in 58 games. Liam Eddy and Codi
Heuer both have five and Connor Lungwitz,
Preston Snavely and Tyler Davis each have
one. Last season, Zach Lewis led the Shockers
with eight quality starts.

Stout Staff

The Shocker pitching staff is striking out 9.3 bat-
ters per nine innings and allowing just 7.85 hits
per nine innings. The school records for a single
season are 9.05 strikeouts per nine innings set
in 2009 and 7.2 hits per nine innings in 1982.

Hot Start

Wichita State’s 23-7 start to the season was the
best start through 30 games since 2008. The
2008 team started the season 26-4 through the
first 30 games.

Freshmen Producing

ers have gotten a lot of production from their
freshman class.

He needs just
one more to tie for the career record of four
at Wichita State held by Phil Stephenson and
Randy Walter.

8-0 Start

Wichita State started the 2018 season 8-0
which is the best start since 2005 when the
Shockers started 11-0.

Grand Slams for Everyone

On March 2 in game one of the series against
Nebraska, Mason O’Brien and Alec Bohm both
hit grand slams for the Shockers. It was the
first time the Shockers had two grand slams in
a game since April 25, 2008 when Dusty Cole-
man and Conor Gillaspie did it at Indiana State.

Jenista and Bohm Named to Watch List
Two Wichita State baseball student-athletes
have been named to the USA Baseball Golden
Spikes Award watch list. Junior third baseman
Alec Bohm and junior outfielder Greyson Jeni-
sta are both on the 55-player list. The award
goes to the top amateur baseball player in the
country and will be presented on June 28 in
Los Angeles.

Darren Dreifort is the only Shocker to win the
award. He won it in 1993 after being a finalist
in 1992.

Jenista & Bohm Named Preseason All-Americans
Greyson Jenista and Alec Bohm enter the 2018
season with many preseason accolades. Jeni-
sta has been named a preseason All-American
by five publications, while Bohm has been
honored by four.

Jenista was named to the first team by Baseball
America and College Sports Madness, second
team by Collegiate Baseball and Perfect Game
and to the third team by D1Baseball. Bohm
was named to the first team by Perfect Game,
College Sports Madness and Baseball America
and the third team by Collegiate Baseball.
Bohm, a junior from Omaha, Neb., hit .305 last
season with 71 hits, 44 runs, 13 doubles, two
triples, 11 home runs, 40 RBI and five stolen
bases to earn first team all-conference honors.
During the summer, he helped the Falmouth
Commodores to the Western Division Cape
Cod League Playoffs and earned All-Star
honors, while finishing second in the Cape in
batting average (.351), third in RBI (28), third in
doubles (10) and 10th in home runs (5).
Jenista, a junior from Eudora, Kan., hit .320 last
season with 73 hits, 45 runs, 14 doubles, one
triple, nine home runs, 41 RBI and six stolen
bases to earn second team all-conference
honors. During the summer, he helped the
Cotuit Kettleers to the Western Division Cape
Cod League Playoffs and earned Cape Cod
League MVP honors after hitting .310 with 24
runs, 44 hits, four doubles, three home runs,
16 RBI and nine stolen bases.
