Media parking is available in the north section of the main parking lot west of the stadium. A
parking pass is not required. Media must show their credential to gain access to the lot.

PHOTOGRAPHERS

Photographers are not allowed in front of either dugout and still photographers are asked to
remain well away from the field of play during the game. Video photographers are encouraged
to shoot in a grandstand location until fans’ sight-lines are affected. The area between the Mike
Pelfrey Bullpen [third base side] and home dugout as well as the walkway on the north side of
the facility between the home dugout and stadium are not designated media areas.

MEDIA SEATING/SERVICES
Seating in the press box will be granted on a priority basis, with daily newspapers and originating
radio stations receiving first consideration. Seating is limited due to COVID-19 guidelines.

A complete NCAA box score will be available after the completion of the game.

INTERNET
Wireless and wired internet are available in the press box.

VISITING RADIO
An ethernet line is available in the press box at Eck Stadium. Please contact Denning Gerig in
the communications office if you plan to broadcast from the press box.

Radio coverage of Shocker games in 2022
includes allgames beginning Feb. 18 when Wichita
State kicks off its schedule against Louisiana Tech
in Ruston, Lousiana, with former Shocker pitcher
(1991-94) and Pizza Hut Shocker Sports Hall of
Famer Shane Dennis on play-by-play. “The Voice
of the Shockers” and Pizza Hut Shocker Sports
Hall of Fame member Mike Kennedy will assume
play-by-play duties at the conclusion of the Wichita
State men’s basketball season, with Dennis moving
over to ESPN+ television play-by-play duties for
select games.

Kennedy, whoisin his 44th season as play-by-
play voice of the Shockers, has been honored eight
times as the Kansas Broadcaster-of-the-Year by
the KBA. Coverage of games includes a pregame
show with comments from head coach Eric Wedge,
as well as a postgame show. Radio coverage of
WSU also includes a weekly radio show: The Eric
Wedge Show.

Eck Stadium, Home of Tyler Field

When baseball was revived at Wichita State, Shocker Field was
constructed in an empty grass lot along 21st Street on the east edge of
campus. The Shockers’ home boasted an AstroTurf infield, a chain-link
fence and a modern electronic scoreboard with message capabilities, but
little else.

Over the years, many improvements have been made to Eck Stadium,
Home of Tyler Field.

Mostrecently, Phase V of stadium renovations was completedin February
2020.Thefifth phaseincludes anew10,000-square foot performance facility
that features astrength and conditioning center, two athletic training rooms,
student-athlete locker room, coaches locker room, media room, refueling
station, classroom, offices for coaches and staff, equipment and laundry
room and a ticket office. It also includes a new Shocker dugout on the third
base side. The project was completely funded through donor contributions
and the construction contract was through the WSU Foundation.

A new, state-of-the-art Major Play artificial turf surface was installed
on Tyler Field in the fall of 2019, replacing the old AstroTurf suface that
had been at the stadium since 2009.

Phase|V,completedin 2000, included the additions of the Southwestern
Bell Press Box, Coleman Hill, Hap Bledsoe Plaza, skyboxes and the Virginia
H. Farah All-American Club.

Wichita State University, with help from various private contributions,
opened Shocker field late in the 1978 season. The facility housed little more
than a playing surface and a scoreboard, and seating was not available
until 1979. In 1981, the 36 members of the Home Run Club helped fund
the construction of concrete dugouts.

Limited seating became possible in 1983 with the addition of a 320-seat
bleacher purchased with gifts made to the athletic department by the late
Gladys Wiedemann.

Eck Stadium was built around Shocker Field in the spring of 1985 at a
cost of more than $700,000. Substantial gifts from Eck and Todd Aikins and
a large amount of funding from the WSU-ICAA helped secure the purchase
of five sections of aluminum grandstands from the city of New Orleans,
where they were used in the 1984 World'’s Fair by the dolphin tanks exhibit.
Also, the funding was able to pay for the lights obtained from an lowa
outdoor-lighting company at a discounted price. A clubhouse connected
to the third-base dugout was built, housing coaches offices, a reception
area, a locker room and a conference room. This area now houses an
expanded ticket office and rooms for visiting teams and umpires.

Phase Il expansion, whichincluded the renaming of Shocker Field to Tyler
Field, took place in the winter and spring of 1988. The $425,000 renovation
project included as its major focus the installation of an astroturf surface,
a rubberized warning track, the addition of 292 box seats behind the home
plate area. Also added was wood fencing for the stadium and the color-
coordinated painting of the stadium. Ron and Linda Tyler, Wichita State
alumns, funded most of the Phase Il project.

The $1.6 million “Phase IlI” expansion project completed in 1992,
entailed the addition of the largest on-campus scoreboard in the country,

\

and helped to solidify Eck Stadium- Home of Tyler Field’s place among the
finest college baseball facilities in the country. In the winter of 1994-95,
the press box was expanded to include four broadcast booths, a game
operations booth, a writer’s booth, and an overflow area.

The Phase lllexpansionincluded the construction of of the tri-level Gerald
Michaud Pavilion behind the first-base dugout. The lower level houses the
Joe Carter Players’ Locker Room, a “team room,” and training facilities for
the Wichita State athletics training department. The middle level, which
overlooks the field, houses the Dwane L. Wallace office complex and the
Coastal Hall of Fame Room. The upper level houses an indoor workout
facility for the Shockers, complete with batting and pitching cages.

The project was funded with substantial contributions from the WSU
student body, the general public through a grass roots campaign in the
spring of 1991 by Gerald Michaud, Velma Wallace, Joe Carter, Rusty Eck,
and Coastal Corporation.

The expansion also included the installation of 1,871 seats, including
401 box seats, increasing the number of box seats to 793 and the stadium
seating capacity to 5,665. Another two-hundred seats were added in the
winter of 1994-95 when sections of the original grandstands were filled
in.

In January of 2016, the Shockers replaced the old scoreboard and video
board with one of the top-five boards in college baseball. The display
measures approximately 20.5 feet high by 63.5 feet wide and features a
15HD pixel layout to provide crisp, clear imagery with wide angle visibility
to appeal to every seat at Eck Stadium. It features variable content zoning
which allows it to show one large image or it can be divided into multiple
windows to show a variety of live video, instant replays, up-to-the-minute
statistics and game information, graphics and animations, and sponsorship
messages. The new board replaced the 10-year old board, which was
originally constructed in 1992 and updated in 2006.

Eck Stadium-Home of Tyler Field has been the site of numerous baseball
events, including the NCAA Midwest Regional each year from 1990-92 and
in1994-96, as well as 1998, 2002 and 2007, 26 Missouri Valley Conference
tournaments, and the first-ever International Baseball Institute in 1989.

The Bombardier Learjet Indoor Practice Facility was completed in December, 2009. The facility allows Wichita State baseball and softball the
ability to practice year-round, regardless of the outdoor weather conditions.

The facility features a 170’ by 170’ (29,000 square feet] AstroTurf®, full infield, artificial playing surface, in addition to retractable batting cages.

With the completion of Phase V of the Eck Stadium facility on the third base side, the practice facility is now connected to the Shocker baseball
offices, training room and locker room.

Senior Administration

Darron Boatright
Director of Athletics

Darron Boatright was named Director of Athletics on Aug. 26, 2016
after serving as the department's chief operating officer, then interim
director, since April 2015.

As Director of Athletics, he has overall supervision and leadership
of the intercollegiate athletics program, budget, personnel, compliance
with conference and NCAA rules and regulations, fundraising and other
duties as assigned by the President.

He also serves as a member of the President’s Executive Team and
reports directly to the President.

During his time as Director of Athletics, Boatright administered
Wichita State’s move into the American Athletic Conference in 2017
and negotiated and transitioned the department to an all-inclusive
apparel provider in Under Armour. In the past four years, Wichita State
has captured 23 conference championships, 17 NCAA Tournament
appearances and three conference all-sport trophies.

Under Boatright, athletics has had a 3.10 cumulative grade point
average or above every semester including a school record 3.256
cumulative GPA during the Fall 2018 semester.

His background includes more than 20 years in college athletics in
both coaching and administration.

Before working as the chief operating officer, he spent five years
as Senior Associate Athletic Director for External Operations at
Wichita State. His duties included the supervision and leadership of
marketing, development, fundraising, corporate sponsorships, radio/TV
broadcasting, media relations, and ticket operations.

Boatright joined the Wichita State staff in September 2010 from
the University of Alabama at Birmingham where he had served as
Associate Athletic Director for Development beginning in November
2009.

The native of Benton, Ky., served as Associate AD for External
Affairs from 2005-08 at Murray State University where he had
administrative oversight of baseball, men's and women's golf and all
spirit groups. Boatright also had administrative oversight of marketing
and promotions, athletic development, the "Racer Club" priority seating
program and ticket operations.

Boatright was a member of the University of Alabama basketball
coaching staff from 1998-2005 and was part of four NCAA Tournament
teams and two NIT teams while serving as Director of Basketball
Operations. The Crimson Tide made an NCAA Elite Eight appearance
in 2004 and an NIT championship game appearance in 2001 and the
2002-03 team reached No. 1in the Associated Press poll in December
of 2002. Also at Alabama, Boatright served as Special Campaigns
Director in the Office of Athletic Development.

While serving as a student assistant coach at Murray State from
1995-98, Boatright was part of three conference championship
teams that participated in two NCAA Tournaments and made one NIT
appearance.

Boatright earned a bachelor's degree from Murray State in 1998,
graduating with a double major in political science and history. He
earned a master's degree in Higher Education Administration at
Alabama in 2004.

Boatright and his wife Kim have four children: Fletcher, Maddie, Zoe
and Sarah Frances.

Richard D. Muma

University President
PhD, MPH, PA-C

Richard [Rick)] Muma was named the 15th president of Wichita State
University on May 6, 2021.

Muma, who goes by Rick, was born in Wichita but raised in Houston.
He earned a Bachelor of Science in Physician Assistant Studies
from the University of Texas Medical Branch-Galveston, a Master

of Public Health in Community Health from the University of Texas
Health Science Center-Houston, and a Ph.D. in higher education
administration from the University of Missouri-St. Louis.

He has more than 30 years of experience as a professor, administrator
and physician assistant in internal medicine and infectious diseases.

Before assuming the presidency, Muma was executive vice president
and provost of Wichita State, serving as the university’s chief academic
officer and providing academic leadership for the university’s priorities
- including enrollment, applied learning, funded research, and regional
economic development.

While at Wichita State, he has also served as senior associate vice
president for Academic Affairs and Strategic Enrollment Management
and chair and professor in the departments of Public Health Sciences
and Physician Assistant. Muma has also served as chair for Saint
Louis University’s Department of Physician Assistant Education and
an assistant professor at the University of Texas Medical Branch-
Galveston’s Department of PA Studies.

Prior to assuming administrative roles at Wichita State, Muma was
active in reshaping health profession education at Wichita State. Most
notably, he was responsible for developing undergraduate degrees for
paramedics and health science majors, a master’s degree in physician
assistant studies, and reorganizing the Department of Public Health
Sciences to include undergraduate degrees in health management and
health science and a graduate degree in aging studies.

Muma has published his research in notable journals and has edited
four books, two on HIV infection and two others on patient education.

Eric Wedge was named the Head Baseball Coach at Wichita State in
May 2019 and heads into his third season with the Shockers in 2022.

Wedge led Wichita State to a 31-23 overall record in 2021, including
an 18-13 record and third-place finish in the American Athletic
Conference. The 18 conference wins and third-place finish both marked
program records since WSU joined the conference prior to the 2018
season.

In addition, the Shockers had five players named All-Conference
First Team in The American, including Newcomer Pitcher of the Year,
freshman Jace Kaminska, reliever Aaron Haase, infielders Paxton
Wallace and Garrett Kocis, and outfielder Corrigan Bartlett. The five
all-conference honorees also were a program-best since becoming
members of the AAC.

In his inaugural campaign as head coach at WSU in 2020, Wedge
helped the Shockers post a 13-2 record before the season was halted
due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Wichita State ended the season on a
12-game winning streak -- its longest streak since 2008.

Wedge, who was a catcher for the Shockers from 1987-89 and
earned first team All-America honors in 1989, is the 22nd head
coach in the history of Shocker baseball. He has 15 years of coaching
experience including 10 years as a Major League manager.

In his three years as a Shocker, Wedge played in 226 games and
hit .333 with 212 runs, 257 hits, 54 doubles, four triples, 45 home runs,
206 RBI, 173 walks and 21 stolen bases. He was a member of three
NCAA Tournament teams, two College World Series teams, three
Missouri Valley Conference regular-season title teams and helped lead
Wichita State to the 1989 National Championship.

A native of Fort Wayne, Ind., Wedge was drafted in the third round
of the 1989 Major League Baseball Draft by the Boston Red Sox. He
made his Major League debut for the Red Sox on Oct. 5, 1991 and
played from 1991-94 with Boston and the Colorado Rockies.

He began his coaching career in 1998 in the Cleveland Indians minor
league system. He was named 1999 Carolina League Manager of the
Year after leading Kinston to a 79-58 record. The Indians promoted
Wedge to manager of the Double-A Akron Aeros in 2000 and then
to the Triple-A Buffalo Bisons in 2001. He led the Bisons to a 91-51
first-place finish in the International League’s North Division and
was named International League Manager of the Year and Baseball
America’s Triple A Manager of the Year. In 2002, he led the Bisons to
their second-straight postseason appearance and earned The Sporting
News Minor League Manager of the Year award.

In October of 2002, Wedge was named the manager of the
Cleveland Indians, becoming the youngest full-time manager in Major
League Baseball history. The 2005 team won 93 games and narrowly
missed qualifying for the postseason. Wedge finished runner-up in the
American League Manager of the Year voting.

In 2007, Wedge led the Indians to the Central Division title,
defeating the Yankees in the ALDS before falling to the Red Sox in
seven games in the ALCS. For his efforts, he was named American
League Manager of the Year.

Wedge ended his coaching stint in Cleveland after the 2009
season, and in October of 2010, he was named manager of the Seattle
Mariners. He won 213 games over three seasons with the Mariners.

After leaving the Mariners, he spent two years as a studio analyst
for ESPN’s Baseball Tonight in 2014 and 2015.

Prior to returning to Wichita State as head coach, Wedge was a
player development advisor for the Toronto Blue Jays for three years.

He has been inducted into 14 different hall of fames throughout the
country, including the Pizza Hut Shocker Sports Hall of Fame and the
Kansas Sports Hall of Fame.

Wedge has a daughter, Ava, and son, Cash.

Former Wichita State All-American and 12-year Pelfrey earned a bachelor’s degree in sport
major leaguer Mike Pelfrey was named the program’s management from Wichita State in May 2019.
pitching coach in January of 2019.

He and his wife, Angela, have a son, Chase, and two

Sports Hall of Fame and was an All-American for
Wichita State, joined the Shockers after spending the
previous two seasons as the pitching coach for the
Newman University Jets.

During his career with WSU from 2003-05, Pelfrey
went an impressive 33-7 on the mound and compiled
a 2.18 ERA, which still ranks second in program history.
He also finished second in career strikeouts with 366.

In 2005, he was named a first team All-American
by Collegiate Baseball, American Baseball Coaches
Association and the National Collegiate Baseball
Writers Association after going 12-3 with a 1.93 ERA and
143 strikeouts.

A three-time first-team All-MVC honoree, he was
also the Valley’'s 2004 and 2005 Pitcher of the Year
after 2003 Freshman of the Year honors. He was also a
three-time ABCA all-region selection and was named to
the Valley’s 2007 All-Centennial team.

Pelfrey was drafted ninth overall by the New York
Mets during the first round of the 2005 MLB Draft, and
went on to pitch in the majors for 12 years with the
Mets [seven seasons), Minnesota Twins (three seasons), .

Mike Sirianni was named the Assistant Coach/

Sirianni was the volunteer assistant coach
for the Shockers from 2015-16 and comes back
to Wichita State after head coaching stints at
Tarleton State and Regis University.

While at Regis, a Division Il school in Denver,
Colo., Sirianni made an immediate impact. He took
over the reins of a program that was 21 games
under .500 over the previous three seasons
combined (60-81) and led the Rangers to 26
victories in his debut season in 2017. Over the next
two seasons, Sirianni added 47 more victories to
his ledger. In 2018, the Rangers recorded their first
winning season in five years with Sirianni at the
helm.

In 2018, Sirianni coached the Rocky Mountain
Athletic Conference Pitcher of the Year Brad
Thoutt. He also had 20 all-conference selections
in his three seasons with the Rangers and boasted
the highest team GPA in the RMAC in 2017.

Wichita State baseball got its start in 1899, when Coach Harry Hess’ team lost to Southwestern College in its only game of the season. Then known as Fairmount Col-
lege, the school fielded teams on an annual basis until the early 1920s when World War | and apathy caused the college to discontinue its program. It wasn’t until 1948
that baseball was resurrected at the intercollegiate level. The Shockers fielded a team every year but two (1962, 1963] from 1948-70, posting four winning records. The
program was dropped once again following the completion of the 1970 season. In March 1977, Gene Stephenson was hired from Oklahoma and revived the program.

The Early Years

The first game in Wichita State’s storied baseball history was
played on April 14, 1899. Fairmount College’s baseball and debate
teams traveled to Southwestern College for a doubleheader. On
that day the debate team experienced more success than the
baseball team, as they won and the baseball team lost.

From 1899 to 1919, Fairmount College fielded teams with
mixed results going 108-91-4. During those early years, the
Wheatshockers turned out two major leaguers. Claude Hendrix,
a pitcher at Fairmount College was signed by the Pittsburgh
Pirates and also played for the Chicago Cubs. According to the
Wichita Eagle, (May 26, 1908) Hendrix could “work the spitball
to perfection.” During his eight-year career he led the National
League in winning percentage twice.

Lloyd Bishop, a pitcher and first baseman at Fairmount in 1911-
12, was a member of the Cleveland Indians in 1914 and 1915. His
professional career was cut short by a football injury he suffered
while playing at Fairmount.

After a 24-year period without baseball (1924-47), the University
of Wichita restarted the program. After a 4-4 record in 1948,
the program experienced some growing pains as they posted
10-straight losing seasons. During those down vyears in the
program, the University of Wichita (university changed names in
1927) produced one of its all-time greatest athletes. Dick Sanders,
a three-sport athlete at WU, was at his best on the baseball
diamonds. A great shortstop in the field, he played eight seasons
with Yankees’ and Dodgers' organizations. During the 1951 football
season, Sanders led the team in passing with 674 yards and picked
off three passes. He also played for Ralph Miller’s first basketball
squad at the University of Wichita in 1951-52, when he averaged 4.1
points. In 1958, WU posted a 17-8 record.

Another great Shocker ballplayer of the period was Don Lock, a
two-sport athlete at WU. As an outfielder for the Shockers, Lock
twice earned all-Missouri Valley Conference honors (1956-57).
Lock went on to play eight seasons with Washington, Philadelphia
and Boston and managed two years in the minor leagues. He also
played basketball at WU from 1954-58.

Another player of note in the 1950s and early 1960s was Lanny
Van Eman, a two-sport star, who was a shortstop from 1958-62.
Van Eman, after a one-year stint with the Yankees’ organization,
returned to WU and coached the baseball team in 1964, going
8-10. As a coach, though, Van Eman was primarily known on the
basketball court. After starting his basketball coaching career on
Ralph Miller’s staff (15 years), he went on to be head coach at the
University of Arkansas for four seasons.

Dick Casidy and Gayle Bryant, two hometown products, also
starred at WU and went on to careers with the San Francisco
Giants’ organization. Despite these players’ personal successes
and the program’s moderate success in the 1950s and 60s (MVC
Western Title in 1966), the program was shut down on May 16,
1970, due to a lack of funding and facilities.

The Stephenson Era

After an eight-year period, Wichita State decided to give baseball
another try. Athletic Director Ted Bredehoft saw the opportunities
baseball would create if it was successful. Bredehoft convinced
the Board of Trustees to give up the golf practice course for use
as a baseball field. Bredehoft also got a contractor to bring in
equipment on Saturdays and grade the field.

The most important thing Bredehoft did, though, was hire
Gene Stephenson. On Feb. 11, 1977, baseball was reborn when
Stephenson, recruiting coordinator and hitting coach at Oklahoma
for five years, was introduced as the new WSU baseball coach.
Despite not having a facility or any players, Stephenson was
confident from the start.

At his first press conference Stephenson stated, “I'm planning on
a four-year program. In the fourth year, hopefully sooner, we will
be in a position to challenge for the College World Series.”

The History of Shocker Baseball

Starting literally from scratch, Stephenson began putting
together a baseball program. His first season series, though,
was not a success as the Shockers lost once and tied once with
Emporia State. After those initial games everything began looking
up as the Shockers went 43-30-1. That first season, Wichita State
didn’t play a home game until the 18th game and didn’t play at its
permanent home, Shocker Field, until there were six games left in
the season.

During Stephenson’s initial season he showed his penchant for
bringing in high-quality talent. Third baseman Bob Bomerito hit
431 with 29 doubles, outfielder Matt Yeager hit .363 and Larry
Groves pitched a five-inning, no-hitter against Kansas Newman.

In Stephenson’s second year the Shockers continued to
improve, going 65-15. The Shockers broke or tied eight NCAA team
offensive records that were in place at that time. Led by freshman
All-American Joe Carter and his NCAA-leading .824 slugging
percentage, the 1979 squad had six everyday players who hit .400
or better. Not to be forgotten, the pitching staff posted a 3.26
team ERA.

The next season Stephenson delivered on his promise to field a
team that could compete for a CWS berth. The Shockers won the
first of many MVC tournaments en route to their first berth in the
NCAA Tournament. Behind All-Americans Carter and Mike Davis,
the Shockers went 53-12-1. Unfortunately, the team played two-
and-out at the regional losing to Missouri, 5-4, and California, 5-1.

The 1981 squad once again made the NCAA Tournament
(Atlantic Regional] as the team went 56-15. That team was led
by Stephenson’s brother, Phil, and his .447 batting average. The
1981 team also produced Wichita State’s first multi first- team All-
Americans — Carter and Stephenson.

Before the 1982 season started, there were questions about
how the Shocks were going to win. Gone were five huge offensive
threats, including three-time All-American Carter. Stephenson felt
the team was going to have to rely on pitching and defense to get
the job done. Early on that season, the Shockers struggled going
4-6 on a road trip that included series against Texas and Arizona
State. The season picked up after that, though, as the Shockers
rolled through the MVC Tournament with three-straight wins.

In New Orleans at the NCAA South Regional, the Shockers won
three-straight games, allowing one run in 27 innings to earn their
first-ever trip to the College World Series. After making good on
his prediction on challenging for a World Series berth, (just one
year earlier than Stephenson predicted in 1977), the Shockers were
on to Omaha. In the College World Series, after losing their second
game to Miami, Fla., the Shockers won two-straight elimination
games, beating Oklahoma State and Texas, to advance to the
championship game. In the final, the Shockers came up short,
losing to Miami, 9-3, to finish 73-14.

With a team batting average of .344 and an ERA of 2.53, it's easy
to see how the Shockers produced four first-team All-Americans
(Don Heinkel, Charlie O'Brien, Bryan Oelkers and Phil Stephenson]
and seven All-Americans overall. Phil Stephenson and Bryan
Oelkers were selected NCAA Player-and Pitcher-of-the-Year,
respectively. The 1982 season also garnered Gene Stephenson’s
first Coach-of-the-Year award and the Shockers’ first No. 1 ranking
by Baseball America.

The 1983 Shocker team continued WSU’s string of NCAA
Tournament appearances (1-2 at Midwest Regional). The week of
May 10, 1983, the Shockers returned to the No. 1 spot by Collegiate
Baseball, but their stay was brief as they lost five-of-seven that
week. The 1983 season also produced a first-team All-American in
Russ Morman (439, 25 HR, 105 RBI).

After a one-year hiatus from the NCAA Tournament in 1984
(40-22), the Shockers returned in 1985. The 68-20 campaign
was highlighted by four 10-game winners (David Haas, David
Greenwood, Rich Mclntyre and Shawn Pumphrey] who combined to
win 48 games. Batting-wise, Dan Juenke, Tim Raley, Kevin Penner
and Mark Standiford led a balanced attack, as the Shockers were
Midwest Regional runners-up, losing to Oklahoma State twice.

The major development of 1985 was the opening of Eck Stadium.
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The initial version of Eck, named after Wichita businessman Rusty
Eck, had 3,044 grandstand seats, locker rooms, baseball offices
and a press box. The Shockers played and won their first game
there against Kansas Newman, 12-2, on April 11, 1985.

After missing out on the NCAA Tournament in 1986 (45-18), the
Shockers returned in 1987, going 59-20 and producing another
MVC tournament champion. It also had two dominant pitchers
in All-American Haas (15-2, 3.78) and Greg Brummett (9-3, 3.05),
while the offensive attack was led by All-American Raley and his
412 batting average, 12 triples and 102 runs.

The 1988 team marked WSU'’s return to the CWS. Keyed by
All-American Standiford (.374, 28 HR, 97 RBI), right-hander Pat
Cedeno’s 10-0 record and Haas (14-5], the Shockers went 56-16-1.
The Shockers reached Omaha by avenging 1983 and 1985 regional
defeats to Oklahoma State by defeating No. 1-ranked OSU twice,
8-5 and 15-5, in the championship game. WSU'’s victory over OSU
was the beginning of WSU'’s reign as the dominant program in the
Midwest.

In the World Series, the Shockers started well, winning their first
two games, 5-4 against Florida, and 7-4 versus Arizona State.
WSU’s two victories put them in a good position, but they lost a
heartbreaking 4-3, 10-inning game to ASU. The Shockers led 3-1in
the top of the ninth inning in a game which, had WSU won, would
have sent the team to the championship game, but the Sun Devils
rallied for the win and two days later ended WSU'’s season with its
worst loss under Stephenson, 19-1.

A highlight of 1988 was the unveiling of Tyler Field, a complement
to Eck Stadium. This expansion of Eck Stadium, named for Wichita
businessman Ron Tyler, included a rubberized warning track,
the replacement of the astroturf, 292 box seats and a $4 million
endowment to the program.

1989 - The Championship Season

Enroute to Wichita State’s first College World Series championship
and the school’s first NCAA team championship, Gene Stephenson
and the 1989 Shocker baseball team authored a story never to be
believed and never to be forgotten.

On June 10, 1989, exactly 365 days after suffering a 19-1 loss to
Arizona State in the semifinal round of the 1988 CWS, the Shockers
erased a year of pain with a 5-3 victory over the Texas Longhorns
for college baseball’s national championship.

Vowing to return to Omaha in 1989 and avenge its 1988 losses,
a talented and veteran 1989 Shocker team put together a school-
record 24-game winning-streak following a season-opening
5-1 loss at Arkansas. From that point on, Wichita State enjoyed
the normal ups [a fourth Hawaii Rainbow Easter Tournament
championship and a fourth Missouri Valley Conference regular-
season championship in five years among others) and downs (a
disappointing 11-6 loss at home to Oklahoma State and a regular-
season ending four-game split with Brigham Young]) of any season,
but never lost sight of its ultimate goal.

Despite having been ranked as high as No. 3 at one point during
the year and ending the regular season ranked No. 4, Wichita
State’s hopes for playing host to an NCAA regional were dashed in
early May when the NCAA Baseball Committee announced eight
regional tournament sites, none of which was Wichita.

Seven days later, the committee announced the Shockers
would be the No. 1 seed at the West Il Regional in Fresno, Calif,,
but despite having been seeded No. 1; the Shockers were in no
position to be considered the tournament favorite. Consider the
following:

They were trying to bounce back from a 12-7 loss on their home
field to Indiana State in the first championship game of the double-
elimination MVC tournament, a loss that had placed in doubt their
likelihood of being awarded a No. 1 seed.

Senior Jeff Bonacquista, a four-year starter in right field and
one of the finest defensive outfielders in WSU history, had been
out of the lineup since April 16, when he suffered a fracture of his
kneecap crossing the plate against Illinois State.
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And, the Shockers entered play in Fresno without the services of
junior shortstop Mike Lansing, a second-team All-American, who,
on the day prior to the start of the regional, aggravated what was
eventually diagnosed to be a ruptured disc in his back.

Freshman Todd Dreifort, Bonacquista’s replacement in right field,
had developed into a solid player by the end of the regular season,
but Lansing’s absence forced Stephenson to move sophomore Pat
Meares from third base to shortstop and insert sophomore Mike
Jones, the Shockers’ designated hitter most of the year, at third
base.

Wichita State won its first two games, 4-0 over Portland and 12-1
against Pepperdine. But the Michigan Wolverines whipped WSU
14-5 in the finals of the winner’s bracket, sending the Shockers
into a loser’s bracket contest just an hour later against host Fresno
State in front of nearly 5,000 Bulldog fans.

Bolstered by a clutch pitching effort from freshman starter
Tyler Green and a game-tying three-run home run from senior
outfielder Mike McDonald in the third inning, the Shockers entered
the bottom of the fifth trailing only 4-3.

In the bottom of the fifth, fate took over for the Shockers. Light-
hitting fifth-year senior Mike Wentworth, filling the DH role for
Jones only because of the injuries, drove a 0-1 curveball into the
right-field bleachers for his first home run of the year and only the
third of his career, giving WSU a 5-4 lead.

Enter relief pitcher-extraordinaire Jim Newlin, one of the best relief
pitchers in college baseball. He retired 10 of the 12 FSU hitters he
faced to record the save in the 6-4 victory and send the Shockers
into the championship round against unbeaten Michigan.

Needing two wins over the Wolverines to ensure its first back-to-
back appearances in the College World Series, WSU got just that
with 3-2 and 9-5 victories behind standout pitching from senior
Cedeno, juniors Newlin and Jeff Bluma, and freshman Charlie
Giaudrone. Cedeno and Bluma combined on the 3-2 victory, and
Giaudrone, Bluma and Newlin allowed just three earned runs in
the 9-5 championship game victory.

One of only two teams to reach Omaha for the second consecutive
year -- Miami, Fla., was the other --the Shockers entered the 1989
CWS as the No. 4 seed, setting up a match against fifth-seeded
Arkansas in the opening round.

Senior All-American Brummett, who had lost just once in
16 decisions since receiving the loss in the season-opener at
Arkansas, gained revenge when he allowed one run and four hits
over 7 1/3 innings in WSU’s 3-1 victory. Sophomore outfielder Jim
Audley provided all the offense Brummett needed with a two-run
homer in the bottom of the third inning.

Top-seeded Florida State detoured the Shockers’ title hopes in
game No. 2,a 4-2 Seminole victory. FSU’s senior pitcher Clyde Keller
checked Wichita State on just four hits, convincing Stephenson
it was time to make a change in the Shockers’ offensive lineup,
which had combined for only five runs and 10 hits in two games.

The key elements in the change were McDonald, Meares and
junior All-American catcher Eric Wedge. Wedge, the Shockers’
motivational leader for three years and the 1989 MVC Player-of-
the-Year, had been shifted to the third spot in the lineup from his
customary cleanup position when Lansing went down. McDonald,
whose hot hitting all year long kept opposing hurlers from pitching
around Wedge, was moved from fifth to fourth. Meares opened
the year with a .316 average through 50 games, but had been
relegated to the bottom of the order because of a late-season
slump.

Through two games in Omaha, Wedge was 1-for-5, McDonald
0-for-8, and Meares 2-for-6, including a 2-for-3 game in the
opener against Arkansas, prompting Stephenson to switch Wedge
and McDonald and move Meares to the sixth spot. Stephenson
presumed McDonald would get better pitches to hit because
he was hitting in front of Wedge, that Wedge would feel more
comfortable from his normal cleanup position and that Meares’ hot
bat would help the middle part of the lineup be more productive.

The move immediately paid dividends when Wedge blasted a
three-run homer in the first inning of the Shockers’ next game
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against Arkansas. McDonald delivered a solo home run in the
seventh inning and Meares went 3-for-5, scoring three runs and
driving one in. Brummett won his 12th consecutive decision with
help from Newlin as the Shockers rolled to an 8-4 win.

At that point, ironically, the Shockers faced the same situation
Arizona State had overcome against them the year before. If
Wichita State was going to fulfill its goal of winning the national
championship, it would have to topple Florida State twice.

Victory No. 2 came against the backdrop of more Wentworth
magic. The Shockers jumped to an early 1-0 lead in the first when
McDonald doubled home junior P.J. Forbes, a sparkplug for the
Shockers all season long. The Seminoles countered with four runs
of their own in the second and carried a 4-1 lead into the bottom
of the third inning.

No one could remotely have suspected what was about to happen.
Not even Shocker pitching coach Brent Kemnitz, who claims to
have “called” it as Wentworth was at the plate. Wentworth, who
was 0-for-3 in the opening game of the series and in the lineup
primarily because Joey Wilson had gone 1-for-12 in the DH role over
the three previous games and had failed in an attempt to sacrifice
two runners in the second inning.

But his swing on a 3-1 hanging pitch from FSU started Keller
will be forever etched in the minds of Shocker faithful. The ball
caromed off the upper level of Rosenblatt Stadium’s double-deck
outfield fence, giving him his second postseason home run and
knotting the score at 4-4 for the Shockers.

Eight runs in the sixth through eighth innings allowed Wichita
State to withstand a five-run Seminole rally in the eighth. The
Shockers claimed a 12-9 victory, handing FSU ace Keller his first
loss of the season after 13- straight wins. Meares continued to
shine, collecting three hits and four runs, including an insurance
solo home run in the bottom of the eighth.

Amazingly, Wentworth’s home run had come on his mother’s
birthday. More amazingly, it was learned following the game the
home run he hit in Fresno had landed on his father’s birthday.
And before his blast against the Seminoles, Wentworth had read a
Bazooka bubble gum cartoon telling him “something magical will
happen to you today.”

Six times in postseason play, the Shockers faced possible
elimination, and six times they persevered.

Inthe title game, Brummett, named the CWS Most Valuable Player
after recording a CWS record-tying three victories, sophomore
Bryant Winslow, whose courage provided inspiration for all his
teammates, and Meares were the heroes.

Brummett, who ended his career at WSU with a 13-game winning
streak, provided the pivotal play in the game in the top of the first
inning when he picked Longhorn second baseman David Tollison
off first base on a fake-to-third, throw-to-first play. The Longhorns
had opened the game with a walk and a hit-and-run single, but
Brummett struck out Scott Bryant and Arthur Butcher to escape
the inning.

Winslow, who knocked in the Shockers’ first run, had provided
inspiration for the Shockers throughout the final month of the
season, playing with a stress fracture in the tibia of his right leg.
The pain was minimal initially, but gradually increased to the point
where it forced Winslow to limp noticeably.

Nonetheless, he stayed in the lineup to the very end, leaving only
after a collision with Texas base runner Lance Jones in the sixth
inning forced him from the field. Despite suffering a “greenstick”
fracture in his fibula in the same leg and a break in his left wrist on
the play, Winslow remained on the field for one more pitch before
realizing he was hurting both himself and his team.

Meares’ two-run homer in the sixth inning provided the cushion
and returned the momentum to WSU after Texas had closed to
within 3-2 in the top half of the inning. Brummett mowed down in
order the Longhorns over the final three innings with the help of
a double play in the seventh, and when he struck out pinch-hitter
Kevin Pate to end the game, the Shockers had put the final touch
on their national championship script.
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Shocker Baseball 1990-2020

The year after the title the Shockers went 45-19 and appeared in
the first-ever NCAA Regional held at WSU. It would be the first of
six regionals in Wichita over the next eight years. Unfortunately,
WSU went 1-2 in their inaugural hometown regional, being knocked
out by UCLA, 7-5.

In 1991, the Shockers returned to the CWS by way of a four-
game sweep in the Midwest Regional in Wichita. That season
the team went 66-13 as they lost to Louisiana State in the title
game 6-3. The ‘91 team boasted All-America right-handed pitcher
Kennie Steenstra and his 17-0 record and national-leading 2.17
ERA. The pitching staff that season was so good it had six major
contributors who had ERA’s below 2.66 [the team’s overall ERA
was 2.93].

The 1992 squad continued WSU’s dominance of the Midwest
Regional as they swept through with a 4-0 mark. In the CWS,
though, it was two-up, two-down and the Shockers finished with
a 56-11 record. Season highlights included three 13-game winners
(Giaudrone, Shane Dennis and Steenstra), a dominating season
by All-American reliever Darren Dreifort and the placement of six
Shockers on All-America honor rolls. Also in 1992, Giaudrone was
named the National Academic Athlete-of-the-Year by CoSIDA.

The year 1992 also saw the completion of Phase Ill expansion of
Eck Stadium. Phase Ill was responsible for increasing seating to
5,600, building new baseball offices, an indoor workout area and
a All-American room.

In 1993, the Shockers returned for the third- straight year to the
CWS. Going through the Atlantic Regional in Atlanta, the Shockers
won two games over Ohio State with their backs against the wall
en route to winning the regional. In the World Series, the Shockers
went to the title game after three-straight wins over Arizona
State, Texas and Oklahoma State. In the championship game for
the fourth time, the Shockers lost 8-0 to LSU. That season Darren
Dreifort was named NCAA Player-of-the-Year, Golden Spikes
Winner and first-team All-America.

The 1994 team racked up another MVC title at 19-2 and was
45-19 for the season. Dennis’s 1.35 ERA and 9-2 record earned
him first-team All-America honors, while Carl Hall’s .354 batting
average, seven triples and 42 stolen bases earned him honors as
MVC Player-of-the-Year and third team All-America by Collegiate
Baseball. Second baseman, Joey Jackson was also instrumental in
locking up the MVC title, batting .354 with 49 RBI.

The 1995 team was 53-17 and won the MVC for the tenth time
under Stephenson. The 1995 edition of the Shockers featured
seven solid pitchers including Mike Drumright (MVC Pitcher-of-the-
Year), Braden Looper, Chris Bauer and Steve Foral. Shortstop Jason
Adams earned first-team All-America honors with a .398 batting
average, 16 home runs and 82 RBI. On May 13 of that season,
Stephenson won his 1,000 game against Creighton, becoming the
first coach in NCAA history to win 1,000 games in as few as 18
seasons.

In 1996 the Shockers returned to their old haunts in Omaha. The
54-11 Shockers, with first-team All-Americans Braden Looper and
Travis Wyckoff advanced to the CWS after winning the Midwest
Regional and MVC regular-season title. The 1996 squad was
distinguished by Wyckoff's .400 batting average, Casey Blake’s
.360 average, 22 home runs and 101 RBI and Looper’s domination
as the closer (12 saves, 2.09 ERA].

The 1997 campaign led to a 51-18 record and the most wins of
any NCAA team as they locked up the 11th-straight MVC regular-
season crown for the Shockers. The team led by Jason Krafft, Zach
Sorensen and Jeff Ryan appeared in WSU’s 11th-straight regional
at the South Regional in Tuscaloosa, Alabama. The season
ended after losses to North Carolina State, 10-9 in 10 innings and
Alabama, 6-2.

In 1998, the Shockers, 56-7, produced an offensive explosion of
epic proportions. The Shockers broke two NCAA records for runs-
per-game (12.1) and doubles-per-game (3.21). The 1998 Shocks
also entered the top ten in six other categories.
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For 1998, Pat Magness led the nation in batting average (.467)
and Kevin Hooper led the nation in runs-per-game (1.77), while
Magness, Jeff Ryan, Zach Sorensen, Kevin Hooper, and Marc Bluma
were among the national leaders in 13 categories. Collectively, the
team led the nation in five categories.

In 1999, WSU continued its winning ways, posting a 59-14 record,
including a 13th-straight Valley regular-season title, and a second-
straight Valley tournament title. Led by All-Americans Marc Bluma,
Kevin Hooper, Pat Magness, and Koyie Hill, the Shockers finished
2-2 in the Wichita Regional, the eighth WSU-hosted regional.

In 2000, WSU, which finished 44-21, won its 14th consecutive
Valley regular-season title, 11th Valley tournament title, and 20th
NCAA Regional bid, which was their 15th-straight. The Shockers
finished 2-2 in the Minnesota Regional. After opening regional play
with a 10-7 loss to host Minnesota, WSU won back-to-back games
versus Butler and Minnesota before losing 8-1to Nebraska in the
championship game.

The 2001 season saw the Shockers win more than 40 games
for the 24th-consecutive year. WSU finished 42-24, but finished
runner-up in The Valley and was not granted an NCAA postseason
berth for the first time since 1986.

The Shockers won back the Valley regular season title in 2002
along with the Valley Tournament title. WSU finished 47-17 and
earned a regional and a No. 1 seed. In the first round of the Wichita
Regional, Oral Roberts defeated the Shocks 6-1. WSU came back
and won the elimination game over Oklahoma 8-4, but fell to ORU
a second time 15-8.

In 2003, the Shockers finished 49-27 and won their 12th Valley
Tournament title to earn a berth in the Houston Regional as the
No. 3 seed. WSU defeated No. 2 Ole Miss twice in the regional but
could not overcome No. 1 Rice, as the Owls beat the Shocks twice.

The Shockers’ 10 seniors led WSU to a 49-16 record and a 28-4
Valley record in 2004. The 28 conference victories were the mostin
Valley history. The team won both the Missouri Valley Conference
regular-season and tournament titles and advanced to the finals
of the Fayetteville Regional before falling to Arkansas twice on the
final day.

In 2005, the Shockers won 51 games, the 18th time that the team
has won 50 or more games in school history. The team finished 51-
24 and finished second in the Missouri Valley Conference, just one
game out of first. The team won its 15th Valley Tournament title
and advanced to its 23rd NCAA Tournament. The team advanced
to its third-straight NCAA Regional championship game before
falling to Tennessee in the Knoxville Regional.

The Shocks went 46-22 in 2006 and advanced to their 24th NCAA
Tournament. In the Norman Regional, WSU defeated National
Player of the Year Brad Lincoln in the first round before scoring 18
runs against TCU, a Shocker record for regional play. WSU ended
its season with two losses to Oklahoma. Joe Carter/Missouri Valley
Conference Player of the Year Damon Sublett earned All-America
honors despite a late season injury, while Aaron Shafer became
the first player in conference history to win the MVC Pitcher of the
Year and Freshman of the Year awards.

The 2007 squad gave head coach Gene Stephenson something
he was missing on his resume - a trip to a Super Regional. The
Shockers finished the season 53-22 and won its 18th Missouri
Valley Conference regular-season title. WSU hosted a Regional for
the 10th time and defeated Arizona in the championship game,
3-0, to advance to its first-ever Super Regional. The Shockers lost
two one-run games to UC Irvine in the Super Regional in front of a
school-record 8,153 fans at Eck Stadium.

Wichita State made its way back to Super Regional play in 2008
as the Shockers finished 48-17 overall and 19-5 in the Missouri
Valley Conference. WSU won its 19th MVC regular-season title
and 16th Valley Tournament title before traveling to Stillwater,
Okla., for NCAA Regionals. The Shockers swept through Regional
play defeating TCU and host Oklahoma State twice, including
an 11-7 win over the Cowboys in the championship game. Clint
McKeever hit a grand slam in the top of the 10th inning to send the
Shockers to their second-straight Super Regional. WSU traveled
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to Tallahassee, Fla., to take on Florida State in a best-of-three
series and won the first game before falling to the Seminoles in
the final two games.

The Shockers won their 17th Missouri Valley Conference
Tournament title in 2009 and advanced to their 27th NCAA
Tournament, while finishing the season 30-27. WSU lost two one-
run games in the Norman, Okla. Regional.

Wichita State won its 20th Missouri Valley Conference regular-
season title in 2010 and again won 40 or more games for the 32nd
time in Stephenson’s 33 years as the Shockers finished 41-19.
The Shockers went 39-26 in 2011 and earned second-place in the
Valley regular-season and tournament.

The Shockers finished 39-26 in 2011 and in second place in the
Missouri Valley Conference with a 14-7 record. WSU also finished
second in the MVC Tournament. Junior catcher Chris O’Brien
earned first team All-America honors as he finished the season on
a 29-game hitting streak.

On June 16, 2013, Wichita State hired Todd Butler to replace
legendary coach Gene Stephenson.

In Butler’s first season, the Shockers went 31-28 and 13-8 in the
Missouri Valley Conference. Junior first baseman Casey Gillaspie
became Wichita State’s 55th All-American and 14th first round
draft choice as he was the 20th pick of the draft to the Tampa Bay
Rays.

The Shockers played their inaugural season in the American
Athletic Conference in 2018. WSU finished 35-21-1 overall and 9-14-
1in conference play. Junior third baseman Alec Bohm earned All-
America honors and was selected third overall in the 2018 MLB
Draft by the Philadelphia Phillies.

In December of 2018, legendary Shocker head coach and College
Baseball Hall of Famer Gene Stephenson was inducted into the
Pizza Hut Shockers Sports Hall of Fame.

The 2019 season saw the Shockers compile an overall record of
28-31 and an American Athletic Conference tally of 9-15. Senior
utility player Luke Ritter was named first team all-conference for
the second consecutve season and was also a first team Senior
CLASS Award All-American. The Overland Park, Kan., native was
drafted in the seventh round of the 2019 MLB Draft by the New
York Mets, and was one of five Shockers selected in the draft.

In June, 2019, former Wichita State standout and Pizza
Hut Shocker Sports Hall of Famer Eric Wedge was named the
program’s new head coach.

In Wedge’s inaugural season, WSU posted a 13-2 overall record
and won its final 12 games before the 2020 season was suspended
due to the coronavirus pandemic in March. The 12-game winning
streak was the longest since 2008, while the 13-2 start marked the
best start to a season since 2006.

Junior right-hander Liam Eddy was named the American
Athletic Conference Pitcher of the Week for Feb. 17, while fellow
junior right-hander Jake Hamilton was selected as one of
Collegiate Baseball Newspaper’s National Player of the Week on
the same day.

Outfielder Couper Cornblum garnered Freshman All-American
Honors from Collegiate Baseball News, becoming the first
Freshman All-American for the Shockers since 2018 [Liam Eddy].

The Shockers broke into the Collegiate Baseball Top-30 poll
March 9, and finished the season ranked 30th, marking the first
time Wichita State appeared in a national poll since 2018.

WSU produced a 31-23 record in 2021, including an 18-13 mark
in AAC play good for third place. The third-place finish was the
Shockers best since entering the conference in 2017.

Five different Shockers were named First Team All-AAC
(Corrigan Bartlett, Aaron Haase, Jace Kaminska, Garrett Kocis,
Paxton Wallace), with Kaminska earning five different Freshman
All-American honors.

Wichita State picked up a trio of wins against ranked foes
in 2021, knocking off #13 Arizona and twice besting #8 East
Carolina. The Shockers also hosted the first-ever game at new
Riverfront Stadium, downing Houston 10-1in front 7,509 fans.
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Shockers in Professional Baseball

Wichita State has had 198 players who have gone on to professional baseball. While the Shockers’ 1982 team is generally regarded as the most talented in the
last 35 years, the 2008 team holds the honor of producing more professional players than any other team (11). Forty-one Shockers have gone on the play in MLB.
