BIO NOTES

WKU - 2016-PRESENT

A 20-year head coaching veteran with 629 wins
under his belt and 11 NCAA Tournament trips in his
28-Iyear collegiate coaching career, John Pawlowski
will'be entering his seventh season on The Hill as
WKU'’s head baseball coach in 2022 after being hired
in the summer of 2015.

The Hilltoppers_increased their win total in each
season from 2017 to 2019 under Pawlowski,
culminating in a 2019 campaign that saw WKU finis
fourth in Conference USA with 16 league wins while
going on to earn its first C-USA Tournament victory
in program history after defeating Old Dominion by
a scoré of 7-4.

Pawlowski and the Hilltoppers logked to be
continuing that momentum'into the 2020 season,
starting the year 10-6 while wmnln%all four of their
weekend series, before the COVID-19_pandemic
brought the season to an abrupt end. Even in the
shortened season, Pawlowski was still able to add
to_his list of achievements, reaching the 600-win
milestone in a 17-9 victory over USC Upstate.

In 2021, Pawlowski and the Hilltoppers compiled a
27-29 overall record and 15-17 mark in conference
Elay giving them the sixth seed heading into the

onferencé USA Tournament. WKU earned a 10-9
extra-inning victory over UTSA in the tournament,
_clpvmg the” team “wins in back-to-back C-USA
ournament appearances. The 2021 campaign also
saw sophomore outfielder Jackson GraX earn All-
Conference USA Second Team and ABCA/Rawlings
Midwest All-Region Second Team honors.

AUBURN -2009-13

Infive seasons at Auburn, the 14-year head-coachin
veteran guided the team to a 167-126 (.570) recor
and took the program from six consecutive fifth or
sixth-place finishes in the Southeastern Conference’s
Western Division to a 2010 Division Championship,
its first since 1995, and a 2010 NCAA Regjonal Host
winning, 43 3ames during the remarkable and
memorable 2010 campaign:

In nine years at the College of Charleston, Pawlowski
guided’the Cougars to a 338-192-1 mark overall
and a 170-86 (.663) record in Southern Conference
play. He also helped develop his players into 42
all-conference honors, four academic” All-America
honors, three SoCon Pitchers of the Year and two
SoCon Plgyers of the Year accolades. Additionally,
he had 17 all-America honors bestowed upon his
players since 2001.

Pawlowski's run of success at Charleston can be aptl7y
defined by his 180-67 (.729) record from 2004-0
which established school and conference records for
most wins in g four-year span, which includes a 53-
year history of the Southern Conference, and three
straight trips to the NCAA Tournament along with
two fegular-season conference championships.
