	 W&M will look to extend its winning streak to four games and remain unbeaten 
at home when it concludes its regular season slate against Richmond for Senior Day 
in the Capital Cup Game Presented by C&F Bank at Zable Stadium on Saturday 
at 1 p.m. The contest will be broadcast on MASN, while a live stream is available 
on FloCollege. Additionally, fans can also listen to a live audio broadcast over 
the airwaves locally on The Tide 92.3 FM and 107.9 FM and via the Internet at 
TideRadio.com. Prior to the game, W&M will honor 28 seniors who will be playing 
their final contest for the Tribe. 

ABOUT THE TRIBE
	 After winning five of its last six games, W&M 
enters the final weekend of the regular season 
in contention for a postseason bid with a 7-4 
overall record and a 6-2 mark in CAA play. Led by 
quarterback Tyler Hughes, who in last Saturday’s win 
at Hampton became the first player in school history 
to pass for 2,000 yards and rush for 600 yards in the 
same season, the Tribe is averaging 40.7 points per 
game during its current three-game winning streak 
and ranks second nationally in fewest turnovers (5). 
Defensively, W&M has forced at least one turnover 
in 19 of the last 21 contests, while linebacker Luke 
Banbury ranks fifth nationally in tackles per game 
(11.0). 

SCOUTING THE SPIDERS
	 Richmond enters Saturday’s game with a 6-5 
overall record and posted a 3-4 mark during its initial 
season in the Patriot League. Nine of the Spiders’ 
contests were decided by no more than a touchdown. 
Although the Spiders are averaging just 21.3 points 
per game, they are limiting opponents to just 299.5 
total yards per game. Peyton Seelmann leads the 
team with 113 tackles, while Donovan Hollette has 
totaled 8.5 sacks and 12.5 TFL.   

ABOUT THE SERIES
	 Saturday’s game between W&M and UR will mark the 136th meeting between the two schools in what 
has been traditionally called the “Oldest Rivalry in the South” – but may be more accurately described as 
the most PLAYED rivalry in the South. UR owns a 66-64-5 edge in the series. The teams first met in 1898, 
when Richmond blanked W&M, 15-0.

	 Although W&M limited Richmond to just 69 
passing yards, the Spiders outgained the Tribe on 
the ground, 238-64, en route to extending their 
winning streak to 10 games.

NON-CONFERENCE GAME
	 For the first time since 1992, W&M and UR will 
square off as members of different conferences. The 
two teams shared a league - Yankee, A10, CAA - 
from 1993-2024 - prior to the Spiders' move to the 
Patriot League this year.

Additionally, he spent two stints 
as an assistant at UR.
	 W&M Offensive Coordinator Winston October 
was a four-time all-conference standout and team 
captain as a defensive back at UR and served as the 
Spiders' offensive coordinator before joining the 
Tribe's staff prior to this season.
	 On the UR sidelines, Head Coach Russ Huesman 
worked as an assistant at W&M from 1985-97 and 
served as the defensive coordinator his final two 
seasons. Additionally, former W&M wide receivers 
coach Jerry Taylor (2018) now coaches the same 
position at UR.

	 W&M ranks second in the CAA and 21tst

HEAD COACH

	 After leading the William & Mary football team to four 
consecutive winning campaigns for the first time in 25 
years, Head Coach Mike London returns for his seventh 
season at the helm of the Tribe.
 	 W&M ascended as high as No. 10 in the national 
rankings in 2024, marking the fourth straight season in 
which the Tribe garnered a national ranking and the third 
straight year in which it appeared in the top 10.
 	 During the recent stretch of success, London has 
helped Tribe standouts garner 44 All-CAA honors 
during the last four seasons, highlighted by 17 first-team 
selections. Additionally, 17 W&M players have combined 
to earn 65 All-America honors during London’s tenure.
 	 In addition to the numerous accolades, London has 
overseen the development of six former Tribe standouts 
who have signed NFL contracts – Charles Grant (Raiders), 
Nate Lynn (Lions), Colby Sorsdal (Lions), Owen Wright 
(Ravens), Andrew Trainer (Chargers) and Bill Murray 
(Patriots).   
	 Numerous achievements highlighted the Tribe’s most 
recent campaign last fall. In addition to extending the 
program’s streak of winning seasons and once again 
appearing in the national polls, five W&M standouts 
combined to earn 20 All-America honors – highlighted 
by offensive lineman Charles Grant, who was a consensus 
first-team honoree and a third-round draft pick by the Las 
Vegas Raiders. In addition to Grant, three other standouts 
earned NFL rookie minicamp invites – Hollis Mathis 
(Steelers), Marcus Barnes (Bengals) and Matthew Akuchie 
(Colts) – while 12 members of the Tribe garnered All-CAA 
accolades.
	 W&M also continued its tradition of boasting one 
of the nation’s top rushing attacks as it ranked fourth in 
the country in yards per game on the ground (232.8). 
Additionally, it marked the second time in the last three 
seasons W&M ranked among the nation’s top four and the 
fourth-straight year in which it ranked among the top 17.  
	 Members of the squad also excelled in the classroom 
as 55 standouts earned CAA Commissioner’s Academic 
Honor Roll recognition during the fall semester.
	 In 2025 London was honored for the tremendous 
success on and off the field with the prestigious W&M 
Plumeri Award, which recognizes and rewards the core 
values that distinguish outstanding faculty members and 
coaches who define excellence.
	 Following  a successful 2023 campaign five W&M 
standouts combined to earn 13 All-America honors, while 
10 members of the Tribe garnered All-CAA accolades. 
Highlighting the impressive group was All-America 
defensive end Nate Lynn, who signed a free agent 
contract with the Detroit Lions.
 	 One of the country’s top teams defensively, W&M 
ranked 10th nationally in total defense (303.8), 12th 
in scoring defense (18.5) and fourth in passing defense 
(153.5).
 	 Under London’s leadership, W&M catapulted to the 
national forefront in 2022 as it secured a share of the 
CAA title, earned a No. 5 seed in the NCAA Playoffs and 
advanced to the NCAA Quarterfinals. Additionally, W&M 
equaled a school record for wins (11) and posted program 
records for regular season victories (10) and road triumphs 
(6). Highlighting the wins were three victories against 
nationally ranked opponents and a lopsided season-

opening triumph at FBS opponent Charlotte.
 	 W&M's success was recognized at the national level, as 
London was selected as a finalist for the Eddie Robinson 
Award, which honors the FCS National Coach of the 
Year, and finished fourth in the final voting. Additionally, 
London was selected as the Bobby Ross Coach of the 
Year by the Touchdown Club of Richmond and the VaSID 
(Virginia Sports Information Directors) Coach of the Year.
 	 In addition to the team’s success, a number of Tribe 
standouts were recognized with national honors for their 
outstanding individual contributions. Highlighting an 
impressive group of six players who earned All-America 
recognition were linebacker John Pius, offensive lineman 
Colby Sorsdal and cornerback Jalen Jones. Pius was 
a finalist for the Buck Buchanan Award (FCS National 
Defensive Player of the Year) and finished second in the 
final voting, while Jones was a finalist for the Jerry Rice 
Award (FCS Freshman of the Year). Sorsdal garnered 
consensus All-America distinction and was invited to 
the East-West Shrine Bowl before being selected by the 
Detroit Lions in the fifth round of the 2023 NFL Draft.
 	 Additionally, 13 Tribe standouts combined to earn 15 
all-conference honors, highlighted by a school-record 
tying seven first-team selections, including the CAA 
Defensive Player of the Year, John Pius, and the CAA 
Defensive Rookie of the Year, Jalen Jones.
 	 W&M also rewrote its record book in 2022, as it set 
single-season school records for rushing yards (3,455), 
rushing yards per game (265.8) and rushing yards per 
carry (5.9). Additionally, the Tribe’s points per game (33.5), 
rushing touchdowns (35) and total yards per game (448.8) 
all ranked among the program’s top five. Defensively, 
W&M’s 33 sacks also ranked as the seventh-best total in 
school history.
	 London, a former assistant under longtime Tribe head 
coach Jimmye Laycock, returned to Williamsburg with 
an impressive list of accomplishments as a head coach 
that includes winning a national title at the University of 
Richmond (2008) and earning Atlantic Coast Conference 
Coach of the Year distinction at the University of Virginia 
(2011).
	 Howard University’s head coach from 2017-18, 
London’s tenure leading the Bison was highlighted with 
his selection as a finalist for the 2017 STATS Football 
Championship Subdivision (FCS) Eddie Robinson Award, 
which is bestowed upon the nation’s top head coach. 
Additionally, he earned the 2017 American Football 
Coaches Association (AFCA) Regional Coach of the Year 
award after guiding Howard to a 6-2 conference record 
– the program’s first winning season since 2012. His 
inaugural campaign at HU featured a season-opening win 
at UNLV, which ESPN lauded as one of college football’s 
greatest upsets.
 	 Prior to his two-year stint at HU, London served as 
an associate head coach/defensive line coach at the 
University of Maryland in 2016 where he helped lead the 
Terps to an appearance in the Quick Lane Bowl.
 	 In addition to garnering ACC Coach of the Year honors 
at UVA in 2011, London led the Cavaliers to the Chick-
Fil-A Bowl. En route to earning the postseason bowl bid, 
he guided UVA to road wins at Miami and Florida State 
– becoming the first program in the nation to accomplish 
the feat in the same season.
