WOMEN’S BASKETBALL WELCOMES TOLEDO
The Western Michigan women’s basketball team welcomes the 
Toledo Rockets to Kalamazoo on Wednesday evening for their 
final home game of the season. Tip-off from University Arena on 
March 4 is set for 7:00 p.m.

LAST TIME OUT
Western Michigan honored its five graduating players during a 64-48 
loss to the Massachusetts Minutewomen on Saturday afternoon. The 
Broncos recognized graduating players Lauren Audino, Mary Clare 
Brusek, Alli Carlson, De’Ahna Richardson, and Ariana Wilkes in front of 
their largest crowd of the season against UMass.

WMU had a hot start to Saturday afternoon’s contest but weren’t able 
to contain the Minutewomen’s offense in the 64-48 defeat. Carlson 
and sophomore guard Kailey Starks led the Brown and Gold in scoring 
with 13 and 10 points respectively. Richardson was Western Michigan’s 
biggest presence under the glass with a team-high and career-high nine 
rebounds.  

SCOUTING THE ROCKETS
Toledo comes to Kalamazoo this week at an even 8-8 in conference play 
and in a three-way tie for the last three spots in the MAC Tournament. 
The Rockets are coming off a heartbreaking loss to the Buffalo Bulls on 
Saturday afternoon as a rally in the closing minutes came up a posses-
sion short in the 69-66 defeat. Toledo is currently in the midst of a three 
game losing streak, dropping contests to Central Michigan and Bowling 
Green along with Buffalo. 

The Rockets are led on both offense and defense by sophomore guard 
Faith Fedd-Robinson. Fedd-Robinson is one of three Toledo players av-
eraging 11.7 points a game to lead the team in scoring. She also has the 
best rebounding average on the team, grabbing 7.0 boards a contest. 
Fedd-Robinson also leads the team in blocked shots with 16 through 24 
games played. The Rockets other two players averaging 11.7 points with 
Fedd-Robinson are graduate guard Patricia Anumgba and junior guard 
Kendall Carruthers.

SERIES HISTORY
Wednesday night is the 94th game between WMU and Toledo dating 
back to 1981. The Rockets lead the series 69-24 and have earned 30 
wins in Kalamazoo. The Brown and Gold last won a game over Toledo at 
University Arena last season. The team’s only met once through 2024-25 
where Western Michigan picked up a 41-38 victory against the Rockets.
