Saint Mary’s in Moraga, Calif., and 13 at Oregon.

¢ In his 13 years at Oregon, Kent compiled a 235-174
(.575) record and a 109-125 (.466) conference mark.

e His 117 conference wins rank 17th best in Pac-12 his-
tory (including Pacific-8 and Pacific-10 Conferences).
*\While at Oregon, Kent led the Ducks to seven postsea-
son appearances, including five NCAATournament Ap-
pearances (2000, 2002, 2003, 2007, 2008) as well as a
Pac-10 regular-season (2002) and two conference tour
nament (2003, 2007) titles.

e Kent’s first season with the Cougars wasn't much dif-
ferent than his first with the Ducks, as he led Oregon to
a 13-14 overall record and 8-10 league mark as Oregon
finished sixth in the then-Pacific-10 Conference...he led
WSU to a 13-18 overall record and 7-11 league mark.
