19 season with a loss to Oregon in the first round
of the Pac-12 Tournament, finishing with an 11-20
overall mark and 4-14 league mark.

FRANKS PICKS UP POSTSEASON HONORS:

¢ Senior Robert Franks earned three postseason
awards.

e Last year's Pac-12 Most Improved Player of the
Year, Franks was named to the All-Pac-12 First
Team.

e Franks is the first Cougar to earn first team hon-
ors since DaVonté Lacy in 2015 and just the sec-
ond since the Pac-12 formed in 2011-12.

¢ Franks also picked up NABC All-District 20 and
USBWA All-District IX first team honors, the first
Cougar on the first team since Brock Motum in
2012.

ELLEBY EARNS FRESHMAN HONORS:

*The second-leading scorer in the league among
freshman, CJ Elleby was named to the Pac-12 All-
FreshmanTeam.

e Elleby is the first freshman to be named to the
team and not honorable mention, since Reggie
Moore in 2010.

e Both DaVonté Lacy (2012) and Malachi Flynn
(2017) received Pac-12 All-Freshman Honorable
Mention.

FRANKS PICKS UP WEEKLY HONORS:

¢ Senior Robert Franks had a big weekend for the
Cougars as they defeated Arizona State (Feb. 7)
and Arizona (Feb. 9) in the desert.

¢ Franks averaged 32.5 points, 10.5 rebounds, 2.5
blocks, 2.0 assists and 2.0 assists on the weekend,
including tying career highs with 34 points, 13 re-
bounds and 4 blocked shots at Arizona State...he
added a career-high 4 steals.

¢ Franks was named the Pac-12 Player of the Week,
the Citizen Naismith Player of the Week and the
Oscar Robertson National Player of the Week.

¢ Franks was the first Cougar to earn Pac-12 Player
of the Week since 2015 and just the second to pick
up national honors since Faisal Aden was named
the Oscar Robertson Player of the Week in 2012.

WSU  ENDS
DROUGHTS:

¢ With wins at Arizona State (91-70, Feb. 7) and
Arizona (69-55, Feb. 9), WSU got just its third road
sweep of the Arizona schools since the league be-
came the Pac-12 in 1978-89.

¢ |t marked its first sweep at the desert since 2006-
07 (also swept in 1981-82) and its first road sweep
since 2008-09.

DESERT/WEEKEND  SWEEP

® The sweep was also the last WSU conference
weekend sweep since 2011-12, which was at Pull-
man.

FRANKS HAS BIG ‘SENIOR DAY":

* Senior Robert Franks went out with a bang as he
had a career game against Oregon State, March 9
at Beasley Coliseum for ‘Senior Day".

¢ Franks had a career-high 37 points on 10-for-19
from the field and 8-for-13 from 3-point range.

¢ His 37 points tie for the most by a Pac-12 player
this season, as Bennie Boatwright of USC had 37
at Oregon State, Jan. 10...his 8 3-pointers are the
second-most by a Pac-12 player this season.

¢ Franks’ previous career high was 34 points done
twice, most recently at Arizona State, Feb. 7.

* Franks’ 8 3-pointers marked a season high...his
career high is the school record, 10, done last sea-
son.

ELLEBY FLIRTS WITHTRIPLE-DOUBLE:

* Freshman CJ Elleby had 10 points, 10 rebounds
and 9 assists Feb. 7 at Arizona State, 1 assist shy
of a triple-double.

¢ WSU has just one triple-double in its history,
Kyle Weaver had 14 points, 13 rebounds and 10
assists at Stanford, Jan. 13, 2007.

eSince 1985, only one Pac-10/12 freshman has re-
corded a triple-double as UCLA's Jelani McCoy
had the only one in 1995.

*There have been 23 triple-doubles in the confer-
ence since 1985.

ELLEBY’S FRESH(MAN) START:

® Freshman CJ Elleby became just the second
Cougar freshman in five years to start a season
opener when he started against Nicholls State
(Nov. 11).

e He scored 471 points which is the WSU fresh-
man scoring record, more than the 454 that Steve
Puidokas had in 1974.

¢ His 14.7 points per game average finished sec-
ond in the WSU freshman record books behind
Puidokas’ 16.8.

e Elleby’s 227 rebounds are the second most by
a freshman, ahead of Mark Hendrickson's 217
in 1993 and 12 behind the school record held by
Puidokas.

FRANKS REACHES 1,000-POINT PLATEAU:

¢ Senior Robert Franks scored his 1,000th career
point against San Diego, Dec. 22 at the Las Vegas
Classic, becoming the 37th member of the WSU
1,000th-point club.

¢ Franks finished with 1,349 points and ranks 14th
in the WSU career record books.

3-pointers with 166, while Viont'e Daniels tied for
12th with 137.

¢ Daniels’ .420 (137-for-326) 3-point field goal per-
centage ranks third in WSU'’s career record books.

COUGS SET FREE THROW RECORD:

*\WSU set the school record for free throws made,
going 39-for-51 from the free throw line, Dec. 17
against Rider.

*The previous record was 38 against Santa Clara,
Dec. 28, 1973.

eThe school record for free throw attempts is 55
against Oregon, Feb. 14, 1953.

KYLE SMITHTAKES OVER AS HEAD COACH:

¢ Kyle Smith was named the 19th head men’s bas-
ketball coach in Washington State history, bring-
ing with him nine years of head coaching expe-
rience to the Palouse along with 18 years as an
assistant coach.

* He comes to WSU having spent the last three
seasons at the helm of the University of San Fran-
cisco men’s basketball program.

eThere he compiled a 63-40 (.612) record, notch-
ing 20 or more wins each season and two postsea-
son tournament appearances.

¢ Smith’s three-straight 20-win seasons marked
just the fourth time in school history that USF had
20 or more wins in at least three-consecutive sea-
sons and the first time in nearly 40 years. Prior to
his stint in the Bay Area, he served as the head
coach at Columbia where he put together a 101-
82 overall mark including a CIT Championship his
final season (2015-16).

MORE CHANGES FOR COUGAR BASKETBALL:

¢ WSU had several roster changes following the
season, as rising-senior Isaiah Wade and Carter
Skaggs, rising-junior Marvin Cannon and rising-
sophomore Chance Moore all left the program.

¢ Redshirt sophomore Arinze Chidom left the pro-
gram at semester of the 2018-19 season.

KLAYTHOMPSON'S JERSEY TO BE RETIRED:

¢ Klay Thompson will become the second Cougar
men's basketball student-athlete to have his jer-
sey retired, joining Steve Puidokas.

eThompson’s number 1 jersey will hang in the raf-
ters later next season.

*Thompson was the 11th overall draft pick of the
2011 NBA Draft and has won three NBA Champi-
onships with the Golden State Warriors.

¢ He played three season for the Cougars (2009-
11) and holds the WSU single-season records for
scoring (733 points) and 3-pointers (98), while
ranking third in career scoring (1,756) and second
in 3-pointers (242).
