FIRST SERVE
The #5 Lady Buffs continue the defense of their Lone Star Conference 
Tournament Crown on Friday night as they battle the DBU Lady Patriots in the 
semifinal round with first serve set for 7:30 p.m. at the WTAMU Fieldhouse “The 
Box” in Canyon.

DALLAS BAPTIST

The Lady Patriots enter Friday night with an overall record of 19-7 as they 

went 12-4 in Lone Star Conference play to finish tied for fourth in the league 

standings. DBU has won their last two matches as they won a five-set thriller at 

Lubbock Christian in the regular season finale.

Thursday night saw DBU pick up a straight-set win over fourth-seeded Texas 

Woman’s during the quarterfinal round. The Lady Patriots hit .354 as a team as 

they registered 44 kills on 99 swings with just four attack errors to go along with 

41 assists, seven aces, 43 digs and six blocks.

Jordan Fish is now in her fourth season at the helm of the DBU volleyball 

program, holding an overall record of 82-30 during her time in Dallas. The 

former Virginia Tech standout has led the Patriots to a pair of NCAA Tournament 

appearances and the program’s first ever LSC regular season title in 2023.

Friday night is the 18th all-time meeting on the court between the Lady Buffs 

and Patriots as WT holds a 16-1 advantage in the series that dates back to 

2004. DBU is 0-12 all-time inside of the WTAMU Fieldhouse. It will be the third 

playoff meeting between the two teams as WT claimed wins during the NCAA 

Tournament in 2013 and 2023.

DBU senior Delaney Fuller was named the Lone Star Conference Player of 

the Year for the second straight season as the San Juan Capistrano, California 

product has 469 kills to average 4.64 per set to go along with 24 assists, 40 

aces, 267 digs and 31 blocks to average 5.21 points per set.

LADY BUFFS IN THE LSC CHAMPIONSHIP

The Lady Buffs are making the program’s 30th overall and 20th consecutive 

appearance in the Lone Star Conference Championship, WT is an incredible 

57-11 (.838) in the event. West Texas A&M has advanced to the title match on 19 

occasions with a mark of 18-1 in those contests. 

The 18 LSC Tournament Championships is the most by any team in league 

history, WT has won the event 11 times on their home court in Canyon (1997, 

1999, 2001, 2003, 2007, 2009, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2013, 2022.)

West Texas A&M is fortunate to have one of the best home environments in 

all of NCAA Volleyball. The WTAMU Fieldhouse is more affectionately known 

as “The Box,” is home to 21 Lone Star Conference Championships, 16 Regional 

Titles and four NCAA Division II National Championships. 

The Box boasts one of the best home winning records in the NCAA on any level 

of competition. The Lady Buffs are 550-84 at The Box since the 1980 season for 

an incredible winning percentage of 86.7%.

LSC POSTSEASON AWARDS

The LSC Champion Lady Buffs garnered multiple recognitions on Wednesday 

night as the LSC held their annual postseason awards banquet at the Alumni 

Banquet Hall of the campus of West Texas A&M.

Ainsley Malis was recognized for her efforts in the classroom as the senior from 

Tucson was named to the LSC All-Academic Team with a perfect 4.0 GPA as she 

pursues a Master’s Degree in Sports & Exercise Science.

Malis was also selected for the Honorable Mention team alongside fellow senior 

Angelina Oliver. Kaycee Cavanaugh, Bryli Contreras, Camy Jones and Currie 

Marusak were named to the All-LSC Second Team while Emma Becker and 

Taytum Stow claimed First Team honors.

Cavanaugh was named the league’s Co-Freshman of the Year while Stow 

claimed her second LSC Defensive Player of the Year accolade. Brittany Harry 

was tabbed the league’s Coach of the Year.

A NEW ERA

For the first time since the 2019 season, the Lady Buffs are under the guidance 

of a new head coach as Brittany Harry was named the 16th leader of WT 

Volleyball on March 19, 2024.

Harry, the 2022 Lone Star Conference Coach of the Year, served as the head 

coach at Texas A&M International for the past four seasons. In 2022, Harry set a 

program record with 23 victories to lead the Dustdevils into the LSC postseason 

for the second time in school history. She led her team to the best turnaround in 

all of NCAA Division II volleyball with a +18 win differential from 2021 to 2022.

LADY BUFFS IN THE AVCA POLL

The Lady Buffs are ranked fifth in this week’s edition of the American Volleyball 

Coaches Association (AVCA) Division II Top-25 Poll. It marks the 314th time since 

1986 that the Lady Buffs appear in the poll, the sixth most in Division II history. 

WT has sat atop of the poll 28 different times.

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Brittany Harry was named the 16th head coach in Lady Buff Volleyball history on March 19, 

2024.

Harry, the 2022 Lone Star Conference Coach of the Year, was the head coach at Texas 

A&M International for the past four seasons, serving as the architect behind the growth of the 

TAMIU program. In 2022, Harry set a program record with 23 victories to lead the Dustdevils 

into the Lone Star Conference postseason for the second time in school history. She led her 

team to the best turnaround in all of NCAA Division II volleyball with a +18 win differential from 

2021 to 2022.

In the spring 2021 season, Harry’s team qualified for the LSC Championships for the first time 

in 10 years and the first time since joining the LSC. 14 Dustdevils earned LSC All-Conference 

honors under Harry’s provision as well as the conference’s Freshman of the Year, a spot on 

the All-Freshman team, the Lone Star Conference Setter of the Year and four All-Academic 

selections. She added her own Lone Star Conference Coach of the Year honor in 2022. In 

addition to athletic achievement, Harry’s teams have been awarded the AVCA Academic 

award three years running. 

Prior to TAMIU, Harry was the head coach of NJCAA Division I Laredo College. She put 

together an 84-65 record and coached 18 players to NJCAA All-Region 14 honors including 

2019 Region 14 Libero of the Year. She also worked to build recruiting networks internationally 

and domestically.  

Harry spent three seasons as the head coach at Vincennes University from 2011-2014.  She 

led her teams to an 88-38 record, and she coached four players to All-Region 12 honors and 

two players to the Region 12 All-Tournament team.

She began her head coaching career at Spartanburg Methodist College as one of the 

youngest head coaches in collegiate volleyball at the age of 23. She spent two seasons 

leading the program and logged a 49-12 record. While there, her teams made back-to-back 

appearances at the NJCAA Division I Championships in Council Bluffs, IA. She was named the 

District K Coach of the Year in 2007 and 2008 and was named the Region 10 Coach of the 

Year in 2008. She also coached the 2008 Region 10 Player of the Year as well as four All-

Region 10 players, six Region 10 All-Tournament players and two Region 10 Tournament MVPs.

Harry has also spent time as a 

volunteer assistant at NCAA Division 

I Butler University and at her alma 

mater, the University of South Carolina 

Upstate.

She has amassed a career record of 

284-173 (.620 winning percentage) in 

her 15-year head coaching career.

The Champaign, Illinois native 

earned her bachelor’s degree in 

communication-journalism from the 

University of South Carolina Upstate 

where she was also a member of 

the volleyball team from 2002-2005. 

She’s pursuing her Master of Sports 

Administration from Concordia 

University Irvine. She has one daughter, 

Melia.

   The WTAMU Fieldhouse is more affectionately known as “The Box,” is home to 

the Lady Buffs volleyball program, and four NCAA Division II National Championship 

banners attest that it has been a very good home, indeed.

   With the opening of the First United Bank Center in 2002, the WTAMU Fieldhouse 

was renovated to become one of a select few “volleyball-only” arenas in NCAA 

Division II. Seating just over 2,000, “The Box” provides fans an opportunity to 

virtually sit on the court and cheer on the perennial championship-contending 

Lady Buffs.

   The Box has a long and rich history at West Texas A&M. Built in 1950, the 

Fieldhouse was the home of championship Buff & Lady Buff Basketball for half 

a century. It has also seen its fair share of concerts and other entertainment, as 

performers such George Strait, Willie Nelson, John Denver, Ike & Tina Turner 

and comedian Steve Martin have played the Fieldhouse. President Gerald Ford 

delivered an address in The Box in 1976.

   The West Texas A&M volleyball team is accustomed to excellence in the WTAMU 

Fieldhouse, better known in the Texas Panhandle as “The Box.” The Box is a facility 

student-athletes and fans love. In stark contrast, opponents fear stepping into the 

home of the Lady Buffs. 

Built in 1951, The Box has 

been the scene of many 

excit ing moments and 

has seen a role in winning 

streaks for all three athletic 

programs.

   Until a hard-fought, five-

game loss to Angelo State 

University on Nov. 6, 1993, 

the WTAMU volleyball team had a 49-match winning streak in the Box dating back 

to Sept. 23, 1989. Counting four contests at the Amarillo Civic Center and two at the 

Tascosa Activity Center, WTAMU had won a then-record NCAA Division II record of 

55 home matches in a row, which now ranks fourth-best in all collegiate volleyball 

levels. That streak was later bested by a 57-match winning streak, occurring from 

1996 to 1999. WTAMU had a 40-match home streak snapped in 2003.

   The Lady Buffs boast one of the best home court advantages and winning 

percentages in any level of NCAA Volleyball, the storied tradition of the program 

is unmatched at the Division II level.
