e  West Virginia dropped a pair
of Big 12 matches on the road
last week, suffering a 3-2 loss
at TCU on Thursday and falling
to Oklahoma in three sets on
Saturday.

e  WVU returns home for the first
time since Oct. 13, holding a 6-4
record at the WVU Coliseum this
season and a 315-233 mark at
home all-time.

e  The Mountaineers and the Red
Raiders meet for the 16th time
overall on Wednesday and the
14th time in league play since
WVU joined the Big 12 in 2012.

e TTU took the lead in the all-
time series earlier this season,
defeating WVU in Lubbock, Texas,
on Sept. 22, 2018.

e However, West Virginia took Texas
Tech to five sets at home last
season, claiming the 3-2 victory
inside the WVU Coliseum on Nov.
11, 2017.

e The Mountaineers are three wins
away from collecting their 700th
win in program history. West
Virginia currently holds a 697-735
all-time record since its inaugural
season in 1974.

e Sophomore middle blocker Katie
DeMeo currently sits atop the Big
12 Conference in blocks per set,
totaling 100 blocks on the season
to average 1.49 per set. The
Troy, Ohio, native also ranks 12th
among all NCAA Division | players
in blocks per set.

e  The Mountaineers rank fourth
in the Big 12, averaging 2.51
blocks per set, and are 40th in
the nation. WVU is outblocking its
opponents, 198.5-155.5.

e Junior outside hitter Katelyn
Evans has played in all but one
set for the Mountaineers this
season. She leads the team with
245 kills, averaging 3.14 per set to
rank 10th in the league.

e  The Palmdale, California, native
has recorded double-digit kills in
13 matches, including nine of the
last 12.

e  West Virginia will close out the
month of October at home with
a Big 12 match against Kansas
on Wednesday, Oct. 31. First
serve is set for 6 p.m. ET at the
WVU Coliseum. Fans can don
their Halloween costume for free
admission.

The 2017
campaign marked the first time in
26 years the Mountaineers made
the postseason, with WVU reaching
the National Invitational Volleyball
Championship (NIVC) Semifinals.

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SCOUTING THE RED RAIDERS
Texas Tech enters the second round
of conference action having already
matched its Big 12 win total from
2017. Of note, Tech is one of five
teams tied for third in the Big 12 with
a .500 record. The Red Raiders rank
second in the league in opponent
hitting percentage (.184) and third
in hitting percentage (.244). Emily
Hill leads TTU offensively, averaging
3.17 Kills per set to rank ninth in the
conference. Emerson Solano also is
averaging 4.13 digs per set to lead the
Red Radiers defensively.

LAST MEETING VS. TTU
The Mountaineers suffered a 3-1
loss to Texas Tech on Sept. 22,
inside United Supermarkets Arena,
in Lubbock, Texas. The Red Raiders
took the match from the Mountaineers
in set scores of 25-16, 23-25, 25-
23 and 25-16. Junior outside hitter
Katelyn Evans had a team-best 21
kills for WVU, followed by freshman
outside hitter Kristin Lux with 11.
Sophomore defensive specialist Alexa
Hasting had 22 digs, while freshman
middle blocker Kristina Jordan led the
Mountaineers’ blocking efforts with
four block assists. Freshman setter
Lacey Zerwas dished out 41 of the
team’s 49 assists and recorded one
service in the match. WVU finished
the contest hitting .147 with 52 kills
and five team blocks.

LAST TIMEOUT
West Virginia dropped a pair of Big
12 matches on the road last week,
suffering a 3-2 loss at TCU on
Thursday and falling to Oklahoma in
three sets on Saturday. WVU finished
the week hitting .119 with 89 kills and
21.5 total blocks. Four Mountaineers
tallied double-digit kills on the week,
as Evans led the team, with 22,
averaging 2.75 Kills per set. Zerwas
also dished out 70 assists to average
8.75 per set last week, while Hasting
had a team-high 35 digs to average
4.38 per set. Additionally, sophomore
middle blocker Katie DeMeo led
WVU’s blocking efforts, with 11,
averaging 1.38 per set last week.

LIBERO TRACKING
After splitting time at libero with
sophomore defensive specialist
Lindsay Proctor in the preseason,
Hasting’s earned herself a spot in
the starting lineup midway through
the season. The Plain City, Ohio,
native leads the team with 235 digs,
averaging 2.79 per set. She has
recorded double-digit digs in 11
matches, notching a career-high 28
digs in the five-set loss at TCU on
Oct. 18.
