12, 25-17 and 25-23.

The Mountaineers will step out

of league play on Wednesday,
wrapping up its nonconference
slate with a match against in-
state rival Marshall at the WVU
Coliseum.

Wednesday marks the 51st
all-time meeting between the
Mountaineers and the Thundering
Herd.

WVU holds a 31-19 advantage in
the all-time series, which started
on Oct. 5, 1974.

The 2018 season marks the

23rd time the two will meet in
Morgantown, as the Mountaineers
hold a 16-6 advantage at the
WVU Coliseum.

West Virginia is 3-0 all-time
under fourth-year coach Reed
Sunahara.

The Mountaineers are two wins
away from collecting their 700th
win in program history. West

Virginia currently holds a 698-737
all-time record since its inaugural
season in 1974.

e Sophomore middle blocker Katie
DeMeo currently ranks third in the
Big 12 Conference in blocks per
set, totaling 108 blocks on the
season to average 1.38 per set.

e The Troy, Ohio, native also ranks

After splitting time at libero with
sophomore defensive specialist
Lindsay Proctor in the preseason,
Hasting’s earned herself a spot in
the starting lineup midway through
the season.
