West Virginia capped its
nonconference season with a 3-1
win over in-state rival Marshall
on Wednesday, at the WVU
Coliseum, in Morgantown.

The Mountaineers, who took the
match in set scores of 18-25, 25-
18, 25-23 and 25-17, claimed the
Golden Ball Trophy three times in
the last four years.

West Virginia and lowa State will
meet for the 17th time overall on
Saturday and the 14th time in
league play since WVU joined the
Big 12 in 2012.

ISU owns a 15-1 all-time series
advantage, as the Cyclones
picked up a 3-1 win over the
Mountaineers in their most recent
meeting on Sept. 19, 2018, at the
WVU Coliseum, in Morgantown.
WVU has not won a match on
the road in Big 12 play this year,
holding a 2-6 overall record in
away matches thus far.

West Virginia enters Saturday’s
match winless in the state of
lowa, going 0-6 inside the Hilton
Coliseum since joining the Big 12
in 2012.

The Mountaineers are one win

away from collecting their 700th

win in program history. West

Virginia currently holds a 699-737

all-time record since its inaugural

season in 1974.

lowa State enters the match on a
two-match losing skid in Big 12
play, falling in four sets at TCU on
Nov. 3 and at Baylor on Nov. 7.

(AVCA) Honorable Mention All-
American, AVCA Midwest All-Region
and All-Big 12 First Team honoree,
leads the Cyclones with 3.76 kills per
set to rank fifth in the league. Hali
Hillegas, the 2017 Big 12 Libero of
the Year, leads the team defensively,
averaging 4.48 digs per set to rank
second in the conference.

LAST MEETING VS. ISU
West Virginia dropped its Big 12
Conference opener, 3-1, to lowa State
on Sept. 19, at the WVU Coliseum, in
Morgantown. The Cyclones took the
match from the Mountaineers in set
scores of 21-25, 35-33, 25-21 and
25-21. Four Mountaineers notched
double-digit kills on the evening, as
junior outside hitter Katelyn Evans
had a team-best 15 kills for WVU.
Freshman setter Lacey Zerwas dished
out a career-high 48 assists, while
sophomore middle blocker Katie
DeMeo led WVU’s blocking efforts
with six total blocks. WVU finished the
match hitting .225 with 58 kills and
12.0 team blocks.

COMMON OPPONENTS
WVU and ISU’s lone common
opponent in nonconference play was
Wichita State. The Mountaineers fell
to the Shockers, 3-1, on Aug. 31, at
the BYU Nike Invitational, held on
BYU’s campus in Provo, Utah. The
following weekend, Wichita State
squared off with lowa State at the
Bluejay Invitational, held in Omaha,
Nebraska. The Cyclones claimed the
match over the Shockers in four sets
on Sept. 8.
