QUICK NOTES

WVU is coming off a 3-1 loss to
lowa State Wednesday evening,
held at the WVU Coliseum, in
Morgantown.

The Mountaineers and the Red
Raiders meet for the 15th time
overall on Saturday and the 13th
time in league play since WVU
joined the Big 12 in 2012.

The all-time series is knotted at
seven wins apiece, with the two
teams splitting the series in 2017.
West Virginia won its most recent
meeting, defeating Texas Tech

in five sets on Nov. 11, 2017, in
Morgantown.

This marks the second year in a
row the Mountaineers will open
their conference road slate in
Lubbock. WVU is 3-3 against TTU
at United Supermarkets Arena, in
Lubbock.

West Virginia has played two
teams ranked inside the American
Volleyball Coaches Association
(AVCA) Poll in 2018, with four

of their six losses coming from
teams which made the NCAA
Tournament last season.

The Mountaineers are five wins
away from collecting their 700th

win in program history. West
Virginia currently holds a 695-729
all-time record since its inaugural
season in 1974.

e Sophomore middle blocker Katie
DeMeo was named the Big 12
Defensive Player of the Week for
matches played from Sept. 10-16,
as announced by the league office
on Monday, Sept. 17. The honor
is the first career weekly award for
DeMeo and marks the fourth time
since 2012 that a Mountaineer
has received defensive honors.

e DeMeo ranks second in the Big
12, with 1.60 blocks per set,
totaling 67 on the season. DeMeo
also ranks fifth among all NCAA
Division | players in blocks per
set.

e  The Mountaineers also rank third
in the Big 12, averaging 2.73
blocks per set, and are 18th in
the nation. WVU is outblocking its
opponents, 131.0-92.5.

e Junior outside hitter Katelyn
Evans leads the team with 2.87
kills per set, followed by freshman
outside hitter Kristin Lux, with
2.54 per set.

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SCOUTING THE RED RAIDERS
The Red Raiders return home for
the first time since Aug. 25, entering
Saturday’s match on a six-game
win streak. Texas Tech recorded a
milestone victory on Wednesday,
taking down No. 19 Baylor, 3-1, in
its Big 12 Conference opener, at
the Ferrell Center, in Waco, Texas. It
marked the first ranked win for head
coach Tony Graystone in his coaching
career and the program’s first ranked
win on the road since 2004. Texas
Tech last upended a ranked opponent
in 2012 and last defeated Baylor in
2014. Outside hitter Emily Hill leads
the team with 3.21 Kills per set,
but middle blockers Katy Keenan
and Allison White have been the
strength of the team. Keenan ranks
ninth in total blocks (69), while White
ranks sixth in the nation in hitting
percentage (.443). Texas Tech ranks
fourth in the league in blocks per set,
averaging 2.66, and is 20th nationally.

LAST TIMEOUT
Despite four Mountaineers notching
double-digit kills, West Virginia
dropped its Big 12 opener, 3-1, to
lowa State Wednesday evening, at
the WVU Coliseum, in Morgantown.
Junior outside hitter Katelyn Evans
had a team-best 15 kills for WVU,
followed by sophomore middle
blocker Katie DeMeo and freshman
outside hitter Kristin Lux with 12 Kills
each. Junior right side hitter Natania
Levak rounded out the Mountaineers
in double-digits with 10. Freshman
setter Lacey Zerwas dished out a
career-high 48 assists. DeMeo led
the blocking efforts with six total
blocks, followed by freshman middle
blocker Kristina Jordan with five block
assists. Junior defensive specialist
Gabrielle Cuckovich was one dig shy
of a career high, recording 13 digs
in the match. Sophomore defensive
specialist Alexa Hasting had 12, while
classmate Ava Richards added a
season-high eight digs. WVU finished
the match hitting .225 with 58 kills and
12.0 team blocks.

EVANS NAMED WVU STUDENT-
ATHLETE OF THE WEEK

Evans was named the WVU Student-
Athlete of the Week on Monday, Sept.
17. The outside hitter finished the
week averaging 3.67 Kills per set,
ranking eighth in the Big 12. Evans, a
native of Palmdale, California, helped
WVU post a perfect 3-0 record at the
Mountaineer Classic, earning MVP
honors in the process. Evans posted
a season-high 18 kills and hit .293
on 41 total attempts in a five-set win
over Morehead State on Sept. 14. In
addition, she had 11 kills in a 3-0 win
over Penn and 15 kills in a 3-1 win
over Wake Forest, on Sept 15. She
finished the week hitting .280 on 100
attempts with 44 kills. Evans also
closed out the two-day tournament
with 10 blocks.

DEMEO EARNS BIG 12 HONOR
DeMeo was named the Big 12
Defensive Player of the Week for
matches played from Sept. 10-16,
as announced by the league office
on Monday, Sept. 17. The honor
was the first career weekly award for
DeMeo, and it marked the fourth time
since 2012 that a Mountaineer has
received defensive honors. A native
of Troy, Ohio, DeMeo averaged 1.92
blocks per set to rank third in the Big
12. She recorded four solo blocks
and 19 block assists for a total of 23
blocks on the weekend, earning all-
tournament team honors at the 2018
Mountaineer Classic. DeMeo also
hit .369 on the weekend, notching
2.58 Kills per set. The middle blocker
posted a double-double in a five-set
win over Morehead State, on Sept. 14,
notching a career-high 12 total blocks
and 10 kills in the match. She also
added seven Kills and six total blocks
in a 3-0 win over Penn on Sept. 15.
Later that day, DeMeo recorded a
career-high 14 kills and five blocks in
a 3-1 win over Wake Forest.

ZERWAS SETS UP FOR SUCESS
Zerwas leads the team with 275
assists, averaging 8.59 per set
to rank eighth in the Big 12. The
Phoenix, Arizona, native has earned
a spot in the starting lineup in the
Mountaineers’ last five matches,
dishing out a career-high 48 assists in
West Virginia’s 3-1 loss to lowa State
Wednesday evening.

CHALLENGES AWAIT
Coach Reed Sunahara, who is in
his fourth season at the helm of the
Mountaineers, is known for making
a tough preseason schedule. The
Mountaineers have already faced
four teams that qualified for the 2017
NCAA Tournament, including NCAA
Semifinalist Stanford, who was ranked
No. 1 in the AVCA Top-25 Poll at
the time. Last season, West Virginia
traveled to Minneapolis, going head-
to-head with No. 2 Minnesota at the
2017 Diet Coke Classic following a
3-0 setback to No. 6 Penn State at
the WVU Invitational a week earlier.
The Mountaineers also started their
2016 campaign at the Penn State
Classic, squaring off against the No.
9-ranked Nittany Lions and No. 19
North Carolina. This season alone,
West Virginia will face seven teams
that made the NCAA Tournament last
season, as well as three teams that
played in the NIVC Tournament.

UP NEXT
Following Saturday’s matchup with
the Red Raiders, the Mountaineers
head back to Morgantown for a pair
of Big 12 matches against Kansas
State (Sept. 26) and Texas (Sept. 29).
The squad will host a Luau Night
on Wednesday, Sept. 26, at 6 p.m.,
against K-State. Mountaineer fans
are encouraged to wear Hawaiian-
themed gear, as the first 250 fans in
attendance will receive a free lei or a
pair of WVU sunglasses. Additionally,
the Sept. 29 match against perennial
national contender Texas (1 p.m.) will
feature a fan giveaway for the first
500 fans, courtesy of Coca-Cola.
The match also will be a part of WVU
volleyball’s Alumni Weekend. The
Mountaineers will sign autographs
following the match.

MAKING HISTORY IN THE BIG 12
West Virginia upset No. 14 Kansas
in the team’s regular-season finale
last season for its first-ever win over
a top-25 team. Down 9-8 in the fifth
set, West Virginia took a timeout to
regroup. The Mountaineers went on
a 3-0 run out of the stoppage to take
an 11-9 lead. Kansas continued to
put up a fight, though, capitalizing
on a Mountaineer attacking error to
tie the set at 12-all. However, three
straight kills gave WVU the 15-12
fifth-set win and the 3-2 victory in the
contest. West Virginia finished the
regular season winning three of its last
four Big 12 matches, ending the 2017
campaign in fifth place for WVU’s best
finish since joining the league in 2012.
