e West Virginia most recently dropped a four-set match to Oklahoma at the WVU Coliseum, on Sept. 28. The
Mountaineers fell to the Sooners in set scores of 25-8, 25-23, 29-31 and 25-21. Senior outside hitter Katelyn Evans
led the way with 12 kills, followed by sophomore outside hitter Kristin Lux with 10. Additionally, sophomore setter
Lacey Zerwas assisted on 38 of the Mountaineers’ 44 kills, with WVU hitting .121 in the match.

WVU and ISU, the 2018 National Invitational Volleyball Championship (NIVC) champions, will meet for the 18th

time overall on Saturday and the 15th time in league play since WVU joined the Big 12 in 2012. lowa State owns
a 16-1 all-time series advantage, as the Cyclones picked up a 3-1 win over the Mountaineers in their most recent
meeting on Nov. 10, 2018, at the Hilton, Coliseum, in Ames, lowa.

As a team, WVU is hitting .204, while holding its opponents to a .194 clip. Sophomore middle blocker/outside hitter

Kristina Jordan leads the team with 3.29 kills per set to rank seventh in the Big 12 Conference. Junior defensive
specialist Alexa Hasting leads the floor defense with 4.41 digs per set to rank second in the league, while redshirt
junior Audrey Adams leads the team’s blocking efforts, with 48 total blocks, averaging 0.98 per set.

The Mountaineers are 320-237 at home all-time and are 3-1 at the WVU Coliseum this season.
Saturday's match is free to the public and will feature a ‘Beat Texas' t-shirt to the first 500 fans. During the match,

Mountaineer fans will receive an opportunity too win a pair of tickets to the West Virginia vs. Texas football game
set for 3:30 p.m. The contest also is a part of WVU volleyball's alumni weekend, and the Mountaineers will recognize
several former student-athletes between the second and third set.

The
middle blocker/outside hitter paced
WVU with 30 kills on 57 attacks for
a .439 hitting efficiency in the five-
set loss at San Diego State on Sept.

6. Despite the loss, Jordan's 30-kill
performance marked the first time

a Mountaineer has scored 30 or

more kills in a game since Morgan
Montgomery posted 31 vs. Marshall on
Sept. 15, 2015. Jordan also had eight
kills in the 3-0 sweep over Arkansas on
Sept. 5 and a team-high 11 kills in the
3-1 setback to Arizona on Sept. 7.

Of note, Baylor and
Texas are ranked in the top six of this
week'’s American Volleyball Coaches
Association (AVCA) Top-25 Poll, sitting
at No. 1 and No. 6, respectively.

LEADING THE PACK
Seniors Erin Slinde and Gabrielle
Cuckovich, as well as Zerwas, were
appointed as this year's co-captains.
Slinde came to West Virginia as a
setter in 2016, but is finishing her
career in a Mountaineer uniform
as a right-side hitter. Looking to fill
the role of graduate Natania Levak,
Slinde transitioned into the position
last spring and has played in 32 sets
this season. Zerwas took over as the
starting setter midway through her
freshman campaign. She now leads
the Mountaineer offense with 511
assists, averaging 10.02 per set to rank
seventh in the league. Additionally,
Cuckovich played in 84 sets as a junior,
finishing with 144 digs to rank fifth on
the team.

NICE TO MEET YOU
Freshman Natalie Winter comes to
Morgantown from Katy, Texas, where
she played for Amy Cataline at Seven
Lakes High and Chuck Schneider at
the Houston Juniors Volleyball Club. A
5-foot-9 defensive specialist, she is the
program’s career leader in digs (1,531)
and aces (168) and was a three-time
first team all-district honoree. Winter
led her team to four consecutive
regional tournament appearances,
including its first-ever Class 6A state
final in 2017.
