•	 West Virginia and Radford meet for the third time in program history on Sunday.
•	 The two last met in 2017, also in a “neutral-site” matchup at the Charleston Coliseum and 

Convention Center. 
•	 WVU has played at least one neutral-site game in the state of West Virginia ever season 

dating back to the 1988-89 season. 
•	 It marks the Mountaineers’ second straight game against a Big South opponent. 
•	 WVU is coming off a 56-40 win over Presbyterian on Sunday.
•	 Redshirt junior guard Kysre Gondrezick once again led the scoring with a 20-point 

performance.
•	 Freshman Esmery Martinez led the rebounding with 11 boards, adding six points and a 

block as well. 
•	 Sophomore forward Kari Niblack added six points and a block.
•	 Freshman guard Kirsten Deans chipped in four points and six rebounds. 
•	 However, the Mountaineers struggled with turnovers, registering 26 on the day.
•	 It marks the most turnovers in a single game since WVU turned the ball over 27 times 

against Ohio State in the 2016 NCAA Tournament. 
•	 Coach Mike Carey has now pulled within five wins of No. 400. He sits at 395 in his WVU 

career. 
•	 Carey will also have the opportunity to hit 700 wins in his career before the season is over. 
•	 He stands at 683, needing just 17 more to hit the plateau. 
•	 Redshirt senior guard Tynice Martin is expected to be available for Sunday’s game in 

Beckley. 
•	 Next up: West Virginia hosts Coppin State in a 10 a.m. tip at the Coliseum as part of 

Education Day on Nov. 21.

in Charleston, West Virginia. 

•	 Former WVU standout Naomi Davenport 
led the way with 20 points in the win, 
while fellow alum Teana Muldrow had 
a double-double of 13 points and 13 
rebounds. 

•	 No player on the current roster has faced 
Radford, as redshirt senior guard Tynice 
Martin missed the 2017-18 season due to 
injury. 

•	 The first meeting between Mountaineers 
and the Highlanders came on Dec. 2, 
2009, with WVU posting a 64-28 win at 
the WVU Coliseum.

•	 Sunday marks WVU’s 13th contest against 

a Big South opponent and its second 
straight.

•	 The Mountaineers are 10-2 against the 
league with both losses coming against
